Grand President.

Bui r.AiAEL, April 18th.—The Grand
Parlor convened at 9:30 a. m.

The election of Grand Officers was made
a special order for 2 o'clock this aiternocn.

Aresolution providing that Past Grand
President* aha]] have no voice in the elec-
tion of Grand Officers was lost.

A resolution providing for local celebra-
tions of Admission Day by various parlors
\taa adopted. This is not to be construed
as operaucg against the annual t,rand cele-
brations.

Resolutions providing that only I'att
Presidents shall be eligible to election as
delegates were lost.

A resolution providing that no social en-
tertainment of any kind shall be permitted
to interfere withthe sessions of the Grand
Parlor was defeated.

A resolution providing that district de-
oartments may riot grant dispensations to
ballot for and initiate candidates on the
same eight was defeated.

A resolution providing for the granting
of charters for parlors to be organized out-
side of the State wherever a sufficient num-
ber of native Californians may be found
T!sa lost.

I'.y a two-thirda vote it was decided that
annual meetings of the Grand Parloi shall
hereafter convene on the fourth Monday of
April,instead of the third, as now.

A proposition to create offices of Grand
Second Vice-President and Grand Third
Vice-President was lost.

The report of the Committee on Appeals
and Grievances was received and acted on.

Resolution that applicants for member-
shio in sub parlors shall bind themselves
not d seek redress in the Civil Courts for
any action of the parlor was carried.

A resolution providing that inan election
ot sub- parlors the roll shall he called was
adopted.

It "<-as annnunc«d that the train will
leave for Sau I'rancisco to-night at 2:30 a.
M.afltr the banquet.

A resolution uefining the privileges of
members holding withdrawal cards pre-
vailed.

At the afternoon session, on motion, the
nominating spetehes were limited to three
minntes, and the seconding of speeches
dispensed with.

The thanks of the Grand Parlor were ex-
tended to Mt.Tamalpais Parlor and the
committees for the generous entertainment
of the delegates.

The funeral badge was adopted.
The election os officers was taken up,

Miller was nom-
inated by John S. 'ireany, aud elected on
the second hall lot.

Henry Lunstedt. of San Francisco, was
unacimou^ly elected Grand Secretary, and
Henry 8. Martin, of San Francisco, Grand
Treasurer. A.L.Bruner, of Sacramento,
and J. M. Ahem, of Bakersrield, were the
nominees tor Grand Lecturer. Brunei was
elected on the first ballot.

A,Ruep, of San Francisco :H.C.Katz,
of Los Angeles, and F. V. Tuttle, of Au-
burn, were the nominees for Grand Orator.
Tuttle was elected after a stubborn contest
of five ballois.

Virginia City (Nev.), April 18th.—

Mi:.era are agitating the question of having
a holiday on Sunday every week. So far
as ha- been ascertained, they are equally
divided on the question, but' to get a true

ment of the majority, the time-keepers
at the various mines or lode3will question
each miner as be goes tip shift whether he
is in favor or aeainst tbe proposition.

Middle-aged miners and those with fami-
lies who are not church members, are op-
posed to Having a holiday one day in every
seveD, as it willcurtail t.ieir pay from $10
to $-*' per month. The youthful contin-
gent, however, are unsnituouslv infavor of
losing a shift on Sunday. The Superin-
tendents and mining company manage-
ments are indifferent as to whether the
miners decide for or against losing a shift
every week.

If a majority decide in favor of losing a
shift ou Sunday.-, it wili involve the shut-
ting down of the mines on that day. This
will reduce the monthly pay roll about
$30,000, and curtail the bullion"yieldof the
lode about $80,000 below tbe present pro-
duct.

A strange feature of the movement is,
that sky pilots and saloonists are both in
favor of the movement, the former beini:
credited with having inaugurated it. If
successful, it willbe curious to note which
of the twoseou res ihe most liberalpatronage
on tbe weekly holidays.

Los Angeles, April 18th.

At a meeting
of the Chamber of Commerce today the
report of the coruniittec o:i the Jfasibility
of building a railroad through the Sierra
Madre mountains, and the reporis of the
ei^ineers instructed to examine the pro-
jected route, were read and adopted, with
the recommendation that the Chamber take
de6nite action in the near futnre.

They proposed to builda road via Arroyo,
Seco, Tejunga and Alize canyon to reach
the desert near the mouth of Little Ilock
creek, which will rtquire a tunnel be-
tween the two first named points, and
possibly one at the divide between the
ttcond and third. The estimate of the
length of the former is 4,000 feet and ofthe
latter I.UOO feet, the maximum estimates of
grade VoO feet to the mile. The route willbe
the most direct approach to the Northwest
via Harper Station on the A. and P. Kail-
way, which is in a straight line from Little
Rock creek. It is also expected that the
road wiliconnect with another new road
there to Milford on the U.C.R. P. The
estimated cost of the projected road of'
ninety-seven miles, with depots, round
houses, shop? and complete equipment of
rolling stock is $3,500,000.

Tucson (Ariz.),April18th.— The famous
libelsuit of Clark Churchill vs. ex-Special
Agent Slater, received its quietus in the
District Court last evening, S ater having
publicly acknowledged the falsity of the
charges made and apologized for Lhe wrong
done. Mr.Churchill stated to the Court
that he was satisfied, and had no desire to
press the suit further.

This suit grew out of a letter published
in the Courier, charging General Churchill
with being connected with the Lane ring,
and making other defamatory allusions to
him. Mr.Slater was given as the author.
Ht> was indicted by the Grand Jury and
held to answer in the sum of £1.000. In
the meantime, Mr. Slater was suspended
fromoffice, and having a family to support
tie sougtil the iuieict-ssiou ot mutual
friends, with the result as above noted.

Mr. Churchill had nodesire to prosecuie, so
he accepted Mr. Slater's apology and let
him out of a pretty bad box.

Will Not Obey Salomon.
San Francisco, AprilIBth.—On the sth

of April Edward S. Salomon, as Com-
mander-in-Chief of the Army and Navy
Republican League, issued an order aD-

nulling the charter of Camp No. 1 of that
organization. This has called forth a re-
ply from the camp, in which it repudiates

tbe action of the Commander-in-Chief, on
the ground that the Kxeciuive Council did
not issue a charter to Camp No.1. and,
therefore, could not annul or revoke it.
The camp is incorporated under the laws
of the State of California, and is, therefore,
not subject to the arbitrary diction of Gen-
eral Salomon. It is further claimed that
Salomon aud bis associates were not legally
elected.
