The Hautation Neirro as

a Freeman," by Phillip A. Bruce, (j. P.
Putnam's Sons, New York, publishers
While these observations pertain to the
character, condition and prospects of the
negro inVirginia in the main, they apply
to that race in the Southern States gen-
erally, as viewed from the author's stand-
point. The writer is evidently a young
man, for in the introduction he states he
has no distinct recollection of slavery as an
institution. Still, notwithstanding his
immaturity of opinions on this important
suhject, he has been a close observer and
itmust be conceded that he writes with
great force and distinctness. Throut;h^ut
he seeks to convey the impression that he
is free from prejudice, yet no one can rise
from a perusal of this monograph without
being impressed that the writer from his
youth has been imbibing the bitterest s .-
cial and political hatred of the negro. No
subdivision cf the subject shows haste,
and evidently the book as a whole
has been the result of several years
of intent study and investigation. Several
ot the chapters are of great value, whether
the author's views are accepted or not, as,
for example, "Parent and Child." "Hus-
band and Wife," "Master and Servant,

'
and those on the relation of the ne;:ro to
the commonwealth and criminallaw. Mr,
Bruce evidently forgets, as most people do,
that the South is mainly responsible for
the establishment of ne^ro suffrage, every
Southern Legislature having rejected the
amendment proposed by Congress during
the Administration of Mr. Johnson, under
which they were at liberty to impose this
suffrage or not as they might choose. Had
they accepted it,and in the ratio of repre-
sentation excepted the negro, for a brief
period their numerical strength in the
House and the Electoral College would
have been curtailed, but for all tiaie they
wouldhave made the introduction of the
black into the body politic entirely
dependent upon their own legislative
action. The widening gulf between the
two races is graphically described, but on
the personal testimony of those in whose
judgment we repose trust, and who have
spent much time in the Old Dominion and
all the States south of Virginia, we disagree
with the writer in relieving the tnperioi
race from all fault and responsibility for
thi3 constantly increasing irritability. Be-
tween the lines throughout the wtjrk an
over-shadowing fear is apparent at every
step respecting the outcome of the depriva-
tion f f the negro of his; rights under the
Federal Constitution. Acd with reason.
For with his constantly augmenting per-
ception, ifhe continues to be counted in
the political aggregate without in actuality
being a factor, he is bound to ultimately
assert himself, and woe betide the conspire-
tors of this unrepublicau system of gov-
ernment. The North will not permit
this plan to continue very much
longer. It gives the few

"
South-

ern States a preponderance to which
itis not entitled. Minnesota notably, and
other Western States, were not influenced
in the recent flection so much by questions
of tarill as by this overshadowing i^ue.
As it is now, the House of Representatives
is almost absolutely subject to the result of
this pernicions system to which we allude,
and even with the overwhelming results of
the National election the G;h of November,
the Fifty-first Congress is si nearly politi-
cally equal it is doubtful which party will
secure the organization. This is aprolific
theme, and it can be but barely touched in
this limited space. Notwithstanding our
failure to concur with the author at many
points, we commend the volume to student's
of political ethics and to discriminating
readers generally.
