Court
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A Stockton Lawyer Who is Better than a
Circus—Decorations.

MarvsviLLe, April 24th.—The Building
and Loan Society which has been organized

here will soon be ready for business.

The city has been handsomely decorated
for the Grand Army Reunion which opens
to-morrow. Prizes are oifered for the best
decorations of business establishments and
private residences. The dry goods stores
have run out of materials suitable for the
purpose owing to the great demand.

A considerable number of G. A. R. men
arrived on the local train this evening. A
rush is expected to-morrow.

Lawyer Stone, of Stockton, who appears
for the Chinese hydraulickers who are in
jail here, has excited considerable amuse-
ment in legal circles by his efforts in their
behali. To-day he had District Attorney
Forbes and Under Sheriff Bevan cited be-
fore Judge Sawyer to show cause why they
shonld not be punished for contempt in
having the Cbinamen photographed. The
Court held that the proceeding could not
be construed into contempt, and dismissed
the motion.

After a fine of $500 was imposed upon
each of the Chinese, Stone snatched up his
hat and declared he would get them out by
habeas corpus proceedings. He also threat-
ened to have the seventeen Deputy Sherifls
‘who captured the Chinese bydraulickers
speedily put under arrest and have their
photographs put in the rogues’ gallery.

RULED OFF.

The Tralner and the Jockey o! Al Farrow
Punished.

Sax Fraxcisco, April 25th.—The Direct-

rs of the Pacific Coast Biood-Horse Asso-
ciation held another meeting last evening
and continued the investigation of the
charges that the horse Al Farrow had been
pulied in Saturday’s race by Fred Carillo,
his jockey.

Alfred Fallon, the first witness called,
said he bad had a long conversation with
}-own, the trainer of Farrow, and another
with Carillo before the race on Saturday.
The former urged him to put 33000 or
$4.000 on the horee, as it wouid be a good
thing. Fallon did bet $700, and then had
a conversation with Cerillo. The latter
asked him bow much he would get if he
won the race, and on being told $200, said
that it wrs not enough, and that he (Fal-
lon) might be “thrown.”

J. ¥. Holly, the well-known horseman,
wis the next witness. He said he bad
bet no moaney on the first race on Satur-
day’s programme, as he did not like the
looks of things. After the race he was
more than ever eonvinced that Parrow was
not “‘out for stufl.”

Fred Carillo denied some of the state-
ments. He said Brown told Fallon to bet
$2000. He asked Fallon what he would
do if he won the race and Fallon promised
him $100. He told Fallon he would do it.

Mr. Tupper, the owner of Farrow,
he bad no money on any borse in the race,
and his instructions to the jockey were to

win.

This closed the testimony, and the Di-
rectors went into executive session. They
remained with the doors closed for over an
hour and then announced a decision, It
was to the eflect that Fred Carillo, the
jockey, and James Brown, the trainer of
Al Farrow, be forever ex from any
treck over which the Association bhas juris-

ANOTHER RAILROAD

From Santa Rosa to Sebastopol and
Through Green Vailey.

SaxTa Rosa, April 24th.—Colonel Dona-
hue, Chief Engineer Delsen, General Man-
ager Whitings and other North Pacitie
Railroad officials, together with a corps of
survevors, have been in Santa Rosa fre-
quently for the last two months. Their
business has been connected with the Se-
bastopol road, which will be constructed
soon. The result of their work may be
thus stated : Two surveys have been made
and the route finally determined, and
nearly all of the right of wav has been se-
cured. Suils will immediately be brought
to condemn the necessary property which
cannot otherwise be obtained. The line
will start from the depot in this city and
will follow to a considerable extent the
direction of the Sebastavol wagon road,
avoiding the curves. The depot site in
Sebastopol bas not yet been located. The
road will continue from Sebastopol north-
ward, through Green Valley, past Forest-
ville and intersect the Guerneville branch
at Green Vailey.

This juuction has long been in Colonel
Donsahue’s and the company’s minds, and
they have regretted the Gurnervilie Branch
was not at first built on this route. The
road through Green Valley is expected to
be made a profitable part of the line. The
large orchard and vineyard prodact of that
section is sufficient to farnish freight bus-
iness for a railroad in the harvest season,
and there is on the slope from the Coast
Range mountains a body of timber that it
will take years to cat, which has heretofore
been left untouched, on account of the up-
hill hauling necessary to reach the narrow-
gauge line at Occidental, but which will
find an easy route to market over the Green
Valley road. That section is thickly pop-
ulated, and in connpection with the towns
of Sebastopol and Forestville will also
give quite a large passenger business to the
new road. The grading will begin at this
city. The iron for the road has been con-
iracted for, and as soon as a suflicient
quantity is received the work will be be-
gun so that the entire line may be laid
with a rush.

SAD CASE OF

A Druggist Sells Poison Withcut a Preper
Label.

