
THE DAY.

The completion of a centennial cycle
cf the Republic is signalized by the dawn
of this day. The lesson of the event is
palpable, and wherever there is a spark of
patriotism, its force willbe realized. The
American nation, by this completion of
one hundred years of free government
under the system that appoints a Presi-
dent as its chief servant and exalts him
as an Executive, whose selection by the
governed is determined every four years
at the ballot-box, testifies to the world
that the vitalityof republican institutions
is unimpaired after a century of trial, and
that a Federal Union is proven to be wise
by a hundred years of unexampled pros-
perity. The world has witnessed no spec-
tacle incivilgovernmental allcomparable
with the meaning of the celebrations that
are taking place to-day throughout the
Union. Their testimony is to the capacity
of the Federal form ofgovernment, which
even some of its most earnest friends
feared might be put to too severe a test by
the experiment that was made to unite
Tast bodies of men widely distributed
over an immense territory, and maintain-
ing independent States within a federa-
tion, limited in its scope by the bounds of
expressly granted powers. Such a politi-
cal system, so weighty, broad, and so de-
pendent for its permanency upon the
loyalty of the people to an idea, might
well have made the friends of self-govern-
ment tremble for fear of its failure. But
they were far-6eeing men inthose days ;
their faith in the justice of the system

and their righteousness of the cause that
gave it birth, has been approved by a
century of trial and the judgment of the
fair-minded and free-thinking throughout
the civilized world.

The observance of this as a national hol-
iday is not less inhonor of the men who
laid the foundations of the system of civil
government we enjoy, because itb especi-
allycommemorative of the inauguration,
as the first President of the Republic, of
the illustrious citizen who led the armies
of (he Colonies to victory. We do special
honor to his memory to-day, but we in no
\u25a0wise forget the band of statesmen and
patriots who surrounded him and sus-
tained his hands in the infaacy of the
Union. The Nation to-day bares its brow
and bends its head in patriotic reverence
to these fathers of the American Republic.
Itcalls the attention of its sons and daugh-
ters to the past of the Union to intensify
their devotion to the heritage left them
by the men who conceived the idea of a
free government in America, and gave
some their blood and treasure and some
their lives to make it possible. The holi-
day willhave served small purpose; the im-
posing demonstrations in the great cities
and the towns of the Republic willbe but
wasted energy if there is not made upon
the minds of American youth profounder
impressions of the priceless character ofthe
treasure that is soon to )>e committed to
their keeping than they have yet experi-
enced.

While the nation honors itself by up-
liftingits voice to-day inrejoicing that at
the close of the most marvelous, brilliant
and progressive of all centuries it is en-
abled to sound the praises of a hundred
years of successful Federal government, of
an indissoluble union of sovereign States,
it does a lofty service to the generation
how coming upon the stage of political
activity, and to which there is soon to be
intrusted the responsibility of preserving a

Union with which the hopes of liberty for
allpeoples are inextricably entwined. We
will discharge our duty to-day in the
truest sense, if into the youthful minds we
instill the truths of the lesson of the hour ;]
ifwe improve the occasion to deepen their
senj-e of the value of the American's politi-
cal heritage, and impress them more
profoundly than ever heretofore with
the measureless and inexpressible value of
the liberties of the American people and
*.be grandeur and majesty of the inde-
pendence and sovereignty of American
citizenship.

We willhave used the day to wise pur-

pose if we devote some portion of it to
(Kiinting out again to our sons and daugh-
ter-, what, under patriotic devotion to the
republic is the manifest destiny of the na-
tion; that the one purpose of all the
struggles of the fathers of the republic was
to secure to U:isystem of local self-gov-
«rcment in iudependent States, yet so
bound together ami dejwndent upon each
other, that there can be butone wise settle-
ment of (juestions arising between these
sovereignties, that of judicial arbitrament
«j.on the similar lines of procedure that
are followed in the settlement of disputes
betwivu individuals ; that their cine chief
object was to establish a system that should
make Arueruans one people inaim, how-
ever differing in the methods employed
in the maintenance of Slates ; that
should result us, in short, those devoted
labor* have, in the demonstration of the
possibility of seif-government, ina nation
powerful, free, progressive and cohesive,
without kings or princes chosen or born to

rule.

