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CLOSING SCENES.

THE LAST DAY OF THE EXAUG-
URAT. CENTENNIAL.

Grand Army Men Pinning Badges
on the Breasts of (^-Confed-

erates—The Procession.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECOBD-TOIOS.]

Nkw Yokk,MayIst.—The third and final day
of the centennial celebration fully equaled the
preceding days in the matter of weather. The
skies were clear from sunrise and there was a
cool breeze. The streets wtre inexcellent con-
dition.

The procession proved to be of such vast pro-
portions and composed of so many organiza-
tions that it was found impossible to adhere
even to the programme as riually published
this morning. It was 10:30 o'clock before the
head of the liDe reached the reviewing-stand,
where the Presidential party were.

OVATION TO PRKSIDENT HAKRISdN.
Mr. Harrison and party reached the stand at

Madison Square about 10 o'clock. The Presi-
dent received an ovation as he passed up Fifthavenue en route. The enthusiasm of the vast
crowds seemed inno wise abated, or the desire
to hurrah surfeited by the events of the two pre-
ceding days.

SCHOOL CHILDREN BY THE THOUSAND.
There were the same miles of crowded streetsand crowded balconies, housetops, grandstands

and windows; the same lavish display of bunt-
ing and red, white and blue generally. And
there were more miles of processionists than
yesterday. Itcan safely be asserted that the
third day was the trowuing spectacular one ofthe week. The procession was so large and
varied that probably its like willnot be seen in
this country again for many years. A score of
nationalities were there, marching under the
American colors, but attired in characteristic
national garb. There were scores of highly
decorated floats, emblematic of history, poetry
aud material progress. There were school chil-
dren by the thousands, marching with the pre-
cision ofveteran soldiers. Much oi this can be
imagined. The floats, however, being the
marked features of the spectacle, need descrip-
tion. Some ofthe most tt'iking are described
herewith. Floats were interspersed along theline of the procession, liot strictly according to
the programme, but wht:ever expedient, and theeffect was very picturesque.

THE noOHHOM.
There were societies and organizations by thehundreds.
The procession was led by mounted police

General Daniel Butterlield acting as Chief Mar-shal, witha large corps of mounted aids.
Then came representatives of the variousarmy and navy organizations of the United

states service, and the Society of Veterans ofthe United States Army and Navy, followed
with the Twenty-fifth Kegiment ot New YorkVolunteers' Association.

The next was what was designated as theStar division. This was comprised of a rerylarge representation of students of ColumbiaCollege, students of the University of the City
of New York, the public school pupils andjuvenile temperance and other organizations.
"Baby George Washington" marched attired
in the old-time costume. This division, how-
ever, had generally a sober tone. There was
littleglitter or color.

DIVISION A.
Division A consisted of a large number of in-

dependent military organizations and temper-
ance and charitab'e societies. Among the
striking organizations in the division were theGuard Lafayette, Liberty Guards, FrenchAmericans, Irish Volunteers, Lafayette Con-clave, and seveial commands of Sons of Vet-erans.

The next division excited a great amount ofenthusiasm, being made up of veteran liremeu.
Hardly auy man in the line of the whole pro-
cession received greater applause than Harry
Howard, who, partially paralyzed, still hobbledover the line of march. He is well-known to
veteran firemen all over the county.

Just behind the head of the firemen's divisioncame rank alter rank of volunteer fire chiefs
and ex-chitfs and volunteer bodies, each red-shined, carrying the bell-mouthed brass trumpet
of the old-time style, crammed full ot flower?.

.There were sixty volunteer fire organizations inline,representing New YorkState, New England
and Pennsylvania largely.

THE PRINTING PRESS. .

Among the industrial floats showing progress
and noteworthy comparisons were: One :ioaton which was an old hand printingpress of the
earliest times, in workimg order, ana on the fol-
lowing rloat was a modern press driTen by elec
tricity. These primed and distributed the pro-gramme of the civic and industrial parade as
the procession passed.

AT THE ttVIWIW STAND.
The first float in the procession came with a

Swiss company. It represented the Swiss Re-public,and on a great truck were thirty young
women attired in national colors. As they
passed the President they all threw roses and
lilies at him.

General Abram Daily, a veteran of ISI2,
marched down between two old gentlemen. Hewas dressed in an old uniform that he wore in
1812 and saluted aud shook hands with thePresident from the street. He was afterward
taken on the grand stand and presented to the
President by General Sherman.

President Harrison lelt the reviewing stand
early this afternoon to take the special trainlor Washington.

