~ BOOK MEN.

THE APPROACHING CONVENTION
OF LIBRARIANS.

An Important Conference of Libra-
rians and Litterateurs—A Cali-
fornian’s Scheme—Etc.

State Librarian T. H. Wallis departed for
St, Lonis last evening, to attend the con-
vention of State Librarians which will be
held there on the Sth of this month. In
1887 Mr. Wallis drafted a resolution, set-
ting forth the many advantages to be de-
rived from a meeting of State Librarians,
which was adopied by the Legislature in
1887, and in pursuance of said resolution
T. H. Wallis was authorized to organize
such a Convention and provide for a time
and place of its meeting. Since said time
he has been in constant communication
with the State Librarians, Governors, State
Superintendents of Education, Librarians
of free and public libraries of the several
States and Territories and many other per-
sons interested in the success of

libraries and education. The result
has been most flattering, and there
is no doubt but that good will result
from the Convention. The readers of the
REecorp-UN10oN will remember that in Feb-
ruary, 1887, this journal advocated the
adoption of the resvlution, and prophesied
that the time was not far distant when the
entire nation would wake up to the fact
that something must be done to bring out
this educational part of the Government.
The success of a Government depends upon
the social qualities, the morality and the
intelligence of its people.

The American Library Association, a
body of 500 members, have never assisted
the State Libraries for the reason that a
jealousy exists between them, but Mr.
Wallis has succeeded in removing that bar-
rier, and at his suggestion, the Association
in September, 1887, passed the following
resolution : :

Resolved, That the American Library Associa-
tion extend to the State Librarians a cordial in-
vitation to join in its nextconference, and, in
case there are subjects which they may wish to
discuss, not of a special interest to general
Librarians, the formation of a separate section
of the Association for State and Law Librarians
is suggested.

OTHER INDORSEMENTS,

 The President of the Association, C. A.
Cutter, writes as follows, under date of |
Doston, April 11, 1889 :

1 hear with pleasure that you have asked the
Btate Librarians to meet at’St, Louis while the
A.L.A.is in session there. It seems to me
most desirable, both for economy of traveling
ani for the increase of cur joint influence, that
the State Librarians should come as members of
the A. L. A., though forming & separate section;
but however you come, whether as part of our
Association or as a separate society, you will be
heartily welcome, and we will do all that we
can to farther your chjects and make your visit
pleasant.

Melvil Dewey, Secretary of the American
Library Association, and State Librarian of
New York, writes as [ollows:

I am just in receipt of yours of 22d of March,
1889, and hasten to answer you that the A. L.
A. will give a most cordial welcome to a State
Library section. I will try to do what I can to
interest others. Now that I am myself one of
the number, my feelings of two years ago are
greatly deepened, and I feel strongly that this
1s the only wise plan. I shall take great pleas-
ure in helping organize such a section.

He was pro-
nounced insane and committed to the
Stockton Asylum. whence he was taken
last evening by Deputy Sheriffs Buckley
and Coggswell. Therein is a cabinet-
maker, and has a wife and two children in
this city. He imagines that his wife and
brother are hisenemies. Business troubles
are the supposed cause of his mental de-
rangement.

Itis
a good idea, one that will accomplish great
results. State Librarians are much in need
of a conference for discussing library mat-
ters. You have my hearty support, and I
am certain the American Library Associa-
tion will do all in its power to aid the con-
ference.”

Charles C. Soule, of Boston, and many
others, have written very encouraging let-
ters and have promised to give their time
and attention to assist in carrying out the
objects for which the Convention is called.
There will be twenty State Librarians per-

onally in attendance, and ten will send
persons to represent their States. Nearly
all the Govzrnors and State Superintend-
ents of Education have promised to join
in a letter recommending to the several
States, Territories and to Congress the ad-
dress that will be adopted by the Conven-
tion of State Librarians.

After the Convention adjourns at St.
Lonis a Committee of the American Li-
brary Association and the State Librarians
will wait npon the President and request
that he mention the matter in his message
to Congress.

Mr. Wallis has received valuable aid
from Hon. I. G. Hoitt in this matter, which
kas resulted in stirring up the State Super-
intendent to the necessity of assisting the
State Librarian.

SOME IMPORTANT SUBJECTS.

The followinz will be presented by Li-
brarian T. H. Wallis for discussion at the
Conference :

First—That Congress provide for the free
transportation through the mails of books and
all punied matter beuween sState Libraries.

