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GRANGERY’ DAY.

THE ANNUAL PICNIC AT BEECH’S
GROVE YESTERDAY.

An Old-Time Re-Union of City and
Country People—The
Races.

“Will it rain to-day?”

The question was asked yesterday morn-
ing by bundreds of anxious people as they
arose and looked at the dark and threaten-
ing clouds that were rolling up from the
south. It was the day set for the Grangers’
picnic, an annual event which is hailed
with joy by thousands of people in Sacra-
mento county. On this cone day in the
year the people of the city and the county
come together at Beech's Grove, throw
aside all formality and enjoy themselves to
their hearts’ content. It is a great day for
all classes. The city merchant takes the
opportunity to meet his country custom-
ers on their own ground and show his ap-
preciation of their open-handed hospitality

by leaving his business to spend a few
hours in their society. The politician
never failsto put in an appearsnce and
make himself solid with the men who con-
trol the delegations in the county Conven-
tions. The big-hearted grangersand their
hospitable wives and daughters come from
all parts of the county, laden with such
hampers full of turkeys, chickens, pies,
cakesand such wonders in culinary skill
as makes the mouth water to look uporn.
No one from the city can go hungry if they
can find bim, for they alwayvs bring
enough of these good things to feed an
army. ’ .

It was no wonder that early-risers viewed
the threatening sky with alarm, for up
to 9 o'clock it looked as if the day
might be marred by beavy showers. That
the people were not easily frightened, how-
ever, was evident on every side. Every
livery team in the city had been engaged,
and soon carriages, buggies, hacks, four-
in-hands and all sorts of conveyances,
filled with happy people, were leaving the
city by the Freeport and Riverside roads.
The little steamer Thomas Dwyer, with
seventy-five passengers, and the Canvas-
back, with twenty-five, made the trip to
the grounds by the river. Those who went
by the Freeport road found it very dirty.
The strong south wind blew the dust raised
by the innumerable vehicles straight in the
faces of the pleasure-seekers, but when
they reached the grove they laughed about
if, and no one grumbled. A great many,
however, who had gone by the Freeport
road returned by the Riverside, which was
& great improvement, though it was not as
free from dust as it might have been.

AT THE GROVE
The scene was as delightful as the imagina-
tion can paint. All was life and Dbustle.
Under the shadows of the great oaks, as
tar as the eye could reach, groups of people
were spreading out tempting viands upon
snowy cioths. Hundreds of vehicles stood
around, and horses were tied to fences and
trees in all directions. At the dancing
platform the First Artillery Band was ren-
dering inspiring music, to which the voung
people were tripping with unusnal vigor,
for while the clouds had vanished and the
sun shone brightly on the scene, there was
a strong breeze blowing, and it was a de-
lightful day for out-door dancing. The
large platform was crowded with dancers
all day, and the band and its leader, C. A.
Neale, came in for many compliments
from both city and country people. At 12
o’clock there was an intermission for one
hour. and the dancers ncattered to the dif-
ferent “lay-outs” and gave their attention
to the good things prepared by their
seniors,

At no other picnic of the year can there
be found such a profusion of edibles as at
the Grangers’ picnic. The farmers’ wives
are justly proud of their cooking and are
always pleased to see their city friends en-
joy the product of their skill. The gran-
gers themselves zo about among the crowd
and capture everyone who can be found
who has not banqueted. There were sev-
eral thousand people in the grove and no
one was allowed to go hungry.

Are always a feature of the Grangers’ holi-
day, and are keenly enjoyed. The contests
of yesterdav were engaged in bya large
number of competitors, and were exceed-
ingly interesting. The judges of the races
were G. C. McMullin and William Robin-
son; starting judges, John Reece and Nel-
son Wilcox; patrol judge, Rock Hunt;

HORSES THAT WILL EUN FROM
“EEND TO EEND.”

The Capital City Turf Club's Spring
Meeting—A Fine List of
Runners—-Etc.

On Monday next the spring meeting of
the Capital Tarf Club will be inaugurated
at Agricultural Park, and the indications
point to ore of the most successful events
of the kind that has yet taken place—in-
deed, second only to the State Fair races.
Nothing has been left undcne to make this
meeting one of interest to every lover of
the turf, as well as to the business com-
munity. Aside from the aitraction of a
large field of first-class horses for the sey-
eral events, there will be in attendance
daily a full band of twelve pieces, to regale
the multitude with choice music. The
grand stand has been thoroughly cleansed,
and will be kept in the best order during

the meeting, so as to insure the comfort of
ladies who may wish to witness the eon-
tests.

Among the fiyers to compete at the

coming meeting are the cracks of all the
breeding farms of the State. Geraldine
and Al Farrow have two races each during
the week. The former recently ran a mile
at the Bay District Track in 1:40%, and the
latter is credited with 1:40 at San Jose—the
fastest time ever made in a race.
The first day, Monday, there will be three
races that should attract a large attendance.
The opening race is the Lindley & Co. Gold
Ribbon Stakes for two-vear olds, with $300
added: distance, five-eighths of a mile.
The race will be worth about $500 to the
winner. For this there are six entries.

The second event is the Brewers' Stakes
for all ages. three-fourths of a mile and re-
peat, with $200 added. The stake will be
worth about $400 to the winner, and there
are eight entries.

The third race is the Golden Eagle Hotel
Stakes for three-year-olds, $250 added, one
and one-eighth miles. It will bring the
winner about $900. This race has fourteen
entries, embracing the fastest three-year-
olds in the State, and ought to be the best
race ever seen over any track.

On Tuesdsy the ladies’ nding tourna-
ment will take place at 1 o’clock. The con-
testants are requested to hand in their
names to the Secretaryat once. The prizs
are $30, $25, $15 and $10, offered by the Cap-
ital Soap Company, of this city.

The general admission will be bnt 50
cents, and the public should appreciate this
fact, as at all other racing centers the ad-
mission fees are $1. It is to be hoped that
the Sacramento public will appreciate the
efforts of the club on this ceeasion by a
liberal patronage.

Health of the City.

Dr. H. L. Nichols, Secretary of the City
Board of Heaith, in his mortuary report
for April, gives the total number of deaths
in the city at 26. Of this number, four
were under one year of age, two from one
to five years, two from ten to twenty, four
from tweuty to forty,ten from forty to
sixty, and three upward of sixty years. Of
the total number, nineteen were females and
seven males. Nineteen were patives and
seven foreign-born. The annual death-rate,
figured on the basis of the month’s mort-
uary report, would be 8,91 in a population
of 35,000,
