FARM EDUCATION.

W. O. Atwater Proposes a New Depart-
ure in Agricultural Colleges.

WASHINGTON, May 8th.—W. O. Atwater, in
charge of the work at the experiment stations
established by the Agricultural Department, is
preparing & bulletin which will be publisned
this year giving a sketch of the progress of edu-
cation in the agricultural colleges and schools.
1t 1s acknowledged that the purpose for which
the agricultural colleges were established in
several States, and to which the Government
contributed liberal grants of land and money,
has not been real'zed. The colleges do not edu-
cate men for the farms, but for the professions,
and the tendency of their teachings is to draw
young meo from the farms, instead of fitting
them for work upon them.

Graduates of the common district schools of
the State are qualified to enter, and they are
taught the pracucal things of farm life in addi-
tion to the literary branches of learning. The
school had been opened but a few weeks when
its accommodations were all taken, while the

icultural college proper has been struggling
along for years with barely enough students to
form a singie class.

Rusk is also deeply interested in the estab-
lishment of short winter courses of lectures to
young men on farms upon topics related to the
successful conduct of their labor,

EXTRA SESSION.

It is Said President Harrison Will Call
an Extra Session of Congress.

WASHINGTON, May 8th.—Cannon of Illinois
and Reed of Maine, two of the prominent candi-
dates for Speaker in the Fifty-first Congress,
are in the city. Both express the opinion that
an extra session of Congress will be called in
October. A reduction of the revenue is believed
to be the leading question for the next Congress,
and to mature this legislation the President is
said to believe that about six weeks of extra
session is necessary. Besides this the ccntested
election cases and the maturing of many
important measures are looked upon by the
Executive as furnishing sufficient reason for
calling Congress together at an earlier date
than usual. Should Congress meet in October
the Speaker could be elected and the commit-
tees appointed, leaving the entire machinery in
condition for immediate operation at the close
of the holiday recess. Such a programme, if
carried out, will give the Fifty-first Congress an
unparalleled advantage for the maturing of
legislation without unduly prolonging the first
session,

LAND DECISION?®,

By Assistant Secretary of the Interior
Chandler.

WASHINGTON, May 8th.—Assistant Secretary
of the Interior Chandler has aflirmed the decis-
ion of the Commissioner of the General Land
Office in rejectinf the final proof and holding
for the cancellation of the homestead entry of
William Chambers for lands in the Stockton
Land District of California.

Secretary Noble has refused to grant 2 motion
for review made by Henry Bird, plaintiff, in the
case of Bird vs. Hewson, but directs that an in-
quiry be made to determine the truth of certain
allegations made by Bird and notify him. A
contest may be filed in the local office, alleging
any grounds showing said tract is not subject to
entry under the settlement laws.

The Secretary also affirmed the decisions of
the Land Commissioner in the case of the State
of California ex rel. Delany vs. Watts et al and
Miller vs, Silva, involving the title of said par-
ties to certain lands in sections 25 and 25 in the
Stockton Land District of California.

CANADIAN CARS,

Shall They be Admitted to the United
States Free of Duty ?

WASHINGTON, May 8th.—Secretary Windom to-
day gave a hearing to persons interested in the
question of the cutiable character of Canadian-
built cars used in the transportation of mer-
chandise between Canadian and United States
points. A number of gentlemen representing
the American roads who were present spoke in
opposition to the proposed imposition of duty on
the cars in question. They represented that
these cars had been admitted free of duty for
the past twenty years, and any change in the
practice would result in great damage to do-
mestic interests, and the Joss by the exaction of
duty on these cars would amount to many thou-
sands of dollars.

An Appeal to the President.

WASHINGTON, May 8th.—It is fully expected
that about 1,000 appointments under the Census
Bureau will be brought under the Civil Service
law despite the decision of Assistant Attorney-
General Shields. Civil Service Commissioner
Lyman has announced his determination to ap-
peal to the President as against Shields’ decis-
jon, and it is expected that President Harrison
will be competled to s<ttle the question pefore
the aprointments are made.

He Is a Pronounced Democrat

WASHINGTON, May 8th.—It has been charged
that H. S. Thompson, the new member of the
Civil Service Commission, was a colortess Demo-
crat, and would be practically a Republican in
his official acts. Mr, Thompson arrived here
to-day, and announced himself as a Democrat
©of a strong partisan kind, and that his connec-
tion with the Civil Service Commission would
not interfere with his belief in his practice of
Democratic principles.

Not a fquare Deal

WASHI®GTON, May 8th.—The Chief of Bureau
of Ordnance has made apportionment of the
$400,000 appropriated by the last Congress for
distribution to the National Guard of the vari-
ous States and Territories. Following are the
