TRIAL OF THE CRUISER.

To-Day the Clmrl«rsm: Will Make Her
Trial of Speed.

SANTA BarBARA, May 9th.—It has been de-
cided ithat the cruiser Charleston will weigh
ancher and start south to-morrow morning.
The mechanical engineers employed by the
Union Iron Works have been working over the
crosshead, which developed some fiiction early
Tuesday, to remove any rough portions, and
provided the engives work as smoothly as dur-
ing the final run to this point, the forced
dranght will be employed upon the engines
and the ship be driven at full speed in the at-
temvt to demonstrate the horse-power of her
compound engines.

This final test will only be entered upon in
the event that the machinery is in a smooth
working condition, and if it is not the cruise
will be protracted for one day louger before
putting the engines to the supreme test.

, The testing point will probably be from the
point off Ventura north to Poiut Conception,
and, if the trial dues not meet with the full ex-
pectation of the builders and the Naval Board,
a return may be made to this harbor. Other-
wise the ship will probably proceed on her way
north. The Government engineers have esti-
mated thai the maximum horse power devel-
oped vesterday was about 3,000, which drove
the ship by comparative records beyond the
speed required by the English-buiit cruisers.
for Japan under similar conditions. According
to the published reports the maximum speed
required by the Charleston being in excess of
fourteen knots, the engines of the Charleston
making seventy revolutions, pushed the ship to
the speed of thirteen knots, while the compan-
ion ship in the Japanese navy with seventy-two
revolutions made less than twelve knots. If the
engines work as smoothly as during the con-
cluding portion of the southward run, the feel-
ing appears to prevail among those in charge of
the ship that she will meet the Governmeut re-
quirements of 7,000 horse-power.

SUTTER AND YUBA.

George 'Ohleyer’'s Opinion of the Crop
Prospects.

MARYSVILLE, May 9:h.—George Ohleyer, editor
of the Sufter Farmer, whose opinions on crop
vrospects are always conservative and valuable,
says he believes the damage to grain on summer
fallow by the late storms will not exceed from
1ive to ten per cent. The winter-sown grain will
be benefited more than that, so that since the
winter sown and summer fallow are in about
equal proportion this season, the general result
of the late rains will be an improvement in the
crop. He saysthe north wind for the past few
days destroyed all the dangerof rust, which is of
rare occurrence here and that the present indi-
cations are very fine, as good as he has known
in his long experience. Yuba's prospects he
considers above her average, and Sutter is likely
to have as large a yieid as in any previous year.
Whet little hay was cut in the tields betore the
rain was damaged, but the hay crop will be
fally up to the average.

Ohleyer's opinion is now getting to be
ly shared in view of the very favorable
er of the past few days.

An Ex-Convict Caught Trying to Blow
Open a Safe,
