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WOB*K THAN SAVAGES.

Unparalleled Brutality of the Attendants
of an Insane Arylum.

Chicago, May 2uth.—The most horrible reve-
lation yet made in the investigation of the Chi-cago Public Insane Asylum was that reached
10-day inthe testimony of George Hill,a loco-motive engineer now emplojed on the Lake
Shore and Michigan Southern Railway.

He was admitted to the iustitut on ivJanuary,
lt*B,suffering frum a slight mental derange-
ment, aud was discharged as cured in May.
When he went to the asylum an attendant
earned Lott asked him ifhe was insaue. Hill
said he was not. '• Well," replied Lott, "we
willmake you a d—d sight insauer than you are
now."

Another attendant named Julian ordered Hill
tosweep out the room,and on his saying he had
not come there for that purpose, knocked him
down and kicked him in tne body and mouth,
knocking two of his teeth out. Hilltried tocover his face by getting his head beneath a
bench when Juliau turned the bench over,
breaking Hill's arm.

Hillrolled up his coat sleeve in Court and
thowedabuge lump where the ends of the
biokeu bones were badly joined and stood out.
They knocked him down again, he says, and
broke one of his ribs. His arm caused him
great pain and he could uot get proper treat-
ment. He tried to see a doctor but Julian told
him if he dared to speak he would kill
him right there. One day Hill hadau opportunity of conversing with Supervisor
Jones, and told him he was badly treated. Af-
terwards two attendants knocked him dowu
and held him, while Julian repeatedly kicked
him in the head and breast. On getting up,
witnthe blood running from hiilace, Hillsaid
he would have juttice some day, whereupon
Julian cursed him aud knocked aim down and
kicked him again. Hill said a new patien:
named Levy was brought iv one day. He did
not know enough to go to the dining-room, and
attendants Julian and Lott knocked him downand jumped on his s omach untilhe was unable
to move. '1hey then picked him up and threw
him ona bed. Levy died that night.

The Court room was as still as death during
this awful recital. Judge Pendergast instructedthe witness to bring in his wife to corroborate
his story, and a physician was detailed to ex-
amine Hill's arm and ribs. Several other wit-
nesses testified to the brutality oi the attend-
ants, the miserable quality of tne food, etc.

County Physician I'odd test.fied that KobertBurns, whose death resulted in this investiga-
tion, did not die ofconsumption, as was stated
by .Siiptrintendaui Kiernan in the certificate of
death.

The defendants in the petition for the dis-
missal of the Matron of the Home forIncurables
and certain officers of that institution forcruelty
and mismanagement filed their answers today.
All the charges are denied.

LOOKING AFTER LEAD.

ASpecial Committee from Washington
Investigating the Mexican Product.

Ei.Paso (Tex.), Mar 20th.— The importation
of lead ore from Mexico is at present the all-
absorbing topic of conversation in El Paso cir-cles, both commercial and official. The special
committee from Washington here invesiigatiug
the question consists of W. H.Williams, bpecinl
Treasury Agent, Cincinnati; W. H. H. Hudgins,
Special Treasury Agent; G. Weston, W. L.
Thompson, Special Inspector of Customs, El
Paso. They leave El Paso this evening lot
Escaton s'.ation, on the Mexican Central road,
thence to Sierra Mojada, where most of the
mines are situated that furnish southwestern
smelters with easy fluxing lead ores from the
Sierra Mojada.

The Commissioners willproceed toother min-
ing-smelting centers in the States of Chihuahua
aud DuT-ai go.

Instructions from the Secretary of the Treas-
uryare to m«k« a thorough and complete in-
vestisation of the whole subject, ascertaij the
character and qualityof the ores imported fiom
Mexicointo the United States, make exhaustive
assays ou the spot where the ores are produced
and generally gather such information as willenable the Treasury Department and the Senate
Committee onMining to arrive at some definite
conclusion of the question. I'ntil this Commis-
sion makes its report, which will be not less
than thirty days, no further steps willbe taken
in the matter.

