
Mataaka, King of Samoa, writes to
Admiral Kimberly beseeching him to urge
the (Jovernment of the United States to
extend a protectorate over the Samoan
islands. If this cannot be done he is
willing to submit himself to whatever the
Americans advise, such is his confidence
in the honesty of our purpose towards his
people. Itis something to have inspired
in the breast of this far-away island ruler
such trust in our fairness and humanity.
Admiral Kimberly has replied to the
Kingthanking him for his warm expres-
sions of trust, and saying that a conference
is now in session in Berlin, which he be-
lieves will adjust the relations of the
islands to foreign powers wisely. He
praises Mataafa for his peaceful disposi-
tion, his sense of the evils of war, and his
desire to cease the inteinicine struggle.
On the other hand, says the Admiral, all
that Tamessese willsay is, that there can
be peace so far as he is concerned, only
by the submission of Mataafa to his rule,
and trusting his head to the mercy of the
rebel Chief. Admiral Kimberly makes,

no concealment ot his sympathies for
Mataafa, and being on the ground, and
familiar with all the facts, it is very safe
to concur in the judgment of this warm-
hearted but cautious naval officer.

There mu=t be some mistake in the
Berlindispatch to the press inwhich it is
stated that Mr. l'helps says that Germany
is more willingthan America to do any-
thing that willinsure Samoan independ-
ence. Mr.Phelps is not daft ; he could
not, therefore, have been guilty of making
such an absurd expression. If anyone
uttered such twaddle he ought to be pub-
licly reprimanded ; for the language at-
tributed to Mr.Phelps carries the implica-
tion that the United States Government is
nut solicitous to secure the independence
of the Samoan group, and that it inL'ht
even consent to the island kingdom being
put under somebody's heel. <>f coarse our
Government never can take such a posi-
tion, and of course the reporters misun-
derstood Mr. Phelps. Indeed, the context
of the interview shows that the German
prai is dissatisfied with the proceedings of
the conference, because all the demands of
America are conceded, or quite all.

Somk of the Dominion, oflicials think
that the new extradition lawis retroactive.
Ifso, they say there will bo such a scat-
bering of the American colony inCanada
as has not been anywhere known. But
this is error. If the bill is retroactive,
the Dominion ( 'ourts willnullifyit. Un-
der the Kn^lish system no more than ours,
is it possible to make that a crime which
at the time of its commission was not a
crime. So it is not thinkable that any
civilised power will oiler refuge to those
fleeing to it and then violate the guarantee
that is given Ly the repeal of extradi-
tion laws. Inrare instances it has been
done—

as in the case of noted criminals
who have been surrendered by special
order

—
but never by any wholesale and

sweeping measure. However, the storm
lowers, and wise boodlers willbecome con-
spicuous by their abseuce from Canada.

EDITORS IN CONCLAVE.

KNIGHTS OF THE QUILL AT THE
ART GALLERY.

Epjoyable Intercourse ot the Breth-
ren—lnterchange of Ideas— New

Press Association.

A number of editors and publishers of
Central and Northern California met at the
Crocker Art Gallery last night to perfect
the organization of a press association
which was started last March.

The above represent thirteen counties of
the B:ate. Nine other counties were repre-
sented by letter. It is only fair to state
(and, perhaps, only natural to expect,) that
the meeting was composed of as fine clnss
of men as an admirer of the better class of
manhood would care to see.

Hon. W. 8. Green was elected Chair-
man and C. K.McClatchy Secretary of the
meeting. Upon taking' the chair Mr.
Green made an address which embodied
the main principles of the proposed associ-
ation, and which was received with enthu-
siastic approval by all present. It is here
given inits entirety :

