ASYLUMHORRORS.

.lawlessness at Guthrie— More De-
velopments Regarding the

Cronin Murder.

CHICAGO bESSATION.

Furtlior DevelopmmitH in the. Dr. Cronln
Murder Case.

Chicago, May 23d.—P. O. Sullivan, an l

ice-dealer in Lske View, was under arrest
this morning inconnection withtheCronin
murder, but was s<pn cleared. On the]
night of Cronin's disappearance the man ,
wilh whom he left claimed his services
were wanted at Sullivan's ice-house, where
an employe had been injured. After
Cronin's disappearance Sullivan said he
had a contract with Cronin to attend men
injured while in his employ, Cronin to re-
ceive $50 a year. He denied, however, that
any one was injured that night, or that Dr.
Cronin had been sent for to his knowledge.
He asserted av;ain to-day that he knew
nothing that would throw any light on the
murder. He willbe closely watched.

Hundreds viewed the remains to-day,
and friends and acquaintances, without a
single exception, declare the body is that of
Dr. Cronin. Woodruff, whose real name
is Frank Black, was to-day indicted by the
Grand Jury on the charge of larceny ofthe
horse he hired from Charles Dean, the of-
fense for which he wa< first arresied. He
still insists that if given bis liberty he
could find one of the men who was with
him when the trunk was taken to Lake'
View.

Judge Longenecker said this afternoon
that important ciews were obtained and
tbe murderers would probably be arrested
within twenty-four hours. .

The Coroner this afternoon impaneled a
jury to make an investigation into the
cause of ilfath and then adjourned the
bearing until next Tuesday, pending the
result of the investigation by the police.

Chicago, May 2M.—Representatives of
all the societies of which Dr. Cronin was a
member held a meeting at tbe Grand Pa-
cific to-night to make arrangements for the
final disposition of Iris remains and take
preliminary steps towards the possible ap-
prehension of the murderers. The re-
mains were brought in from Lake View
this afternoon and are now at the under-
taking establishment and being prepared
for burial. Decomposition has advanced
too far to permit of the remains being em-
balmed. Tbe funeral willbe held Sunday
at the Church of the Holy Name, at the
corner of Superior and State streets. The
manner of tnc interment has not yet been
fully made. It is undecided whether the
remain! will be piaced ina vault or buried
inCalvary Cemetery.

In this crisis alleyes are turned to Wood-
ruti. His every utterance is seized, an-
alyzed and compared witja former state-
ments. In the public mind a conclusion
has long since been reached that he holds
the secret of Dr. Croniu's murderers. To
disc'ose itwould be suicidal. Allthis and
more is boldly asserted on every hand, and
incidentally the police and their methods
are severely criticised. When Cronin's
body was found Wrodrufl" was quietlyin-
formed of the fact in his cell. He was not
taken into the presence of tli« corpse, as
some believed he should hiive been, and
the effect observed. A^ain, Mrs. Conkiin,
with whom the doctor resided, and who
saw and talked wiih the stranger who
called for Dr. Cronin, has not been brought
into Woodruffs presence with a view to
possibly identifying him as the man who
drove off with him inthe baggy.

Thu post mortem examination on the
body of Dr. Cronin was held thi3 morning.
Dr. Todd, the County Physician, and his
resistant, Mr. Egbert, directed the exam-
ination, which was carefully made and oc-
cupied nearly three hours. "The skull was
cut open and the brain removed. After
the scalp had been taken off the physicians
discovered that the bones composing the
skuil had scarcely been marked by the
blows from the sharp instruments which
itwas ihtiugbt caused the doctor's death.

There was no sign of congestion about
the brain, but the lungs and pulmonary
cavity were filledwith blood.

The physicians say this might have re-
sulted from the fact that the body was
placed head downwards in the catch-basin.
A cut half an inch long was found upon
the neck and scarcely a bruise upon the
lower limbs. The theory that he was
choked to death was easily explained. The
doctors found no signs of suffocation and
discovered no bruises about tiie neck such
as would result from strangling a man with
a towelor rope.

