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CRONIN'S MURDER.

SENSATIONAL CHARGES IN
DEAD MAN’S PAPERS.

THE

Cottage Where the Murder Was
Comnhitted—Unearthing Work of
Detectives and Reportess.

{SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION. |

Cuicaco, May 24th.—It was learned to-
day that the police struck quite an im-
portant clue in the Cronin mystery. It
seems beyond doubt that they. have dis-
covered the place where Cronin was mur-
dered, a vacant cottage in Lake View.
Apparently the authorities have had some
infermation about the place for several
days, and since the discovery ot the body
an cfficer has been constantly watching the
suspected cottage. Reporters heard of this
surveillance, bat the police would not give
them any information. Accordingly, this
morning three reporters watched their op-
portunity, and when the officer was in the
rear of the house

THEY FORCED AN ENTRANCE
Into the building at the front. Steins re-
sembling blood wepe seen on the front
steps, but when the reporters entered the
front room or parlor they fonnd undoubted
blood-stains on the floor, also in the corner
of the back parlor acd in the haliway.
The parlor floor is covered with bloody
marks, although here the assassin evi-
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i that he intended. to kill him. The man
i 1ft suddenly and was next heard of in
; Chicigo. A letter announcing his arrival
| was received here by a prominent geuntle-
! man, in which the. laiter was asked as to
; the standing of the man. A reply was
| sent to Chicago to the effect that the fellow
| was considered harmless and that noatten-
tion should be paid to him. That man,
whose name the leaders refuse to divulge,
has not returned here, and they have not
found a trace of him. His description,
with his name, has been zent to Chicago.

Dr. Cronin’s remains wili be taken to-
morrow to one of the large public halls on
the lake front, where all who desires may
gaze on the ghastly corpse.

On Sunday there will be a street proces-
sion from the hall tothe Cathedral. After
the services the remains will be taken by
train to the Calvary Cemetery. Fifty cents
will be charged each person going to the
ceme'ery, an‘'amount, it is estimated, will net
the Committee of Arrangements thirty-five
cents for each fare. The sum thus raised,
it is announced, will be devoted to the dis-
covery and prosecution of the Doctor's
murderers.

A TELL-TALE KEY.

In the vacsamt cottage where the blocd
stains were discovered, and the place which
the police had already decided was the
scene of the murder of Dr. Cronin, there
was found by & detective to-night a brand
new key. The officers decided at once to try
it on the lock of the mysterious trunk found
by the roadside the morning after Cronin
disappeared. The key fitted exactly, and
all doubt now about the genuime connec-
tion between prisoner Woodruff and the/
doctor’s dead body, the trunk and the
blood-stained cotlage, has been put beyond
a question.

The cottage
in question is situated within a few hurf-
dred feet of the home of P. O. Sullivan,
the ice-man, whose card was presented to
Dr. Cronin, and which led him to leave his
home on the night of his disappearance.
The man who presentede«the card said that
one of Sullivan’s employes had met with
en aocident and required Cronin's services.

The cottage belonge to a man named
Carlson, who lives on the rear of the same
lot.

A YOUNG WOMAN RENTED THE HOUSE,

Paying a month in advance. People were
given to understand the woman bad rented
it for her brothers, who had been hired by
Sullivan. Sullivan declares he did not hire
any such men. Though the rent was paid
the house remained unoccupied until about
the time of Cronin’s disappesrance, when
she came with what appeared to be a
bundle of carpeis. If they were preparing
for Cronin's assassination this would have
been a good way to smug_.le into the house
the large bundle of cotton batting found
with the body.

It pointed out that the house is admirably
located for that purpose as being near
Sullivan’s hduse. Cronin could be con-
ducted to it without exciting suspicion,
while at the same time it would furnish a
perfect hiding place for them to spring
upon him as soon as he would enter the
place. Itis also surmised that the carpet
may have been used upon the hallway or
other front room to give the place the ap-
pearance of being occupied. The attention
of the police was directed to the house by
Carlson, the owner. This afternoon it was

REPORTERS HAD GAINED ENTRANCE

To the house he was very angry. He sus-
pended the officer who had been on watch,
and sent another to the place. The Lieu-
tenant himself, however, was no more suc-
«<essful in keeping the secret, for a re-
porter succeeded in drawing from him
some of the important admissions, among
them that the police had a clue to the
murderers. The most important admis-
sion was thai the clothes of the dead man
had been recovered and identified.

