SAN FERANCISCO NEWS.

The Latest Events at the Bay City by
Wire.

Sax Fraxcisco, May 27th.—This afier-
noon Charles R. Euler, a proprietor of dye
works, whose wife recently obtained a di-
vorce from him on account of cruelty, at-
tempted to board the narrow gauge train
while in motion in Alameda. He fell, and
the train passed over both his legs which
were s0 badly shattered that both were
amputated. He is not expected to live.

ADMITTED TO BAIL.

Louise Hagenow,who was twice tried for
the murder of a woman by & criminal
operation, each time the jury being nnab'le
to agree, has been released on $20,000 bail.

HAGER'S ACCOUNTS.

Collector Phelps stated to-day that he
had heard a report thai ex-Collector Hager
was short $3,000 in his accounts, but he has
no faith in the charges. He has not thor-
oughly investigated the matter, but had
communicated with the Department at
‘Washington on the subject. The Collector
was burdened with the duty of making
all repairs to the public building, and he
thinks that if there is any mistakes in the
account it has been done in charging a sum
to one account when it should have been
charged to another.

SHE WANTS A DIVORCE.

Lillie E. Wright, who was shot four
times by her husband last Thursday, has
commenced an action for a divorce on the
ground of cruelty. In the complaint she
alleges only two acts, one in writing her a
letter in which he threated suicide, which
caused her sudden illness, and the other in
shooting four leaden bullets into her body.

WILLS PROBATED.

The will of Charles Casassa, who died
on the 7th instant, has been filed for pro-
bate. The deceased left real estate worth

7.000. He bequeathed $1 to his son and
left the balance to his widow and six chil-
dren, share and share alike.

The will of Patrick McGonigle, who
died in August, 1888, has also been filed.
He left real estate worth $3,000 to his nine
childien in equal shares.

CONVICTED FOR DEFENDING HIS MOTHER.

Lito Farrington, 16 years of age, was sen-
tenced by Judge Sullivan to-day to sixty
days in the House of Correction for firing a
charge of bird-shot into the person of Evan
McClusky on San Jose avenue, ou the 28th
of last November. It appears that a diffi-
culty occurred between them, when Mec-
Clusky applied a vile epithet to the name
of young Farrington’s mother, which the
latter resented in the manner stated.

HEAVIER GUNS.

The reveuue cutter Rush will go to Mare
Island to get three new guns for her north-
ern cruoise before she sails. She will then
have seven cannon available in case of ne-
cessity. The Bear will take on a six-inch
rifle before she goes north.

FAULTY CHARTS.

Captain Bennett, of the bark Lizzie Will-
iams, which was lost on the coast of
Alaska, on April 22d, says that the charts
of Trigidak Islands, upon which the Lizzie
Williams was lost, are but a delusion and
a snare. They were prepared by the Rus-
sian Government before the Uni‘ed States
took possession of the Territory. Twenty
miles off shore from the islands, where the
chart says there from 50 to 55 fathoms of
water, he found reefs over which breakers
broke to'an enormous hight.

AN OCEAN MURDER.

In the United States District Court to-day
the trial of . W. Rugg, for manslaughter,
was commenced. The prisoner was first
mate of the American bark Newsboy, and,
during a recent voyage, shot and killed An-
erew Paulsen, the steward of the vessel.
According to the story of the witnesses,
Paulsen had struck the mate twice, and, as
he advanced to strike him a third time,
Rugg drew}a revolver and fired, the ballet
striking Paulsen in the right side, and in-
flicting a wound from which he died in a
few hours.

DAMAGING TESTIMONY.

Evidence ESufficlent to Convict ths Ar-
rested Arizona Robbers.

Tucsox (Ariz.), May 27th.—The officers
are getting the identity of the Paymaster
Wham robbers narrowed down close now.
Four more men have been arrested, mak-
ing six in all. Those arrested last are
William Webb, a son Gilbert Webb, living
at Pima. Lyman Follett and Ed. Follett,
both cattlemen in the same vicinity, and
Dan Rodgers, a cowboy, The arrests were
made by Deputy Marshal Dunavan assisted
by the military authorities. Lyman Fol-
lett was arrested Thursday about seven
miles from: the scene of the robbery. He
was riding alone in the mountains when
teken. One of his middle fingers
is gone, and the wound shows it was
shot off about the time the robbery oc-
curred. This is considered the strongest
evidence that the officers have. They have
been on the right track from the start. It
corroborates the negro woman's story about
the man shaking blood from his hand
while his companion was handling the
papers, Will. Webb and Ed. Follett were
arrested Friday, in Gila valley, near
Thomas, at separate places, and Dan Rod-
gers was arrested Saturday. The evidence
against these men is said to be strong, sut-
ficiently abundant to hold them at a pre-
liminary examination, and to secure their
final conviction.

