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SACRAMENTO PACKING COIPAXY.!

A Local Institution that Gives Employ-
ment to Hundreds.

The Sacramento Packing and Drying
Company, a local incorporation, has gone
far toward solving two very important
questions, *What shall we do with our sur-
plus fruit?” and ** How can we_ give em-
ployment to our boys and girls?™ It will
handle during the present seasor. 1,000 tops,
or over 100 carloads, of green fruif, and give

employment for three or four months to
from 300 10 400 girls and boys, women and
men, all white.

The first season’s pack, that of last vear,
owing to its superior quality, sold readily
upon its merits, acd orders for the present
season warrant the company in putting up
the immense amount spoken of above.

Yesterday a reporter of the REecorp-
Union called at the factory and was shown
about the premises by the Superintendent,
B. H. Hulburd, and the President, J. M.
Avery. Itoccupies the northwest corner
of Sixth and G streets, at a point where
cars can be side-tracked almost at
the door of the factory. Originally
the property was known as the
St. Louis Brewery. A large two-story
and a basement brick building with a forty-
foot frontage and a depth of 160 feet is
utilized as storage room for stock. The
front room on the first floor contains the
office and the rear room used for labeling
and casing the canned product. Just west
of the brick structure is & one-story wooden
structare, 40x160, where the work of pre-
paring and cooking the green product is
carried on, and is a marvel of neatness and
shows to what extent labor is assisted by
machinery. This building was erected tor
convenience, light and ventilation. The
sides are of lattice-work, which admits of
a free circulation of air. The roof is of
corrugated iron with a six-foot ventilator
on the cone of the building for its entire
length. The floor, like that of slaughter-
houses, is made of the best class of pine
laid with a slant, which is easily washed
with a hose at the completion of each day’s
work, and as a consequence everything is
sweet, clean, and the senses are at no time
offended by decaying fruit or stagnant
water or refuse cf any kind.

The cooking vats, fifteen in number, are
something new, of novel structure, and en-
able the handling of 30,000 cans of fruit
daily in a manner so complete and anio-
matic that a can is never in the least dam-
aged and the operators are secure from
scalds or burns. The vats are of wood,
lined with zinc of uniform size and ar-
ranged in two rows. Between the rows
is a tramway or railroad that carries a
wooden car containing 114 cans. These
cars are picked up by machinery, lifted to
the vat containing boiling water, which is
heated by steam, and when the cooking is
complete lifts them cut again with a rapid-
ity that is surprising. Side tracks take
the cars of cooked fruit to the soldering
table, where the small vent left from which
to exclude the air is plugged up. They
then are wheeled back for a farther cook-
ing, and the next time they are taken out
are side-tracked to the shower bath, then
to the cooling-room, where they are ready
for labeling. :

The syrups and water used :are all fil-
tered and strained to secure absolute pur-
ity and cleanliness. The syrups are kept
in vats on the upper floor and descend to
the operating-room by gravity pressure,
where they can be handled with rapidity
without waste or mussing.

A small engine does all the lifting, while
an immense boiler furnmishes steam for the
numerous cooking vats, there.being no fire
abo}lt the premises, except that in the
engine-room,

For soldering they have a most complete
arrapgement, the irons being heated by
gas, which the company generates in the
basement.

The catting-room is arranged with low
tables and benches for the operators to sit
upon, and every convenience is made for
the comfort of the employes, such as dress-
ing-rooms and closets for both sexes and
numerous refrigerators of ice water besides
large and commodicus wash-rooms. Work
is mostly done by the piece, although some
are employed by the day.

The Directors of the corporation are J.
F. Hill, Wm. Schaw, J. M. Averv, George
3. 8mith, P. B. Green, Johp Studerus, E.
Dieterle, M. Kestler, H. G. Smith, A. Meis-
ter, and 8. 8. Holl, all well-known farmers,
business and professional men.

The Executive Committee consists of
Directors Hill, Schaw, Avery and Stud-
erus.

The officers are J. M. Avary, President;
S. Solon Holl, Secretary and Treasurer,
and B. H. Hulburd, Superintendent.

Among the stockholders are a majority
of the local fruit-growers. They find in
this factory a market for their surplus frait
and also a profit in returns of their invest-
ment in stock.

A large number of the orchardists on the
Sacramento river are stockholders. Not a
pound of their fruit comes to this city ; yet
they insist that by supporting this cannery
they keep out of San Francisco, their mar-
ket, one thousand tons of fruit, which keep
up prices, and they know of no other in-
vestment which will insure them as good a
dividend as cannery stock.

The company has on hand 750,000 two
and a half pound cans, and 150,000 smaller
ones, besides gallon cans for pie-fruit and
an assortment of receptacles, both glass,
tin and earthern, for jellies, jams and pre-
serves.

Their labels are most attractive and their
“Old Fort Brand” appropriate. Tt presents
Sutter’'s Fort as it appeared in 1848 at the
time of the discovery of gold. Their “Full
Weight” and “Gold Dust” brands, all
standards, are equally attractive.

