A WOMAN KILLED BY A TRAIN
AT SAN FRANCISCO.

Umpire Young Resigns—A White
Child Rescued From a Du-
pont-Street Chinese Den.

DEATH EY THE DUMMY.

A Woman Mangled by the Cars at Sam
Francisco.

Sax Fraxcrscd, May 29th.—This morn-
ing at about 1i o’clock Mrs. Nicholas Kra-
mer, a lady about 36 years of age, was run
over and killed by train No. 3 of the
Geary-street extension, Point Lobos ave-
nue, between Cook and Blake streets. Mrs.
Kramer lived with her three children and
her husband, who is & hod-carrier, at 29
Boyce street, a small place off Point Lobos
road, near the scene of the accident.

Just before the accident she went out for
the purpose of getting some provisions at
the store opposite. The youngest_chlld,
aged about 8 months, she carried in her
arms. The others, 5 and 8 years ‘old ran
along at her side, the younger having 'hpld
of her unoccupied hand. After making
her purchase she set out for home. She
had gotten about balf-way there when the
accident occurred. Miss Eleanor Horzan
of 3135 Point Lobos road, was the only
eye-witness to the accident that could be
found, and her statement is substantially
as follows: i

‘1 was sitting in the front room when I
noticed oue of Mrs. Kramer’s children run
across the track. The train was coming
down the track at the time, but I don’t
think the poor woman saw it, for she
started across after the child, at the same
time motioning for the other one to remain
where it was. She had her back to the
dummy. Justasshe stepped on the track
I saw the train strike her. She threw the
baby to one side and screamed. I screamed
also, and my mother ran out in the street
to where the woman was lying. The child
'was underneath its mother and unbarmed.
We found that the wheels had passed over
both legs below the knees, mangling them
terribly.”

The injured woman was removed to her
home, and her husband, who was at wqu
on Pacific street, summoned. She died

Jjust about the time he arrived. The poor
man was crazed with grief, and several
times attempted to throw himself before
approaching trains, but was restrained by
friends.

James G. Dow, the engineer who was
running the dummy at the time of the acci-
dent, this afternoon surrendered himself at
the Central Station and was booked on a
charge of manslaughter. He was at once
released on his own recognizance.

MARYSVILLE MIDGETS.

New Arrangements Made for Shipping
Fruit to Chicago.

MarysviLLeE, May 29th.—A representa-
tive of a Chicago house is in Marysville
buying fresh fruit for shipment to the East.
A carload of early golden apricots, cherry

shipment of early fruits to' Chicago, and
that the market there for first-class fruit
cannot be overestimated.

Arrangements will be made here for con-
tinuousshipments of fresh fraits to the East-
ern markets during the present season.

He
pleaded guilty in the Supreme Court to-
day and was sentenced to two years in the
Folsom penitentiary.

FATAL END TO A QUARREL.

A Portuguese Shot in a Dispute Over
Water Rights.

Forr Jones, May 20th.—An altercation
occurred near here this morning between
Manuel Cardozo and James A. Davidson
and Charles E. Davidson, his son, which
ended in the death of Cardozo.

The shooting was the result of a dispute
of many years’ standing as to the right to
the waters of McAdams creek. Davidson
and his son went for the purpose of turn-
ing the water in their ditch, when a boy
who was watching their movements, went
to Cardozo’s house, about a mile distant,
and informed him of what was being done.
Cardozo came at once and tore out their
dam and commenced the fight by striking
the elder Davidson over the head several
times with a shovel, fipally knocking him
down, and in order to save his father’s life
the son, a young man of about eighteen
years, fired at Cardozo with a shotgun,
killing him instantly.

THE INTERNATIONAL COMPANY,

A British Syndicate Said to Have Bought
Immense Interests in Mexico.

Sax Dieco, May 29th.—The Sun prints a
dispatch from a financier of the Interna-
tional Company of Mexico announcing the
sale of its concession to the Mexican and
Colonization Company, a wealthy English
syndicate which built the Chicago, St. Paul
and Kansas City Railroad, and also the
enormous packing houses at the Union
Stock Yard, and the distillery, etc., erected
at St. Paul. It is represented that the syn-
dicate will spend large sums for railroad
communication and agricultural and min-
ing developments.

DOUBLE CHARGE OF DEVILTRY.

An Englishman at Portland Accused of
Larceny and Forgery.

Portrasp, May 29th.—John Foster, an
Englishman, waived examination to-day
on two charges of forgery and of the lar-
ceny of $570, and was held in $2,000 bail.
Foster is accused of robhing his room-mate
of money and then forging the latter's
name at two banks, The money wasspent
in dissipation.

