PACIFIC COAST.
MEMORIAL DAY OBSERVANCES
THROUGHOUT THE STATE.

Prize Fight Stopped by a Sheriff—
O'Connor Wins the Boat Race—
Portland News Items.

MEMORIAL DAY,

It was Generaily Observed Yesterday
Throughout the Coast.

Sax Fraxcisco, May 30th.—The Memo-
rial Day parade has come and gone, and
although to-day’s parade was smaller in
number; than many which have preceded
it, in point of attractiveness it yielded the
palm to none.

Market street was not nearly so crowded
as is usually the case on a holiday. The
attractions of the country and pleasure re-
sorts in the suburbs were evidently too
strong for those who were not obliged to
work. Many establishments, however, re-
mained open, particularly retail places,
and transacted business as usual.

There were a good many people on
Golden Gate avenue, however. The side-
walks were lined and all the windows of
the residences were filled with viewers of
the procession. Nearly everybody had a
bunch of flowers of some sort.

Owing to the warm weather most of the
ladies were dressed in light costumes, which
added to the gayety of the scene.

General Cutting and staff headed the
militia, which turned out very strong, with
the exception ot the Third Regiment.

Governor Waterman occapied a barouche
in front of Lincoln Post.

The procession was about forty-five min-
utes in passing, and as there were never
less than eight abreast, it must have con-
tained in the neighborhood of 4,000 men.

After the procession had reached the
cemetery, minute guns wera fired by a
platoon of Light Battery K of the First
Artillery. Following this was a dirge
played by the United States Artillery Band.

Rev. G. W. Izer then delivered a prayer,
which was followed by Post Department
Commander E. S. Salomon, President of
the Day, who delivered a brilliant oration,

AT OAKLAND.

The observance of Men:orial Day in Oak-
land was under the auspices of the Grand
Army of the Republic, Veterans of the
Union and organizations of Ladies’ Auxil-
iary. The parade took place at 11 o’clock,
in which Lyon and Appomattox Posts and
Relief Corps, the Sons of Veterans, Com-
pany A of the Fifth Infantry, the Temper-
ance Cadets and Turn Verein took part.
The Veteran Guard, in command of Joseph
Knowlton, Jr., was a feature of the parade.
The column was in command of E. K.
Russell, Grand Marshal. At Sixteenth
street the procession broke ranks and the
Grand Army organizations and military
continued to the cemetery, where a salute
was fired at the soldiers’ plot and the
graves strewn with flowers. Rev. 1. A.
Horton delivered an oration, and a poem
by Miss Ina D. Coolbrith was read. In the
evening there were memorial exercises at
the Congregational Church.

AT RED BLUFF,

Decoration Day was observed by a cele-
bration, the firemen, veteraus and citi-
zens participating. The departed heroes
were remembered by floral tributes at the
cemetery, where the exercises took place.
Colonel A. F. Jones, of Oroville, delivered
the oration.

AT DIXON.

Memorial Day was observed here, and
the exercises were witnessed by a large
crowd of people, Graves of our dead sol-
diers were strewn with flowers in the after-
noon, and a fine programme was rendered
at the Opera House in the evening. The
great feature of the occasion was the elo-
quent oration by George W. Ficks, of Sac-
ramento, which was greeted with storms of
applause,

AT IONE CITY.

The day was appropriately observed here
by the decorating of the graves of our dead
soldiers by the G. A. R.. assisted by the
citizens. Addresses of tribute to the dead,
accompanied by music, formed the princi-
pal features of the occasion.

AT SANTA ANA.

Memorial Day was strictly ' chserved.
Stores were closed and business of all kinds
suspended. The soldiers’ graves were dec-
orated in the forenoon. An address to the
comrades was delivered at Spurgeon’s Hall
this afternoon by Professor Manley.

AT NAPA.

Memorial Day was appropriately ob-
served at this place by Kit Carson Pest, G.
A. R. Business places were all closed.
The Napa Guards, the new military com-
pany, assisted in the decoration service at
the cemetery. In the procession was a
veteran horse which passed through the
war in the Thirteenth Illinois Cavalry.
Rev. John Coyle delivered the address at
the Opera House this evening.

