It is reported that the sealers
have left Victoria duriugz the past month under
assuraunces that they will be protected.

The Behring Sea dispute is taking on a little
more serious look. The report comes from Vie-
toria that the British North Pacific fieet will go
to the Behring Sca next month. The flagship
Swiftsure and the Amphion and the Icarus,
now at Esquimalt, will sail for the north under
sealed orders on the 15th of June.

Adjutant-General Drumm reached the age of
€4 on Tuesday, and in accordance with the law
was formally placed on the retired list of the
arimy. The post thus make vacant is one of the
most important in the army. The Adjutant-
General disposes of most of the details of the
War Department, and perhaps has as much real
