THE ISLAND KINGDOM.

VIRTUALLYAN AMERICAN COLOSY
IX THE PACIFIC.

An Interesting Interview With a
Prominent Resident of the

Hawaiian Islands.

A Record-Union representative hail a
pleasant chat at the Capital Hutel on
Thursday evening with V,. P. DUlingham,
a leaving capitalist and planter of Hono-
lulu, who was in the city for the purpose
oiinspecting a herd of Galloway cattle, at
Agricultural Park, that are to be shipped
toHonolulu in a few days. Mr. Diliinsi-
ham was asked ifthe islands were now ia
a prosperous condition.

"Tney are," he said, "more prosperous
than at any period Ican recall during my
long residence there. A syndicate, of
whichIam a member, is now building a
railroad from Honolulu to I'earl Harbor,
where the United States has the exclusive
right of occupation as a coaling station, etc.
This road, in whichIown four-fifthsof the
stock, will be some twenty-live miles in
length, and when in operation it will be
the firstregular passenger railroad on the
islands. There are a couple of short linesnow. but they are used almost entireiv for
freighting purposes. Kveutually we expect
to extend our road entirely around the
island."

"Isyour visit to California in any way
connected with this enterprise?"

'Well, yes," replied Mr. Dillingham,
"Iam having twenty-eight cars built for
the road. The work is being done by Cali-fornia mechanics, the Carter Bros ,at New-ark, Alameda county. They built allthe
cars in use on the narrow-gauge road that
runs from Alameda to Santa Cruz, and
moat of the cable cars now in use inSan
Francisco. Our locomotives will have tobe built in the Kast, as the Southern l'a-
citic Company has all it can do in this linefor itself."

"About what proportion ofmanufactures,
etc.. required on the islands is purchased
in California, or rather in the United
States?'' asked the reporter.

"What proportion': "
almost exclaimed

the speaker. "Why, my dear sir, Imight
truthfully say that everything not pro-
duced on the islands is bought here. But,
to be exact, Iwillsay that just ninety-two
per cent, of last year s importations "came
from the United Slates. Iknow this, be-
cause J made a report ou the subject, and
am able to give the exact iiaures. Ihave
not a copy of it with me, but willsend the
Rkcokd-U.mon one on my return to Hono-
lulu. Why we imported from California
last year alone no less than (380,000 worth
ot hay, grain, etc., for livestock ou the
islands."

Reporter—" What is the comparative
strength of the American element inHawaii, as regards business and property-
ownership?'

"To all intents and purposes," said Mr.
Dillingham, "Hawaii is au American
colony. Americans are nowpaying seventy-
liveper cent, of all the taxes there."

Reporter — "
How did the Americans

manage to secure a foothold in the islands?
'

"By their pluck, enterprise and public
spirit. The reciprocity treaty has helped
both sides to the compact. You see, we', of
the Sandwich Islands', are not manufactur-
ers at all. We have one industry —

that of
sugar-growing; we are consumers of the
things that theUnited States manufacturers
have for sale. Reciprocity with Hawaii
does not endanger American manufactur-
ing interests. The only thing we have to
offer in your market is sugar. Why, up to
the time the reciprocity treaty was made
our trade with the United States
amounted to from $1,000,000 to
$2,000,000 a year. Last year it exceeded
$1f>,000,000. I notice that a great
many Americans who have never been on
the islands and whose knowledge of atlaira
there and of the character of the mercan-
tile relations with the United States often
refer to the great benefits that Hawaii has
received through the uenerosity of this
country. They see only one side of it.
They see that we sell lot's of sujrar over
h"re, but they overlook or ignore the fact
that inreturn for the favor extended to us.
we supply all our wants from the factories
and shops and harvest fields of this coun-
try. As before stated, more than :>0 per
cent, ofeverything we require is purchased
here."

Reporter— "Has the United States much
competition to meet inmercantile lines on
the islands?"

"Yes, she has had most vigorous compe-
tition from the English and Germans, but
the large American element there has se-
enred control of affairs and American
trade is constantly 'boomed' for all there is
init. The United States cannot afl'ord to
neglect her citizens over there. They
should have every protection that the
strong arm of the Government can extend
to them, with, of course, a proper regard
for treaty stipulations. Hawaii should be
egarded— as lar as trade interests are con-

cerned
—

as an outlying American colony,
which it is in fart to-day. Our people
have control in nearly everything there.

Reporter— "Has Hawaii reached any-
thing like her jiosiibilities in the way of
su^ar production— in other words, what
are the inducements to newcomers in that
direction, ifany?"'

"Well." replied Mr. Di'.lingham. "it
may be said that the possibilities of the
islands have not been half tested. Our
c.impany alone controls loO.txiOacres of what
might be called wild land, but which can.
wita small outlays, be converted into first-
c'ass cane land. Indeed, one ot the objects
we have in view in building a railroad
around the island is to develop these lands
and attract straneers thereto."

Reporter —"
What Is the average cost of

good cane-land, and what profit is derived
therefrom ?

'
"

G )od, irrigated cane-growing land is
worth about $160 per acre. Itwill produce
from five to seven tons of sugar inot the
cane per acre. This raw sugar is worth
rom BJ to 7j cents per pound. Thus yon
willsee that, at lower estimates than these,
an acre of good sugar-cane is worth at least

or (600 a year. I don't think that
Californians. even ivexceptional cases, can
do as well with their land as this. Besides,
the cane is a pretty sure crop."

