The annual report of the Southern la

cji;,. Company, its proprieia.-y properiies
an<i leased lines, for the year ending De-
cember-; 1. I^?>3, has been issued. It has
Ijerewl'ore been the custom for each road
of the system to issue its separate report,
tj:::in tbia the whole are consolidated and
the operations of all the lines for the past
year are shown together. The report shows
tha' of the proprietary lines of the system,
amounting to the par value of $143,678,252,
the Southern Pacific company owns *140,-

--kj. The company also owns $41,721
shares of stock in the Mexican Interna-
tional Hailroad Company, the par value of
which is $4,172 100, out of a total of $11,--

3 500. The lines are divided into two
systems. The Pacific includes all west of
ElPaso, Texas, and Ogden, Utah. The
Atlantic system includes the railroads be-
tween El Paso and New Orleans and the
steamship lines from New Orleans to New
York,Havana, Florida. Mexico and other
places. There were 4^44 81 miles of road
operated in the Pacific system on Decem-
ber 31st, and 1,637 16 in the Atlantic sys-
tem, making a total of 5.93L97 miles op-
erated by the company.

The total par value of the stock of the
company is (252,416,507. The liabilities
and capital stock of the company are
5371,107,281 85, and the assests $393,756.-
W3 19, leaving a surplus of $22.04!»,121 34.
This does not include the unsold lands
pranted by the Government to the Southern
Pacific Company in California. The profits
for the year were $3,815,182 74. The gross
earnings (if the Pacific system, except the
Coast division, were 133,031,304 06, and the
operating expenses were (21.558,146 15,
leaving a balance of 111,473,157 91, or of
every $100 received, (65 -7, were paid for
operating the roads. In the Coast division
the gross earning? were (2,085,937 04. and
operating expenses were (1,138,398 ,72 the
balance being (947,538 92,

The report says : "The relations between
this company and the United States are
chiefly through its operation of the lines
of the Central Pacific Kailmad Company.
Itmay hero be noted that payments are
still withheld by the Government for trans-
portation Bervicea on non-aided lines, not-
withstanding the published reports ot the
Uniir<lStates Commissioner of Railroads,
the United States Pacific Railway Commis-
sion, the Coon of Claims and the Supreme
Court declare that the charges are due the
companies and should be paid. There re-
luainea due to the Central Pacitic Railroad
Company on December 31, 1888, from the
United States, for transportation on non-
aided lines prior to lease to the Southern
Pacific Company, (1,068,161 t>7. There is
also due to the Southern Pacific Company
for transportation since the commencement
ot the lease $1,515,890 89, making total
cash due both companies and unlawfully
withheld by the Government, the sum (if
(2,584.052 50. These amounts are in ex-
cess ofall requirements from the compa-
nies under the several Acts of Congress,
and are due the companies in cash."

The followinglines have been absorbed
into the Southern Pacitic Railroad Com-
pany of California: "Southern Pacitic
Railroad Company, San Jose and Almaden
Railroad Company, Pajaro and Santa Cruz
Railroad Company, .Monterey Railroad

ipany, Monterey Kxtension Railroad
Company, Southern Pacific Branch Rail-
way Company, San Pablo and Tulare Rail-
road Company, San Pablo and Tulare Ex-
tension Railroad Company. San Ramon
Valley Railroad Company, Stockton and
Copperopolis Railroad Company, Stockton
and Tulare Railroad Company, San Joa-
(juin Valley and Yosemite Railroad Com-
pany, Los Aneeles and San l>iego Rail-
road Company, I.os Angeles and Inde-
pendence Railroad Company, Long Beach,
Whittier and Los Angeles County Railroad
Company, Long Beach Railroad Company,
Southern Pacific Railroad Extension Com-
pany, Ramona and San Bernardino Rail-
road Company. The total estimated length
of road provided for by such consolidation
amounts to 2,539.89 miles, of which there
was in operation on December list. 1,244.01
miles."

The capital stock of the Southern Pacific
Company of California was on December
31, 1887, (45,994,800. This was increase.!
by consolidations and cms ruction if
new lines (5,785.800, makine a total on
December 31, i ŝ. of (59,292,500. The
outstanding f 'tided debt was J43.050.500,
eqnal to (28,3 2 per mile. The report Bays:

"By an indenture dated Angus; 25, 1888,
this company executed a deed of trust to
the Central Trust Company of Now York.

