ul Santa Barbara and sent back to com-
plete his sentence. After escaping he went
toSan Joaqnin county, where he commit-
ted another burglary, and was sent to San
Quentin for one year. Hia identity was
not learned until after his discharge, and
then no trace of him could lie found. He
worked his way to Santa Barbara, where
he was arrested for another burglary, but
the evidence against him was insufficient
to secure his conviction. The authorities
here placed themselves in communication
with the Santa Barbara officials, with the
result that Moran was brought back. He
has still eighteen mouths to serve in the
House of Correction.

5 years of age, is unable to speak or under-
stand English,bat appears to be very bright
and intelligent.

KNIFED in Tin: hack.
Thomas Gafihey, a peddler, was stabbed

in the back by Charles Crons, a longshore-
man, last night, during a row on Hroad-
way. Both men were arrested. Uallhey's
wound is deep, but not serious.

ON TP.IAL FOR HIS LIFE.
The trial of I>r. XavierDodd for the

murder of Annie l>orreis, was begun to-day
in Judge Murphy's Court. He was in-
dicted with Mrs. Louise Hagenow for the
same crime and the latter has been twice
tried, the jury failing to agree upon a ver-
dict at each trial.

Miss Dorreis died in a lying-in hospital
on Twelfth street last August by means, as
is charged, of criminal malpractice. The
hospital was in charge of Mrs. Hagenow at
the time, and Dr. Dodel signed a certificate
to the effect tbat the young woman died
from peritonitis. It is" expected that the
testimony will be much the same as in the
Hagenow trials.

AN ALLEGED STAGE ROIIIIEH.
H. L.Gorton, who has been on trial in

the United States District Court for a stage
robbery committed in Mcndocino county
so:ue time ago. was discharged this morn-
ing. Gorton was brought all the way from
Kansas City to stand trial for the robbery,
but after he got here the principal witness
for the prosecution could not be found.

The
authorities of Placer county have an idea
that Gorton knows a good deal about the
Clipper G::p train robbery. He willbe
taken to Auburn for trial on a charge of
robbery.

Gorton seems very good-natured over
the matter, and does not look as if he ex-
pected a conviction. Of course he denies
having any connection witli the Clipper
<. <i\irobbery.

Marvsville, May 31st— In trying to

The transfer cf the Northern California
Railroad to the Southern Pacific Company
will take place to-morrow. No change in
rates of fare or freight or train accommoda-
tion is anticipated. The steamers bought
by the company will continue their trips
on the Feather and Sacramento rivers.
Nearly all the old employe 3of the local
road will be retained, (jeneral Manager
Binney of the Northern California was
offered the same position under the new
administration, but declined. He owned
a quarter interest in the local road before
the sale, and was a very efficient Superin-
tendent.

Immense Eastern shipments of Orauges
and Lemons.

San Uernardino. May :;lst. — Orange
shipments from San Bernardino county are
larger this year than generally supposed.
There have been ;«>2 carloads shipped, or
27,548 hoies, with about forty carloads yet
to come in, making over 1,000 carloads
mostly since January Ist. Of these the
navels averaged from $2 75 to $3 50 per box,
seedlings $1 65 per box, and other budded
$1 'JO to $2. Those prices were received by
the growers. The average price was $2 40
per box, making altogether about $70,000
received by the growers of the county on
oranges. Of lemons ten carloads were
shipped, making IW.iiOO boxes at average
price of $;> per box: total. $>8,000 for lem-
ons. It is estimated that this county
shipped nearly half of the oranges from
Southern California and next year will
ship one half as many more. Many
orchards willcome into bearing next sea-
son. A great many trees have been
planted this season all over the county.
The prospects are favorable for an im-
mense crop next season.

Several Centenarians.
Los AxGELSa, May ."Ist.—C. L. llatch-

eller, Master inChancery, heard evidence
in the United States Circuit Court this
afternoon in the case of John Morongo et
al. vs. John G. North and Richard Gird.
Suit was brought by plaintiffs, live Mission
Indians, for a quitclaim title to certain
lands, containing about 15.000 acres, in San
Uernardino county, which the Indians
claim as part of the Potrero Mission Reser-
vation. The defendants on the other hand
claim the land belongs to them by grant
from the Southern Pacific Railroad Com-
pany.

