BURYING IN TRENCHES,

ing—Further Particulars.

Jounstows (Pa ), June 2d.—Men were at work
in the lower Yoder Catholic Cemetery and the
Grand View Prot-stant Cemetery this afternoon
digging trenches for the bodies that were ex-
poted when the waters began falling. They
are in bad condition and some of them have
alrcady been interred. In the haste and excite-
ment no definite arrangements seem to have
1 made for the funeral services. The only
s stion that could be obtained st Morrells-
ville was that all the bod would be buried
and genernl memorial se:vices held after the
prescent suffering is alleviated. In a talk to-day

CONII BELL,
Of the first section of the day express, laid up
at Conemaugh on the night'of the disaster, said:
“The first and second sections stopped side by
side at Conemaugh Friday afternoon on account
of the washout at Lilly’s. The second was next
to the hill, and the first on the outside. Sua-
denly I say what looked like a wall of water.
It was thirty feet high. We barely had time to
notify the passengers and they nearly all fled
up the hillside. One old man, who with his
son returned for some reason, was arowned.
Two cars
WENT DOWN IN THE CURRENT.

I donot know how many were drowned. We
saw two on top of the cars. The water set fire
to a lot of lime, and the fire eaught two Pull
man cars, which were destrored, but no person
was burned, all the passengers in them having
left the train before the cars were caught. There
were about 100 persons on Iy section, which
was made up of day coaches. After the rush
the passengers went back to \the cars, and later
were cared for by the people of Conemaugh.
Afterwards they were taken to Ebensburg.

After Janding one walks across a desolate sea of
mud in which there is interred the remains of
human bodies.

A DESOLATE

It was once a handsome porti n of the town.
Cellars are filled up with mud so that a person
who has never seen the city can hardly imag-
ine that houses ever stood where they did.

Four streets which were solidly built up with
houses have been swept away. Nothing but a
two-story frame house remains. The walk up
to the wrecks of the houses was interrupted in
many places by small branch streams. Occa-
sionally across the fiats could be seen the re-
mains of a vietim.

The stench arising from the mud is sickening
to an extreme degree. Along the route was
strewn wares of every conceivable kind.

The work of getting the bodies together for
easy identification was begun this afternoon on
Fairfield avenue, where there is a large vacant
lot. At5o'clock this was almost entirely cov-
ered with coffins, while between them and
stooping over them were scores of men and
women. Although the number was short of 100
at 5 o'clock, others will come in, and there is no
telling what the total will be.

On one rough box was a piece of paper with
these words:

“ THREE LITTLE CHILDREN,”

To-night they were lifted out and all three
placed in one coflin. The little bodies were al-
most naked, and their faces bruised and cut.

THE WRECKAGE STILL BUXNING,

The Baltimore and Chio tracks are now open
but the fire in the wreckage has spread steadily
all day and the upper part of the drift is burning
to-night. A fire engine is stationed on the
river bank and others will be gotten here by
the Baltimore and Ohio. The natural gas has
been shut off owing to the many leaks in Johns-
town. Mo fire is allowed inthe eity. The walls
of many of the houses are falling and their
crash can be heard across the river where the
newspaper men are located.

AN INTERRUPTED FUNERAL.

A funeral was being held at one of the Catholie

A citizens' commit-
tee has issued & proclamation that all men who
are able to work must report for work or leave
the place. There is too much to do to support
idiers, and the committee will not abuse the
generous help that is being sent by doing so.

It is impossible to describe the appearance of
Main street.

These incidents are but fair samples of
scenes familiar to every turn in this stricken
city.

THE LAST §TORY.

The streets have been full of men carrying
bodies to various places where they await icen-
tification sinoe morning and the work has only
just begun. Every hour or so forces of men
working on various heaps of debris find a num-

And wreckage. It isbelieved that| when the
flames are extinguished in the wreckage at the
bridge and the same is removed that hundreds
and hundreds of victims will be discovered.
In fact this seems certain, as dozens of bodies
have already been found on the outskirts of the
mass of broken timbers.

Reports from outside points are also nﬁpallinz.
Up to 9 o'clock to-night 180 bodies had been em-
balmed at Ninevah, and there is a report that
more have been discovered half buried in the
mud on the island between New Florence and
the place named. Atthe Fourth Ward school-
house over one hundred victims have been laid
out for identification. In many cases they
have been recognized, while in many more the
tags bear the simple word ** unknown.”

Shocking sights have become so common that
they have lost their terror, and the finding of a
body here and there attracts little or no atten-
tion from the great crowds thet constantly Jine
the river banks and crowd all other accessible
places.

A dozen of places have already sent in gener-
ous sums of money, and the people are encour-
sged to believe that their more pressing wants
will be provided for. It will require several
days yet to ascertain anything like a definite
idea ot the loss of life, but it will certainly
reach up into the thousands. Every hour
brings fresh evidence of the faect that the disas-
ter eclipses anything of the kind in the history
of the country, and no one can say what the
final results will be.
