ChUAOO, June lih.—The investigation of
the Cronm murder was resumed this morn-
ing by tbe Coroner. Captain Winjj of the
Lake View police was the first witness. He
described the condition of Ashland-avenue
cottage wnen Lieutenant Schuettler lirst
eDlered it- Several witnesses were exani-
ini'laud retailed many facts heretofore
made public. A map of Lake View, show-
ing all the points of interest in the tragedy,
was pveu to the jury. The fatal trunk,
with its blood clots, was brought into
Court ami opened. The trunk was identi-
fied by Mr.Kiel, who first discovered it.

A SENSATION I'BOMISED.
The Mail3ays : Alexander Sullivan will

probably i;e placed behind the bars before
the day i? over for alleged conspiracy in
the foul assassination of Dr. Cronin. Had
the iury retired last night with what little
testimony they had, itwaa almost certain
they would bave recommended the arrest
ofBaJJiwi. Other arrests arealso expecled
to be made. The names are gained troni
the contents ofprivate papers of the doctor.
AVho thete Btur>ecta are the authorities re-
fuse to say.

rooDBTJFJT tiuns state's evidence.
Itis reported that Frank Woodruff, who

drove the rip; in which Cronin's body was
;auled to Catch liasin has turned State's

evidence, and will tesiify before the Cor-
oner's jury. Woodruff's confession, it is
said, connects P.O. Sullivan so closely with
the crimp that escape seems impossible.
He willswpsr that Sullivan is the man who
paid him for sneaking the wagon a:it!horse
from Dean's iivery stable.

WOODRUFF CONFESSES &OAIBT.
The many contradictory "confessions''of

the imprisoned horse-thief Woodrufl, alias
Black, regarding the Cronin mystery, were
capped ;i 9 afternoon by a bran new narra-
tive from him regarding the affair.

During :he inqaest Police Captain
Schack. \.bo was on the witness stand, had
testified.:- to the investigations which fol-
lowed the arrest of Woodruff fur borse-
stealir. - old the whole of Wood-
rufTs varied atories about the men whom
lie claimed wera named King and Fairbarn
and the carrying oil of the woman's body
in a triinx. When the Captain was asked
if he had any recent conversation with
Woodrnfl be said:

"
Woodruff' sent forme

the day the Grand Jury wts insession on
this case, and we went" together into a pri-
vate room at the jail. Woodruff went on
to say ;bu; there were a good many
things he had not told about
the case, aiid continued by saying that
he was in :\ saloon one afternoon with
Kirn;and Fti:burn, when a strange man en-
tered aud took King aside. Woodruff said
the man bail a big roll of money and that
he gave some to King and some to Fair-
burn.

They went out together and the strange
man left them at the door. When he had
gone, Wooodruff said he asked King who it
was, am: K.iigsaid :

"THAT IS LAWYER ALEX SI'I.HVAN."
Captain Schaack added, inreply to a juror's
question, that the next day after Woodruff
had been Indicted for horse stealing, he
sent word he would not talk any more.

Whelan, who is a relation of P. O. Sulli- j
van, the Lake Viewice man. who is also |
under indictment. This peculiar action of:
Schaack's has never been explained, and |
in view of to-day's developments it was j
deemed best to remove him.

RAILROAD COMPROMISE.

The Union and Northern PaciUc Have
Couie to an Understanding.

New York, June Ith.—President Adams
and <>ak<s of the Union and North I'm-iiic
Railroad- ;:ive r;.ched a fullunderstand-
ing concruiog i'\u25a0\u25a0* approaching election in
the Oregon Railway and Navigation Com-
pany, and willsecure the unanimous veto
for Board of Directors for that company to
be jointly agreed upon between Henry
Villardand General G. M.Dodge In Port-
land, Oregon, on the 17th. All litigation
in the New York Court atlecting the Navi-
gation Company's interests will be dis-
missed. The dividend upon the Oregon
Railway and Navigation stock will con-
tinue at liper cent, per annum.

The Oregon Short Line of the Naviga-
tion Company is to be modified to permit
au expenditure for improvement of align-
ment along the Columbia river, and to
provide for the purchase of an additional
equipment. Itwill be recommended that
the Oregon Transcoutinental Company dis-
pose of its navigation stock.

The Presidents are pledged to an early
consummation of the track agreement, un-
der which the l'nion and Northern Pacific
Companies will use in common the tracks
of the Navigation Company in the region
east ol the Cascade mountains, and the
Northern Pacific is to afford the Naviga-
tion Company connection with Puget
sound by trackage over its Pacific Division.

Robebud Dak.i, June 4th.—The pro-

ceedings of the council held to-day were
uneventful. Jlajor Warner of the" t'om-
missloa, in compliance with the request
of SwiftHear, went over the provisions ol
the Act of Congress, explaining the bene-
fits which would result from the accept-
ance of its terms. The Indians were evi-
dently favorably impressed and asked time
for its consideration.

In one house in Ken-
vilie seve:i bodies of adults were discovered,
and tloating abont ou the water in the
sunie room was a cradle in which lay a
baby alive.
