By a vote of four to two of said committee
Alexander Sullivan is acquitted of all charges
preferred against him, and the undersigned,

SPIRITUALISM EXPOSED.
•J. W. Fletcher Opens the Byes ol Some

Cincinnati, June 10th.—Cincinnati has
long been noted as one of the strongholds
of the spiritualists. Mediums have flour-
ished and several have become rich here.
Their followers were among the best people
of the city, and their religion spread so
fast that the orthodox people became
alarmed. List fall a medium, J. W.
Fletober, held forth on Carlisle avenue.
His manifestations were of the wonderful
order and his seances attracted great
crowds. One night a party of gentlemen
Hashed lights on Fletcher and caught both
the medium and his materialized spirits.
Fletcher acknowledged the fraud.

Deluded People.

EXPOSING FRAUDS.
Soon after this the Evangelist Alliance,

made up of the ministers of all the Pro-
testant churches of the city, arranged with
Fletcher to expose the tricks of the medi-
ums. Last Sunday night at Henck's Opera
House, to a great audience, he explained
many (ricks, and declared that a combina-
tionof the mediums of the city existed,
and produced letters to prove it. He also
detailed a plan concocted to fleece a well-
known young attorney who had become a
partial believer. There was much excite-
ment, and Fletcher was hissed and called
ugly names.

THE MEDIUMS ARE FRAUDS.
Last night a big audience of intelligent

people filled the Opera House to witness a
further exposure. There were early signs
of hostility, ami when Fletcher appeared
he proceeded amid considerable contusion.
He prefaced his exposure by declaring that
he bad no ill-willtoward anyone con-
nected with spiritualistic societies, saying
that they were probably honest, but the
mediums he denounced as frauds.

There were a few hisses, but Fietcher se-
cured a committee, some of whom were
spiritualists, and proceeded. He thor-
oughly exposed all forms ot slate-writing,
even getting correct answers to questions
on slates bolted together on four sides.
Finally, as a challenge, he allowed a spec-
tator towrite a question and seal it in an
envelope, while a second person hid it in
a slate. A third person held the
slate, while the click of a pencil was
clearly heard. When opened by a fourth
party a correct answer appeared on the
slate.

A TRUMPET SEANCK.
The noise grew and reached a climax

when Fletcher gave a fac-simile of a trum-
pet seance. The house was filled with
hisses, cat-calls, whistlings and all sorts of
noise. Many ladies left, and trouble seemed
imminent. Fletcher held his ground and
finished his act. Atits conclusion a mem-
ber of the circle announced that he had
been a Spiritualist and particularly partial
to trumpet reances, but henceforth he
wanted nothing to do with the fraud. This
called out cheers and hisses.

MATERIALI/.INi;SPIRITS.

Fletcher nest materialised three spirit?,
and one lady declared that she recognized
the spirit of a child, who called her by
name. Later the fraud was exposed, and
the lady announced her daf(QSl with the
whole business. There was a stir in the
audience, and a man arose ami announced
that he would run Fletcher out of town.
Then Fletcher came down in the audience
and declared his intention of staying right
here, and challenged any medium iv the
world to do anything by'spirit aid that he
could not do by trickery. It is admitted
that Spiritualism has received a heaw
blow.

Th,- Steamer Ailsa Hrings the Latest

News From Port-ao-Piin«e.
Ni:w York,June luth.—The steamship

Ailsa, from Port-au-Prince, arrived this
morning. The first officer told a reporter he
had heaid nothing of the reported over-
throw of Legitime. A statement was made
to him by two of the officers of Legitime
that Hippolyte'a forces were within seven
miles of Port-au-Prince, but the opinion
then expressed was tiiat there would be no
decisive tisrhting until fall, on account of
the condition ot the roads.

The Ailsa carried the transferred mails
from Hayti. which left there May 30th.
By this mail advices sent to a local tirniby
his Haytian representative is to the effect
that Hippolyte's forces are within twenty-
one miles of Port-au-Pnnce and that
Le^i ime is still in power. Tlip news
brought by the Ailsa leaves the Hayiian
troubles stiil in doubt.

Acablegram from London, dated May
31st, says a dispatch has been received
there from Hippolyte saying he had de-
feated Legitinie ami hail occupied Port- an
Prince and proclaimed himself the Provi-
sional President is considered unlikely, as
all this could not occur in one day after
Hippolyie was twenty-one miles from Port-
au-Prince, as stated in the advices already
mentioned and the report lifteen day earlier.

PARKERsncKo (\Y. Va.), June 10th.— A
sensational episode occurred in the East
End a night or two since, which has, from
its unusual character, caused a great deal of
talk in sociely circles.

On the night referred to a young man
named Baldwin went to thehouseof a man
named Bushong about midnight, and
walked into the house ina somnambulistic
state. After wandering about the house the
young fellow laid down across the foot of a
bed occupied by a young lady and dropped
into a sound sleep.

A warrant was issued for him, and he
was arrested and charged with an attempt
to assault the young girl.

The young fellow had no difficulty in
proving that he was a confirmed somnam-bulist, and the circumstance that he had
walked from his own home to that of his
neighbor, quite a distance, in his night
clothes on a cold night, together with the
fact that he was evidently unconscious of
his whereabouts when lound by the girl
and her people, caused his release.

Whalen was
then asked where he was on May 4th, and
gave a detailed account of his movements
during the day, but there was nothing new
developed.

G. O'Connor was then examined as to
the obligations he subscribed to when he
joined the Clan-na-Gael. He said he would
not obey any order conflicting with his
duty as an American citizen.
