economic. The cost of the sewers to a
common point of delivery is the same in
either case, but the cost of cremating fur-
naces is far less than that of pipe-lines to
a sewage farm. The cost of forcing or
draining out the sewage to the appro-
priated land is greater than the fuel cost
of cremation, for the reason that very
largely the refuse is its own fuel, after
slight preparation. The result in fertil-
izers is less in quantity in the case of cre-
mation, but greater in value. Heat is the
one great and unsurpassed disinfectant
when applied with sufficient degree. It
resolves disease germs into harmless ash
and vapor, and the gases given off resume
their places in the natural economy of
the earth. Fora place situated as is Sac-
ramento, for instance, there is no method
known that is at all comparable, in economy
and in convenience for the disposal of
sewage, with that of the cremation pro-

There has thus been forwarded for the
relief of the uunfortunate people of the
Conemaugh valley by the people of this
city and vicinity, $2,655.

The fund has not yet attained the pro-
portions that it should to be truly repre-
sentative of the capacity of Sacramento,
The list for contributions is still open at
the Recorp-UnIoN office. Let it be swelled
greatly to-day. Let us place ourselves in
the position of the sufferers of Johnstown
and neighboring villages; let us suppose it
to be Sacramento that has suffered by the
horrors, devastation and woes of the un-
fortunate people of the Conemaugh, and
we will be able to realize how much good
the dollars and dimes of the people con-
tributed for our relief would do. Not five
bundred of our people have yet signed the
relief list, and the sum contributed by the
Capital City is less than six cents per capita.
Our people can do better than this and cer-
tainly will. Such giving as is needed now
is an exercise that benefits everyone who
unites in it.

BENEFITS,

Rev. Mr. Herrick’s lecture last night was
very largely attended and the resultisa
contribution to that gentleman’s credit
that does honor to his effort and the spirit
with which he entered into the undertak-
ing. By a mishap that greatly mortified
him and correspondingly disappointed
the audience the oxy-hydrogen li-ht failed,
the machinery would not work and the
illustrations of the lecture could not be
given. It is the first time Mr. Herrick has
met with such a mishap. He went on
with his lecture, however, and made it in-
structive and interesting and the audience
remained to the close and gave close atten-
tion to his graphic account of what he saw
in Rome and excavated Pompeii. One
lady—Mrs. Rainsford—sold 105 tickets for
the lecture. Several persons gave $1 at the
door, though but 25 cents was asked, and
some insisted wpon paying 50 cents. In
one case a child contributed $1 to the lect-
ure fund. The lecture will probably add
$125 or £130 to the relief fund.

THE CONCERT.

Arrangements are now all complated for
the concert of Wednesday nignt. Mrs.
Bonnheim and Mrs, Brune have worked
very hard in the matter, and Prof. Kinross
has been active in the sameinterest. No
people came forward, save one, yesterday,
to aid in distributing tickets, but a very fair
reservation of seats has been made at
Houghton's book store, where the box
sheets are exposed. The ladies have sold
several of the boxes and hope to dis-
pose of them all. Yesterday Mr. Cooper
contributed the use of a Mathushek piano,
and Mr. Lotthammer the use of a Steinway
grand for the concert. W. D. Comstock
contnibutes the chairs for the stage:
the Capital Gas Company contributed
the gas for lighting, and the. Bell
Conservatory Company volunteered to
decorate the stage with flowers. Other
donations to aid the concert have al-
ready been mentioned. Miss Sarah M.
Jones yesterday sold seventy tickets for
the concert; one very poor widow, who
has but a pittance of income and works
hard for that, sought one of the committee
and insisted upon contributing fifty cents,
though to her it meant as much as $50 to
some, The ladies will supply tickets to
any one willing to aid them, and the bits
of pasteboard that mean help for the suf-
fering can be had of Mrs. Bonnheim, Me-
tropolitan building, or Mrs. Brune, 1400 K
street, any hour to-day. Seats can be re-
served after 8 A. M. to-day at Houghton's,
in any of the three sections of the house.

REDHANDED MURDER.
That It Was “'hm:ded the Life of
Poor Milo Hawcs.

The Coroner’s inquest upon the body of
Milo Hawes, found dead on Sunday about
three miles from Washington, the first ac-
count of which sad episode was given in
the last issue of the Suxpay UxioN, was
held at Washington yesterday afternoon,
Justice C. E. Newton officiating.

The Coroner’s jury was composed as fol-

lows: Robert Erwin, Edward Faltrick,
John Cropper, Edward Todhunter, William
Newton, Thomas Wagner, Thomas Mil-
ward, Jos. McGregor.

The first witness called was William
Peterson, who testified that on Sunday
afternoon he went out fishing, going to
Washington lake. Not far from where
Hawes was found he saw two men, fairly
well dressed. He asked them how the fish-
ing was, and they replied that they were
not fishing. Witness moved on and re-
turning about 4 o’clock he saw a man lying
on the ground about twelve feet from the
railroad track, near where he had seen the
two men together. Also saw a hat on the
ground near the water's edge, and a vest
hanging on the branch of a tree near by.
Witness supposed the man to be .intoxi-
cated and tried to awaken him, but found
that he was dead. A freight train coming
toward the city was hailed and witness
camwe into Washington acd apprised the
authorities.

