Campbell still persistsin hisstate-
ment that, seeing Boyd coming up, he sup-
posed he was armed and fired in self-de-
fense, after giving warning.

TROUBLE AT NEEDLES.
Assault a Baker
Gets Killed,

Sax BErNARDINO, June 10th.—William
Lubreck was brought in this evening from
Needles arrested on a charge of murdering
Thomas Johnson, a fireman on the A.C.

A party of railway men entered
Lubreck’s bakery, smashed the furniture,
etc., and finally broke a chairover his head.

SPUNKY SEATTLE,

SEATTLE, June 10th.—The relief commit-
tee is kept busy providing for the homeless
and houseless, and about 8,000 meals are
given daily and 1,790 people provided with
sleeping quarters. To-day 500 tents were
received from the posts at Vancouver and
Fort Cccur d’Alene. They were pitched
and occupied to-night in the burnt district.

An army of men are engaged in tearing
down the building of the Oregon Improve-
ment Company. Therehave been 400 men
at work rebuilding its wharves, bunkers,
etc.

WasHINGgTON, June 10th.-—Surgeon-Gen-
eral Hamilton, of the Marine Hospital
Service, who has just returned from Johns-
town, made an official report to the Presi-
dent. He thinks the work of clearing the
debris in the river can be completed in
about ten days. He does not favor the
plan of burning the debris now in the
river as the contamination to the water
comes from the bodies and the fire would
not touch them. The water supply of
Johnstown comes from & point sbove and
is pure. The use of disinfectants arnd the
intelligent work of the corps will prevent
an epidemic in that viciuitv The greatest
danger is to the cities below which depend
on the water from this stream. The dan-
ger from the use of this water cam be
avoided by boiling it before use, though the
thought of using water contaminated by
dead bodies is revolting.

He says the report that dead animals are
allowed to float down the stream after be-
ing loosed from the debris is untrue.
They are taken ont and burned. The
burned bodies are taken to the morgue.

He does not touch on the condition of
outiying villages. He says the work of
(,leurm" the debris and preparing to rebuild
will occupy many months, and subscrip-
tions of money will be needed for some
weeks. The supnlv of clothing is good,
and little moreis absofutely needed. though
a large supply of rubber gloves for the
workmen in handling the dead bodies in
the debris would be acceptable.
