Tue Fire Marshals of San Francisco
bave condemned the fireworks that are
known as “double-headers,” and the au-
thorities have resolved that none of these
dangerous bombs shall be exploded in that
city on the Fourth of July, or at any other
time. It would be well to have a similar
regulation in this city, for the reason that
many of our buildings are low, and the
explosions of the double-headers throw
the burning debris high enough to land
on roofs. That we have escaped a confla-
gration from this cause 1 the past is no
reason for speculating upon future exemp-
tion. The San Francisco Marshals say of
te dangerous articles referred tc: “They
are made of bamboo, which smolders long
after the bomb has been exploded. The
composition of the ‘double-headers’ is
principally oakum. After the ‘header’ is
ignited it goes off once, and then flies into
the air high enough to fall ona roof. It
explodes a second time then, and the
oakum ignites and burns. In this way
roofs are set on fire and the department is,
of course, called out.” The San Francisco
ordinance regulating the sale of dangerous
fireworks is very simple and understand-
able, and is the result of long observation
and some bitter experiences. It would be
wise to look into the matter, and reduce to
the minimum of possibility the danger
from fireworks in this city, where for the
most part license has ruled in their use,
and regulation hasscarcely been thought of.

IN OTHER LANDS.

iChildren Killed and Injured by the

Wreck of an Excursion Train.

STRIKE AMONG THE SAILORS.

Plot Against a King—A Coming
Coronation—Death of an Em-
inent Engineer.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

DISTRESSING CASUALTY.

Wreck of an Excursion Train Which Cre-
ates Sad Havoc to Life and Limb,

Dusrix, June 12th.—An excursion train
from Armagh was wrecked near that place.
The train contained 1,200 persons, com-
posed of Methodist Suncay-school scholars,
teachers and relatives. It is reported that
fifty children were killed.

A later dispatch from Armagh says that
eighty bodies have been taken from the
wreck and others are buried under the
debris.

Over 100 persons were injured.

LATER PARTICULARS,

DusLIN, June 12th.—The foliowing par-
ticulars have been received in regard to the
accident to the excursion train: The ex-
cursion party left Armagh this morning in
two trains. The accident occurred at the
point where the trains had to ascend the
grade on a bank fifty feet high. The first
train ascended the grade without trouble.
The second section attempted the ascent,
but the weight of the train proved too great
for the engine. Several cars were detached
and were allowed to run back towards the
level track, but before ithey reached it they
came in collision with the ordinary train
from Armagh, which was proceeding at a
good rate of speed.

The excursion cars were completely
wrecked. Hosts of volunteers were soon
at hand and the dead and the wounded
were taken from the wreck and carried
down the bank.

Medical aid was called and a special
train from Belfast brought to the scene
twenty surgeons from that city anda
number of medical men from other places.
The disaster is unparalleled in the railroad
history of Ireland. All the shops in
Armagh were closed this afternoon and
people are in general mourning,

The engineer, fireman and guard of the
train and the Traflic Manager’s clerk were
summoned before a magistrate and were
removed on the charge of being responsible
for the accident.

The shriekz of the children were horri-
ble. Many were mangled beyond recogni-
tion. There is scarcely a family in Armagh
that has not some one dead, and in many
cases whole families are killed. The em-
bankment on which the accident occurred
is seventy feet high.

Before starting on the fatal excursion the
children paraded through the streets of
Armagh with flags and banners, and town
folk turned out almost en masse to wish
them a happy holiday.

The train consisted of fifteen carriages,
and most of the children were in the front
of the train.

Only about a dozen children were killed.
A majority of the victims were about 20
vears of age. They were in the last car-
riage, which was completely smashed. All
the bodies have not been taken from the
wreck.

Total killed seventy-two, of which sixty-
four bave been identified. The number of
the injured is about one-third of the entire
number of passengers. Many of these are
certain to succumb to the effects of their
injuries.

CANUCKS IN CONTENTION.

Religious Principles Involved in an Ae-
tion of the Government,

NEw Yorg, June 13th.—The Herald says
that the allowance of $410,000 to the Jesuits
for land claimed by them prior to their ex-
pulsion from Quebec has intensified the
feeling agsinst the Government of Sir John
Macdonald and the French population.

It is said that Macdonald admits his
blunder. If the Liberal party is called
on to form a new organization there will be
a change in the relations with the United
States. A great Convention is in session in
Ontario, called to protest against the allow-
ance of the Jesuit bill. Half of the dele-
gates are Methodist and Presbyterian
clergymen. The opposition is directly
drawn out, apparently, by hostility to what
is called ** Roman Catholic encroachment.”

The chief speakers on this occasion were
Principal McVickar, of Montreal, and Mr.
Charlton, a prominent Liberal member of
Parliament. The last-named gentleman
condemned the use of two official lan-
guages in Canada. He characterized as ab-
surd the idea that existed in the minds of a
few people that a Latin kingdom ought to
be founded on the banks of the St. Law-
rence. The Anglo-Saxon population of
Canada would not stand that, and they
were equaliy indisposed to allow such in-
fringement upon their rights as has been
made in the passage of the Jesuit Estates
Act. All the meetings of the day were
most enthusiastic

Stanley Heard From.

ZANZIBAR, June 12th.—A letter received
here from Ururi, on the southeastern shore
of Victoria Nyanza, dated December 2d, re-
ports the arrival there of Stanley, with a
number of invalided members of his force.
The letter says that Stanley had suostained
heavy losses, a large number of men hay-
ing died from disease and famine. The ex-
plorer had rejoined and left Emin Pasha
at Unyara, on the northwestern shore of
the lake.

That War Cloud Again.

BerLIN, June 12th.—The Government
notitied the Swiss authorities that it cannot
possibly agree to the proposals they made
for the settlement of questions arising
from the expulsion from Switzerland of Herr
Wohlgemuth, the German Police Inspec-
tor, who is charged with bribing a Swiss to
act as an agent provocatrear. It has also
informed them Germany reserves the right
to take action.

Stubborn Seamen.

Liverroor, June 12th. — The sailors’
strike was made general by the Seaman’s
Union. The steamers City of Rome, City
of New York and John Elder are unable to
proceed for want of crews. The Union de-
clares that no steamer shall leave port
which does not comply with its demands.

What Germany Wants,

Berriy, June 12th.—The Cologne Gazette
regards the reinstatement of Malietoa as
probable. It says that Germany considers
the question of a ruler of Samoa secondary
to that of the security of the lives and
property of foreign residents depending
upon independent foreign officials.

Loxpox, June 12th.—German residents
of Samoa bave presented Dr. Knappe, late
German Consul, with a flattering address,
in which they express their confidence in
