Death of Mrs. R. B. Hayes at Her Home
in Fremont, Ohio.

HANGINGS IN  PENNSYLVANIA,

Disclosures Made in the Cronin
Mystery—Trouble With Mon-
tana Indians.

DEATH OF MRS,

Immediate Members of Her Family at
Her Bedside.

Fremoxt (Ohio), June 25th.—Mrs. R. B.
Hayes died this morning at 6:30 o'clock.

Mrs. Hayes passed a quiet night, sinking
gradually until the hour of her death. At
her bedside were members of the family,
together with Mrs. Mitchell, a cousin ot
General Hayes; Mrs. Huntington, a cousin
of Mrs. Hayes; Lucy Keeler, Mrs. A. H.
Miller and the physicians.

Mrs. Hayes' maiden name was Lucy
Ware Webb. She was born August 28,
1831, at Chillicothe, Ohio, and was the
voungest child and only daughter of Dr.
James Webb and Maria Cook. Her grand-
father, Judge Isaac Cook, came from Con-
necticut in 1751, and all four of her great-
grandfathers served in the Revolutionary
war. Her father served in the war of 1812,
Mrs. Hayes was married December 30,
1852.

At the breaking out of the Rebellion her
husband entered the army, and from that
time until the close ot the war her home
was a refuge for wounded, sick and fur-
loughed soldiers going to or returning from
the front. She spent two winters in camp
with her husband in Virginia, and after
the battle at South Mountain, where he
was badly wounded, she hastened to and
joined him at Middleton, Md., and later
spent much time in the hospital near Fred-
erick City, Md.

Since the retirement of her husband
from public life she has been an ardently
interested member of the Woman’s Relief
Corps, and has served during successive
years as President of the Woman’s Home
Missionary Society of the Methodist Epis-
copal Church.

HER LAST MOMENTS.

CLEVELAND, June 25th.—A Leader special
from Fremont says: The sad and long
hours of watchinz and waiting for some
change for the better in the condition of
Mrs. Hayes have ended. All through the
night the physicians and family were con-
stantly in and around the sick chamber.
In the early part of the night there were
fears that the end was not far off. At 2
o'clock this morning answers came from
the residence that she was failing. In fact,
that was the predominating feeling, but
she would occasionally rally for a short
time and then relapse. At a few minutes
before 7 o’'clock this morning the sad an-
nouncement was made that Mrs, Hayes had
passed away at 6:30 o'clock. Her death

was very easy and without distress. Gen-
eral Hayes was much aflected, but,
as did all the family, bore up as

well as could be expected. Mrs. Hayes
never regained consciousness after the at-
tack on Iriday last. She has not been
able to retain any medicine or nourish-
ment. Besides the family and physicians
there were present dnring her last hours
Mrs. Mitchell of Columbus, a niece of Gen-
eral Haves; Miss Huntington of Moss
Point, Miss Cousin, Mrs. Haves, Miss Lucy
Keller, of this city, a cousin of General
Hayes; Mrs. A. H. Miller, of this city, who
is an intimate friend of the family and has
been constantly in attendance.

During last evening Mrs. Hayes’ pastor,
Rev. J. M. Mills, and Rev. C. E. Barnes,
pastor of the Presbyterian Church, were
there and were requested to hold services
in the sick room. Only the family and
attending phvsicians were present. ~After

The funeral will occur Friday afternoon

He Explains Why So Many Removals Are
Made in His Department.
New Yorx, June 25th.—The Mail and

Ezpress to-night prints an interview with
The fol-
lowing is a portion of it:

“Why ere removals made so rapidly ?"

“They are not made rapidly. The daily
changes going on in a city of 25,000 in-
habitants are many, and if our Postmasiers
were all put together in one city they would

make a city of thatsize. There would be
deaths and resignations, necessary removals
and expirations of terms of service that
would naturally require many hundreds of
new appointments gvery week.”

“Bat there is a great deal of criticism be-
cause of removals.”

“ Yes, it always has been so, and always
will be so, until it becomes the custom of
the Government to publish the actunal rea-
sons for these changes. Inmany instances
they are upon inspectcrs’ reports, which if
published would destroy the fature of the
man and leave a shadow upon his famuly.
There has been often much ecriticism that
it was simply because of the politics in-
volved, when the sole cause of removal has
been drunkenness. neglect of duty and
clearly proven unfitness to hold the im-
portant office of Postmaster. To allow a
Postmaster to serve outa term who does
not appear at his office more than once in
several weeks or who sits at his business,
several squares sway, and manages the
Postoftice with women and boys, has no
merit in it to win the approval of any com-
munity. It would seem to be better for the
good of the people if these people would
resign instead of waiting to have complaints
lodged against them and then be removed
by the Department. People who draw pay
from the Government ought to be com-
pelled to give faithful service or resign, and
if they do neither the Department will
recommend their removal. no matter how
much criticism and misapprehension of
fact may be made.”

TROUBLE WITH INDILANS.

Spare the Rod and Spoil the Child is
True of the Red Man.

