
THEPACIFIC COAST AND THE AD-
MINISTRATION.

Senator >\ llliam M. Stewart has been
interviewed by a metropolitan journal
upon the general subject of the jwsition
occupied by the Pacific coast in national
.:i!airs. Senator Stewart's expressions will
ilways receive most respectful attention

ui?e of the statesmanlike qualities of
the gentleman, as well as because of his
broad and ri|ie experience inpublic af-
fairs.

He says that inspeaking of the Pacific
i-t he means that portion of the United

States wt-st of the 100 th meridian, a line
alxmt midway between the two oceans.
Phis gives to the Pacific section about one-
liulfof the territorial area of the United
States. He says thai nearly allof the
public lands, and all of the Indian tribes
are included inthis area; that nearly all
the mines of precious metals, as well as

:':l-<.tmetals, are found in this region.
Thus the territorial area designated by the
i'acitic coast, embraces in its territory,.. :rly all of the mines of precious metals,
V)5per cent, perhaps of the unsold lands in
Hie public domain, all the Indian tribes,
and thus a vast realm of executive admin-
istration relates to matters local to the
Icrritory under consideration. Mr.Ktew-
urt says very properly: "It goes without
the saving that local information is neces-

\u25a0r,- to the proper administration of the
laws of a new and growing country like
;lii-. But strange as itmay appear, there
is no man holding an office in any Execu-
tive department of the (iovernment at
Washington, who resides in the western

half of the territory of the United
States."

When this state of aflairs is duly con-
sidered, it constitute! \u25a0 moat weeping in-
dictment against the administration of the
Government. The territory in question
has vast resources, Imt their development
is dependent upon policies, the origination
and application of which are new to this
country. It is within the lines of con-

servative statement to s:<y that the coun-
try lying west of the 100th meridian is
capable, under pro[>er development, of
r".ainU»inir.g a denser population than the

\u25a0 <ast c.f that line. It follows then
.hat it i> destined at some future time to
contain a majority of the inhabitants of

i'nited States.
The denial to it of representation in ex-

\u25a0l'.'.ive councils, and participation directly
":: executive administration, discloses the

istence of a sectionalism in the Govern-
.:, indefensible upon any just ground,

unjustifiable by any worthy considcra-
U US,

The spirit of selfishness, to which the
Cts disclosed by Senator Stewart's state-
ent are referable, is not new to this

ntry. From the very first the older
ed portions of these United States

\u25a0 looked upon tlie new territory in the
Iof conquered or tributary provinces.

A'hen the motion was made l«fore the
ngressofthe I'nited States in the lirst

nwtntifwi for the admission of a State into
•:al relation on terms of equality with

the Ordinal thirteen colonies, the motion
carried by a majority only. The op-

'•«>:unsr minority declared that it was not
the intention to admit additional State*
nto the Federal Union on terms of

equality with the original states; thai
v. h was not the object for which the oolo-

\u25a0 bad c >nti mletl tor independence. The
©Ucj proposed by that minority was lo

Op the outlying territory and the in-
habitants thereof in a colonial relation.
Government was to proceed From, and
.- ivereignty w.i> to reside in, the federa-
tion forn.ed by the original thirteen States,
and participation in the government and
the exerciso of sovereignty was to l>e with-
held from the populations occupying the
territory under the jurisdiction of the

overnment as originally formed.
The idea which dominated the mmdi of

ihe objecting minority was lh>rrowed from
the practices of Great Britain. The
_£ri:i-h islands tO-day are exercising do-
jrduion over a larger territory than was
ever before aggregated under a tingle civil
polity : but the colonial posWHtOai ol
(.treat Britain,notwithstanding their v;i-t

territorial area, and the magnitude of their
populations, ar>> denied representation in
the Imperial Parliament.

The dominating idea of the Eastern
States concerning the territory of the west-
ern half of this country i- to make it trib-
nf ajy to the commercial and industrial
prosperity of the Bast,

During the shivery agitation the contest
for politkaJ supremacy created a real
interest in the growth of the western
Territory and the admission of western
States. The riv.:!ry between the free «ud
toe r>lave sections created an stct :i:il in-
terest in ihe settlement of Territories and
the creation of States to preserve the

balance ofpolitical power in tne Senate.
But the extirpation ofslavery has entailed
a new condition, and of this condition the
single fact slated by Senator SteTra-'t, that
one-h3lf of Ike territorial area o f the
Inited States is withsut representation in
the executive administration of the coun-
try, is a .•sotnplet* exporent.

The Senator, with Jus nsiial luria'ity
and direct-tes^, gaw to the very core of
this subject by declaring that the conttoi t
ofthe delegates tc- national convention!,
both Democratic and Republican, i;- re-
sponsible for this state of things. .lost
after the meeting of She Chicago Conven-
tion we took the liberty of pointing out
the grave error -whicb had L*eiicorsmit-
ted b,T the Pacific coart delegation to that
body.

LOS ANGELES COUNTY'SBONDS.
Controller Dunn Makes Uir Uvuncry

Tliat They Are I'Jusal.
Assemblyman Urierly of. Los Angeles

was recently in this city, and w'iiile here
succeeded in inducing the S:ate Board of
Examiners to invest $l»l,i<-0 of ios Angeles

county bonds for the benefit of the Stale
'

school fund. After signing tha agreement I
the I'.oaru of Kxaminears turned it over toi
Controller Dunn for hiti signature, whie'j|
was necessary in ortlsr to draw the ca.-h
from the Treasury. The Controller lias
lost none of his vtcated carefulness, aad
scrutinized the bonia closely. As a result
he made the startling discovery that, wisile
au'hority to issne the bonds was givejj in
I?>7, and while tlie indorsement thereof
read, ".Signed tiijs day of January,
I^-7. yet the bonds are signed by Chair-
man Terry of the Loe Angeles Ujard of
Supervisors and Auditor Hanilin, aeither
of whom to\Jt office until eighteen mouths
subsequent to the time when tbe signa-
tures are alleged to have been Appended.
Tlie Board of Examiners, upun being noti-
fied of the discovery, agreed with the Con-
troller that it was fatal to the legality of the
bonds. It was the opinion of the State
officials tnat the atlair was the result only
of carelessness on the part of the Los
Angeles county officials, but the Question is
now how to rectify the blunder.
