The money expended on improvements,
necessaries and land will be secured by
mortgage, either without ii-terest or at a
very low rate and willbe collected in
small animal installments the same' as
rent.

This money w ilbe utilized^to build and
equip a navy, organize an army, develop
the resources of oe country and establish
a Republic.

Honors to the HTtmoTj of Abraham fjn-

coln in the XnKli,h Capital.

London. July ;~>th.—The ito.-al fete and
meeting in commemoration of the one
hundred and sixth anniversary ol ChristChurch, of which INv. Newman Hall is
pastor, held at that church Thursday even-
ing, was in its nature largely in recognition
of the American day of independence.
The church was beautifully decorated for
the occasion on the outside withboth tiajjs
anil llowers. On the wall beside the pul-
pit was an elaborate ami very beautiful
representation of the Stars and Stripes
made of flowers.

A Urge audience, comprising English
and Americans, was present. United
States Minister Lincoln made a brief ad-dress, which was most favorably received
and was the subject ot many compliment-
ary remarks by those who "heard it. Re-
fcrriup to the Lincoln tower attached to
the church, Lincoln said the tower was not
erected in he nor of the man. bit as a re-
minder of the freedom to which Abraham
Lincoln devoted the best tiays of his life.
Prtsident Lincoln once said i"f slavery was
not wrong nothing was wrong, and after a
long strugjise America became a free
couutry ivl"a»t a- in mine. As to the re-
lations between England and the United
States he believed their brotherhood was
growing closer day by day.

At the conclusion of Mr. Lincoln's
speech, Rev. Newman Hall called upon the
audience to rise and join with him in
prayer for America. When Lincoln left
the church the entire audience rose and re-
mained standing until his disappearence.
Among the speakers of the evening were
Rev. Newman Hall, Rev. Mr.Balgarnie,
the Rev. Mr. Granger ami the Rev. Dr.
Theodore P. Cuyler of Brooklyn. Allre-
ferred in pleasant terms to the Uuited
States, to Abraham Lincoln and to his son,
now that country's representative at the
Court of St. Janifs.

Dr. Cuyk-r's address, the longest of the
evenine, was devoted chiefly to a eulogy of
Abraham Lincoln, with whom he enjoyed
intimate acquaintance. It was received
with much enthusiasm.

The Republicans Organize the Constitu-
tional Convention.

The Commu. •

on Rules met this morning and prepared
its report. The Judiciary Committee will
consist of thirteen members, Executive of
seven, and Legislative of twenty-five.
There are about fiftyother committees, to
which willbe referred all matters pertain-
ing to the Constitution. The committee
recommended a Commission of seven to go
to Bismarck to divide the Territories prop-
erly. The members of these committees
will probably be appointed by President
Edgerton. The work of the Convention
willbe largely done in committee.

The Convention met at 2 o'clock this af-
ternoon, and ratified the nominations of
the officers made by the Republican caucus
last night.

The Committee on Rules had not fin-
ished its work, and the members of com-
mittees are no! likely to be named by
Judge Edgerton before Monday. The Con-
vention may adjourn over Saturday, or
may meet a few moments Saturday, but no
important work willbe done.

There was considerable objection in the
Convention tothe Conference Committee of
seven, as being too large and the question
was made a special order for to-morrow,
when the Conference Committee on Bound-
ary willalso be appointed. Itis held there
are two distinct seventh standard parallels,
and that it is necessary to determine which
to adopt, in order to avoid confusion. The
Constitution of the United States was
unanimously adopted as a part of the State
Constitution.

Pauncefote, in a talk with the Ap..."of
the California Associated Press to-day,
gave the quietus to numerous stories
which have been industriously circulated
during the last month, to the effect thar be
and Mr.Blame were trying to negotiate
another fisheries treaty. He said that up
to the present time neither he nor Mr.
Blame had made any settlement of the
matter in dispute touching the North At-
lantic fisheries.

He went on tosay that the time for such
things had not been opportune since his
arrival in this country, as Mr.Blame had
had his hands fullof matters aflecting the
domestic policy of the country, and as all
the leading public men were away, their
views on the subjer' "• Ad not be obtained.
There did not s. 3 him to be any par-
ticular hurry ?' ;t resuming negotiations,
as the modus vivendi agreement withCan-
ada was still in force, and it was not likely
'.hat it would be terminated duriug the
present fishing season.

