sea. All naturalists will look forward
with the greatest interest to the time
when the';' fishes return, bringing back
with tlu-m to the fishermen of the Potonuu
the wealth of food which they have gath-
ered in the ocean.

Now, all the young fishes
which were put into the FLsh Commission-
ers'pond were hatched from eggs taken
from the earliest shad of the season, and,
ifthis process of selection be pursued for a
few years, we may feel confident that the
Potomac river willsoon abound in shad of
extra quality at the time when fine shad

The Bonding Privilege.
San jrandsco Call, July ad.]

Ti<e Canadian Pacific Company has noti-
fied the Treasury Department that it de-
sires to withdraw the application it.made a
few wt-eks ago to have the bonding p-ivi-

\u25a0 anted to its short line through tbe
Stale of Maine. It is also intimated in the
same dispatch that the Canadian Pacific
willtake out an Ainprican charter lor the
Maine connection. The bonding privilege,
as it is called, evidently needs legislative
revision. The law-making power of the
United States has declared that the carry
ing trade between American ports should
be done in American vessels. No bonding
privilege should be permitted which vio-
!a'(» 'ill's law. There is no subject upon
which Ibe law has been more consistent
than upon this. Allparties agree that our
coastwise commerce should be preserved
for our own people. Kven the advocates
of free ships admit the necessity of a limita-
tion of the employment of such ships to
the foreign trade. The Canadian Pacific has
at one time and another obtained privileges
which are incompatible with the pre
tion of our coastwise trade to our own
people. Jn principle there is no difference
between the transportation of poods by a
foreign railroad company between two
American inland points and the transpor-
tation of t;oods by a foreign steamship
company between American seacoast points.
Bat the one is prohibited and ihe other
permitted.

What ilie Canadian Pacific asks for now
will,ifgranted, Rive them the free run of
American ports and inland points about
the same as if the Canadian 'Pacific were
an American company, subject to our laws
and unaided by subsidies.

You shall co into a great
Western book store and you >-hall see piles
of magazines. You shall torn and ask for
books, and you may find not so many
books in the shop as they receive maga-
nnes from the Century office or from l£-,r-
pr.r'r, or from the Cosmopolitan, or from the
Forum, in a month. This is very well for
the Forum and for the Century, but it is
very bad for literature; and the greatest
gift which any courageous dIIIBIWMIIH.iI
can give to the authors and publishers of
this •ountiy, and stillmore to the people
of this country, willbe a short amendment
to the present statute which shall direct
the carriage of all books as "second-class
matter."
