Funeral Rites.
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AN AKMDII t'KASH COMING.

Will the Holy See Be Removeil From
Koine to Valencia.

Londok, July 7th.—The Rome corre-
spondent of the Time* says : Perhaps the
public man in Europe who believes most
firmly that a great armed crash is coming
is the Pope. lie got private news a few
days ago, some say from Vienna, others
from Warsaw, and still others from secret
friends in the Quirinal at Home, which
threw the whole Vatican into an immedi-
ate panic. Nobody bat the Cardinals, who
are sworn to secrecy, know exactly what
this news was, but it is practically certain
that itwas a warning that war is on the
way. It is believed, too, that a hurriedly
summoned council discussed a plan of re-
moving the Holy See from Rome, and the
indications point to Valencia as the place
of refuge most favored. Nothing more
definite than this has come to light yet,
but developments are likely to come very
soon.

The Pope's original preference was the
little principality of Lichtenstein, but the
fact that Austria is in alliance with the
hated Italian Government is believed to
have rendered this resort impossible. The
Spanish Ministers are very close mouthed
about the Valencia scheme, though they do
not deny that it has been broached, because
they are extremely dubious about the ef-
fect of the change on Spauish popular feel-
ing. For one thing, it would warm Carlist
intrigues into life again, and it is equally
certain thai it would le/tljp new and en-
ergetic republicanism as well.

THK SHAH INCENSKO.

He Propoaei to Make Life Miserable for
Uncle Sain.

Nkw Yokk. July 7th—A special by cable
to the New York Press from London says :
The Shah is said to be very much incensed
over the treatment his representative,
Hadi Hussein Gnooly Khan, has received
in America. Today he received a long
cablegram from Hadi announcing his in-
tended departure for England next Friday,
and recapitulating the alleged insulting
references made to the Persian monarch in
the American newspapers.

A paragraph from a Southern newspa-
per, recounting some of the doings of the
Shah while on a previous European tour,
was cabled in full. When this was read to
the Persian ruler he is said to have become
greatly excited, and to have expressed the
intention of returning to Persia at once to
work vengence upon America in every way
in his power.

Later his Mnjesty became calmer and
gave instructions to his secretary to have
the matter brought to the attention of
President Harrison through the proper
diplomatic channels.

None of the newspapers here have re-
ferred to the Shah's dirty habits. Hero-
worship and reverence for nobility, do
matter of what character it may be, are so
strong that it is likely that such a publica-
tion, were it made, would meet with popu-
lar disfavor. This partly accounts for the
surprise and indignation with which the
American newspaper articles have been re-
ceived by the Shah.

KWKOI'KAN NOTKS.
Illness <>f ISf.iiy George's Daughter—A

Marriage or Art'ectiou.
London, July 7th.—Mrs. George Hitch-

cock, whose husband ran away from her in
l'aris with Miss O'Halloran, is in London.
She did not sail for America last week as
she intended to do, because she was cabled
by the relatives of her husband to wait for
a friend from New York. This frieDd ar-
rived to-day, and took Mrs. Hitchcock to
private lodgings, leaving no address at the
hotel where she has been stopping. Mrs.
Hitchcock is in a really pitiable condition.
She is too much distressed and excited to
talk connectedly about her plans or pros-
pects. She will not say a word against her
husband or sanction a single step of crimi-
nal prosecution. Her only clear idea now
is that she must go back to America as soon
as possible to procure a divorce. Her hus-
band's relatives, she says, have offered her
a home.

TOKI'EDO BOATS.
Four torpedo-boats arc to be dispatched

irom the Chatham Navy Yards to Bermuda
about the loth inst. under convoy of H. B.
M.'s troop-ship Tyne. This will be the
lirst time that the Admiralty has attempted
to send any of these small, frail vessels
across the Atlantic.

r.ri.JARIA BORROWS MONEY OF AMERICA.
The London Chronicle's Vienna dispatch

says that the Bulgarian Ciovernment has
i-...veeded in contracting a loan of 25,000,-
WX) florins with an American syndicate, the
rate of interest on the sinking fund being
fixed at t> per cent. The loan was secured
by a mortgage on a railway.

