
THIRTY YEARS AGO.

IN PLACER COUNTY.
DESPEHATE FIGHT WITH OUTLAWS

An Kpisode of the Slave Era—Lelam
Stanford on the Stump—A Fourth

of July Celebration.

On the 11th of January a desperate fight
occurred in Placer county, between some
officers and two desperate outlaws, known
respectively as "Rattlesnake Dick" and
"Rattlesnake Jim." These worthies were
recognized while passing along the road
leading from £acrarnento to Auburn, and
about seven miles from the latter place.
Word was sent to Auburn, and Deputy
Sheriffs George W. Martin, George John-
ston ard W. M.Crutcherstarted in pursuit.
They overhauled the men on the Illinois-
town road, about a mile from Auburn, and
Martin sang out to Dick that he was after
him. The parties were all mounted, and
an indiscriminate firing ensued. Martin
fell dead at the first fire from Jim's pistol.
Johnston bad one hand shot all to pieces,
tnd Crutchcr was wounded in the right
hand. The outlaws made their escape.
But as the lowa Hill stage was coming
down the next morning, Dick's body was
found lyirc near the road by the Junction
House. lie was shot through the body andhead, and his clothing was saturated withblood. The supposition was that, finding
himself mortally wounded, he finished thejob by shooting himself through the head
Constable (since Sheriff) Boggs, of Auburn,'
and a posse at once set out after the other\u25a0desperade.

The Eastern press was filled with
sensational accounts of an affair that had
just occurred a*. Pomeroy, Ohio, and which
illustrated one of the saddest features of
the slave system. AVirginia planter, who
boasted ot his bine blood, had a beautiful
daughter whom he was educating at a sem-
inary in Pomeroy. She was both his
daughter k:iu bit hiave. As the former, he
paid her bills, but as the latter he never re-linquished his right of proprietorship.
The girl was well aware of her dual rela-
tions to her father, and was afraid to re-
turn to her home, learning that he was send-
ing some of his slaves South to be sold,
among them her mother. He sent money
and urged ber to come, but she refused.Then her fattier presented himself at the
Ohio seminary, accompanied b}- a savage-
looking Virginian, both heavily armed,
and undertook to force the girl away. The
alarm wa< given and the people of the
town became greatly excited and rushed to
the girl's rescue. The father produced an
alleged deed uf emancipation in the girl's
favor, but it was found to be worthless.
To make matters worse, a free negro
showed up—the real husband of the girl's
mother. He had bought himself free and
had also parially paid for the freedom of
his wife, now sent South to be sold to a
new owner. His wrath knew no bounds,
and—stimulated by the then recent decis-
ion in the Sickles-Key case—he claimed
the right to take the life of his wife's be-
trayer. A most exciting scene ensued, but
the haughty Virginia slave-master got
down on bis knees and begged so hard for
life—supplemented by the appeals of his
daughter—that he was allowed to go. Afier
his return to Virginiahe sent the girl (his
own daughter) a deed of emancipation.
But, under the workings of the slave code,
her mother remained the chattel of her
new purchaser. There was a war a couple
of years later, and slavery was blotted out.

In his opening speech of the cam-
paign at San Francisco, on the Sth of July,
1859, Leland Stanford, Republican nom-
inee for Governor, said, concerning the Pa-
cificRailroad : " There is the great railroad
question. That question is of great im-
portance to the pecple of California. The. jad is calculated to strengthen the bonds
of this Union, to give employment to the
purplus labor of the country, and to give. jmes to the homeless and lands to the
landless. That is the great question—the
great national question which the Re-
publican party, more than any other, advo-
cates to-day. The Republicans have no
great local or sectional interests to control
them ; they acknowledge tbeintluence of no
means that are not national in their char-
acter. On the other hand, their opponents
—the Democratic party of the South—is
controller by a great interest in wnich
millions of dollars are involved, an inter-
est which i^ opposed to the building up of
this railroad, i say the Democratic party
is controlit-d by the slave interest. You
know wbal it has done for us in the past,
and you know what scheme it is organizing
for the future. * • • Slavery, the
slave power. Jullars and cents invested in
negroes, require the extension of slave ter-
ritory, and the acquisition of Cuba is even
talked of. The acquisition of Cuba is in-
consistent with the construction of the Pa-
cificRailn \u25a0::>{."

On the 12th of July was commenced
the trial of of i'hilip Smith for the murder
of Thomas J. Rice at Michigan Bar some
months before. The case was prosecuted
by K. F. Morrison, District Attorney (after-
ward of the Supreme Bench), assisted by
Frank Hereford (recently Congressman
from a We«t Virginia district), and W. S.
Long. The prisoner was represented by
Colonel E. I>. iJaker and N. Greene Curtis.
The jury ti-1. r!ed was composed of Jasper
McDonald, .I. T. Jennings, J. F. Kloppen-
burg. J. W. Knapgs, A. McHesser, Thomas
"W. Palmer, George Walkins. John W.
Greenlaw.Tnonias J. Snyder. L.H. Thomp-
son, W. M. Hurrou and E. Calver.

On tl-p Fourth of July. IS.'!*, the
patriotic dtiwniof Downieville erected a
giant rUsstsii on the summit of the Sierra
Buttes and thine the stars and stripes to

the breeze fr .m the loftiest flagstatl on the
Pacific coast, tiftecn thousand feet above
Sacramen'.u ' i:y. The Declaration of In-
dependence tri'i 3 poem were read, national
songs sung anu the day generally honored.

On ihe Rtta »>f July the residence of
Johu Hoon.-v i»t Brighton was destroyed by
fire, with us contents. Mrj. Rooney and
the children only were at horaeat the time,

and she placed the latter in safety and then
did her ben t<> subdue the flames, but with-
out success. Neighbors otlerrd to erect a
new residrnre for Mr. Rooney, but he de-
clined pioflefd ai<l, and was not long in
overcoming bin loss.

On tbe s>lh of July David C. Brod-
erick addressed a large mass meeting at
Plarerville, tt which James J. Green acted
as Secretary. Ii was one of the longest and
most sensational speeches that Brodenck
ever made on the stump, for he reviewed
his whole course in Congress, and severely
scourged tbe Administration Democracy.

The Sixth-street Methodist Church
in this city was dedicated on the 10th of
July, 1859 T"he service was conduced and
thesermon prwwlnd by Bishop Pearce, as-
sisted by K-v. O. P. Fitzgerald and the
pastor, Rev Mr. Evans. Atxmt $1,000 was
collected toward tbe debt of the church.

William G Euglish, real estate dealer
at Third and J streets, had on his list of
ranches for s lie the Rancho del Paso, em-
bracing 44,000 acres.

The birth columns of the files of tbe
Union of thirty years ago tell some severe
truths regarding the apes of "young"
ladies who »re still in the matrimonial
market and who would be very indignant
if charged with being 30 years of age.

J. P. Counts was Coroner of Sacra-
mento county, and for many years after-
ward. •' The Judge " looks about as young
now as he did then, and, unless he gives
some other Coroner a job, he bids fair' to
live for many moons to come.

On July 8,1859, Milton S. Latham
and John Curry, Lecompton and anti-
Lecompton candidates for Governor, agreed
to stump the State together. Leland Stan-
ford, the Republican candidate, was mak-
ing a personal canvass at the same time.
