BURNING SHEEP RANGES.
Thousands of Acres of Pasture Burned in

Merced County.
Meecfd. July 14th.—Large tracts ofgrass

lands were burned over yesterday in the
foothilis northeasterly from Merced, de-
stroying 4.000 acres of'sheep range on C. C.
Smith's tract and several thousand acres of
Shippee's and other sheep owners. This
morning a large line of fire was visible
from here burning upon the sheep pastures
westerly about ten to fourteen miles distant,
doing probably great damage and burning
several houses.

J. W. Mitchell and other large land-holders are the principal sufferers.

$10,000 bond was approved.

steamer Williesank while taking water at
Hunter's Point last evening. The cargo
consisted of about twenty tons of freight,
mostly feed for the railroad camp at Kara-
ilehie. The loss is about $4 000. It is ru-
mored that tLe steamer Multonomah of
Portland will take the Willies place on the
Kamilchie route on account of the increased
business.

An investigation
showed that Gee Sing was shot in the head.
He was conveyed to the police station for
medical treatment. Dr.Morrison said that
the Celestial was mortally wounded. He
lingered on for several hours, but died
about 4 o'clock.

The murderer claims that Gee Sing was
attempting to rob him and that he fired in
self-defense. There is said to have been
but one witness to the shooting and he
will be produced at the Coroner a inquest.
Ah King recently came here from San
Bernardino. Shooting is becoming very
popular among the highbind»rs.

NOTABLE EXCIRSIOX PAHTY.
Congre-i-m.il Who Will Sp«n.l it Month

iti the Northwext.
Washington, July 14th.—A notable ex-cursion party will leave Fremont, Xel..,

on the Kithinst. for the coast and North-
west. The party will be made up of Con-gressman McKinley of Ohio, Hon. NathanGoff of Wtst 'N irginia, Congressman J. C.
Burrows of Michigan, Congressman Hav-den ofMassachusetts, Congressman Stew-
art of Vermont, Captain J. S. 1). Herr and
Perry S. Heath of the Indianapolis Journal.
These gentlemen willbe the guests ofCon-
gressman George W. E. Dorsey of Ne-braska. The latter's letter, written to the
agent of the Colorado Associated Presssays:

'
"We leave Fremont on July 10th and

go to Denver, thence to Cheyenne, Ogden
Salt Lake, I'tah. Boise, Idaho, Portland^Or., Olympia, Seattle and Tacoma, W. T.
Thence to Victoria, back to Tacoma, thenceover the Northern Pacific, visiting the
ÜBOT d'Alene country, thence to Helena,Mont., where we will remain three or fourdays. Thence t3 Bismarck, Dakota and
other points in North and South Dakotathence to St. Paul, occupying in time abouta month. The object of ihe trip is to showmy friends something of tbe growth and
material development of the West, also toimpress on them the future prospect of
this section of the country. While at Salt
Lake we willinvestigate the Mormon ques-
tion and advisability of the early admission
of this Territory as a State. Also, we will
make inquiries into the future prospects of
Wyoming and Idaho. lam interested inthe question of irrigation for the treelessplains of the West, and desire to have thegentlemen accompanying me, who aremembers of the next Congress, see forthemselves what irrigation has done for
tracts of laud that have by artificial meanshad water placed upon them, so that when
the question of making liberal appropria-
tions tor the reservoir system, recom-mended by Professor Powell, shall come
before Congress they can talk and vote in-
telligently upon the proposition."

Congressman Thomas B.Reed, ofMaine,
was invited to accompany the party, butwas prevented by other engagements from
accepting.

HAS BLAIXK RESIGNED.
A Baport Current in Washington that

ltlaine Will Leave the Cabinet.
New York, July 14th.— The Jlcmld this

morning prims the following from Wash-
ington ofJuly I3th: The report is current
to-night among diplomatic and official
people that Secretary Blame has tendered
his resignation, to take effect ou September
Ist next. Th>- reasons given for this step
is that the duties of the State Department
are so exac'inir that Mr. BUine's health,
which has not been robust lately, has beenundermined, and that by the advice of his
physician he has concluded to take a much
needed rest.
It is also stated that it is not unlikely

that he may be sent abroad. John A.Kas-
son. who was one of the Commissioners to
Berlin to negotiate the Samoan treaty, is
spoken of as tlie successor to Mr.Blame.

Just before tbe President left for Deer
Park he said that further action in regard
to changes in the diplomatic and consular
services would be deferred for at least two
months, and this would seem to explain
the anticipated changes.

