A large

mass meeting of citizens was held this
afternoon to protest aeainst the manner in
which the relief fund is being distributed.
Burgess Horrell ina speech said the people
of the valley should themselves have the
distribution ot the contributions, as the
State Commission had shown no capacity
for the work. He urged that the relief
fund be distributed as speedily as possible
in money directly to the people, to whose
benefit it was donated, and that all pur-
chase?, contracts and expenses to be paid
for out of the fund immediately cease.

The resolution passed states that if the
declaration imputed to Governor Beaver
that $1,500,000 have already been expended
inJohnstown and vicinity has any founda-
tion in fact itis the stronge&t possible argu-
ment that the funds have not been wisely
distributed. Ooly by gross extravagance
and carelessness could such a sum have
been used and the people have received no
adequate return.

The disbursement of the fond directly
willprovide work for builders and trade
for merchants, willstimulate business, re-
store confidence in the community and
thus directly and indirectly help those for
whom the fund was intended.

The resolution closed with an appeal to
the custodians of the funds at Philadel-
phia, New York, Pittsburg and other local-
ities to transmit tbe funds in their hands,
intended for the Conemaugh valley suffer-
ers, direct to the local financial committee,
to be distributed ivcash on requisition of
the Board ofInquiry. An additional reso-
lution was passed requesting the State
Commission to furnish itemized statements
of the expenditures to date.

On the Vine
Street Hilland Cable road 'his afternoon a
gripman got off bis car at the power house
in Corryvale, and put his train of two cars
in the hands of the conductor for the trip
to Clifton. Both cars were full, and at
Eichler's Garden, on the borders ofClifton,
the conductor's crip was released from the
cable, and he tried invain to stop the car,
which rushed down the steep grade with
accelerating speed. He tried his brake and
it was broken Then be tried his grip, but
itrefused to grasp the cable.

Just then some one shouted "jump."
Both cars were filled. Women began to
scream and jump ofi. The people jumped
on each other. Mrs. Julia Tilghter of this
city had her neck broken and died imme-
diately. Thomas K. Coubjy of Cincinnati
had an arm broken and was otherwise
dangerously hurt. Six others were hurt,
some of them quite badly.

There would have been none hurt had
all remained on the car, as it was stopped
within fiftyyards by the cable car in front
of it.

Runaway Cable Carit in Cincinnati —A

Inreference to the Risenburg murder, it
\u25a0was stated that Gustav Rosenbnrir, the
slayer of his wife and her children, had
died in an apoplectic fit. This was incor-
rect, his death being more startlinir, the
swift retribution for his crime being almost
divine interposition. After the tragedy he
fled, leaping from a second story window,
climbing several fences and running along
toward the railroad track. Id his wild
Ilight he stumbled over a stone and fell
upon a pile of uld railroad ties, a projecting
spike in one striking his forehead and
pierced the skull, entering the brain about
four inches, causing JLSiant death. Hil
body was found pinned in this horrible
fashion to the log.

Boston, July 14th.—One crime leads to
another. Yesterday Dr. W. P. White, an
elderly and prominent eclectic physician,
after reading an account ot the Rosenburg
tragedy, deliberately shot his young wife
at his ollioe, 4 Corv Avenue, and then blew
his brains out. He was 74 years old, and
she 24 years. The cause of the crime was
jealousy. He was a morose man, wrapped
up in his studies, and she a flighty young
girl who married him for his money.

The wedding took place two years ago
and was unhappy from the start. The
husband never went out and became angry
when his wife left him. She insisted on
going out evenings with female friends,
which made her husband violently jealous
and led to numerons quarrels. In revenge
his wife intentionally pave her aged part-
ner additional cause, until he became a
monomaniac on the subject and threatened
her life, which led to her leaving him two
months ago, he paying her bills.

He has been for the past two weets try-
ing to get her to return. This sbe refused
to do unless he left her an entirely free
agent. He refused, whereupon he declined
to pay her bills any moie. She had several
large bills sent bim yesterday which he
repudiated. She called at bia" office this
afternoon and during a qaurrel said she
would compel bim to settle the bills. He
suddenly jumped to his feet and drawing a
revolver from his dfsk said he would settle
her and her bills also, and tired two shots
at her which proved fatal. He then blew
his own brains out.