Sax Fraxcrsco, April 24th.—Some time
ago the intant daunghter of H. H. Standish
was quite sick. Dr. Daly, a friend of the
family, gave the baby medicine from a
bottle he had in his pocket. On the bottle
was a label on which was written, ** Mer.
Cor. Sub.” When it was all used the father
thinking the label indicated what the med-
icine was, a harmless mixture, tcok it to
Dugald McMillan’s drugstore, who refilled
it with mercury (corrosive sublimate), and
the father thinking that was what he had
previously given the infant, gave her a
dose, causing her death.

He sued the druggist in a Justice Court
and recovered $100. An appeal was taken
and to-day Judge Hunt aflirmed the judg-
ment. During the trial a namber of drug-
gists testified they would give a person
without a perscription mercury, if they de-
clared they came from a physician. The
Judge commented strongly on such con-
duct, and censured druggists for not obey-
ing the law which declares that poisons
sold must be so marked. He said in this
case, if it had been so marked, the father
would have been put on his guard, and the
child’s life would not have been sacrificed,

SUICIDED.

A Man of Wealth in a Fit of Desponc®
ency Kills Himwself,
SearTLE (W. T.), April 24th.—Austin A.
Bell, a prominent and wealthy citizen of
Seattle, suicided in his office this morning
by sbooting himself in the head with a re-
volver. Bell had left home as usual in the
morning and began the disposal of the
business of the day in his customary man-
ner. About 10 o'clock his partner and
brother-in-law, William Coffman, stepped
out of the office and across the street. Bell
then arose, locked the door, and sitting
down wrote a very affectionate letter to his
wife, stating that his long ill-health bad
determined him to end his miserv by

death. Then arising, he steadied him-
self with his left hand against the

safe aud with the right placed the revolver
against his head and fired. The bullet
crasbed through his head and struck the
opposite wall. Bell fell over backward and
lay stretched out on the fleor with the re-
volver clutched in his hand across his
breast. Persons outside who heard the
shot broke open the door, but arrived only
to find life almost totally extinet. Bell is
estimated to have been worth at least
$250,000. He was born in Seattle 35 vears
ago, and was widely known throughout the
northwest. Belltown took its name from
his father. He has but recently returned
from an extended trip East in search of
health. Coming back much improved he
began extensive improvement on his prop-
riy. He killed himself no doubt in a fit
ot dcspondcucy.

AN AWFUL FATE.

Mr, and Mrs, Titsworth Literally Roastea
to Death.
Los AxNGELEs, April 24th —Mr, and Mrs.
John Titsworth, of Inglewood, vesterdav
afternoon met with a horrible fate. They
recently arrived from Texas and purchased
land at Inglewood and erected a comfort-
ahle house. Mrs. Titsworth began to pre-
pare luncheon yesterday and lighted a gas-
oline stove which she used. An explosion
occurred, and in a second she was wrapped
in flames. Her screams attracted the at-
tention of her husband, who rushed to her
help, but he, too, was immediately envel-
oped in the terrible blaze, and the house
was by this time doomed also. The shriek-
ing, agonized couple managed to get as far
as the hall door, but could walk no further
and only got out of the house by roliing
their roasted bodies down the steps, where
neighbors picked them up and carried
them off. They are both literally roasted,
and though still breathing cannot live till

morning. The agony they sufler is some-
thing horrible.
ARIZONA.

A Man Runs Away From His Debts Dis-
guised as a Chinaman.

Tucsox, April 24th.—A few weeks ago
R. C. Webster, a prominent citizen and
mill-owner of Tempe, Ariz., suddenly dis-
appeared. He went to Phonix, and, after
borrowing all the funds possible, bired a
team to return to his home. The next day
the team was found in Salt river. Web-
ster’s hat was also found on the bank be-
low, and it was the general opinion that he
had either been suicidally or accidentally
drowned. In a few davs the milling com-
pany suspended. The mill company's
friends strongly claimed that Webster was
drowned, though a search made of the
river uncovered no trace of his body. Now
it turns out that Webster was not drowned,
but, disguised as a Chinaman, made his es-
cape from the Territory. His wife went to
join him Monday night. No ‘cause has
been given for his mysterious actions. No
doubt but his wife was ignorant of his pur-
pose.

Crimioal Cases.

FarrrieLp, April 24th.—In the Superior
Court in the case of tha People vs..J. J.
Murphy for murder, Murphy withdrew his
plea ot not guilty and pleaded guilty. The
case was continued until May 13th for ar-
gument to de'ermine whal degree.

In the case of the People vs. Heterington,
for assault to murder, the accused was al-
lowed to plead guilty to assault with
a deadly weapon, and sentenced to one
year in the County Jail.

In the case of the People vs. Trottor, for
assault to murder, accused pleaded not
guilty. Owing to the sickness of an im-
portant witness for the defense the case was
continued till May 7th.