The first of the three days' celebration at

New York iy|Wl to have passed off with-
out hitch or undue friction. The Presi-
dent approached New York over very
nearly the same route Washington look a

hundred years ago, and the reception at
the landing was as near as could be a copy
of the reception accorded the first Presi-
dent. The naval pageant appears to have
•come up to the expectations of the public,
and to have bam an ini|>osing affair. The
•preface to the chief demonstration of to-
•dav was thus mad* » fitting one, and war-
rants the belief that the first Capital of
the Nation under a President can be safely
trusted to celebrate the last of oi:r great

centennials with honor to the whole na-
tion, and in a manner to inspire the re-
upect and the admiration of the people
of the civilized world.

Thk San Bernardino woman who shot a
brutish fellow for a gross and cowardly
assault upon her infant daughter, though
charged with murder need make no

preparation for the gallows. Reason upon
it as we may; define murder as sharply as
we please; moralize to our heart's content
upon the awfulness of taking human life,
and the necessity ofenforcing the laws,
yet the woman willnot be convicted. We
must take human nature as we find it,and
as we have it to-day it dictates to civiliza-
tion and to law in all cases where female
virtue is forcibly assailed, or infant in-
nocence outrageously assaulted.

"California ox Wheels" appears to
have met with a success at the East far in
excess of the expectations of the projectors
of that novel enterprise. It having de-
monstrated its usefulness there is but one
thing to do, and that is tokeep itmoving.
To accomplish this, however, it must be
welland constantly supplied with fresh
examples of our products, and there must
also be liberalsupjwrt to the State Board of
Trade in the necessary duty of supplying
the essential finances.

There is hope for political freedom in
Arkansas

two more of the fellows who

interfered with the officers of the elections
last fallat Plummerville, where Clayton
was murdered, have been convicted, and
willspend a few years inprison to medi-
tate upon the great truths that this is a
Government of freemen by freemen, and
that the people are fully resolved that
bulldozing and intimidation at the polio
ought to and shall cease.

The reception of the American Com-
missioners at Berlin indicates that the set-
tlement of the Samoan question willbe I
easily attained, and that Germany willnot
put serious obstacles inthe way of a speedy I
and satisfactory adjustment.

FOREIGN NEWS.

PROCEEDINGS OF THE SAMOAN
COXIEREXCE.

Menacing Letters Being Received
by the Czar—Fatal Boiler Ex-

plosion at Calais.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TOTHE EECORD-UNIOS.J

THE SASKMN CONFERENCE.

The Strictest Secrecy to Cover Its Delib-
erations.

Bxrlin, April 29th.—The conference of the
representatives of the United States, Germany
and Eogland toconsider Samoan affairs opened
to-day in the congress hallof Prince Bismarck's
residence. The session lasted one hour and
fifteenminutes. Cn the proposal of Count Her-
bert Bismarck, itwas decided that the strictestsecrecy should govern the deliberations of the
conference.

The conference adjourned without fixing the
date for the next session. The sentiments ex-
pressed by the Commissioners weie oia friendly
character.

Berlin, April 29th.—Dr. Arendt and Mr.Beauclerk, an Englishman, have been appointed
Secretaries to the Samoau Conference. Count
Herbert Bismarck, at the session to-day, dis-avowed, on behalf of Germany, any idea of
aggrandizement inconsistent with the existing
treaties. Count Herbert spoke inFrench.

Sir Edward Malet and Mr.Kasson spoke in a
similar strain. Kassou hinted that the United
States Government hoped that the ijuestion
would be settled on such a basis as would pre-
serve the autonomy of the Samoan Islands.

On Kasson's proposal, itwas agreed to hold
the discussion inEnglish.

Count Herbert Bismarck has invited all the
members of the Conference todine withhim ou
Friday next.

Emperor William received a personal report
of the sitting. At the next meeting he willre-
ceive a report of the sub-committees. Allthe
delegates appeared to be satisfied with tht pro-ceedings thus far. It is understood that the
sub-committees of the Conference willunder-
take a settlement of the details of the contro-versy.

London. April J.ith.—lt is reported from St.

Petersburg that inaddition to the revolut.onarv
pamphlets, menacing letters have been foundon the Czar's table. In consequence of the
compromising discoveries affecting the Chiefs
ofSecret Police, Poulitine, the head of that de-partment, and several other high officers havebeen dismissed.