A PRESENTATION.
One event of the day was the presentation by

Mayor Grant to the President on the reviewing
stand of a silver cylinder, containing an ad-drefs of congratulation signed by one hundredprominent citizens who rode in the procession.
The text is as follows:
ItBrnjamin Harrison, Pretidcnt of the VnittdStala, April M, 1889— The undersigned repre-

sentatives of civil, commercial, industrial andeducational organizations and bodies of the
city of New York, on the occasion of the cen-
tennial celebration ot the inaugural of Wash-
ington, the fir«t President, present anew to thePresident of the United States, in his official
capacity, their allegiance to the Govunmem,
Constitution and laws, with their congratula-
tions upon the completion of a century of con-stitutional government, and the progress mvie
ivthat ctutury.

INCIDENTS OF THE DAY.

The ElUkheth Zouave* and Governor
Gordon's Staff.

New York,May Ist.— A touching incident
occurred yesterday when Oommnnder Drake ofthe Wizabeth Zouaves presented Governor Gor-don and staffol Georgia with their Grand Army
badges. Itwas tbe fir«t meeting of the two oldsoldiers since they met on the field of battle.
Commander Drake, learning that Gordon was
riiiingbehind tbe New Jersey troops, calied his

staff about him «nd went to the rear of the line.
The two old soldiers grasped hands in silence,
while tears gieamed inthe eyts ofeach. Then
Drake took his G. A.R. bad^-s from his breast
and pinned it on the breast of Gordon. The
Commacder's staff followed the example ot
their leader, and pinned their badges on the
breasts of other ex-Confederates. The thou-
sands who witnessed the scene heartily cheered.

THE FIKEWof.ks.
The fireworks display last night began with

aerial illuminations of" variegated hues, tlights
ofrockets, changing stars and parachutes. The
tet pieces were yew trees, the tree of liberty. a
Peruvian cross, an American cross. ila/.'.Ung
diamonds, centennial wheels and the Falls of
Niagara. There was also a representation of
the statute ol Washington, as itstands upon the
steps of the Sub-Treasury.

OFFICE SEEKERS.
The White Unite Willbo Ke*iege<l Again

To-rtay— The Public Printer.
Washington, May Ist.—The return of the

President to-night has revived hope again in
the breasts of office-seekers, aud the White
House willbe surrounded to-morrow.
Itis generally believed the l-resident willfill

the offices ofCMefof the Bureau of Engraving
and Printing, Public Printer aud First Comp-
troller ofthe Treasury within the next ten days.
Inthe first and last offices there are vacincies.
Chief Graves ot the Bureau resigned about a
mouth ago, to take effect to-day, and a< the
office has a large appointing patronage, withno
civilservice to bother, the lucky appointee can
do much good. Meredith of Chicago is looked
upon as the strongest candidate for it.

For l'ublic Printer the situation has not
changed, aud the tight lies between Palmer, of
Chicago; Nichols, of North Carolina, and Os-
borne, of California, fchould Meredith get
tue Bureau itis not thougnt Palmer can get
this, and Nichols seems tobe barred from auy
serious consideration by the President's state-
ment that no Eastern tirm would be selected,
osborne's chances seem tobe the most excellent
of the three, but a dark horse is Helm, of Indi-ana, and he is looked upon by knowing ones as
the coming man.

A. C. Mathews, of Illinois, is the most formid-
able candidate tor First Comptroller, but may
not win, through Illinois having so many can-
didates forother important places.

ton bagging could not be substituted for jute
bagginc.

President Hickman made a vigorous address
on the state of the trailie. iv the oonm ol
which he said: "We should control the mark-
ets of South America and Mexico,aud to ac-
complish this end we should work for and in-
voke Government aid. our Bag should tioat
over every bale of goods which leaves
our ports. The British Government is tak-
ing advantage of the supposed trouble
between China and our Government, with the
hope of prejudicing that country agMinst onr
goods, and has iass.cd a law requiring every
piece Of goods manufactured in this country
and During through Kngland to China to be
branded manufactured inthe United States el
America. We would like to have our own
goods reach China without passing through
.England and without the use ot English bot-
toms. Give us American ships. Let China see
the Amercan flag. Ifour Government would
lend a helping hand inplacing our products in
foreign lands, it would not be long before you
would see manufactured in the United
States of America goods made in Man-
chester, England.

"

Resolutions were adopted to memorialize
Congress to grant subsidies to steamships to
Central and South America :also pledging the
Southern manufacturers to pay ten cents per
100 pounds more for cotton baled in cotton, or
other light bagging, than in jute bagging.

The impression seems to prevail mat the
baling of the cotton crop inbagging is not alto-
gether practicable, but the spirit of the manu-
facturers is to do all in their power to a;d the
planters.

He said
m part :"Itis high time that by ocean steam-
Bhipe or by whatever means are at our disposal,
the Hag or the United States should be made at
home in South America. We should give our
encouragement to the establishment of steam-
ship lines and a safe and reliable meiins of
communication between this country and the
great country south of us."

A CENTER SHOT.

A Bnrgiar Who Walked a Mile With a
liullet inHis Brain.