Second—That Congress suggest to foreign gov-
ernments the sdvisability of an internationat
law providing for the f{ree transportation of
books and other printed matter between State
Livraries and Depariments of foreign Govern-
ments direct.

Third—To facilitate accessions: That Con-
gress provide for a lower rate of postage on
books.

Fourth—Free importation of books: That
the privileges now enjoyed by the Lib-ary of
Congress, in the exemption ot books from im-
port duties, be extended to State Libraries.

Fitth—To prevent deceptive title pages: That

Congress provide that the date of first publica-
tion be indicated on title pages of all books, un-
Jess b suhsequent revision the contents have
been materially altered.

SIXIO— L ha in law reports the extreme dates
of the decisions be correctiy indicated ou the
title psges; that all legal digests contain a
table of cases: First, piaintifl and defendant ;
second, defeadant and plaiotiff; and that this
mile apply to all tabies of cases appearing in
any legal publication.

Seventh—That each State provide for the
maintenance of a state Library, by creating a
fund which shall be continuous and not de-
pendent upon annual or biennial appropria-
tions,

Eighth—Taat each State provide by law for
the speedy transmission, under the direction of
the State Librarian, to &ll State Libraries of all
public docnments, reports, laws, transactions,
ete , published by State authority, and that they
be addressed tosaid State Libraries.

Ninth—That each State provide by law that
all books published under its authority be in-
dexed, and that the title pages of all statutes
and journals of the Legisisture show the dates
of convemng and final adjournment of the ses-
sions for which they are. Also, that in law re-
ports the extreme dates of the decisions be cor-
rectly indicated on the title pages, and the date
of the rendition of each decision appear above
the title of each case; and that cach volume of
law reports contain a table of cases, plaintiff
and defendant, and vice versa,

Tenth—-That each State enact a law making
it & misdemeanor for any author, editor or pub-
lisher to write or issue a misieading or false title
page or preface.

Eleventh—That each State provide for the
proper catalogning and indexing of all publica-
tions that have been and may be issued by au-
thority of the State.

Twelfth—That each State provide for the
?mpk-.-r exchange and disposition of duplicate

Thirteenth—That the salary of each State
Librarian shall be proportionate to the salaries
paid other State officers in the same State.

RELEASED FROM JAIL.

Governor Waterman FPardons Two Men
Convicted of Crime.

Governor Waterman has granted a par-
don to J. J. Jackson, convicted in Fresuo
county last January of gambling, and sen-
tenced to 200 days in the County Jail. The
charge filed against the petitioner and to
which he pleaded guilty, without the ad-
vice of counsel, was that of having played
a game commonly known as the ‘‘string

game,” and that the sum bet on the game
was but twenty cents. The pardon is
granted at the earnest request of both Su-
perior Judges of Fresno county, the District
and prosecuting attorneys and others, who
state thatthe * string game ” is not a per-
centage game, as contemplated by the law
of the State. -

A pardon was also granted to P. R.
Montgomery, convicted of obtaining goods
under false pretenses in Stanislaus county
last February and sentenced to 200 days in
the County Jail. The pardon was granted
for the sake of the family of the prisoner,
who are in a deplorable condition and in
need of a father's support. There are a
wife and four children in the family, the
youngest about one month old, and the
mother is under the care of adoctor. The
Governor recites that he does not condone
the man’s offense, for he believes him
guilty and deserving of punishment, but in
consideration of the sufferings of his fam-
ily, Executive clemency is exercised in his
case,

IMPORTANY IMPROVEMENT.

Stores to be Constructed on the East Side
: of the Capital Hotel.

A\ contract was signed yesterday between
Messrs. Blessing & Guthrie, proprietors of
the Capital Hotel, and E. A. Bovyer, the
well-known contractor, under which the
ground floor on the east side of the hotel
(excepting the corner occupied as a drug
store), is to be transformed into business
apartments. Next to the drug store will
be a small store or office, 20520 feet in size.
Next will come a store 22x40 feet, then one
161x40 feet, and lastly one 18x40 feet, all
fronting on Seventh street. These stores
wiil all connect in the rear with the court-
yard in the center of the hotel, where all
necessary conveniences will be supplied.

The space to be occupied is that formerly
used as the dining-room of the hotel,which
was sometime ago removed to the west side
of the building, in the rear of the main of-
fice. All of these stores wiill be well
lighted and fitted up, and should make de-
sirable business places. The architect is
N. D. Goodell, and the estimated cost of
the improvements is about $3.000. The
work wiil be commenced at once.