United states t-upreme Court in the case of theI'nited States vs. John I).Hall, was to day the
subject of much earnest discussion amoni,' thethe officials ol the General 1and Office. One of
the points at issue was that Hallhad made oath
before a Notary Public, and the Supreme Court
had decided that where an oath is required by
the tjnitedStates statutes that said uaih can be
administered only by an officer of the Vnited
Stales. Hence, a Notary Public, being a SWteofficer, cannot adniiuister oaths to I'niied State*
officials,except where the statutes specifically
state that oath may be made before such State
official. This opinion, it is believed, seriously
atlects the status of more than 100,000 cases in
the mineral division alone ot the General Iaid
Office.

Deputy Mineral Surveyors have for several
yeais. itis said, sworn to the correctness of their
statements before Notaries Public. Uurini; tho
last four years a large number o' cases under
the general land laws has been received for
patent at the General Land Ollice where the
final proof was not made before an officer desig-
nated by law for that pur)>ose. Where noothererror was found they had been allowed togo topatent. This policy was first adopted by Secre-
tary Vilas. Theopiniou of the Supreme Cmut
has created alarm, and a request for an inter-

Uncle Sam Will bend the Thetis There
Immediately.

distinctly notitied all nations of the intention of
the United States to protect seal and fish lie
from depredation. It is presumed that the
Treasury Department, through the revenue ma
rine service, willcarry out the provisions of the
statutes enacted to that end. At present the
only Government vessels in the Alaskan waters
are revenue cutters, but they will soon be rein-
forced by the man-of-war Thetis, whice is now
at San Francisco, preparing tor her summer
cruise.

Unfair Competition.
Under this heading the San Francisco

\u25a0Call has the following editorial:
Canadian papers are inclined to ibeopin-

iou that the necessities of New KnglanJ
trade will prevent any legislation to pre-
vent the shipping of merchandise intended
ior American consumption through Can-
ada: A Vancouver paper says : 'The his-
tory of the right prolonged through many
sessions of Congress, which resulted in the
appointment of the Interstate Commerce
Commission, the establishment of the
principle that all shippers must be placed
on an kjuilfooting, and distance be made
the basis of the regulations ot railway tolls,
shows, however, that even American rail-
way interests, gigantic as they are, are not
powerful enough to overcome a popular de-
mand, and so far-reaching would be the
results of the proposed measure to prevent
the free entrance of Canadian cars into the
United States that it seems scarcely prob-
able that itwillever be carried into effect."
The transportation question is as much
broader than Xew England as the United
States is broader than one corner of it. Itis
vastly important for the whole country
that the American transcontinental rail-
roads shall have a fair show with their
Canadian competitors. The popular feel-
ing that resulted in the appointment of the
Interstate Commerce Commissioners was
not directed against the roads themselves
but certain abuses in the management of
them. The American people did not w:uu
to drive the several companies from busi-
ness, but to require them to da business
on what they, the people, considered an
equitable principle. When thf interstate
bill was passed itwas not apprehended that
it would materially aid the Canadian Pacific
in competing f.-ir American traffic. Kail-
road men may have foreseen its effects, but
the public certainly did not. It is eve:i
probable ;har the American roads would
have been able to contend against the Cana-
dian roads under this disadvantage, if the
Canadian to&Cis had been compelled to rely
upon their own resource?. But with asub-
sidy to fallback upon, and the freedom they
enjoy from the fetters of the longand short
haul clause in the Interstate Commerce
Act, the Canadian roads are taking busi-
ness which the American roads would take
ifboth worked under ihe same conditions.
New Knglar.d is doubtless especially inter-
ested in maintaining the present law which
permits Canadian cars to enter the United
States and American cars to iass tbroogh
Canadian territory and return to their own
conntry, but the interests of one group of
States WO] do! T>ermanently stand in' the
way ot legislation to relieve the American
transcontinental roads from the unfair
competition they now have to contend
agaidßt.