Lattta and Qentlemcn of Ike Prets Association :
Man is a social auicial; in tact, be hardly has a
real joy that does not come lrom the social
qualities of his nature, and the more one culti-
vates the social amenities of life, the happier
and better man he becomes. There is no busi-
ness which demands such a high culture of
these qualities as the newspaper business. In
fact the editor is,or should be, a teacher in the
art of making people happy by the develop-
ment of this most endearing quality of our na-
ture. Teachers should cultivate and practice
the art they teach; and no body of teachers can
become perfect without personal contact, per-
sonal intercourse, personal interchange of
idea?. Itis our duty to bring people to a better
understanding of one another; to wipe out the
prejudices and false education so hurtlul to a
fullenjoyment of life: and v.c rannot act to-
gether in such a work without some personal
acquaintance— we cannot do this while full of
prejudice and ill-feeling ourselves, lv other
words, we must get a large portion of the beam
out of our own eye before weproceed to remove
the mote from the eye of our neighbor. Hence
Press Associations are more important than the
associations of any other trade or profession.
We seek to be leaders of men, but we arc-
not taking the lead in this matter of organ-
ization. While Ihave been editing one
newspaper for more than a quarter of a
century— for about one-seventieth of the time
since our Savior's birth—lmutt plead guilty to
havingpaid but little attention to this iinjioit-
ant mutter. When v fewot us met here a couple
of months ago Is-till had but a faint idea of the
good that might be accomplished by a tress
Association. After that little meeting 1 wiote
tothe Secretaries of the Press Associations of
the bevcial States, and the result was a mine of
information. 1iiud that the fraternity o. uiany
ol the btates lire makiag the associations not
only interesting as tocial institutions, but most
profitable in a business way. Idid not have
tune to examine the many valuable pamphlets
Ireceived, but Itent them to a committee on
constitution and by-Uws and order of business,
witha request that they be brought here for
information of those who might attend this
meeting.

Most of us, and especially 'country" news
paper men, are constantly doing things not in
accord withcorrect buuness principles Idon't
believe that there is,or ever has been, or ever
willbe, any other business men who willestab-
lish a hoard ofagents to bid against each o'her
for work to be done by the priucipals. Howmany Self-appointed agents have we got bidding
against each other for our adverti-ing space?
How much do any of us get outofour •'foreign"
advertising. I)o we get enough to pay for the
blank paper i:covers, the postage on the letters
ofexplanation we have to write, the trouble of
hunting tipback numbers, thrt worryand growls
about wrongposition, and numberless troubles
connected withthis class of work.'

Dr.Pilgarlic thinks he has discovered a nos-
trum that willlake, and has some money toin-
vest in printer's ink. He seeks one of "our
agents" to make arrangements to have his dis-
play advertisement placed topof column, next
to pure reading matter, and his puff placed
among locals. -Our agent

"
knows tbat if he

oiws not place the figures low down tae doctor
willgo in next door to another oue of "our
agents." and get a lower bid. He therefore
figures that there are about so many papers that
want something with which to tillup. and that
others willtake it low down because itis the
custom, and because itcomes from "ouracent,"
who assures the publisher that he has got tbe
last possible cent out of the advertiser. But
Dr. I'ilgarlic is too sharp to strike a bargain at
ones He goes back and forth between our
multitude of agents— each acting for our best
iulerest— until he gets the lowest bid. Ifthe
doctor has 5.M),000 to invest, the "agent"—bur
Bgcnt—gets SI-'.'IH and tte difference to him of
placing the advertising in a hundred more
papers is only the matter of a couple of dollars
inpoetaca stamps: ofcom se, each one 01 our
agents Endi down—away down! And why
uonidn't he '.' It does not COM him anything forpaper and composition, and press work andoffice rent and postage

them to a fine dinner when in the city,and
take all the "phat" off the job work. One of
these slick fellows will get a hundred dollars
out of your county when you would be cut
down it youpresented twenty-live. Newspaper
men o teu make a treat ru:>s about the little
bills of a home concern, and let the outsider
come in with a big swindle without a word.
We ought to remedy this. Iwould rather any
newspaper in the county should pet a hundred
dollars out of the Treasury than for an outsideconcern to get it. We ought to tix a deceut rae
tor legal advertising. :cannot see that itis to
the interest of any paper in a county tohave
advertising done lornothing.