Tbe physicians were taken aback on
finding there was no fracture of any kind
on the skull bones or small bones about the
face. Dr. Todd was of the opinion the cats
on the scalp must have been made by a
knife or some lighter weapon than an "icci
pick or hatchet, but could not account for
;he cause- e>f death, except from the
contusions resulting from severe bruises.
Other physicians could not aeree as to the
cause of death although all were of the
opinion that Cronin mi^ht have been
killedby a blow at the outer corner of the
k'ft eye. Even this blow was not hard
enough to fracture or splinter the bones
under the skin.

A dentist fully identified the plate sup-
porting the false teeth as the one he had
made over a year ago for Dr. Cronin. He
also identified the gold fiiliugin one ofthe
upper teeth. John Cronin, a brother of
Dr.Cronin, arrived from Arkansas this
afternoon and he positively identified the
body as that of his brother.

WOODRUFF INDICTED.
Woodruff or Black, who claims to have

hauled the mysterious trunk the night of
Cronir/s disappearance, was indicted by the
(irand Jury this afternoon for the"theft of
the horse. He still maintains that he
could clear up the trunk mystery and the
Cronin mystery if he was "sent out with
two ollicers. William B. Hitchkiss re-
ports for the filter-Ocean that he did a little
piece of work tonight on his own account,
the result of which may be the disclosure
of the fact that another person be-
sides Cronin was murdered. Hotchkiss
found that the suburban police had
neglected to search the basin after remov-
ing Cronin's corpse. He decided to under-
take the wurk himself, ami a littlepatience
and toilsoon showed he was not togo un-
rewarded. At the bottom of the sewer
basin, concealed inthe water, was found a
bloody towel exactly similar to the one
which was wrapped around Cronin's bead.
Further groping brought up a human
finger, so badiy decomposed that it was im-
possible to determine whether it was that
ofa man or a woman.

Tiie recollections of Woodruff's story
about the body of a woman were brought
up by the find, as well as the theory of a
possible fight between Oonin anil the
other parties. The woman's body, Wooel-
ruff said, was cut up in pieces, asd the
finding of this finger is taken as a possible
corroberatioa of his story. The doctors
who examined Cronin's ce>n se say none of
his fingers were mitsing.

Chicago, May 23d.— There is littledoubt
but that before the mystery of Cronin's
murder is cleared up some persons high in
the councils of various Irish Nationalist
Scjcieties will be implicated in the sensa-
tional crime. Itis said that during tbe in-
cumbency of one of the Presidents of the, National League an enormous sum was
frittered away or actually misappropriated,
some people putting the amount as high
as half a millionof dollars. It is also said
that the official referred to, and a leading
Nationalist, who was recently^appointed to
a high office by I'resident Harrison, may
find themselves in difficulty before long.
The statement is openly made here to-night
that the Clan-Na-Gael willspend $50,000 in
huntiotr down and convicting the assaesib.

investigation. He told how the employes,
backed by political influence, refused to
recognize the authority of the Superinteud-

ient. When asked about the expensivene=s
Iof the Cook County A«vlum, as compared i
with State institutions. "he taid: "In State
institutions the rate is about §S per capita
per month, while in the Cook county insti-
tution itis at least $12." He believed that
Cook county had paid as high as $50 per
month per capita. Most ot the expense
was for whisky. With 1,500 patients in
Kankakee (the Northern S:ate Asylum)
the liquor bills amount to 8800 or $i!00 per
year. InChicago, withnu average ot 800
or 900 people, the same bills amounted to
$3,000 or $4,000 per annum. The excessive
cost was largely due to stealing.

LAWLESSNESS AT GUTHRIE.

L'nited States Troops Are Cnlled Out to
Suppress a Riot.