Late this afternoon Mrs. Carlson turned
over to the police a letter signed “Frank
Williams,” which, she said, was written
by one of the two strange men who occu-
pied the cottage, and disappeared after the
murder. The police would not divulge the
date or contents of the note, but it is sup-
posed to relate to the renting of the house.

BOODLER M'GARIGLE'S FAMOUS ESCAPE

Up Lake Michigan. It is said that men
were noticed early the Sunday morning
following Cronin’s disappearance in a row-
boat on the lake, making for the north
pier. They® were heading almost in a
straight line from tbe beach in Lincoln
Park near where the prisoner Woodruff
said a halt had been made with the mys-
terious trunk. S8ince that night a row-boat
bas been missing from an establishment
close by. .

The suburban police have always ge-
clared that there were three men seea in
the wagon supposed to contain the mys-
teribus trunk. Woodruff from the first
talked of two others besides himself. The
police are very anxious to hear from the
missing boat. :

CRONIN'S PAPERS.

Cricaco, May 24th.—A morning paper
ublishes what professes to be the papers
eft by Dr. Cronin. Following are extracts:
June 13, 1888 —John Devoy in the Convention

of the U. B, made four cha with sgeciﬁca-
tions against Alexander Sullivan, Michael Bo-
lard and Denis C. Feely. The charges were :
1. Violation of their oaths of membership and
office. 2 Misappropriation of the funds of the
T. B. 3. Betrayal of trust and of the interests
of the U. B. 4. Malfeasance in office.

At the Clan Na Gael Convention in Chicago
in August, 1881, the above named were elected
members of the Fxecutive Body, and by that
body members of the Revolutionary Directory.
It is charged that the three men named de-
ceived and misied their colleagues on the Revo-
Jutionary Directory who represented the L. R. B.
on that body, and through them deceived and
misled the ruprcme Couneil of the I, R. B.,
with whom they were sworn to act in union

Lieutenant Schuttler

and to assist in revolutionary work, and by
such deceit and misicading created misunder-
standiogs and distrust between the tyvo aliied
governing bodies of the Irish revolutionary
movement.

They levied on the executive body of the
United Brotherhood in the name of the revoiu-
tionary directory diring the years 1#81. 1882,
1888 and 1284, sums of mouey amounting iu the
sggregale to $128,000, received and expended

the same, or ordered it ‘expended, without the
kuowiedge or consent of their colleagues of the
revolutionary directory. It is all that they,

together with O'Farrell of Leadville, subse-
quently audited their own accounts.

SULLIVAN OBYECTED TO, CRONIN.

At a meeting of the committee appointed
to try these charges. on ‘August 20, 1888,
in Buftalo, Dr. Crohin was present as one
of the committee. Sullivan objebted to
Cronin's presence, as he was an enemy
who was always trying to injure him. The
committee consisted of six members. Four
of these found Sullivan and Ins colleagues
all right, but McCahey and Cronin made a
minority report s ning the charges.

The Carlson cotjage has been thoroughly
ransacked. A new brush, such as paint-
ers ordinarily use in coarse work, was
found in the attic, Its hairs were smeared
with paint similar to that with which the
blood stains had been partly obliterated.
In the attic was also found a pot contain-
ing a quantity of the same sort of paint.
Indications were that the painting had
been done some time after the kiiling, pos-
sibly involving the return to the house by
the murderers or their accomplices.