EIGHT INCENDIARY FIRES.

Loyal Ladies of Santa Rosa Contributing
Flowers for Memorial Day.

SaxtA Rosa,, May 27th.—Two more in-
cendiary attempts were made Satuarday
night, but both were discovered and ex-
tinguished without the aid of the fire de-
partment. This makes eight incendiary
fires started within the last ten days. The
total damage is less than $1,500, although
over $500.000 worth of property was threat-
ened with immediate destrnction. Three
tramps are now in jail on a charge of
arson and more arrests are likely to soon
follow. No motive is assigned except re-
venge for imprisonment in the jail on
charges of vagrancy.

The detectives and Deputy Marshals are
earnestly at work on the ground, and be-
sides making numerous arrests are gather-
Ing quantities of damaging evidence against
the men arrested. Of those previously ar-
rested, Cunningham and the Folleft
brothers are also charged with an attempt
to murder two soldiers on the San Carlos
Reservation in February, 1888. At the time
it was generally supposed to have been In-
dians, but it has since been found out to be
white men. With the above-named men
three others are implicated from the same
vicinity, and for whom warrants have been

issued.

The residences of three prominent citizens
have been set on fire within the last two
days, Dr. Miller’'s house being burned to
the ground on Sunday morning. A close
watch is being kept on several suspicious
characters in town.

THE PRESBYTERIANS.

A Warm Discussion Over the Work o
the Publication Board.

NEW York, May 27th,—The Presbyterian
Assembly resumed its legislation to-day.
The Committee on Publications and Sun-
day-school Work submitted a report con-
taining reflections on the Publication
Board, which occasioned a warm discus-
sion. The committee found that the Pub-
lication Board should exercise greater care
in the supervision of the business depart-
ment, the implication being that it was not
conducted economically. Judge Robert N.
Wilson of the Board at once threatened to
resign. He said the Board was supposed
to be an eel, which was getting used to be-
ing skinned and was good only when dead.
To this other members retorted the Board
had got in a groove and a change was neces-
sary. Extravagance was also openly |
charged, and the discussion was intensified
by a comparison of the work of the Board
with that of the Publication Boards of
other denominations. Finally it was de-
cided to instruct a committee of five to in-
vestigate: also, to confer with the Board of
Puoblication and report to the next As-
sembly.

Rev. Dr. Hayes, Chairman of the Com-
mittee on Temperance, presented a report
in which was embodied a resolution ex-
pressing sympathy with the movement in
progress for the complete suppression of
the traffic in intoxicating liquors.

Rev. J. Logan Sample, of Dakota, offered
the following substitute: **That while not
indorsing any political party, we desire to
express our heartfelt sympatby with the
widespread movement in favor of prohibi-
tion, and extend to its advocates a hearty
God speed.”

Dr. Howard Crosby opposed the substi-
tute, and said: *‘There are two principles
adopted by Christians in this country on
temperance questions. Qne is prohibition
and the otber high-license. It would be a
great mistake for the Presbyterian Church
to determine which is the best methed for
its purpose. Thd prohibitionists are a po-
litical party, and we have noright to pledge
our adhereuce to any body.”

Dr.Sample said headvocated prohibition
because it was scriptural, and he consid-
ered it a sad day for the temperance canse
when a large body like this Assembly
could not bid it God speed.

Dr. Crosby asked : ** What constitutional
right has Dr. Sample to say that constitu-
tional prohibition is the only thing that
will conquer the saloon? I say it would
result in free rum. Both prohibition and
high license are political questions, and we
have no right to ally ourselves to either
side. Let ustalk it down and condemn,
but don’t Jet us take either side.”

By a vote of 210 to 105, the substitute
was laid on the table. The original reso-
lution, which read as follows, was adopted:

Resolved, That we heartily reiterate the de-
liverance of former Assemblies upon this whole
subject, and express our warm sympathy with
the widespread popular movement now jn pro-
gress in favor of the complete suppression of
the traffic in intoxicating liquors as a beverage,
and we bid ail wise and proper methods to se-
cure this issue a hearty Ged-speed.