About/the latter part of this week they
will commence putting up cherries and for
that purpose engagements have been made
for extensite shipments from the orchard-
ists at San Lorenzo.

TheSuperintendent returned a short time
since from & business trip east, where he
succeeded in getting agencies established
throughont several of the States and Terri-
tories, and quick sales and returns of the
entire stock is thus assured.

Sacramento, owing to itscentral location,
its numerous orchards in the immediate
vicinity, cheap rates on the river, and the
numerons raiiroad lines that radiate in
every direction, has facilities for obtaining
fruit enjoyed by no other city or town upon
the coast.

Signs of Better Things to Come.
R. 8. Carey has about completed his ar-
rangements for the laying of a double
track on Tenth street, from K to O, and

the work will shortly be commenced. This
will greatly facilitate the service on that
line of road. He intends also to extend
his K street line to Twenty-third street.
These improvements are strong evidences
of the steady march of the prosperity of
the city.

Now, if some fairy could alight in our
city while the people sleep and by the
stroke of her magic wand transform the
dingy. dilapidated down-town. business
structures into something modern and less
otfensive to the eyes of visitors, Sacramento
would assume somewhat the appearance of
a prosperous and progressive city, the ele-
ments for which she already possesses.

Captain Sims Emory, the valiant com-
mander of tbe colored military company,
is a happy man. The Captain some time
ago went energetically to work to raise
suflicient funds 1o place his company on a
solid footing, and bas met with remarka-
ble success. Several enterprising local
firms and citizens subscribed sums from
$30 down, and a few days ago the Captain
received checks from Senator Stanford and
Colonel Creed Haymond for $50 and $30
respectively. He has raised already some-
thing like $500, and is proud of the confi-
denceshown in him by thegenerous donors,
With the zid of this money the Captain
expects to bave a * dandy " aggregation of
mititary talent.

The Executive Committee Discusses the
Qaestion of Finance.

4s Chairman of the Finance Commiittee,

C. K. McClatchy stated that he had re-
ceived bids from two or three parties, but
did ot have them with him, as it was not
yet an assured fact as to whether or not
this city would observe the Fourth.

W. 8. Leake, of the Finance Committee,
said he thought it ought o be understood
in some way or shape as to how funds
would be obiained. In his opinion, the
canvassing committees would get the “cold
shoulder” from the business men, and
there seemed to be no salvation so far as
the City Trustees were concerned. He had
conversed with Trustee McLaughlin on the
subject, and the latter most emphaticaily
said that not a cent would go out of the
city treasury with his vote. Trustee Wolf
took a similar stand, and, with two against
one, the prospect of the Trustees furnishing
the fands seemed 10 be extremely dubious.

Mayor Gregory came up smiling, how-
ever, and assured the committee not to de-
spair. It would be a disgraceful thing to
let a Fourth of July celebration 2o by de-
fault, and he assured all that, although
everything else was dropped, the parade
would go on. He was willing to give any
part or all of his month’s salary rather
than have no celebration. Smiles over-
spread the countenance of the Mayor, and
the committee, although somewnat puz-
zled at his prophecy that money would be
forthcoming, agreed to stand by him in
whatever scheme he proposed.

The meeting adjourned to next Monday
evening, at 8 o'clock.

JAMES LAWRENCE ENGLISH.

Death of a Distinguished Pioneer Citizen
of Sacramento.

Among the names of men prominently
connected with the early political history
of California that of James Lawrence Eng-
lish holds a conspicuous place, and his rec-
ord is one of which any citizen might be
proud. After a long and honorable career
he died in this city yesterday at the age ot
76 years. Deceased was a native of Penn-
sylvania, and came to California among

the first of the gold-seekers. A lawyer by
profession, he naturally took a prominert
part in politics, and became Mayor of Sac-
ramento in April, 1855. He was the can-
didate of the American party, and was
elected over Hiram Arentz (Anti-Ameri-
can) and R. P. Johnson, the Whig candi-
date. He was appointed by Governor J.
Neeley Johnson as State Treasurer, in
place of Henry Bates, who had been im-
peached, and at the following general elec-
tion, in the same year, he was elected by
the people to serve out the remainder of
Bates' term.

Deceased was often mentioned in con-
nection with the Democratic nomination
for Governor in later years, and it is said
that he could bhave had the nomination
when William Irwin headed the ticket of
that party in 1875, if he desired it. Some
years ago he opened a private bank in the
building formerly occupied by the Capital
Savings Bank, and where the California
State Bank now does business. For some
three years past his health hed been grad-
ually failing, and of late his malady devel-
oped into softening of the brain.

Mr. English was the father of Mrs. Henry
Hare Hartley, and his death occurred at
her residence. He was one of the foremost
members of the Masenic Order in this
State, having held the highest offices in
that body.

CONCERNING SIDEWALKS,

The Old Wooden Ones Belng Gradually
Supplanted.