The Coroner received information to-day
that the body of an infant was found in
the river several miles below the city, tied
up in a sack. The remains will be brought
here to-morrow for investigation.

Fears of a Local Strike.

S8ax Ber~arpiNo, May 29th.—The Cali-
fornia Central Railroad Company has
issued a circular announcing a cut in the
wages of all trainmen, to take effect June
1st. The Grievance Committees of the dif-
ferent Brotherhoods met to-night and de-
termined not to accept the cut.

General McCool arrived in this city to-
day, and held a conference with the com-
mittees, but nothing resulted. The out-
come is anxiously awaited, as slight fears
of a strike are felt.

Not Bad on the Leap.

Porrraxp, May 20th.—Henry Stewart,
the old man whose pitiful plea had the
eflect of softening Judge Stearn’s heart to
the extent of giving him but one year’s
sentence for assaulting officer Holsapple, is
again free. Deputy Sheriff Douglass Minto
had him in charge en route to Salem, and
on the trip he made his escape by leaping
through a window. Stewart was hand-
cuffed when he took his desperate jump.

Rescued From a Hard Fate,

Sax Frawncisco, May 20th.—This after-
noon a white girl about 5 years old was
taken from some Chinese living on Dupont
street. The child could not speak any-
thing but Chinese. The people from whom
she was taken declare they know nothing
of the child’s parentaze. She had been in
their keeping for five years.

Held for Murder,

Sax BerNArpiNo, May 20th. — Pablo
Gasces, a Mexicar, who killed another
Mexican at Redlands a few days ago, had
his examination this evening and was held
to answer the charge of murder, without
bail. The crime grew out of jealousy and
bad'whisky.

Nelson being personally familiar with the
work of these gentlemen, he boldly antici-
pated the day when inoculations against
vellow fever would take equsal rank with
inoculations against small-pox.

PRESBYTERIAN GENERAL ASSEMBLY.

Interesting Matters Considered at the
Session in New York.

New Yorg, May 29th.—At the Presby-
terian General Assembly to-day reports
were received by the committee from thir-
teen Preshyterian theological schools in
the United States, which have sgventy-five
professors and other teachers and 793
students. San Francisco had 134 students
the past year at the Presbyterian Institu-
tion. The value of real estate is $60,000,
and the endowment is $197,230.

The Committee on Theological Semina-
ries reported. The following reference to
the Pacific coast appears in the report un-
der the head of “Special Recommenda-
tion”: Our church upon the coast is in-
cluded in the synods of the Pacific and
Columbia. Its duties and difficulties are
grave and oppressive. Infidelity, intrigue
and worldliness are prevalent, aggressive
and almost overpowering. If we would
maintain there the historic influences of
Presbyterianism, counteract the threaten-
ings of evils and sanctify that growing em-
pire to truth, it must be very largely by
placing our San Francisco Theological
Seminary upon a broad and firm founda-
tion. It must have speedy help. The
work is painfully hindered by lack of
funds. Its available assets are about $173,-
000, and to avoid disaster it must have an
additional endowment of at least $100,000.
The churches upon the field, numbering
300, and with an average of only sixty-two
members each, and these for the most part
poor, must not be expected to assume this
whole burden.

The clssing business of the assembly was
hurried through with no debate of impor-
tance. Many reports of committees were
heard, among thém one on the Centenary
fund for ministerial relief. About $600,000
has been raised to be invested according to
certain conditions.

The Synod of Brazil, the London Coun-
cil, the Bohemian churches and the African
slave trade were discussed.

One enthusiastic Californian invited the
assembly to visit the Pacific coast as soon
as convenient. He said he did not invite
them to come next year because the Pres-
byterians seldom sent the same men to the
assembly two years in succession. Know-
ing that every representative present this
vear would want to go to San Francisco, a
motion would be of no avail. Then fol-
lowed the customary vote of thanks. The
speeches of the Moderator and Dr. Crosby
were features of the evening session.

IN SOIENTIFIC STYLE,

A Man in Wisconsin Robs a Train Single-
Handed.

Cuicaco, May 29th.—A special to the
Chicago Times from Ellis Junction, Wis.,
says that shortly after the train on the Mil-
waukee and Northern Railway pulled out
of Beaver to-night a man walked through
the rear coach to the rear aoor and, draw-
ing a revolver, compelled the brakeman to
give up all the money he had in his pocket.

When he had finished his raid he leaped
from the train in the dark just as it was
pulling into this station.