AT HOLLISTER,

Memorial Day was appropriately ob-
served here under theauspices of the Grand
Army men. Flags were displayed at haif-
mastand all places of business were closed.

AT GILROY.

Decoraticn Day was generally observed.
The bank, Postoflice and public offices
closed. The members of the G. A. R., es-
corted by prominent citizens, with car-
riages laden with a profusion of choice
flowers, decorated the graves of the Union
and Confederate dead. The weather is
beautifal.

AT MARTINEZ.

Decoration Day is being generally ob-
served here. Appropriate services, under
the auspices of the Grand Army Post, are
being bela at the cemetery. Wagon loads
of beautiful flowers have been taken to the
grounds.

AT SAN LUIS OBISPO.

Memorial Day was observed here with
proper ceremonies and a large assemblage
under the auspices ot Fred Steele Post as-
sisted by the Posts from Arroyo Grande
and Santa Maria, the Women's Relief
Corps and the Mexican Veterans. An ad-
dress and decoration at the cemetery and
an oration at the Pavilion this evening.

MARYSVILLE.

Memorial Day was observed here by Cor-
inth Post, G. A. R, with appropriate serv-
ices at their hall and at the cemetery. A
large number of persons also decorated the
graves of celatives. Public offices and
banks were closed.

Memorial services were held here by the
local G. A. R. The procession was com-
posed of a band, the two fire companies,
and the G. A. R. Post.

After several sharp encounters
they clinched,-and were separated with
considerable trouble.

The round
ended with a lively encounter.

This round
was a repetition of the preceding cne, Cor-
tett seeming to bave the best of it. The
fifth round was a repetition of the others,
there being no work done on either side.

During this round the Sheriff was seen
coming toward the scene of action, and
pandemonium preveiled for a few mirnutes.
The referee quieted the fears of the assem-
blage, and ordered the principals to quit.
It is very likely that the fight will be fin-
ished this afterncon. Corbett is the favorite.

CHOYNSKI ANXIOUS TO FIGHT.

Savsarniro, May 30th.— Choynski re-
turned here about 3 p. M. looking none the
worse for his four-round mill with Corbett,
and says it is not through yet, as he ex-
pects to meet Corbett again, probably with-
in the next forty-eight hours, if they can
cscape the keen eye of Sheriff Healy, who
says the fight will not take place in this
county if he can prevent 1t. Choynski is
confident of defeating his man. The four
rounds fought were very tame and caused
very little excitement. The betting was in
favor of Corbett when the fighting ceased.

THE SAMOAN  CUMMISSIONERS
AGREE UPON A TREATY.

Germany Withdraws Her Demands
for Excessive Indemnity—Par-
nell Investigation.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION. ]

BERLIN CONFERENCE,

America Wins all Material Points in the
Samoan Matter,

Beruiy, May 30th.—At the meeting of
the Samoan Commissioners vesterday the
woitk of the Conference was finisheg.
Nearly every point advanced by the Amer-
ican Commissioners was conceded. ' A
status quo was established and ten davs
allowed for the ratification of the treaty by
all the contracting powers. el

THE TREATY.

The treaty was read in engrossed form
and was concurred in article by article.
The wunicipal Government of Apia was
settled by the sub-committee and accepted
by the plenary conference as contended for
by the American Commissioners. The
Goveroment of Samoa is to be exclusively
native. None of the treaty powers will
havea voice in the loeal Government of
Apia. The leading clause in the treaty in-
sures abzolute autonomy to the Samoan
Islands, guaranteeing native influence in
every governmental body and restricting
the treaty powers from representation upon
the Samoan Council.

THE ADVISORY COUNCIL.

The treaty provides for an advisory coun-
cil to consult with the native King when-
ever nece v. In view of the large com-
mercial interests of the United States and
of Germany, each countrvis allowed a full-
fledged member. England’s representative
will act onlyin the character of arbiter
when the German and American Ministers
fail to agree.