Inconclusion, Mr. DUlingham said that
Hawaii has, in his opinion, a bright future
before her. There are occasional political
dissensions, but time will regulate matters
in that tia.-ticular. The American element
is steadily growing stronger in the islands,
and will undoubtedly be able to control af-
fairs there if the Government should con-
tinue its present liberalpolicy.

AN IMPORTANT DECISION.

The Suprfmt Court nettles an Irrigation
Problem.

The following Supreme Court opinion
was fileil in the Clerk's ollice in this city
yesterday afternoon :

Central Irrigation District, respondent,
vs. U. De I.appe et al. This was a Coiusa
county case, in which there has bpen n<i
littleinterest manitesied. It was an ap-
plication for a mandamus to compel the
Secretary of an irrigation district to :?ign
and seil certain bonds. One of the prop-
erty-owners of the district was allowed to
intervene for the purpose of contesting the
validity of the bonds. The Court below
granted the mandamus and the intervenor
appealed. In its decision the Court says :••

The district was organized under the Act
known as the Wright law. This Act was
held to be constitutional in Turlock Irriga-
tion District vs. Williams ;3S Pac. Bap.
879). In that case irrigation districts were
likened to districts organized for the
reclamation of swamp lands, und the Court
saiil it was inclined to think that they were
to be regarded as public corporations. The
purposes of the one is to make large bodies
of land fitfor cultivation by removing the
excess of water, and that of the other is to
make large bodies of land fit for cultivation
by distributing water over them. Their
general powers are similar in many re-
spects, and they are organized upon" the
same plan. Itis settled that reclamation

districts are public corporations, and we
think that irrigation districts must be held
to be so to the ssrue extent.

The judgment and order of the lower
Court was affirmed.

One of the Clipper Grip Robbers Thought

ta Have lteen Caught.
Sheriff Butler of Placer county arrived

Iiv the city yesterday with Jack Gorton,

Iwho was arrested in the Kast on suspicion

jof haviag robbed a stage in one of the
jsouthern counties, but escaped conviction,

jGorton was rearrested, however, by Deteo-
I tive Thacker of Wells, Fargo ft Co.. for the
!robbing of the railroad express car at Clip-

per Gap last fall. On reaching the city yester-
day Gorton was taken tv theoffice ofWells,
Fargo itCo.. where Messenger Johnston.

j who bad charge of the nr that was robbed,
Iidentified him as one of the two men who

did the work on that memorable occa-
sion.

This man Gorton and George D.Gorton,
who claimed to have been his brother]
were inthis city some weeks prior to the
train robbery, and afterward went to
Auburn, where they spent several days.
Thacker learned from Messenger Johnston
that when the two robbers wereleaving the
car one of them called the other "Jack.'
and he bore this fact in mind.

On Tuesday, December 4, 1888, the stags
from Mendocino City to lugrams was
robbed of the mails and Wells, Fartro A.
Co.'s treasure box. The express box con-
tained $330 and some articles of jewelry.
Thacker suspicioned two youug men
who claimed to be brothers, and
who had been engaged iv chopping
wood for a time in the vicinity ol
Forestville, Sonoma county. These men
disappeared suddenly on December Ist, af-
ter borrowing a couple ot shotguns from
their neighbors. Thacker at once made up
his mind that they were the same Gortonbrothers, George and Jack, who had been
inSacramento and Auburn just before the
train robbery. He was also convinced that
they were the men who robbed the express
car and afterward the Mendocino stage.

Some weeks later a stage was robbed in
San Luis Obispo county, and again these
same men were suspicioned. Finally they
were traced to one of the Western States,
and Jack was arrested, but bis brother
escaped. As before slated Jack Gorton
escaped conviction for the latter robbery,
but was rearrested for the Clipper Gap
alfair.

*
The officers have felt quite certain that

they had the right man, and now that the
prisoner has been identified by messenger
Johnston itwould seem as if there was a
strong case against the prisoner.

It is a very modern idea this doubling up
of acts and involves a great expense and
the employment of a small army of per-
formers, but to the lover ol the sports
and feats of the ring it must be
confessed that the old-time one-ring per-
formance is more satisfactory. It does not
divide the attention and dilute the inter-
est. Under the old system the performer
plays to his audience ami his audience
Igives himundivided attention, and as a re-

sult better appreciates the feats of strength,
grace and agility. The Sells & Barrett
show is good by fulfillment to the very let-
ter. It would be pleasanter for the people
and redound to the credit of the manage-
ment, however, if it would prohibit the
score of peddlers from tramping over the
crowded seats and shouting their wares in
tones that are annoying and break the at-
tention to the performances in the rings.
The yell and the twist of the mouth and
the impertinence of some of these penny-
grabbers are stitlicient to justify indignant
blows straight from the shoulder. The
management cannot defend either the
maintenance of several ticket-stands with
differing prices— the extortion of an extra
dime at one for tickets sold at the adver-
tised price of admission at another, for
instance. The management will make
more money by abolition of the nuisances
pointed out, than by countenancing them.