providing for a consolidated fifty-year 5
per cent. loan. The bonds under this
mortgage are to be limited on newly-built
lines to $22,500 per mile of road, for con-
struction and equipment, and a further
amount Of £7.600 per mile for possible
Bnbseqnent double tracking, additional
equipment and other betterments and addi-
tions. The outstanding bonds of the Pa-
jaro and rianta Cruz, the Monterey, the San
Pablo and Tulare, and the Los Angeles and
Ban Diego Railroads, amounting to (2,-
--339,000, ami all of which, excepting the
Monterey bonds, beai interest et 6 per
(\u25a0•-iit.. are to be rot, rod and canco'.od and
new live per cent, bonds issued therefor.
Provision is also made in the mortgage for
the ultimate exchange of the now bonds
tor the bondt issued under tht> mortgage of
the Southern Pacific Branch Railway. The
fifty-year bonds are a lien, subject to exist-
ing prior mortgages, on ali the railros I,
rolling stock, and other property now
owned, or which may hereafter be con-
structed, by the consolidated company,
excepting the line from Mohave to The
Keedles, also the lai.ds granted by
the United States. Upon the payment
of the present thirty-year six i.er
cent, bonds, of which there are now $33,
332,500 outstanding, the fifty-year bonds
willbecome a oral lien on the railroad and
lands now covered bysuch iDirty year bonds.
Tiio payment of the thirty-year bonds is
calculated to beprovided for by the pro-
ceeds of land sales and the operation ol its
Rinkim; fond, so that the fifty-year bonds,
which arc limited to the total sum oi (38,-
--000,000 willbecome the sole Brat lien on
the entire property of the company, pres-
ent and prospective."

The United

Btates Government granted to the railroad
about 10.000,000 acres of land, of which tho

npany sold (to December 31. 1888) -' 591
E .; acres, leaving about 7.408 166 acres yet
unsold. These 2.591,844 acres were sold at
an average of £;; oJ pt acre, the pure
price amounting to (7,820,907 41. of which
the sum of (3,186,840 62 is yet outstand-
ing.

In its socoont
with the Government the company reports
that under the Thurman Act the require-
ment for the year was $4»i7,217 50. The re-

•\u25a0 Tho sinking fund is wholly invested in
bonds which mature with the debt to the
Doited States, for the payment of which
the fund is established. They will thus be
payable at par, and the whole amount of
premium paid therefore by the Secretary
c.l the Treasury willbe lost." The result of
the operation of this fund in the United
Sutes Treasury from the beginning, Juiy 1.
1878, to December 1. lss* ten and a half
years, isa net lo.t to the company of (386,-

which have been paid into the fund.
There remained due to the Central Pacitic
Railroad Company oa December 31, 1888,
for transportation on non-aided lines, prior
to lease to Southern Pacific Company, (L,-

ern Pacilic Company tor transportation
since the commencement of lease. (1,51.~>,
800 89; making total cash due companies
and withheldby Government. (2 584,052 56.
These amounts are in excess of all require-
ments of the several Acts ofCongress, and
are due the companies in cash. The Court
of Claims has rendered repeated judgments
in favor of the company for the payment
of the?e charges, which have been affirmed
by the Supreme Court."

In view of the prospect that an agree-
ment may soon be reached with the com-
pany, providing for the final settlement of
all the Recounts between it and the United
States, Congress, notwithstanding the judg-
ments of the Courts, has made no appro-
priation for their payment. The provision
for the payment of the debt to the United
States has, by the Thurman Act.been taken
from the company's ban-Is and assumed by
the Government. This has been clearly set

befo-e Congress : and the recent corm'.eri-
tion by that body of a final adjustment of
the debt indicates that it recognizes the im-
portance of an early settlement. The
longer the delay in this matter the longer
are the current payments kept below an
adequate amount. As the Government
o^ies the present condition of this debt to
the evilresults of its own management of
the matter, and as an eirly settlement can-
not be enforced, but niu-:'b» in the nature
of a compronii-e. i;it believed that a mea-
sure will be adopted which will at once
reeoenice the rights m the company .tnd
provide fora payment not beyond theearn-
ing capacity of the ii'ii'i ri'ad. (.(wins to
ihecontinned ajasressiveness <>:' other lines
and the reduction o:' rates, it would not, in
the opinion ofyour Directors, be prudent to
accept any proposition requiring a larger
annual payment than $1,000,01 0

The last
patent received by the company for lands
in California, the portion of the grant ex-
erting the largest influence on the totals of
transactions, waa on July 20, 1886, ami this
last patent in question conveyed but 17,427

acres. The next preceding tiiat wks dated
April30, I-Ni. Therefore, from April 30,
l>-~>, a period of f-jur years, to April, 1889,
the company has received patents torlands
in California to but 17.427 acres; and since
that datp the agereg::te sale-i for the years
1886, I^~7 and 1838 are 587,641 acres.""

The report contains a very fitting memo-
rial to the late Charles Crocker, and a series
of resolutions setiing forth his services and
the loss caused to the company by his
death.