Aftera long and tedious hunt, Deputy
Dnited States Marshal Domtnguez found
the live Indians camped under mesquitej
in various parts of the Yuma desert, where
they eke out a subsistence by eating pechete
beans. They presented a very intereoting
appearance and attracted a good deal of
attention. From the report, it seems that
they are the oldest Indians in this part of
the country. Juan Siberia is 125 years old,
and distinctly remembers San Gabriel, the
old Mission, which was built in 1783. Juan
Cahuilla is 115 years old; Francisco
Apache

The World la Moving Onward Toward

Perfection.

The world is worrying over new puzzles.
It u«ed to be snti*tie<i to discuss such ques-
tions as "Was Hamlet insane?" "Did Ba-
oon write Shakespeare?" "

Who was
Cain's wife."and other exciting but harm-
less inquiries. Hut we are getting deeper
now, "Islife worth living?' "Is marri-
age a failure?'' "Does, itpay to get riches?"
"Isit a crime to be a woman ?

"
"Js popu-

lar suffrage a failure?' 7 and so on.
A great deal of magazine space that

might lie better given to soap advertise-
ments is wasted iii efforts to answer sense-
less questions which admit of no general
answer. Whether life is worth living or
not, most of us are willingto take any
quantity of unpalatable medicine to keep
a feeble grip on life;whether marriage is
a failure or not. young heart- will go on
uniting as long as there are boys and girls
on this distracted globe;whether it pays
to get riches or not, men will straggle for
them till the last man buries the next
la.-t for a fee: whether popular suffrage is

a failure or not, it is permanent.
Everything is a failure because mankind

is a failure, ifby failure we mean a falling
short of perfection. There is no quick and
summary remedy for any general evil. If
an evil stands, it is because mankind isnot
ready for its removal. Ancient abases
have a use until they disappear: and they
disappear just as ><>on as mankind i-ready
tor it. Things could not be different.
They are what they are because man-
kind is what it is, ami mankind is
what it is from implacable antecedent
causes. The great thing is to
know that we are improving : that we
have got to improve, regardless of
any willin the matter: that we arc- help-
lessly or hopefully moving towards a per-
fection, however unreachable. We can't
help but move in that direction. We can
accelerate the movement, in fact our aid is
wrung from us whether we willor no, but
in the long run we cannot retard it. If
there is a momentary obstacle, the move-
ment bursts through and goes on with
accumulated force, and gets along finally
on schedule time. This is not the be-t
possible world, but it is the best world pos-
sible for us.

Itis because the world is bound to get
better and that we are bound to help make
itbetter whethor we will or not. that we
can arlord to hear about the dangers
that threaten democracy, and this re-
public particularly, without becoming
hysterical. The time is ripening for
such a republic :is we want and no dan-
gers iif wealth, of labor-capital con-
tents, of clas.-> warfare can destroy
it. We shall get whatever we are ripe
for and nothing else. But we :ire never
to be fiatinftori, whatever we get Who-
ever i- satisfied with things as they are.
no matter how they are, i> intellectual^
petrified. Tilings willnever content people
whoare alive, but theclaiming thingis that
we air always getting on. Looking ahead
from the quaternary man, whose skull was
like an ape.-, we find nothing but Upward
growth. We may stand stili for a few \u25a0 en-
turies, \u25a0:\u25a0 even clrup back for a century, but
only to go forward again with increased
speed. Every 10.-s of time i> fully
made up by this great humanity train.
Individual efforts are useful. They are
a part of the motive lone, but we
want a good deal of energy iiiseeking im-
mediate results, which, however desirable
and in the end inevitable, wouldn't stick if
obtained prematurely. The holding up of
L;rc:it principles, rather than the fretting
after .small and immature results, is a part
of the getting on process.

The main thing i-to maintain a cheer-
ful and helpful confidence in the upward
progress of humanity. We are passengers
on a thorough train, running on schedule
time.

Jefl' Dju,1 Opinion of Him When He
Was a Young Man.

Jefferson Davis wrote ten yean auro his
recollections of oldGeneral Hamey, who
baa just died and whom be knew in 1829.
'"He »a> then," said Davis. vphysically
the finest man Iever .-aw. Tall, straight,
muscular, broad-chested and gauut-waisted.
he was one of the class which Trelawuev
descril>es as 'nature's noblemen, against
whom the plague in the East never made
an attack. Had he liveil in the time of
Homer lie wouldhave robbed Achilles of
his sobriquet of swift-ft>oted, for he would
run faster than a white Ban, farther than
an Indian, and both showed that man was
Organised to be master of the bea»t. To
elucidate the last clause of the preceding
paragraph requires the recital <>( an anec-
dote.