The authorities who had removed the
body gave a description of its position
when found, together with a list of per-
sonal property discovered. A boulder
three times the size of 8 man's fist, and
covered with blood, found near the body,
was shown to the jury. Also, letters and
papers, which haa been taken from the
pockets of the deceased and by which he
was identified. One of the letters was
from a brother-in-law in Los Angeles,
bearing the signature Anthony R. Her-
nandez, and commencing, “Dear Brother.”
Other letters were addressed to San Fran-
cisco, showing that the deceased had made
that city his home not long ago.

Two strange men who had been seen
coming from the direction of the scene of
the tragedy on Sunday evening were ar-
rested upon suspicion. They were present
at the inquest and the witness Peterson
was asked if they were the men he had
seen as described in his testimony. Wit-
ness declared positively that they were not,
and as the two men were able to give a sat-
isfactory account of themselves they were
dismissed

John Fay, a switchman, testified that he
saw the deceased on Sixth street, in Sacra-
mento, at 4:30 on Sunday morning. An
old man was with him. After a brief con-
versation between the two the deceased
started toward the bridge alone. Witness
positively identified the deceased as the
younger of the two men.

Constable Todhunter related to the jury
the position of the body when found. It
was lying on its face. Witness thought
that the killing had been done at the
water's edge and the bodv afterward
dragged away into the brush for the pur-
pose of hiding it. The marks on the
ground indicated that plan and were also
such as to show that there had been a se-
vere struggle. A pair of suspenders found
on the ground were broken in two pieces.

The remains were examined by Dr. F. B.
Sutliff, of Sacramento, who reported in-
juries on the person of the deceased, as fol-
lows: A fracture of the skull just above
the right ear, with a depression of the frag-
ments of bone on the brain substance.
Over the right eye a flash wound one inch
long. Abovethe left ear, and nearly on top
of the head,a flesh wound to the skull,
about two inches in length. It was the
fracture which caused the death.

The verdict of the jury was that Milo
Hawes came to his death at the hands of a
party or parties to the jurors unknown—
and here rests, at least for the present, the
case of one of the most brutal and cow-
ardly murders which ever disgraced the
State of California.

Judging from all the evidence obtain-
able, the murder was committed solely for
the purpose of plunder. Unless by fortu-
nate accident there is little hope of finding
a clue to the guilty party or parties in this
fiendish crime. They have all the advan-
tage on their side, for the potent reason
that their victim was a poor man. God
help justice!

The brother-in-law of the deceased, A.
Hernandez, of Los Angeles, was heard
from yesterday in answer to a dispatch
sent him by Chief Lee. He is on the way
to this city, and the remains will be held
awaiting his arrival.

SCHOOLS AND INSTITUTES.

Superintendent Hoitt's \'_isi( to Mendocino
and San Francisco.

Ira G. Hoitt, State Superintendent of
Public Instruction, returned Saturday from
the Mendocino County Teachers’ Institute,
held at Mendocino City. When asked by
a reporter concerning the corps of teachers
in that county, Superintendent Hoitt re-
plied :

*1 found the same spirit manifested that
has been exhibited by the teachers of other
counties of Northern California. There
were seventy teachers present, and they
were above the average 1n good looks, and
behind mone in their enthusaism, earnest-
ness and determination to keep up with the
times. The discussions were spirited, in-
telligent and useful. The programme pre-
pared by Superintendent Dillingham was a
good one. He showed his ability at all
points in the conduct of the Institute, and
he seemed to be fully appreciated by the
teachers and by the people of the county.
The people of Mendocino City opened their
houses to entertain the teachers, and I have
nowhere seen more public interest mani-
fested in an Institute than I found there.
In the mornings and afternoonsthe spacious
school hall was filled, and at the evening
lectures the church was filled, till stand-
ing-room was at premium. They have an
excellent school-house at Mendocino, and
are about to build a $10.000 one at Fort
Bragg. Some of the teachers came by pri-
vate conveyance, from fifty to ninety miles,
and one teacher said : *I came in my buggy
120 miles, and I would not have missed the
work of this Institute for twice that dis-
tance.’’

“Did you visit any other educational
gatherings?”’ asked the reporter.

“] attended the graduating exercises of
the Girls’ High School at San Francisco.
which are always very interestine. One
hundred and thirty-three young ladies
graduated. The exercises were good, and
the physical exercises in the Delsarte svs-
tem were charmingly graceful and capti-
vating. I also attended the graduating ex-
ercises of the Kindergarten Training
School, under the management of Mrs.
Kate D. Wiggin and her sister, Miss Nora
Smith, and presented the diplomas to
twenty-nine graduates. The exercises and
the exhibition of kindergarten work drew
a large crowd, all of whom went away de-
lighted. The kindergarten system is fast
getting hold on the people, and I hope the
day is not far away when it may be adapted
to the public school svstem ot the State. It
is the naturel way to begin the education of
children.”

“I go immediately to Yreka to attend
the Institnte of Siskiyou county, and shall

return to attend a meeting of the State
Board of Education next Friday. After
that I hope for a few days in which to