HerLexa (M. T.), June 25th.—News has
just been received from Arlee, the principal
town in the Flathead reserve, that Sherift
Heyfron and a posse of Missoula county,
who went to the reserve to arrest three In-
dian murderers, are having a battle with
the Indians, who refuse to give up the men
wanted. Two Indians are reported to have
been killed already. Agent Roman hascalled
on the officer in command at Fort Mis-
soula for troops. But that official is wait-
ing orders from Washington. In the mean-
time a posse of well-known citizens from

Missoula, headed by Mayor Sloane, has |

been organized and is on its way to aid the
Sheriff. The civil officers are determined
to arrest the murderers, and as the Indians
are determined not to give them up, seri-
ous trouble is feared. The country in the
vicinity of the Ilathead reserve is filling
up so rapidly that thereisnow no difficulty
for the Indians to get ail the whisky they
want, and the result has been for the past
year much trouble. Chief Greas used to
keep them in check with the whip, but
there was so much talk of its brutaliiy that
Agent Roman caused its abandonment,
since which time the Flatheads have been
growing worse and worse.

HEeLENA (M. T.), June 25th.—Sheriff Hey-
fron, with a posse of ninety men, left Mis-
soula at noon for the Flathead Reservation,
to make a second attempt to arrest the In-
dian murderers.

Orders from the War Department author-
izes the calling out of troops from Fort
Missoula, and at the' request of Indian
Agent Roman, two companies were dis-
patched by special train at 1 o'clock. It is
thought the presence of troops will restore
order and permit the arrests to be made,

“ RED-NOSE MIKE.”

He Suffers the l{\lrn-xnv Penalty of the

Law - -His Last Moments.

WiLkEsBARRE (Pa.), June 25th.—Michael
Rizzelo, alias *“Red-nused Mike,”’ was
hanged at 10 o’clock this morning. The
crime for which he paid the penalty was
comimitted October 19, 1888. J. Brainard

McFadden, accompanied by Hugh Flana-
gan, a stable boss, was driving from Wilkes-
barre to a railroad camp above the Niever's
mills with $12 000, intending to pay off the
workmen. Michael Rizzelo, Guizepi Bei-
reno and Vinceusio Vellali lay in wait on a
loneiy mountain road expecting the arrivsal
of McClure and Flanagan. On their ap-
proach Rizzelo fired three shotsinto Flana-
gan, kiiling him. Beverino shot McClure
twice, killing him. Although Mike and
his companions were snepected and ar-
rested, they were discharged and soon after
left the city, going to Poughkeepsie, taking
with thery their plunder, $12,000. Beverino
and Vellali suddenly escaped 4o Italy with
their booty. Later, evidence was secured
which led to Mike's arrest, confession and
conviction.

Rizzzelo's last night on earth was spent in
prayer. He refused to partake of breakfast,
taking only a cup of milk, saying to the
Sheriff’ to be ready and to hurry his work
without any delay, as he was prepared to
die. He was couragecus to the last. His
neck was not broken and he died hard of
strangulation.

BLOODSHED FEARED.

The Military Cailed Out to Suppress a
Texas Feud.

Avustix (Tex.), June 25th.—The killing
of Red Gibson at Wharton last Saturday by
Kyle Terry, has stirred up bad blood in
that town and the adjoining county (Fort
Bend), and there are grave fears that the
opposing factions will clash and much
blood be shed. The Governor last night
received several telgrams in reference to
the trouble, which has been brewing for
over a year. One dispatch from Sheriff
Garvey, of Richmond, says: *“‘County At-
torney Meek is authorized to report that,
as Sheriff of Fort Bend county, I am un-
able to enforce the law without conflict,
and I ask assistance from the State to dis-
arm the community and enforce obedience
to the law.” Another dispatch from Sheriff’
Jones, of Wherton county, savs: “Exam-
ining trial of Kyle Terry will be held on
the 26th. Mob seriously threatens and
prisoner’s life is in danger. The force at
hand is very inadequate to uphold the law.

POSTAL SERVICE.

Wanamaker Explains the Origin of the
Railway Service Circular.

NEw York, June 26th —The Mail and
Express reporter has interviewed Postmas-
ter-General Wanamaker on the subject of
removals from office. Mr. Wahamaker
| says: ** Changes are not made rapidly.
Thre are 59,000 Postmasters. Many changes
are made on Inspectors’ reports, which re-
ports are never published, so that criticism
inevitably errs, the facts being poorly un-
derstood. Fifty-six thousand ot these of-
fices have no certain term.’

“ What of the circular letter sent out by
the Generzal Superintendent of the Railway
Mail Service saying changes have been
made for political reasons ?”’

LOSS OF THE GRANADA.

She Goes Ashore on the Mexican Coast—
All on Board Saved.

New York, June 25th.—Ballay, Superin-
tendent of the Pacific Mail Company, was
asked this afternoon if any particulars of
the wreck of the Granada had been re-
ceived. He replied that news of the dis-
aster reached the company through a dis-
patch from Acapulco, Mexico. The place
where the vessel went ashore was eighty
miles south of Manzanilla, the nearest tele-
graph station, and 150 north of Aecapulco,
where an agent of the company lives. He
received word from Manzanilla that the
steamer had gone ashore, and he had gone
to the spot. Ballay expected to hear from
the agent in a day or two, as he would go
to Manzanilla and telegraph the particulars
as soon as he could get them.

THEY DON'T BELIEVE IT.
The Clan-na-Gael Men Say They do Not
Believe The Report from Rome,
NEw Yorxk, June 25th.—The Clan-na-
Gael men are excited over the dispatch pub-
lished in this country yesterday from Rome
to the London Standard, saying the Pope
had given Archbishop Foban, of Chicago,
authority to declare the Clan-na-Gael in op-
position to the Church. They scout the
idea that there is any trath in it. In the