Sir Julian intimated that as the last
treaty had been rejected by thi6 Govern-
ment itmight be a proper thing for the
first overtures tocome from this side, but
from what he said it is plain that the
British Government would like to end the
controversy, and it willnot stickle as to
whether the first advance shall come from
the United States.

When asked about the rumor that the
British Government was anxious to have
the disputed questions concerning the con-
trol of Behring Sea submitted to an inter-
national tribunal, and that he had sounded
Secretary of State Blame on the question,
the Minister said that there was no more
truth in that statement than there was in
the other.

A Witness Who Says Certain Murders
Were Incited l>y the Police.

London, July sth.—Davitt opened his
own case before the I'arnell Commission
to-day. The first witness was Mr. Lmdon,
ex-member of the House of Commons.
He certified that periodical famines oc-
curred inthe country, owing to rack rents.
The witness assisted at the founding of the
Mayo branch of the League. It never
voted a farthing to foment crimes. The
murders of Lynen. Hund and Kavanagh
were the work of Herd's League, a part of
whose policyit was to shoot Land Leaguers.
Herd's League was in the pay of the police
and was organized by VVhelan, who lost
his life inconsequence.

Presiding Justice Hannen questioned the
witness, who persisted that the police in-
cited the outrages perpetrated by the Herds
League. Witness did not inform the au-
thorities because he would not put him-
self on a levtl with informers. He had
frequently denounced the Herd League
publicly.

Minister Foster I.*1

Ottawa (Ont.), July sth.— Hon. George

Foster, Minister of Finance, arrived in the
city last evening with his bride, the late
Mrs. Addie C. Chisholm, from Chicago.
Society in the Capital was unprepared for
the news. Mrs. Foster is acharming lady,
wellknown in Ottawa, where she was an
active figure in the temperance work before
removing to Chicago and editor of the
Woman's Journal. She was recently di-
vorced. Lawyers here say this divorce is
nail in Canada.

Died of Heart !>,-.• i-.-

Wiskipeo, July sth.—Hon. John Nor-
guay, for nearly twenty years Premier of
Manitoba and one of the best known men in
the Canadian northwest, died suddenly at
his residence in thia city to-night of heart
disease aged 48. He took a prominent
part In the Rieirebellion of IS7O, and was
instrumental in suppressing the uprising.
He was succeeded by the Hon. T. Green-
man as Premier last year, since which time
he has been the leader of the opposition.

They Give ItUp.
London, July sth.—The Liberal National

Club and Liberal National Federation have
abandoned the intention of sending a dep-
utation to President Carnot to express the
regret felt by those organizations at the ab-
sence of Lord Lytton. the British Embas-
sador, on the occasion of the opening of the
French Exposition. The project has been
given up because it was tound that only a
very few of the Members of Parliament
were willing to join the proposed deputa-
tion.

Delagoa Buy.

London, July sth.—The Times' Lisbon
dispatch says ; Prime Minister De Castro
and Senor Garcia, Minister of the Colonies,
agree with Senor Gomas. the Miaieter ot
Foreign Affairs, tosubmit the Delagoa Bay-
question to arbitration. The proposition
is that there shall be two arbitrators on
each side, the four to elect a fifth to act
in the capacity of umpire, failingin which
the High Courts elect the umpire.

The Grave of Lafayette.
Paris, July sth.— Whitelaw Keid with

the Staff Legation yesterday lead a party,
including many ladies, to the ceme-
tery, where they decorated the grave of
Lafayette with flowers. Senator Lafayette
received the party and thanked Reid for
this evidence of the affectionate regard of
Americans forhis grandlather.

Burke Wlil Likely be Returned— Arrest
of a Suspect.

The Original Thirteen.
Philadelphia, July sth.

The Govern-

ors of the thirteen original States have held
several conferences for the purpose ofde-
vising a plan to commemorate in a fitting
manner the events of a hundred years of
American independence. They agreed
that the best method would be to secure
from Congress a return of the $1,500,000
loaned by the Government to the Centen-
nial Committee in 1876, and afterward re-
turned by that body to the Treasury, the
money to be used for the erection of a
memorial inFairmount Park in this city.
A meeting was held yesterday and a com-
mittee appointed to prepare a bill to that
end.