The American volunteer riflemen, in the
matches of this week have broken not only
the English but the American records with
military rifles. Every team they have met
has been a picked one, all containing a
majority of the Knglish, Scotch and Irish
twenties, to say nothing of the Queen's
prize-winners. For team shooting, with-
out practice and over a strange range every
day. this is so remarkable that it has set
Knglish volunteers thinking. To-day the
American team went into camp at Wimble-
dun, where they will compete neit week
with the Knglish volunteers in individual
shooting with the Britishers' own rifles.
They will siay at Wimbledon during nest
week, and will then go to Paris for one
week.

HEMIY UEOEOE'S DAfUHTER ILL.
Henry George left for Boulogne today to

see his wife and daughter. The latter has
been very ill since her visit to Paris, and
unable to travel. George has taken passage
for home on theUmbria, on the 20th. Toe
laboringmen of New York h»ve cabled him
to prepare for a popular reception. This
week George willaddress the mill operat-
ives of Manchester. Next week he will go
to Ireland to speak at Dublin and Belfast.

It is fortunate for Mrs. Maybrick that Sir

Charles Russell has undertaken the defense
of her case. She baa not much money,
even though her friends in America should
come forward generously to her assistance,
and but for the fact that the case is going to
be a cause celebre, Kussell would not have
much to niako out of it. In the way of
reputation it will be a great triumph if he
gets the accused off. Judge Stephens, who
is famous for his thorough knowledge of
trials where murder by poison is charged,
has been selected to try the case.

LKKT TO 1)IK IN TOKTIKE.

. Living Wonii'n Maimed and 1.;ii.l Help-
\u25a0Mfl it an Open Grave.

New Yokk. July Tth.—A special by cable
to the New York Mail and Krprai from
London says: By late advices from the
west coast of Africa it is learned tuat a
most revolting sacrifice has just taken place
in the interior. A few mouths ago the old
King Oeboe die-], and as is customary the
traders from New Calabar went up to pay
their respects to (he new monarch. They
were aware that for a short time after the

' death of the old King, whose name was
Jinphy the Ju-Ju, rites were performed, but
were under the impression that these were
now over.

The horror of the English traders may
be imagined when they discovered, on their
arrival at Ebo town, that the hateful relig-
ious ceremonies were still in full swing.
They had been going on for two months,
and already some foity unfortunate blacks
had been sacrificed to appease '"Ju-Ju."
On the arrival of the traders the body of
the old King was still lying in an open j
grave that bad been dug for it. Itwas
large and deep—large enough to accommo-
date nine of the departed ruler's youngest
wives, who had been murdered in the
cruelest manner.

LAID IK THE PIT.

Each of the wives bad had her ankles
and wrists broken so that she could neither
walk nor crawl. In this maimed condi-
tion, and suffering the most excruciating
pain, the poor creatures were placed at the
bottom of the grave, seven of them lying
side by Bide. The King's body was then
laid on them in a transverse direction.
Then the two remaining women were laid
by bis side.

There they were left. without food or
water to wait for their kind liberator,
death, which, however, did not come to
their release until after four or five days of
intense suffering.

In the meantimefour men were stationed
around the grave, armed with clubs, ready
to knock backward any of the women who.
despite their tortures and their pain, might
manage to crawl to the side of the pit.

AGONIZING DEATHS.

But this was not all. In other parts of
the town other human sacrifices were tak-
ing place. Suspended from various trees
were the bodies of several men. They, too,
were undergoing agonizing deaths, holes
having in most cases been bored through
their feet just by the ankles, and through
these holes ropes had been drawn, by which
the men were tied to a high tree, head
downward, and left to die.

The traders were also unwilling witnesses
of another friehtful, sacrificial execution.
Noticing a number of natives standing in a
gtoup, they went to the spot to see what
was going on. To their horror, the white
men saw a native lied by the feet and neck.
The rope attached to the neck was thrown
over the limb of a tree in one direction,
while that fastened to the feet was tied to a
tree in the opposite direction. The ropes
were then drawn tightly, and when the
body was nearly torn asunder a native,
with a hatchet, struck at the neck, severing
the head from the body.