Washington, July 14th.— The statement

published here to-ilay that Ulaine would
soon tender his resignation as Secretary ofState, and John A. Kasson would be" ap-
pointed instead, is put down as "Hot
weather news" here. Secretary Kusk of
the Agricultural Department, who spends
much of his time in a chair in front of the
California Associated Press office, stated
positively that Secretary Blame's healthwas much better to-day than ithad been at
any time since he entered the Cabinet; thathis resignation had never been spoken of to
the Cabinet; that the President had no
knowledge of any determination to resign

The agent of the California Associated
Press is eiven tounderstand upon authority
which he knows to be nearest to SecretarYBlame that he has outlined an American
policy which is approved fully by Harri-son, and that he willnot leave the Cabinetuntil that is accomplished.

The Secretary has reason to be and is
considerably disappointed in the wav his
sup«estions of appointments have been re-
ceived by the President, and it is known
that the President's anxiety to provide for
bis friends has interfered somewhat with
the diplomatic policy of the State Depart-
ment, but ithas led' to no hard feelings,
and Secretary Blame has in each case most
gracefully given way.

PROTECTION IN A NEW ASPECT.
The Most (irotesipie Pha*M of the Pro-

teetive Policy.
[Stockton Evening MailJuly.\:!i j

The sharp competition into" winch the
Canadian Pacific has forced the Americasroads has developed the most iirott-s.iue
phase of the protective policy that could oe
imagined.

The Canadian road has been subshli/.sdin cash and cash equivalents to the extentof (150,000,000. Itis exempt from taxationfor all time, and has a practical monopoly
for railroad purposes, olall of BritishNorth
America west of Ontario. Everything
which went into the construction or equip-
ment of the road was leleased troui the
tariff tax. So handsomely has it been
treated by the Imperial ami Colonial gov-
ernments, that its per mile interest charge
amounts tobut |<>55.

When the Central Pacific road was built
its projectors could not buy their rails InBelgium or Wales for $50 a ton, as they
might have done, but were compelled to
buy American rails which cost tbem $80 a
ton. Instead of paving $10 a ton for
freightage from Cardiff', as they might havedone, they were compelled to pay $17 50from New York. They were not' allowed
to float their man rial under a foreign Sag
where they could have insured it for ;>
per cent.— they paid 17 per cent, under the
American ensign. On many of their loco-
motives they paid a war lax of $000. All
these extra burdens, with the exception of
the insurance item, were the direct result
of the protective policy. The consequence
is that the per-niile interest and tax charge
on the American roads is $1.483.

Now.every dollar which the protective
policy forced the Americans to put into the
transcontinental roads is so much money
invested, and the owners of the roads must
earn a profit on itor sustain a loss. Some
writers have estimated that the tariff has
added $235,000,000 to the cost of the roads
west of the Mississippi river. Buthowever
that may be, it is certain that, owiDg to the
considerations mentioned above, the cost of
the construction and equipment of the
Canadian road was a third less per ir.ileIthan that of its American transcontinental j
competitors. The reason why the per mile
interest charge on the Canadian load is but
$655, while that on the American loads is
$1,332, is because ihe Dominion and Im-
perial Governments assured thepayment of
the interest on the larger part of the bonds
which were bsued inaid of the foreign
line.

As before stated, the Canadian road pays
no taxes, and the difference between itsper mile interest charge and the per mileI
tax and interest charse of the American
roads is $828. Now, the Canadian road is2 905 miles in length, so that, if we shouldassume the operating expanses to bo the I
same, tbe Canadian roau starts into the I
contest for transcontinental traffic with a
yearly advantage of $24 OCO.OOO. But as
there are three American transcontinentHl
roads this advantage must be trebled.

Again, the American roads are handi-
capped by the long and short-haul regula-
tion, while their Canadian rival may make !
such rates as it pleases, tarrying transcOD- I
tinental freight at a loss and" making itself
whole by increasing the rates along inter-mediate distances.

Now, the average protection given by the
tariff to the product of the New England
factories is 67 per cent. Still, mi per cent
of all the New England cottons tha! were
sold to China last year were transported
from the factories over the Canadian" road
and its connections; for itshould be under-
stood that trains of cars, owned by the
Canadian Pacific Company, load in Boston,
run into Canada at Montreal, and traversea foreign country until they arrive at Van-
couver, on the Pacific coast.

And yet President Spear*, of the BostonChamber of Commerce, declared the other
day that there were 5tW points tn New Eng-
land which are now beneficially affected hy
the use they make of the Canadian PacificRailway; and thnt "New England does'
not desire and uillneper submit to any cur- j
tailment of the privileges which she en- |joys through the use of that road.

"

Now here is a lesson in political econ- ,
omy which should bring common sense to 1
the front benches. Enjoying a protection
of 07 percent, under a system which com-
pelled the builders of the transcontinental
roads to expend a third more money than I
they otherwise would have been required!
to expend, these philanthropists are up inarms in favor of a free-trade road whichhas already absorbed 10 per cent, of the
domestic transcontinental traffic of the
country. Standing on tip-toe and shaking
their fisrs at every thip that brings a cargo 1
ofBritish manufactures into the country, I
they throw their own products into the

'
control of a road which has been so lavishly
subsidized by British gold that it can un-
derbid any American road on the conti-
nent.