Every mechanic who carries on business on
his own hook expects to make money ana grow
rich; every farmer expects to make money and
grow neh; every professional man expects the
sdire. Nor do we find m chanies trying to keep
mechanics from growing r;ch, nor farmers
fighting farmers, nor professional men fighting
each other. Ifa lawyer charge a man a thou-
sand dollars for halt a day's work, he cau bring
in the whole bar to Drove that itis one of the
most reasonable bUls ever presented. Why
should not the newspaper man be allowed to
have some ambition inthe direction of wealth .'
Why is everybody watching with jealous eye
every dollar taken inby the poor devil of an
editor? Why shall he forever carry the gold
and, like the ass of the fable, be content toeat
the thi>tles by the wayside?

Geutlemen, let our differences ofopinion be
what they may, we mu.-t btaud shoulder to
shoulder ina business view. We must discour-
age all the cut-throat methods. There willbe
just as much business at fair prices as at
nothing, and each one, whether at good or
•starvation prices, willget only so much.

Then we have our own loved California tode-ve op into the grandest state inal the sister-
hood. The possibilities ofCalifornia can be but
dimly seen even through the magnifying glasses
of the enthusiast. Individuals may move eastward, but it is a law ofour nature astrtie and as
inexorable as any fact in chemistry, that migra-
tions are and will ever be westward: The cur-
rent sets that way, and people are as piwerless
tefore itas leaves betore acurrent ofwind,and,
as the wind piles the leaves high up against a
fence, or other obstruction, so will population
be piled up against the Pacific Ocean. Itwill
pile up here until the Caucasian race willcon-
tinue to drive the Chinese back from the sea
across Asia; and back mid back even to Jerusa-lem, takiug the Jews with them to the PromisedLand, thus fulfilling a prophecy! We editors
must guide and direct this mfiax of people, and
to do this intelligently we must commune with
each other, so that we may better know thecapabilities and advantages ofeach section ihe
seucimeiit and desires of the people, and beprepored to help one another.

Atthe conclusion of Mr.Green's address

speeches were ruaJe by a number gentle-
men dilating upon the advauta^s to the
fraternity of such an association as that
contemplated. There seemed to be a per-
fect feast ofcoou feeling and unanimity of
purpose in the assembly, and the enthusi-
asm increased as the meeting progressed.

The Committee on Constitution and By-
Laws—Messrs. C. K. McClatchy, Farson3
and Chalmers— presented a constitution
and bylaws, which were adopted later in
the meeting.

Considerable discussion prevailed upon
the subject of the name and the scope of
membership for the association. Some
wanted it to include the whole Sta'e,
and others desired the membership lim-
ited to the central and northern
districts. Of. these latter there was a de-
cided majority,and the name decided upon
was the Central and Northern California
Press Association. Although the member-
ship was thus restricied, it was emphat-
ically declared that the object of the Asso-
ciation waa the promotion of the interests
of the whole State and the journalism of
the State.

Permanent officers were unanirnonsly
elected as follows: Hon. Will S. Green,
President; J. F. Thompson, Vice-Presi-
<leat; C. K.McClatchy. Secretary: General
T. W. Sheehan, Treasurer. Executive
Committee— W. B. H.Dodson, J. A. Wood-
son, A.C. Folger, F.J. Kranth, A.B. Lem-
mon, and the elected officers above named.

TTpon the adjournment of the Associa-
tion the Executive C.nnmittee met and
organized, with F. K.Krauth of Alameda
aa Chairman and C. X McClatchy of Sac-
ratnenfo as Secrelary. Itwas resolved to
bold the first semi-annual meeting at Sac-
ramento in September on the day or the
day before the opening of the State Fair.
The Sacramento members of the committee
were appointed a sub-committee to de-
termine what the programme for that
meeting should be, nominate the persons
to read papers, and select the mbj»cts to be
debated and the business to be transacted.
The same committee wminstructed to have
the constitution and byiaws printed and
forwarded to members' r.f the press, and
also a brief account of the proceedings of
the first convocations, and blanks for mem-
bership application.