GfTHBiE(I. T.). May L'3d.—The city of
Guthrie was thrown into a ferment of ex-
citement this afiernoon when a riot oc-
e'urred between a mob of land jumpers ami
the city authorities. On the 22d of April,
Driscoll, from Chicago, located a claim and
proceeded to erect some frame houses.
Soon afterward a man by the name of
John Diemer appeared and put a tent im-
mediately infront of Driscoll. Adispute
arose between the two men, and they
finally agreed to leave the dispute to an
arbitration committee about ten days ago.
The committee decided in favor of Dris-
coll. The city marshals at once served a
writof ejectment on Diemer, a:id were pro-
ceeding to tear down his house when a
Deputy United States Marshal appeared
upon the sevne and placed the city mar
shals under arrest. United States Marshal
Needles yesterday ordered the deputy not
to interfere with the city marshals in ser-
vice of writs.

This afternoonn the City Marshals or-
dered Diemer off the lot, but he refused to
go. Diemer is a "Duchman" of 300
pounds avoirdupois an 1 he would not
budge, end the Marshals carried him oil
bodily several timea, but each time he
would return. Meanwhile a mob of the
"Dutchman's" friends had assembled, and
they shouted to the old man to hold the
fort and that they would stand by him.
Kach time the Marshals tore dowu the
"Dutchman's" tent the mob would replace
it. Then they hoisted the American ilag
on the tent's peak aud hurrahed lustily.
This mob was composed olft gang of land
jucpers who are disposed to defy the au-
thorities and make this a test cc.se.

The mob became very disorderly and
one of them shouted, "Let's hang the Mar-
shal." This man was immediately placed
under arrest. Immediately there arose a
cry front the mob, "To the rescue! to the
rescue!" Men feltin their hip-pockets for
revolvers, women screamed and ran from
the scene of danger, while th"mob made a
rush for the jail, shouting, "Tear itdown!
Tear down the jail!' But fortunately be-
fore they reached the lock-up the man had
already been released on an order from
Mayor Dyer. In the meanwhile the United
States troops arrived upon tiie scene :it
double-qnick. During the melee Marshal
Needles was very much agitated.

Aconference was immediately held be-
tween Captain Cavauaugh, Mayor Dyer
aud Marshal Needles. At one timeCava-
naugh said to Needles, "Why don't you
run this lawless elemenfout oftown." A
bystander spoke, up and said, "Willyou do
this, Captain Qavanaugh?" Captain Cava-
naugh said if the United States Govern-
ment would give him authority he would
see that everyone of them was put aboard
tht Santa Fe and shipped out ofthe coun-
try. This statement was greeteel with
cheers from the law-abiding citizens and
jeers from the lawless element. At 10
o'clock to-night the United States troops
are patrolling the scene of this afternoon's
riot. The mob has threatened 10 burn
down Dwycr's house.

Ticket Brokers' Association.
New Yokk, Maly 23d.— The second day's

session of the Convention of American
Ticket I'rokers' Association was held with
closed doois. Itis understood the business
before the Convention was the revision of
the constitution and by-laws, and that the
ca^es of members who had appealed from
the decision of the Executive' Committee
were also taken op. The officers elected
for the ensuing year were: President, P.
W. Ward of Cleveland; First Vice-Presi-
dent, I.Frank of New York; Second Vice-
President, Simon Steever of St. Louis;
Third Vice-President, Ed. List of Chicago;
Fourth Vice President, W. \v\ Williams of
Dcs Moines, la.; Secretary, W. U. Carter of
Louisville. An Extcutive Committee was
also elected. it was agreed to hold the
next annual Convention in Indianapolis in
May, 18!X>. after which the Convention ad-
joarueu tine die.

That Sugar Swindle.
New Yobk, May 23d.— The trial of Win.

E. Howard, of Electric Sugar Jletinery
notoriety, was begun in the Court of Gen-
eral Sessions to-day. The first witness was
President Cotttrill, of the refining com-
pany, whose examination brought out the
story of the great sugar swindle. The
President described how the interested par-
ties were allo?."ed to look at I.the refining
apparatus without touching anything, and
were then asked to step outside until the
result of the experiment should be shown
them. They saw the machinery and the
res\:it, but they did not witness the pro-
cess.