The son-in-law of old man Carlson to-
night said the cottage was rented in Mazch,
and the rent paid in advance. The man
who brought the bed, bureau and some rugs
to the house told Mrs. Carlson that his

Sick, and that before moving in ke would
wait wntil she was able to leave that insti-
tation. Afteiwards he came back with an-
other man and they informed the Carlsons
they were brothers, and that their names
was Williams. When the month was up
on the 20th of April, thes came around
and paid another month’'s rent, saying
their sister was still sick,

The old folks became suspicious after
this, and determined there was something
wrong and decided not to let the men have
the house after this month. A singular
thing is, that last Thursday another man,
who had not been seen before, came to the
house to pay the third month’s rent. Mrs.
Carlson refused to re-rent the bouse, say-
ing they proposed to sell it. The man said
he would return the next day to take the
furniture away. He did not come, and itis
in the house yet.

OTHER REASONS FOR THE MURDER.

The evidence of embezzlement by prom-
inent officers of the Clan Na Gael, said to
have been in the possession of Dr. Cronin,
may not have been nearly as potent a factor
in bringing about his death as the evidence
of other offenses, which it is now claimed, +
Dr. Cronin had also in his possession,

It is stated that within the past few years
at least twelve persons have been sent from
this country to England charged with the
performance of duties in connection with
the .Union Brotherhood which. would
jeopardtze their lives. Michael Lomasney,
who lost his life while abont to blow up
the London bridge, was one of these
twelve. Itis claimed that Cronin had evi-
dence tending to show that three of the
Directors of ‘this Brotherhood, namely :
Alexander Sullivan, Michael Boland and
Denizs O'Feehy, bad imparted certain in-
formation to the Scotiand Yard detectives,
which led to the arrest of many of these
twelve as soon as they touched British soil,
and they are

NOW LYING IN BRITISH DUNGEONS.

Dr. Cronin was engaged in endeavoring

to substantiate this charge against the
United Brotherhood officers, and, it is al-
leged, had made substantial progress.
. Dr. Cronin’s private papers are not ac-
cessible, but it has been learped that he
has possession of an affidavit made by a
prominent Irish-American interested in
certain disclosures, which says that Dr.
Cronin must be removed. The maker of
this affidavit will probably be arrested to-
mMOrrow.

ARRANGEMENTS FOR CRONIN'S FUNERAL
Are being made on an extensive scale. All
the Catholic and Irish organizations will
be represented by thousands in line. Itis
estimated that fully 25.000 peopie will at
tend the funeral. Extra trains will be run
and a fee of fifty cents will be charged for
each passenger. The latest theory in con-
nection with the murder is that the crime
was committed by foreigners who came
from Europe. :

DEATH OF A NOTED WOMAN

Deaf, Dumb and Blind from Two Years
of Age.

Bostox, May 24th.—Laura Bridgman,
who was deaf, dumb and blind from two
years of age, and made widely famous by
Charles Dickens in his “American Notes,”
also by many public references to her won-
derful intelligence, died to-day at South
Boston Asylum, where she has long dwelt,
aged 60,

{Laura Bridgman was a blind deaf mute, born
in Hanover, N. H., December 2], 1529. Until
two years old she possessed all the faculties. By
illness lost her sense of sight. hearing and
smell, and her taste was much impaired. AtS
she entered the Perkinsg' Institute, Boston, and
soon became familiar with the building and
wandered about it at will. Dr.S. G. Howe
undertook to instruct her, a task never
before accomplished with one so afflic-
ted. He had to operate through the
sense of touch. He gave herarticles to handle
with their names embossed in raised letters,
and by repetition she came to understand that
the parts bore a relation to the character
of the object., Then the raised letters were
given t> her separately to feel ; next, arranged
as at first on the &nife, or spoon, or hammer,
Then she was guided to disturb and then re-
arrange the letters. From this process, by un-
tiring perseverance, she was taug}ly to express
ideas through raised letters. inally, the
doctor gave her type and a board with
holes to receive them, and thus she would
“compose” words. Through 1this means
ghe was taught the manual alphabet,
and so on progress was made. until this
girl, blind, deaf, without the sense of smell or
taste, tearned to ‘write, to think orderly, to
play the piano, to conquer in mathematics, to
do needle work and housebold duties.® She
became devout, patient, loving, jealous of her
own aud others’ rights and very tasteful in all
things. 4She learned to make her own clothing,
to run a sewing machine, to read from raised
letters and work #0 prepared,
to enjoy life quite as much

DISCOVERED IN TIME,

A Plot for a General Jall Delivery
Foiled.