There seems to be a growing desire on
the part of citizens to remove at least one
objectionable feature of the down-town
streets—namelv, the poor character of the
sidewalks. There is plenty of room for
improvement, too. Next to the rattle-trap,
superannuated awnings, or sheds, that

overshadow the fronts of most of the busi-
ness places, the shockingly bad sidewalks
form the most disgraceful feature of the
city. There are several kinds of patent
sidewalks now in vogue, and all of them
are preferable to planks of various grades
of thickness, while some can now be laid
about as cheaply as the latter.

The sidewalk in front of the Treadwell
block on J street, between Second and
Third, is now being improved, and the
Coolot property, just west of it, will also be
supplied with a walk of stone or similar
material. It is to be hoped that ere long
the entire business portion of J and K
streets will be improved by the laying of
sidewalks of uniform hight and material.
Indeed, every person about to improve his
property—whether for business orresidence
purposes—shounld lay walks of patent stone
or the material resembling asphalt. The ex-
tra costover that of planking woald be trifl-
ing, at best, and in the course of time the
latter would be entirely superseded.

WIRE FENCEi.

What’s the Matter With Having the Fel-
low Hanged ?

The following decision, rendered by the
Supreme Court, was filed in the office of J.
S. Williams, Clerk of the Sacramento Dis-
trict, yesterday :

Loveland (respondent) vs. Gardner—This
was a Lassen county case, and the facts
were about as follows : The defendant in-
closed his land with a barbed-wire fence,
the posts being thirty-six feet apart, with
three strands of wire fastened to each. The
plaintiff, wno was an adjoining owner and
stock-raiser, alleged and proved that some
of his horses came in countact with the
fence and that a pumber were killed and
others badly injared. There was evidence
tending to show that the wires of the fence
were not properly stretched, but were left
hanging loose between the posts in such a
way that stock would not be likely to sce
them. The question of negligence in the
coustruction of the fence was properly and
fuirly left to the jury, under the instruc-
tions of the Court. The act of defendant
in constructing the fence upon his property
and along the public highway did not of
itself render him liable vo the plaintiff for
the damages sustained, but if the fence was
constructed and maintained in a manner to
constitute negligence, he was properly held
liable. A lawful fence, as defined by the
Legislature, requires posts not less than
twelve inches in circumference, set in the
ground not less than eighteen inches, and
not more than eight feet apart, with not
less than three horizontal wires. The de-
fendant was not bound to maintain any
fence at all, but having undertaken to
maintain one, he was bound to see that it
was not a trap for passing animals. The
decision was based upon the principle that
one should so use his property so as not to
injure the property of another. The ver-
dict and judgment were in favor of the
plaintiff for $575 and costs. The higher
Court remands the case, with instructions
requiring the plaintiff to accept $300, or a
new trisl will pe granted,

LECTURE ASSOCIATION.

The Last Lecture of the Course—Prof.
Howison on German Universities.
The last lecture of the first season of the
Sacramento Lecture Association was de-
livered last evening before a good aundience
at tbe Congregational Church, by Professor
George H. Howison, of the Faculty of the
State University. His subject was “Ata
German University.” It was an interest-
ing lecture and cne of scholarly character

and refiecting the culture of the speaker’s
nmind, and more than all the strength of
his powers of observation. His description
of the method of gaining admission to the
University of Berhin, of the routine of the
lecture courses and of the personal appear-
ance, the method and thestyleof thelectur-
ers under whom he sat, was very interesting
and instructive. Yet it was not a lecture
for a general audience. Professor Howison
reads in too low a tone and too rapidly,
and is careless in enunciating proper names
and unfamiliar or foreign terms, which de-
tracts from the pleasure of listening to
him, because it requires too much of effort.
His voice is musical and very pleasant to
the ear, which fact the more vexes the
auditor that it is not given with more vol-
ume and greater distinctness, Secretary
Raymond of the Associalion made a state-
ment of the work of the season, which has
been a very flattering one. There have
been eight entertainments. The total re-
ceipts were $1,074 and the season ticket
sales reached something over 1,000. Itis
the intention of the Association to begin
at once to prepare for the season of 1889-90,

“NOT GUILTY.”

L. N. Billings Acm of the Charge of
Murdering Young Lighthall,

District Attorney Bruner concluded his
closing argument for the prosecution, in
the case of L. N. Billings, on trial for the
allegzed murder ot Francis D. Lighthall, at
2 o'clock yesterday afternoon. Judge Arm-
strong then read his charge to the jury,
and the Jatter retired.

At half-past seven o'clock p. ». the jurors

returned to the Court-room and announced
that they had agreed upon a verdict. The
usual formula was gone through with, and
Clerk Rhoads read the verdict — * not
guilty.”

The defendant was congratulated by his
friends present, and departed from the
Court-room with the members of his fam-
ily. The jury is said to have stood for
some time at seven for murder in the first
degree, and some of the others for man-
slaughter, and that they then changed to
ten for acquittal, but there were various
stories afloat, and the exact condition of
theseveral ballots could not be conclusively
determined. The final result was the gen-
eral topic of conversation on the streets
and in public plac2 during the evening, and
the almost universal expression was that
the verdict was a2 downright surprise, even
to those who heard the evidence.