A Land Commission is provided, whose
business it shall be to examine the titles of
Samoan real cstate, settle disputed claims
of foreigners in Samoa, and generally set
at rest questions of ownership to the land
between foreigners and natives,

THE CONSTITUTION.

A Constitution for the government of the
island is provided for. The islands are to
be governed by a native King and Vice-
King elected by the Samoans. These, to-
gether with the chiefs of Samoan families,
will compose the Upper House of the na-
tive Legislature. The Lower Houseis to
be made up of native Samcans, chosen by
the people en the basis of one represent-
ative to every 2,000 people.

The treaty guarantees the restoration of
the quo ante and the rehabilitation of
Malietoa as King. The outline of a tariff
schedule was also embraced in this treaty.
The terms in general provide for changes
after the expiration of certain periods.

COALING STATIONS— INDEMNITY.

The provisions of several treaties now in
existence between the powers and Samoa
as to coaling stations set apart upon the
islands were re-enacted in the treaty. A
separate station is allotted to each power.
Each Government is at liberty to make
there at its own pleasure all contrivances
or arrangements as may be useful for ships-
of-war and their officers and crew.

Each Government is also at liberty to
hoist its flag on the ground where the sta-
tion building may be erected, but the sov-
ereignty of the Government of Samoa over
the harbors is not to be abridged or preju-
diced thereby.

The German representatives finally with-
held their demand for an extortionate in-
demnity. The treaty provides for the pay-
ment of a nominal sum.

The text goes by cable to the State De-
partment at Washington to-night, and will
receive the signatures of the Unites States
Commissioners, Phelps, Kasson and Bates,
when notice of approval is received from
Secretary Blaine. The final ceremony of
signing the treaty by the representatives of
all the contracting Governments is to oceur
within ten days. An English Commis-
sioner, who left for London to-night to
submit the draft of the treaty to his Gov-
ernment, expressed himself thoroughly
satisfied. During the latter part of the dis-
cussion England’s influence was thrown on
the side of the United States,

NeEw Yorx, May 30th.—The Herald*
cable from London says:

The drawing-room to-day was certainly
remarkable for the number of splendid cos-
tames worn. The true royalists were in
mourning, but this served only to show up
the costume of those who came to the
throne to be presented. A good deal of
curiosity was expressed among the ladies
to see the new American Minister's wife
and cdaughter. They both came through
the ordeal remarkably weil, and, indeed,
all the American presentations came out
very strongly.

Mrs. Lincoln wore a handsome jupe of
black silk, trimmed with black tuile and
embroidered with jet. A long train of
black silk hung from the waist, for, though
it is optional to wear it from the shoulders,
one feels the weight more when it is so
placed. The low cut corsage was of the
same material, trimmed in the samne man-
ner. The court plumes and lappets were
black.

Mrs. Lincoln wore a collarette of diamond
stars, fastened on black velvet, and small
diamond earrings. She carried a bouquet
of purple flowers.

Miss Lincoln, who was presented by her
mother, looked very fresh and preity in a
charming debutante’s gown of white pawlt
de soi, The front of the jupe was covered
with tulle, hung with tiny silver pendants
that shimmered as she walked and held in
place by a chatelaine of daisies and grasses.
The train was also of white pault de soi.
The corsage was trimmed with tulle, dais-
ies and grasses. Her court plumes and
lappets were white. Pearls were her sole
ornaments, and her botuquet consisted of
pure white exotics and maidenhair ferns.

Mrs. Robert McCormick, of Chicago, wife
of the second Secretary of Legation, was
also presented by Mrs. Lincoln. She wore
a black gown handsomely trimmed with
jetted tulle; ornaments, diamond. She
carried a white bouquet.

Miss Josephine Chamberlain to-day wore
an Empress dress of white satin covered
with crepe lisse with an Empire sash and
chatelaine of pearls, and a white satin train
lined and trimmed with ruchings of the
crepe. She carried a bouquet of white
roses and carnations.