Denver Cable Cars.
Denveb, July sth.

—
Anaccident occurred

on the cable line in this city last night
which seriously and, perhaps, fatally in-
jured one lady and shook up some 200
passengers. The grip on one of the cars
became fastened in a broken strand of
wire so that it was impossible to stop the
car, which dashed across the Rio Grande
track, escaping a passing engine only a few
feet and overtaking and running into two
other cars, both heavily loaded. The lady
injured jumped from the car. The entire
line was stopped.

Ki-i.i.xi-.itii Organization.

Helena (Mon.\u25a0). July sth. —The Consti-
tutional Convention met at 1 o'clock. After
brief preliminaries a permanent organiza-
tion was effected, with Hon. W. A. Clark
as President; W. H. Todd, Chief Clerk: G.
H. Stanton, Enrolling Clerk, and Sam
Alexander, Sergeant-at-Arms, all Demo-
crats.

Seventy-three of the seventy-five mem-
bers answered to roll-call, divided as fol-
lows: Thirty-nine Democrats, thirty-two
Republicans and t-vo scattering.

IMPORTANT CHANGE

In Payments for the Last Sickness and
Kurial of Deceased Pensioners.

Washington, July sth.
—

On the Ist of
July an important change in the method
of making payments on claims for reim-
bursement on account of the last sickness
and burial of deceased pensioners went
intoeffect. These cases, as heretofore, will
be filed with the Third Auditor, if in an
army pension case, or with the Fourth
Auditor ifina navy case. The claims will
be considered and the amount to be paid
determined by said Auditors.

The settlements willthen be forwarded
by the Commissioner of Pensions to the
Pension Agent on whose rolls the deceased
pensioner was paid, and the Pension Agent
willthereupon draw his official check for
the amount found due and mail it to the
address of the person who paid said ex-
penses. Heretofore these settlements have
been paid by a draft direct from the
Treasury.

the decision of the Land Commissioner of
March 20, 188*s, in holding for the rancella-
tion of Phillipene Marassis' homestead
entry for several tracts ot" land in Shasta
Land District. California, because she hail
never established a residence thereon or
cultivated the same.

Chinese Human Hair.
Washington, July sth.— The Treasury

Department decide* that Chinese human
hair, drawn to a slight extent and very
dirty, is, under the decision which has
been acquiesced in by the Department,
dutiable at the rate of 20 per cent, ad
valorem for "human hair, raw, uncleaned
and not drawn.'"

Prolitic With Appointment -.

ments, as the Administration willclear up
its work as much as possible in order to
allow its members to take a summer vaca-
tion.

MISS FRANCES E. WILLARD.

Charge, that She I'pes Aleohollc Stimu-
lant* in lVllet Form.

Chicago, July sth— The Alexander Sulli-
van of the W. 0. T. V. is what the enemies
of Miss Frances E. Willard seem to be try-
ing to make her appear. They claim she
has a Triangle, and Sullivan's tactics in
controlling the Cliin-na-Gael would appear
to be nowhere in comparison with those
alleged against Miss Willard for domiuat-
ing the National Woman's Christian Tem-
perance Union, of which great organiza-
tion, oy the way, Miss Willard is President.

Dr. Mary Weeks Burnett ia making the
charges just as the other physician, Dr.
Cronin, once did against Sullivan and, hor-
rible to relate, just like Dr. Cronin, Dr.

Dr. Burnett says the trouble is that, on
January Ist, Miss Willard, actirg with a
Mrs. Buell and a Miss Pugb, and ignoring
the moral and legal rights of the Trustees
of the National Temperance Hospital, took
that institution out of the hands of the
complainant (Dr. Burnett).

Previously Dr. Burnett and the Trustees,
who had been asserting that the hospital
was a separate concern from the W. C. T.
U., were notified to appear at the W. C. T.
U. headquarters and defend themselves,
under pain of having certain charges pub-
lished.