THE BODY EATEN.

The head was then thrown into the grave
where the King's corpse was lying, and the
body was eaten by the cannibal natives.

The traders, while inexpressibly shocked
at these fiendish practices, were powerless
to stop them, as the natives would not
brook the >ligLieM interference with their
"religious customs," and such interference
would have bet n undertaken by the trad-
ers at the peril of their lives. All they
could do was to make their way back to
New Calabar to await the termination of
the bloody rites Before leaving they
learned that seven men would be sacrificed
each month during the next ten months.

Fault or the .Switchman.

Coloune, July 7th. —Through the blun-
der of v switchman eight lives were lost on
the railway near Rochemmos to-day. The
Frankfort express, while going at a high
rate of speed, ran into an open switch and
dashed into an empty train which was
standing on a side track. Eight persons
were instantly killed aud eleven others
were injured.

Young I.ail v r.m in-.I to Death.

Halifax (N. S.), July 7th.—The store
and dwelling of J. G. Byrds, at East Chez-
ziticook, was burned last night. A young
daughter was burned to death. Another
daughter jumped from a window with an
infant in her arms, and was seriously in-
jured, besides being badly burned. Byrds
and his wife were also severely injured.

King of Bulgai ia.

Berlin, July 7th. — Emperor Francis
Joseph and Count Kalnoky will arrive in
Berlin on August 11th. It is rumored in
Berlin that Prince Ferdinand intends to
assume the title of King of Bulgaria on
August 14th.

An African Conference.
London. July 7th.—A dispatch from

Brussels to the Times says England and
Germany have initiated an African Confer-
ence here on the Congo state. Belgium,
France and Italy approve the proposal.

The liurke Cane.
Winnipeg (Man.), July 7th.—J. Green-

shields, the celebrated Canadian criminal
lawyer of Montreal, has arrived in this
city to assist Mr. Howell in the prosecution
for the State of Illinois in the Burke case.

Arrests in London.
London, July 7th.—Thomas P. Gill and

Joseph R. Cox, Nationeiist Members of
Parliament, were arrested in London to-day.
They afterwards left for Drogheda in
charge of officers.

Successor to the Pope.
Bp.rsfKLS, July 7th.—The Rome cor-

respondent of the Imlcpendcnce Relne says
ihit the Pope, at a recent consistory, ad-
vised that Cardinal Savigerie be selected as
h.s successor.

PRAIRIE DOG HABITS.

Some of th* Mistakes About Them Cor-
rected.

Major Benteen, who is spending his re-
tirement in Atlanta, was one of the brav-
est frontier officers and led part of the
Custer expedition which ended so fatally.
He is a great observer of natural history,
and his narrative of stories about animals
is quite as brilliant as are his recitals of
army incidents. "Not a blade of grass
willgrow," said he, " where a prairie dog
takes up his abode.

"The prairie dog lives in burrows. The
burrows run down to a depth of five or six
feet, then they turn upward, running near
the surface of the ground for several feet.
The reason they make this turn is to pre-
vent water from drowning them out, and
to take more precaution they work the
dirt up around the mouth of their burrows
to the height of a foot, sometimes more.
There are a great many mistakes concern-
ing the habits of those ingenious littlean-
imals. Some claim that if one is shot
near his burrow he will crawl back into
his burrow before he dies, bnt that is all a
mistake. I have shot them while they
would be in the mouth of their burrow
and then took them out. Some think that
the prairie dog enters his burrow at the
coming of winter and remains there until
spring calls him forth, but that is another
mistake. I have seen them walking in
the snow hunting for something to eat.
They live on grasses and roots and prickly
pear, or cactus, as it is called by some.