Not only this, the Canadian road nowhas a petition before the Secretary of the
Treasury asking to be allowed to exercise

'
the privileges of a bonded carrier in the I
internal commerce of the country, and
President Speare and the Boston Chamber I
of Commerce and 500 manufacturing points
inNew England stand behind it.

We have sometimes thought that themanagers of the transcontinental roads
werea hard lot,but they are a race of in-
nocents compared with these New England j
philanthropists.

AMexiran Editor Jailed forLihel—French i
Celebration.

City of Mexico (via Galveston), July
14th.— The National Assembly of Guate-
mala has ratified the treaty for the forma-
tion of a mixed commission on the Mexi-
can claims.

The French people here end at San Luis

IJetails of the Suffix ation of the Three
Men Confined inJail.

Jacksonville, July 14th.— The burning
of the jail here yesterday and the suffoca-
tion of the three prisoners continue to ex-
cite much attention owing to the mystery
surrounding the affair.

The fire broke out shortly before 60'clock
in the morning, and attention was first
called to it by the outcry raised by tbe
prisoners. When the first" citizen, Samuel
Taylor, reached tbe burning buildiDg,the
flames were pouring from the front win-
dows, and the inmates were still calling for
help. There is but one door leading to ihe
interior, and it was ablaze and the front
room filled with flames.

Immediately after Taylor reached the
building the outcry within ceased, and the
prisoners were undoubtedly dead before the
first bucket of water was thrown. Strenu-
ous efforts were made to extinguish theflames, but the fire company made bungling
work of getting water, and it was fully
thirty minutes before an entrance could be
elfected into the front room. Itwas then
found that the locks on the corridor door
were so heated that they could not be un-locked, and a bledge was necessary to break
into the cells, which opened on each side
from the corridor.

While the timbers overhead were still
blezing the bodies of the prisoners were
taken out. life havinc then be^n extinct in
each man for at least twenty minutes. In
the first cM on the right wns the clothed
body ofFrank Warner, a native of Han-
over, aged about twenty years, committed
to jail on a charge of burglary. From the
second cell on the right was taken the body
of Newt Cook, also dressed and kneeling
beside his bed. He was a man of about
forty-five years, whose anteefdents are un-
known. He was committed in May 'ast
for larceny. Cook was not his right name,
but was assented by him after his commit-
ment.

The third man was confined in the first
or front cell on the leftof the entrance, and
he was found in bed and undressed. He
was named Harry or Henry Hoover, and
was about fifty-six years of age. He came
from Michigan to this section, and is said
to have a wife living in that. State. He
was committed on a chsrge oflarceny, and
the Circuit Judge would have heard a mo-
tion for a writ of habeas corpus by Hoo-
ver's attorney yesterday bad the defendant
been alive. Hoover was a veteran in the
late war and had made application for a
pension. A suit for damages against the
counly is threatened by his legal represent-
ative.

The origin of the fire is a mystery. An
inspection of the jailshows that it did not
originate in the cells,but in the front ofthe
building, which was one large room, di-
vided by a low partition into a receiving
room for prisoners and a sleeping room for
the guards.

Deputy-Sheriff William DenefT usually
slept in the guard's room, but was called
to his ranch to fight a mountain fire the
night before, and failed to find the Sheriff,
James G. Birdsey, to apprise him of the
fact that be was going. Deneff was in his
room in the front of the jail about 9:30
o'clock in the evening and changed his
clothes before leaving for his ranch. He
had lighted a candle in a tin candlestick
hanging on a wardrobe in the mard'sroom, but says he remembers distinctly
having extinguished it before leaving the
bonding.

The Sheriff was in the habit ofsleeping
in a building about 100 feet from tbe jail,
but his room having become disagreeable
he had obtained a room at the United
States Hotel for the night, and says he had
retired at the time DenefT was hunting for
him the evening before. Birdsey thinks
that the fire was the work of an incendiary;
but tbe general impression is that itsmol-
dered through the night in the jail,or that
the candle was not extinguished as the
guard supposed.

The finding of the Coroner's Jury was
that the prisoners came to their death from
suffocation, and that the origin of the fire
was unknown. The bodies of the dead
men were interred in tbe Jacksonville
Cemetery this morning, unattendad save
by the officers.
'There was an insurance of $2 000 on the

building, and it will probably be replaced
by cage cells in a more modern building.
An insurance company of San Francisco
carried tbe risk.

DKATH A RtXIKF.