There
was no one in the house at the 'ime except
the servant girl, who was in the kitchen,
and she fortunately escaped unhurt. The
side of the house was partially blown out,
and a large hole was made in the kitchen
iloorby the force of the explosion. There
is uo clue to the perpetrators.

Jugtlco Demanded by a Kailroad.
Chicago, May 23d.—Chairman Walker

of the Interstate Commerce Railway Asso-
ciation bus received a letter from the Chi-
cago and Alton road stating that since
January Ist its grain and live stock traffic
from Southwestern Missouri river points
lias been fulling, while a proportionate
gain has been shown by other Hne3. Itre-
quests that action be taken under the sec-
tion of the agreement providing for the
equitable divisionof traffic among compet-
ing line3.

Chen leg at Auction.
Chicago, May 23d.— Porter Bros. &Co.,

of this city, agents for the California Fruit
Union, whose headquarters are inSacra-
mento, to-day held their first auction ofthe
season of California fruit. They sold 1,407
boxes of cherries from San Jose and San
Lorenzo, for $2,303. Black Tartarians
brought from $1 40 to $1 80 per box. The
big black Geran brought from $1 GO to
$1 SO. The black Rockports brought §1 25
per box.

New Cruisers to be Built.

The Xavy De-

partment has completed and will soon is-
sue advertisements calling for proposals for
the construction of three new cruisers,
sliahtly larger than the Yorktowu and of
2,000 tons burden. The limit of cost is
fixed in the appropaiation at $750,000 for
each vessel. As they will be longer that
the Yorktown, it is expected they willbe
more powerful and faster.

ANOTHER INVESTIGATION.

that the United States war vessel Boston
will be sent to llayti, carrying a commis-
sion under the authority of the S:ate De-
partment to ascertain and report upon the
condition ofaffairs in Ilayti. Itis to learn
whether there is a iJisposition upon the
part of any Enropean Governments to in-
terfere in Hay tian matters, and wliat. ifany
action, i? required on behalf of the United
States. Blame declines to talk on the sub-
ject.

A DENIAL.
Washington, May 23d.

The Inited

States tteamer Boston, now at New York,
will be ordered to Haytiin a day or two.
Secretary Tracy says the order is in pursu-
ance of his policy of relieving frequently
vessels on the West India station when
they are exposed to yellow fever. He
ad.ied. ifany one connected with tbe State
Department was going on the Boston he
did not know it. Officials at the State De-
partment were equally ignorant of the in-
tention to send a representative to Hayti.

INVALUABLE INVENTION.
The Machine Which Takes Flax Fiber

i mm the Stalk Without Wettiug.

\u25a0Washington, May 23d.
—

Sinee 1 the recent
publication in these dispatches ofa letterby
the Assistant Secretary of Agriculture re-
specting the existence of a machine that
willtake ilax fiber from the stock without
wetting, the mail of the department has
been burdened withletters on the subject,
showing its national interest.

One of the letters received was from a
manufacturer in the Northwest who has
invested nearly $100,000 in the business of
tlax-mnnufactuiing. The writer says he
has made two trips to Ireland and Bei-nmu
and has seen the operations of the machine
referred to, and confirms all that, is claimed.
He further agrees with the original writer
that thi: country is on the verge of a great
revolution inth? production and manufact-
ure of :!ax.

Considerable interest is shown in the cor-
respondence in the success of the experi-
ment of growing flax more abundantly as
the solution of the difficulties and burdens
which itis said are forced upon the farmers
of the Northwest by the twine trust. The
department is considering, in connection
with the flaxquestion, the whole subject of
the growth of fibrou3 plants, especially
hemp and jute.

ALASKAN FISHERIES.

The Revenue Steamer Hush Ordered to
Hihri'ii; Sea.

Washington. May L':l;l —Secretr.ry V.'in-
dom to-day signed the sailing orders of the
revenue steamer Roah, directing that she
sail immediately upon receipt of instruc-
tions to Alaska and then to cruise dili-
gently in Behring Hep. for the pnrpose of
warning allpersons against entering such
waters lor the purpose of violating Section
1956 of the Revised Statutes, and arresting
allpersons and seizing all vessels found to
be or who have been engaged in the viola-
tion of the laws of the United States
therein.