Jersey Crry (N.J.), May 24th.—A plot
was upearthed this morning for a general
delivery of the convicts confined in the
Hudson county penitentiary at Snake Hill.
The attention of two deputy Wardens be-
ing attracted by suspicious conferences of
five long-term prisoners, search was made
of the cells occupied by thése convicts.
The investigation resulted in the discovery
of nineteen files, six knives, five saws, ten
drills, a pair of compasses, and other arti-
cles. The files were smuggled into the
prison from the outside, and the other tools
were made by the conviet blacksmith, now
at liberty. A set of keys made of lead were
found in the pocket of one of the convicts
involved, which would havereadily opened
the doors of the cells and that of the corri-
dors. The men were at o1ce put in close
confinement, and for some time will sub-
sist on bread and water. Other prisoners
are believed to be implicated and a search-
ing investigation is now in progress.

WERECKFD BY ROBBERS.

Train Thrown Down an Embankment—
Number of Persous Injured.

Sr. Louws, May 24th.—The west-bound
train on the S& Louis & San Francisco
Railroad was wrecked seventy miles west
of 8t. Louis. Nota pussenger escaped un-
hurt. Forty-five are known te bave been
seriously injured, though 5o deaths are yet
reported. .

he train was running at a high rate of
speed when suddenlv. without warning,
the track gave way. The locomutive, bag-
gage car and five coaches went over the
emabankment. The trainmen and these
only slightly injured at once set to work to
prevent the additional horror of fire, in®
which they sncceeded, and then turped
their attentien to the more unfortunate in-
jured. In a short time forty-five passen-
gers, all badly hurt, had been released from
the debris.

A temporary hospital was improvised at
Sullivan and the most gerious injured taken
there, while others were brought to St.
Louis on a special train, It wasabout mid-
night when the accident oceurred and most
of the passengsrs were asleep. There is a
curve in the road at the scene of the acei-
dent and the creel is crossed on a thirty-
foot embankment.

The trainmen who arrived here say that
the spikes and dsh-plates had been removed
from the track, for the evident purpose of
wrecking the train. The suppositien {5
that it was done by train robbers, though
no akempt to rob the train was made, apd

CRAFTY DISMARCK.,

He Wauts Sasnoa to Pay for the Lost
German Vessels,

WassiNeron, May “dth. — The inter-
change of telegrams between the Depart-
ment of State and our Couimissioner at
Berlin are growing very nwmerous as the |
Conference draws i0 a close, and some in-
formation of diffienlties in the way of
settlement  eccasionally becomes public.
Itis stated here upon the best awthority
that the only difficaity standing now ia
the way of the final settlement is the quee-
tion of indemnity, and in this matter
Prince Bismarck's demands are said to
have beem exorbitant. He has imsisted
that in addition to indemnity for the kill-
ing ofthe German soldiers and despoiling
of the German plantatioas, also for the loss
of the German ships of war by the
great hurricane. He bases this claim
upon the ‘greund that if the
action of the Samoan Government
had not compelled the German ships to do
police duty (an unusual thing for foreign
vessels to do in a harbor of a friendly na-
tion), the catastrophe would not have hap-
pened.

Bismarck’s purpose is said to be Yo sad-
dle Samoa with so great a debt that she
must repudiate and come to Germany with
concessions, asking for repeated renewals
of her indebtedness, thus giving Germany
the same power over the islands that Eng-
land has acquired over Turkey. Ot course
the Americans have opposed this demand
stoutly and maintained that Samea should
pay merely a nominal indemnity. The
matter is still vnsettled, and is the subject
of much cabling back and forth.

NOW FOR THAT CANAL.

The Nicaragua Company Ready to Start
Werk in Earnest,

New York, May 24th.—The Nicaragua
Canal Company bas announced the steam-
ship Alvena to sail for Greytown, Nicara-
gua, at noon of May 25th. She will carry
about fifty men and a qunatity of imple-
ments and stores for the Nicaragua Canal
Construction Company, being the pioneer
expedition for the commencement of the
work of building the’ Nicaragua Inter-
Oceanic Canal. Similar consignments of
men and materials for the prosecution of
the work wil] follow one another at short
intervals. e

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.CALIFORNIA’S CROPS.