PARNELL INQUIRY.

What President Harrison Sald at India-
napolis a Year Ago.

Loxpox, May 80th.—At the meeting of
the Parcell Commission to-day Arthur
O’Connor, 8 member of Parliament, testi-
fied that while he was in Indianapolis last
vear General Harrison, now President of
the United States, said that eévery honest
man and lover of liberty would rather
share the company of William O'Brien in
Tullamere jail than that of the Viceroy in
Dublin Castle. O’Connor said that when
he took office in the League he found many
of the books fragmentary and in arrear. It
was _impossible to do anything with them.
He did not know whether the bocks which
the Government seized during the admin-
istration of Chief Secretary Forster had
been destroyed. Judge Hannen ordered in-
quiries to be made about these books.

UNFORTUNATE ADDRESS,

A Kansas Orator Gets Himself Disliked
in Arkansas,

St. Louis, May 30th.—A Republic's Fort
Worth, Ark., special says: Quite a sensa-
tion wsas created bere to-day by the re-
marks of Hon. Mr. Kelly, of Kansas, whose
speech at the Memorial services followed
that of the orator of the day. He said in
part the State of Arkansas is in disrepute.
Comrades Benjamin and Clayton were
assassinated in this State because they were
loyal to the flag of their country. The
eyes cf the entire country are upon Arkan-
sas. He said his State Legislature had
passed a resolution denouncing Arkansas
and calling upon the National Government
to protect iis people even if it had to put it
under martial law, and then eontinued:
*“I am a Congressman, and, comrades, I
will see that you are protected if my influ-
ence and power can effect it, even if we
have to resort to martial law.”

The indignation and contempt of the
citizens at this remarkable speech of Kelly
culminated in a large but spontaneouns
meeting at the Court-house at4 p. n. It
was composed of both Republicans and
Democrats, and resolutions were reported
by & corumittee composed of two Republi-
cans and one Democrat, two of whom were
Federal soldiers and members of the G. A.
R. J. P. Grady, Republican and ex-Fed-
eral soldier and member of the G. A. R,
was called to the chair, when the following
resolution was unanimously adopted :

Resolved, That this meeting, composed of
Democra!s and Republicans, denounce the
speech of Mr. Kelly as not only false but upon
such a sacred oceasion, was in a taste that
could, it is to be hoped, emanate from no part
of the civilized country exeept from the State
whose Legislature made such a disgraceful
show of itself in the resolution of which Kelly
boasted so largely to-day.

Will Jonathan and Johnny Ball Ceme

WasniNGTOX, May 30th.—The warlike
dispatches from British Columbia with re-
gard to expected trouble between the
United States and. Great Britain over
Behring Sea is generally discredited by the
officers of the Navy Department. It is
pointed out that no officer of rank suf-
ficiently high to make him acquainted
with the English Government’s purposes
weould under any ecircumstances be so fool-
ish as to talk in the manner stated in the
dispatch from Vigtoria, B. C.

A prominent naval officer to-day said
the United States had no reason to appre-
bend any difficulty. Great Britain assur-
edly would not commit &uv overt sct of
violence in case her seslers were arrested
without warning this Government of its in-
tentions. Warning that Great Britain would
by force dispute the sovercignty of Behring
Sea had never been communicated to the
United States, and this alone showed the
imyprobability of the sto:y.

These vessels are of no use for actual war-
fare, and are simply pelicemen ot the sea.
The Adams and Iroquois are at Mare
Island, and could be sent to sea at short
notice if circumstances demsanded it. The
Charleston is also at San Francisco, but it
will be some time before she is ready to go
into commission. She has demonstrated,
it is said, that she is an excellent boat, but
has not yet fulfilled the contract require-
ments. Even if these requirements were
waived, under a emergency, it
would take some time to it the Charleston
out for service.

As has been already stated, however, the
naval officers do not think the sitnetion at
all alarming, or even threatening. The
Behring Sea fisheries they are confident
will not precipitate a conflict between the
United States and Great Britain.