The charges, Dr. Burnett says, without
going into particulars, were a* jumble of
opinion and inference. The Trustees,
nevertheless, according to Mrs. Burnett,
appeared and were thereupon treated to a
summary "verdict" against them, followed
by their "removal" from the hospital and
the installation of Miss Willard's favorites.

Dr. Mary McCrillis was Dr. Mary Weeks
Burnett's successor as Superintendent, and
the following extract from Dr. Burnett's
written statement of the case shows the full
proportions of the skeleton in the closet of
the W. C. T.U.:

During the trial Inoticed Mis? Willard take
from her pocket a littlebottle of medicated
pills, turn some intoherhand and pat them in o
her mouth. Although sitting several feet from
her the smell olalcohol which came to me from
the medicine and Miss Willard's breath was
strong enough tohave aroused the appetite of
many a drinking man, and have sent him to
the saloon fora drink. Isaid, "Why, Miss Wil
lard, that is not a temperance medicine."

"Oh, yes, it is." Baid she, "My doctor is a
good temperance doctor and a W. C. T. C.
woman."

"But," Isaid, "medicine that Smeai «°

strongly of alcohol as that does is not temper-
ance medicine. You cannot find anything that
smells or tastes like that inthe temperance
hospital orinmy office."

"Oh, well," she answered, "Dr. McCrilli»is
just as good a temperance doctor as anybody
needs to be."

Was this woman, whose medicine makes Miss
Willard's breath smell ttrong withalcohol after
each dose, to be allowed to superintend our
nonalcoholic hospital?
Ifelt thatIcould never consent to such utter

inconsistency.

In conclusion Dr. Burnett says: "No
sentimental appeals for sympathy for Miss
Willard. under what she choses to call
'misrepresentation,' will meet the issue.
The only honorable thing there can be
about this shameful business willbe the
undoing of it. Sad as this revelation is,
the suppression of the truth would be
worse."

The Town of Eliensbarg Almost Totally
Destroyed by Fire.

ESTIMATED LOSS FOUR MILLIONS.

High License in Petaluma Causes

the Closing of Twelve Disrep-

utable Gin Mills.

'The Prosperous City of tSlleiuburg Al-
most Destroyed— Homeles* People.

Ei.le.nsbubg (W. T.l. July sth.—Ten
blocks of the best portion of this city is in
ashes. Nearly a hundred families are
homeless, and what was yesterday a thriv-
ing business center Is now a mass of
smoldering ruins.

Owing to the excitement and confusion
it is impossible to ascertain how the tire
originated, but it is presumed it was the
result of the celebration of the national
holiday, as itstarted soon after the display
of fireworks last evening. The flames
started on the north side of the city about
10 o'clock iv the evening and with a very
strong wind blowing from ths northeast, it
spread rapidly.

The fire department was promptly called
out. but could do nothing to check the
rapid advance of the conflagration, which
'withinan hour had spread to the business
center. Help was telegraphed for from
neighboring towns, but long before itcould
reach the scene the Barnes had literally
wiped out the heart of the city and com-
menced its spread among the residences on
the south side. Not until the main por-
tion of the food for the fire had been con-
sumed were there any signs of its abate-
ment, and it was nearly morning before
the tiremen secured any result from their
tireless efforts.

The cessation of the winds had a tend-
ency to aid the firemen in checking the
progress of the fire, and at this hour it is
thought the flames are under control or
wiilbe confined to the buildings now burn-
ing-

While it is impossible to form any close
approximation of the amount of loss itis
estimated the sum willrun up to many
hundred thousand dollars.

Allof the leading hotels, the handsome
opera house block, city hall. Board of
Trade building, Snipe and Co.'s bank, in
fact all the business blocks on Pine, Pear,
Third, Fourth and Fifth streets were con-
sumed excepting only the First National
Bank Buildine, Bloomer &O'Connor's dry
goods house, 11. Goezein's boot and shoe
.store, one saloon and one general store.
Only these latter buildings remain to"mark
the spot where flourished yesterday a pros-
perous business center.

The number of residences destroyed can-
not now be estimated but itis known that
over 100 families are homeless and with
nothing left save a few scant clothes. Help
has been asked and is badly needed, not
only insuppressing the tire but in caring
for the homeless victims of the conflagra-
tion.