"The prairie dog is about the size of a
fox squirrel and is almost the color of one.
They are very destructive to crops. The
farmers poison thousands ot them, but it
seems as if the old adage of killing one
fly ten willtake his place has reference to
the prairie dog. Another tale is told of
the prairie dog—that the rattlesnake, the
prairie owl and the prairie dog all live in
the same burrow, but that is the greatest
mistake of all. The owl and the rattle-
snake do live in the prairie dog town, or
rather the rattlesnake dies in the prairie
dog town, for no sooner does he enter a
burrow than the dogs collect and com-
mence filling up the burrow, and if the
rattler has gone too far to hear them his
doom is sealed, but ifhe is near the mouth
of the burrow he will come out as soon as
possible. When the owl takes up his abode
in a burrow the dog leaves it and goes to
another burrow. They never try to fill
up a burrow when an owl goes in, prob-
ably because they think there is not as
much harm in an owl as there is in a rat-
tlesnake." —Atlanta Constitution.

How They Vote in Greece.

"Anyman in Greece can be candidate
for any office," says Dr. Constantine; "and
when a man announces himself as a candi-
date the Government must provide a ballot
box for him. Iften men announce them-
selves as candidates for Mayor, a separate
box is set up for each candidate and every
voter must vote in each of the ten boxes."

"Then each candidate would get the
same number of votes I should think."

" That is possible, but I never knew it
to happen. Let me explain a littlefur-
ther.

"We vote with black and white balls.
Each ballot is divided into a black and a
white compartment with a funnel in the
middle. Every voter is given white balls
and black balls, and putting his hand
down in the funnel drops them as he
chooses. A white ball is for and a black
ball against a man. If the citizen wishes
to vote for Mr. A., and for him only, he
drops a white ball into his box and black
balls into the other nine (there are ten
candidates), or he can vote for two of the
candidates, or for the whole ten if lie
chooses, his vote being really of no ac-
count in that case, of course. The man
who has most white balls in his box is
elected. When two representatives are to
be elected, the man having the next
highest number of white balls gets the
second place, and so on."

When Miss Clara Barton, the President,

Barton familiar with scenes like this and
she knows exactly how to deal with them.

She has abundant support. Among the
contributions she received yesterday was
one from Mount Vernon, ll]., the "town
where she relieved the many wounded
after the cyclone. The contribution was
accompanied by a beautiful letter from
C. W. Evans, a banker there. The Red
Cross makes it a point to visit houses, and
having a heart that stirs in sympathy for
everyone in misfortune, it is able to reach
many deserving cases that otherwise
would not be heard of.—Phila/lrlphitt Time*.

Puts Out Fires and Eats the Ashes.
Elmer Partridge keeps neither hand

grenades nor fire extinguishers in his
house on Halsey street, near Hiss street,
Newark, because he owns a dog of the
Irish setter breed that can put out fires as
quickly as a fireman, and with far less
damage to the threatened pro|>erty. Twice
he discovered small fires at night on his
master's premises, and pawed them out be-
fore he aroused the family to show them
his go~d work. On both occasions he was
slightly burned. Mr. Partridge has no
doubt that if lie had the least fear that a
fire was getting beyond his control lie
would sound an alarm at once.

A bundle of straw or newspapers ig-
nited, and a cry of "fire" brings Dan, as
the dog is called, at a gallop to the place.
If he cannot extinguish the flames with
his paws he rolls his body over and over
upon it, quite regardless of the danger of
singing his handsome red coat. But the
rtimignit part of his performance is the
after piece. As soon as he has put out the
tire he lies down and deliberately eats all
the ashes with great apparent enjoyment.
The animal is otherwise a vegetarian. He
will eat no meat, but devours vegetables
greedily, and delights especially in mashed
potatoes.— Sew York Sun.

A License Not a Contract.
The Indiana Supreme Court has ren-

dered a decision to the effect that a license
to sell liquor is not a contract, but a spe-
cial tax. The Court says: "The grant of
a license would not preclude action by the
municipal authorities, for a license is not
a contract. The license rna_» be changed
or even annulled by the supreme leg-
islative power of the State when-
ever public welfare demands it. A
license is a restrictive special tax imposed
for the public good and in the exercise of
the police power of the State. As the
power to grant, withhold or annul licenses
to sell liquor is an exercise of the police
power, it follows that no limitation can be
placed upon its exercise by any statutory
provisions. It is a j>ower incapable of sur-
render or annihilation."