Section 1!»55 of the Revised Statutes re-
ferred to above provides that no person
shall killany otter, mink,marten, sable or
fur seal or other fur-bearing animal within
tbe limits of tho Alaskan Territory
or in the wafers thereof, and
every person guilty thereof shall for
each offense be fined not less than (200 n r
more than $1,000, or imprisonment not
more than six months, or botli such fine
and impris-ument, snd all vessels, their
tackle, apparel, furniture and cargo found
engaged in violation of this section shall
be forfeited. Bat the Secretary of the
Treasury shall have power to authorize
the killingof any such mink, marten, st.l>!e'
or ether fur- bearing animal -except for
seals under such regulations as he may
prescribe, and it shall be the duty of the
Secretary to prevent tbe killingof"any fur
seal and to provide for t!ie execution ofthe
provisions of this section until it is other-
wise forbidden by law, nor shall he grant
any special privileges under thi? section.

The commanding officer of the Hash is
also furnished with a copy of the Act of
March 2, 1889, and the President's procla-
mation of March 21, 1889, regarding the
protection of the seal and salmon fisheries
of Alaska, and is instructed to enforce their
provisions. The Rush is now at San Fran-
cisco, ready for sea, and will sail immedi-
ately upon receipt of the orders which were
mailed at Washington ibis afternoon.

The revenue steamer Bear, which is now
fitting out at San Francisco for an expedi-
tion to Point Barrow, Alaska, has also been
designated to assist in the protection of the
Alaskan fisheries, and willfollowtheKuah
in a short lime. Her orders are now bein^
prepared at the Treasury Department.

NEW NAVY ORDNANCE.
ImmeDso Guns With a Range of Ten

allies.
Washington. May JOl— The Ordnance

Bureau of the Navy Department has com-
pleted two of the ten-inch steei breech-
loading rifles for the monitor Mianto-
no:nah. These are the largest and most
powerful guns yet turned out for the navy.
One of them has been fully tested, with
the most gratifying results, as" it compares
favorably with the best products of the re-
nowned European ordnance works. The
muzzle velocity attained was 2,000 feet per
second. Its range could not be determineel
owing to the lack of sufficiently large
proving grounds, but it is estimated at ten
miles.

Sor>n after the contracts are awarded for
the construction of the 2,500-ton gunboats
preparations will begin at tbe Washington
Ordnance Yard for the manufacture of
their peculiar ordnance, which is to be
made up entirely of rapid-fire guns of ex-
traordinary calibre 3as compared with the
guns of this type now in our navy vessels.
The largest guns of this kind willbe six
inches in caliber, but owing to the sim-
plicity and compactness of their mechan-
ism and construction they willexceed in
weight the sixinches of tbe kind now in
use, although they are fully equal to them
in range ami accuracy and arc vastly
•superior in offensive power by reason of
their rapidity of fire.

NOT ENOUGH MONEY.
There Will He a Deficiency of SIo.OOO,-

Washington, May 23d.— The Pension
Appropriation Act for tbe current fiscal
year appropriated $80,400,000 for the pay-
ment ot pensions and $8,000,000 was also
appropriated for the same purpose to meet
the threatened deficiency, making a total
appropriation of $88400,000. This whole
amount willbe necessary to meet the de-
mands of the pensioners, and it may be
there will be a deficiency, but itis said at
the Pension Office that there is no truth in
the statement that $105,000,000 willbe ex-
pended for pensions during the present
fiscal year. H.C. Bell,Chief the Agents'
Division of the Pension Office, who is en-
Uusted with tbe duty of seeing to the ex-
penditure of the pension appropriations,
says the appropriation for the next fiscalyear of $80,100,000 is too small and that
there willbe a deficiency of about $15,000,-
--000. General Black, he says, did not ask
for enough money to prevent the deficiency
even on the basis of the expenditures then
existing.