The Department of Agriculture Says
They are Promising.

WasHiNeTroN, May 24th.—The Depart-
ment of Agriculture to-day issued its
quarterly report upon the conditicn of the
spring crops in the United States.

Of California it says: “Cropsleck very
fine, owing to abundance of rain and the
mild weather of the past winter. Spring
plowing about finished, except in most,
mountainous counties and districts where
Indian corn will be planted. This is cnl-
tivated to some extent, especially in the
southern counties. In the northern region
the nights are too cool. »

‘‘Potatoes are raised to a considerable ex-
tent on salt marshes. They were planted
early and were looking well. The wire-
worm interferes somewhat with ‘their
quality, which otherwise is very good.

“Frut of all kinds promises fair crops,
though peaches and nectarines have suf-
ferreg from curled leaf in many districts.”

St. PeTERSBURG, May 24th.—The Czar-
ina and Grand Duchess received the Shah
at the Hermitage to-day. A banquet was
afterward given at the Winter Palace in
honor of the Shah, who sat at the right
hand of the Czarina. When the Czar arose
and offered a toast in honor of his guest a
salvo of twenty-one guns was tired by the
artillery. The Shah offered a toast in hon-
or of the Czarina.

INQUEST ON BISHOP.

Investigation of the Mind Header’'s De-
ceass in New York.

New York, May 24th.—At to-day’s ses-
sion of the inguest in the case of Washing-
ton Irving Bishop Mrs. Bishop, mother of
the deceased, testified that on one occasion
her son had been for six days as if dead,
but she beld to the belief that he was alive,
and on the seventh day he rose up and was
himself again.

This, Mrs. Bishop said, was when he was
a boy, and he had had several similar ex-
periences since. She further said that he
had a borror of the surgeon's knife while
in these trances, and always carried a paper
about his person explaining this feeling.
She said she saw this paper with him an
hour before he left Philadelphia on the
fatal evening.

Although she came on at once when no-
tified of his illness, they would not let her
see him, but said that the doctors were
with him. She had a presentiment that
they would cut him with their knives be-
fore they would let her see him. She ar-
gued with them to no purpose and said :
“He is simply in a trance, and they do not
understand his case.”” Witness said that
on Tuesday morning she was brought to
the undertakers and there shown the body
of her murdered boy.

Miss Ida O'Reine Jones, who had known
Bishop for fifteen years, told of a trance of
Bishop’s, in which the physicians had pro-
nounced him dead, and of his recovery
half an hour after he had been laid out.

Dr. Briggs corroborated Mrs. Bishop's
testimony regarding his attendance on her
son in 1873, and stated that the doctors
who were with him had pronounced him
dead, though he wounld not be convinced,
having had charge of similar cases.

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BENJAMIN GETS A BID. -

He is Espécially Iuvited to Attend the
Fort Worth Exhibitioun.

WasHINGTON, May 24th.—A delegation of
prominent Tezans’ called upon the Presi-
dent late this afternoon, and invited him to
be present at the Exhibition at Fort Worth
to open May 350th. They presented an
elaborate catd of invitation engraved on
satin, and inclosed in 2 handsome casket
bound in silver. Speeches eulogizing the
growth of Texas and her value to the
Union were made by various members of
the delegation.

The President stated tbat he very much
desired to go and would if the state of pub-
lic business would admit. He said that
the Samoan Conference was keeping him
very closely at home, that he was cbliged
to be in daily communication with the
Commissioners at Berlin and that he dared
not think of leaving at present.

A member of the delegation said that the
Fresident ought to go to Texas now, for if
he went two years from now it might be
charged that he was bidding for a second
term and the Texan vote. The President
‘threw up both hands and said he didn't
think even his Democratic friends would
charge that he was trving to capture Texas,
with her 135,000 majority. The President
promised to go to Texas if public business
‘would permit. «
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