Letters of sympathy and proiiers of aid
have been coming in allday, and this even-
ing Mayor Reed of North Yakinia arrived
witha carload of provisions and $1,000 in
money.

The kind otters of the generous public
have been thankfully received, and while
the most hopeful thought the citizens
might be able to get along without assist-
ance, the contemplated terrible calamity
convinces them ofiheir error.

They have had time to visit the devas-
tated homes and places of business, and
find the losses even greater than at first re-
ported. While the losses foot up about

the insurance :s not over one-
fourth of that amount. Those who visited
Seattle~after the great lire say the burnt
district here shows greater destruction in
property in less space.

The Citizens' Committee made a canvass
of the city this afternoon and made tem-
porary provision for the care of the sufler-
ers, the more fortunate throwing their
doors open to the unfortunate. The same
committee arranged to give work to all
who desire it in clearing the wreck from
the lota and streets. Those refusing will
be requested to move on.

A special meeting of the City Council
was held this evening to take action re-
garding the fire limits and the character of
buildings to be erected therein. Itwas the
unanimous sentiment that the fire limitbe
maintained and nothing but iron, stone
aud brick be used inconstruction.

The determination is to make the future
EUensburg as near fire-proof as possible.

The household goods which have been
collected by special police were placed in
store-houses and yards where the owners
caa call and secure them. This method
prevented pilfering.

J. B. Fogarty, general merchandise, has
resumed business ina tent. Fortunately
be had two cars of provisions on the way
which arrived today. \

Lloyd's Mercantile Company will also
reeume in a few days in the new City Hall.

Impes A Co., bankers, who had the finest
cat stone building in the Northwest, are
awaiting the cooling oft of the walls to ;»et
into the vault, and will resume business in
temporary m waiters in the National Bank
building.

Brick-masons will resume work to-mor-
row on all unfinished bui'.dings and finish
them as soon as possible.

The same spirit prevails airong all
Classes, and all who can borrow money
will build. The I'ostoflice, which was
burned, losing all the boxes, moved into
the Lynch Block this morning. The
Western Union Telegraph oliice. which
burned with the Ashler Hotel, reopened
its office in Corruth's lumber office and is
jammed with Commercial Press business.

A. 8. Holbrook, a real estate dealer,
when the fire was burning in the Ashler
Hotel, entered the building to arouse the
guests. ( )n attempting to return, his egress
was cut offby the flames, when he jumped
from a third-story window, and was picked
cp fearfully burned and bruised. A crowd
collected on the spot formerly occupied by
the Cull Block examining the bones of
what is supposed to be the remains of one
of the guests. They were so badly charred
that the physicianswere unable to deter-
mine them.

A strong patrol has been kept up to-
night, and oitra precaution willbe taken
against further incendiarism.

Whether the picturesque novelist waited
with zealous impatience or not has never
been recorded.

DuriDg Sulli-
van's exercise today a football filled with
flour or meal and weighing twenty-five
pounds was tossed from Sullivan to Mul-
doon and then back again a distance of
twenty-five feet. The "Pet ofBoston" de-
livered and received this heavy ball
for forty minutes without betraying any
signs of weakness. Neither Muldoon nor
Cleary could stand the test of endurance,
so they alternated taking ten minutes of
the work eacb, while Sullivan finished as
fresh as a daisy.

Those who saw Sullivan hurl that ball
with one hand with a velocity and force
that made Muldoon stagger as he received
it, were reminded of the John L.Bullivan
of old, who«p blows struck men with the
force of a piie-driver. Sullivan then be-
gan skipping the rope. He skipped with
one foot at a time and he did itwith the
grace and airiness of a ballet girl. He
skipped a thousand times without stop-
ping, and was not audibly or visibly
puffing when he got through. Sullivan
perspired profusely during this exercise.

After a minute's interval came the dumb-
bell exercise, consisting of three move-
ments. This was repeated fifty times,
causing Cleary and Muldoon to blow, while
Sullivan scarcely breathed hard. Little
ball punching followed. The force and
celerity of the blows amazed all who wit-
nessed them. They demonstrated two
things conclusively. First, that Sullivan
can hit as hard as ever, and, second, that
he has lost none of his old-time lightning
rapidity. Sullivan appears in the pink of
