Assessed Valuation of Sonoma County—

Santa Rosa, July 19th.—The County
Assessor’'s books, which are now in the
hands of the Board of Supervisors for the
purpose of equalization, show an increase
of $694,495 in the taxable property over
last year. Of this increase, $324.118 is in
Santa Rosa township. Except Petaluma
and Ocean, every township in the county
has increased in wealth. Petaluma has
decreased $793, mainly personal property,
and Ocean’s decrease is $2,024, due mainly
10 a mistake year before last in the assess-
ment,

The North Pacific Railroad and the city
of Santa Rosa shows a total valnation of

3,093,180, an increase of $230,390 over
last year.

The city of Petaluma valuation is $1,838,-
483 ; decrease, $52,167.

Healdsburg, total, $766,743;
$13,607.

CELESTIAL PHENOMENA.

Iuteresting Observations of a Comet
Through the Lick Telescope.

Lick OsservaTory, July 19th.—From
easurements made by Mr. Barnard
Thursday night upon the comet discovered
by him in September last the following
ptatistics regarding it may be deduced :

As I have said in a previous note, this
comet, which is now a long way past its

erihelion, has lost all signs of a tail which
it had when nearest the sun. No doubt the
effect of the sun's action upon the head of
the comet has become so small at its pres-
ent distance, 253,000,000 miles, that the
head is no longer forced to give out those
streams of matter which showed to us as
the comet’s tail.

But the comet was subject to immense
strains and stress in passing that part of its
orbit nearest the sun, and it is now show-
ing the eftect of the forces in the following
way : Its body is evidently becoming dis-
integrated, and the fragments are seen to
be streaming behind the comet in the form
of a tail directed not from but toward the
sun. This mass of matter was measured
by Mr. Barnard on July 16th, and his
measures show that it least possible length
is 430,000 miles, and its least possible dia-
meter is 144,000 miles, so that the frag-
ments which have already broken off from
this comet amount to at least 70,000,000,-
000,000,000 cubic miles.

The comet itself, which is 165,000,000
miles from the earth, is still fairly bright,
and, were it not for the fragments which
are seen to follow, it would seem to bein a
ferfectly normal condition. As it is, we
Know it must have lost an immense quan-
tity of its original substance. This is an
interesting case to astronomers, as it shows
almost paipably the effect of the enormous
forces to which every comet is subject at
the time of its perihelion passage, and the
whole phenomenon forms an interesiing
commentary on the text that comets, even
the stoutest of them, must be short-lived
things.

HUERERAH FOR SANTA ANA.

She Wins the Fight for the County Seat
of Orange.

SANTA ANa, July 19th.—Full returns of
‘Wednesday's election are in the hands of
the County Commissioners, sealed until
the official vote is counted next Monday.
The complete result cannot be given. A
number of precincts did not copy the re-
sult before sealing the returns and deposit-
ing them with the proper officials. The
Non-Partisan ticket is elected through-
out the county, and Santa Ana was
chosen a3 the county seat without the aid of
her own vote. K. E. Edwards, for District
Attorney, F. C. Smith, for Assessor, and S.
0. Wood, for Surveyor, were unanimously
re-elected. Mosebaugh, Republican can-
didate for Treasurer, received 931 votes—
the largest vote on the Republican ticket—
and N. D. Ellis, for Coroner, 219, the
smallest vote. One thousand seven hun-
dred and sixty-five votes were cast for
Santa Ana for the county seat and S85 for
Orange, with one precinct to hear from,
which will cast about 26 votes for Santa
Ana.

ATTEMPTED POISONING.

Depositing Strychnine in His Partner's
Cup of Coffee.

SANx Bernarpino, July 19th.—Antone
Schmidt was locked up in the county jail
to-day for attempting to poison Bernard
Cauvat on last Saturday night. He was
caught near Riverside by Deputy Sheriff
Arbors, and on the way to this city at-
tempted to escape. Arbors fired three shots
at him, when he decided tocome along.
Schmidt made a confession.

He and Cauvat were in partnership in
some land interests, and thinking if the
latter were out of the way he would own
the entire property, he stole in Cauvat's
window Saturday, placing strychnine in his
coffee-pot. It was a close call for the
Frenchman, and the would-be poisoner
will probably bz landed in San Quentin.

WASHINGTON TERRITORY.

Committees Make Partial Reports—The
Election of Supreme Judges.

Oryympia, July 19th.—In the Convention
io-day a memorial was presented from the
Olympia Board of Trade, that corporations
should only be formed under the general
law, and that all corporations doing busi-
ness in the State should have a public
office here. All goods of the company
shall be open for inspection by the stock-
holders or Legislative Committee; that rail-
roads should be aliowed to cross each other,
be forced to exchange freight and passen-
gers and perform service at reasonable
rates, but that otherwise the corporations

should be treated liberally so as to encour-
age capital to invest in the State.

A number cf other memorials were pre-
sented and some committee reports heard.
The Judiciary Committee reported an
amendment that two Judges of theSupreme
bench be elected for three years, two for
five and one for seven years. It was laid
over until to-morrow.

The Convention, in Committee of the
Whole, then considered other sections of
the judiciary article and adopted several.

It is practically settled by the Committee
on Corporations other than municpal, that
the clause will be inserted in the Constitu-
tion forbidding granting subsidies of any
kind from counties or towns to railroads
or other corporations.

BLACK VS. RED.

A Negro Shoots a Drunken Indian’s Head
Nearly Off,

Sax Drieco,July 19th.—A little after noon
vesterday an Indian named Jose Antonio
Gonzales was shot and instantly killed by
John H. Banks, a negro well known in this
city. The shooting occurred at the Cox
place, on Johnson hights, about three
miles from town. The weapon used was a
shotgun, and the Indian’s head was nearly
severed from his body, the entire charge
taking effect in his neck. Banks has been
in charge of the Cox place while the owner
is visiting in Los Angeles, and had been to
town yesterday morning to transact some
business. On the road home he overtook
Gonzales, who asked for and was given a
ride to Old Town.

When they reached the place Banks told
the Indian to go on home; but as he had
been drinking he refused and hung around
for some time. Banks tried to eject him
and a scuffle ensued, after which the negro
went and got the gun, as he says, to scare
the aborigine. Gonzales grabbed the
weapon, and was in the act of wrenching
it from the hands of Banks when he pulled
the trigger and the Indian fell to the earth
a corpse.

Banks gave himself up, and in extenua-
tion said that Mr. Cox told him to protect
two young ladies who were staying at the
house, Misses Mattie Hanby and Caddie
Moreland, and he wouid shoot the Indian
several times if necessary in doing so.
The girls were the only witnesses of the
shooting. Banks bears a good reputation,
while the Indian has been before the
Police Court many times within the past
year.

HIS SKULL IS FRACTURED.

William Anherg’'s Injuries Found to be
Very Serious.

Nara, July 19th.—Gerhard Onken, who
struck William Anherg with a tanner’s
graining-knife and cut his head open some
days ago, has had his preliminary examin-
ation on charge of assault with a deadly
weapon, and is beld to appear before the
Superior Court with bail fixed at $1,000.
He gave the bail and is now at large.
When Anherg was first hurt the physi-
cian called said he would probably be all
right in a few days. In the course of a
week, however, the man showed a high
fever and had slight convulsions, which led
the surgeon to think the brain was affected.
He thereupon made a caretul examination
and discovered that the skull had been
fractured for the distance of about an inch,
where the point of the knife passed through
it, and that pieces of the skuli, broken
from the inside, were pushing against the
brain, causing the convulsions. Two
pieces of bone have been removed from
under the skull and the patient seems bet-
ter, though the case may possibly result
fatally. The only wonder in the matter
seems to be that the injured man was not
killed instantly, as the knife used was
about eighteen inches long and weighed
several pounds.

Arizona’s Storm.

Tucson, July 19th.—Train 20, the West-
bound passenger, did not leave Tucson
until 2:30 o'clock this afiernoon, having
been held on account of the washouts west.
The individual losses from the storm are
not large, though many were damaged con-
siderably from leaky roofs. There was
scarcely a ““mudhouse’’jin the city but what
leaked. The storm was very severe on the
line of the New Mexico and Arizona Rail-
road, and in Sonora. It is reported that
trains will not be run on that road south
to Nogales for several days. The Southern
Pacific reports the track in a safe and pass-
able condition,and all trains will go out on
time to-night.

Bitten by a Rattlesnake.

A~NanEIM, July 19th.—Arthur Kirsten,
aged 12 years, whose parents reside at Gar-
den Grove, near here, while pulling beets
in his father’s garden Thurday evening, was
bitten twice by a iarge rattlesnake in the
right arm near the elbow, and died in great
agony this morning at 11 o'clock. The
boy was given a lar_e guantity of alcohol
after being bitten, with no apparent effect.
Messengers came to Anaheim for Dr. Bul-
lard, who repaired to the scene of the acci-
dent, but too late to save the boy. The
snake was killed, and found to have nine
rattles, It will be stuffed and kept for a
relic.

Another Blythe Heir.
PortLAND (Or.,), July 19th.—Willie An-
kers, at one time a waiter boy on the
steamer Telephone, is a claimant to the
Blythe estate, now in the Courts in San
Francisco.

Ankers claims that Blythe, prior to his
coming to this country, was named Savage,
and that he (Savage-Blythe) was an uncle
to Ankers’ mother. It is understood that
Ankers is now at work securing evidence
in England, and also in British Columbia
to prove that he is one of the legitimate
heirs of the dead man.

Murdered for His Money.

Tacoma (W. T.), July 19th.—C. C. Grant,
of Spokane Falls, was murdered in his
room at the Franklin House here, this
morning at 4 o'clock. The murderer,
David E. Martin, alias R. E. Coleman,
escaped. Grant was murdered for Lis
money. He was supposed to have had
several thousand dollars. He was formerly
Eroprietor of the English Kitchen at Spo-
kane Falls. The murderer was at one
time employed in a drug store and the
hospital at Spokane Falls.

Set the Stove Higher.

We have lately made a discovery which,
it seems now, we ought to have made
sooner—that the top of theaverage kitchen
stove is too little elevated above the floor,
and that there is in consequence a good
deal of backache and other discomfort in-
flicted upon the cook because so much of
her work has to be done in a stooping
posture. Rather, we should say, perhaps,
that we have discovered a remedy for the
trouble which we have borne for many
years, and which we hasten to make known
to others in the hope of lessening their
troubles.

Our remedy is simply lifting the stove
upon a platform which will raise it tosuch
a hight as will bring the cooking utensils,
when on the stove, within easy reach of
one standing erect, or neariy so. In our |
case this required a platform about nine
inches in depth, and to save the expense
of a carpenter to build 1t, we secured an
empty packing box of the requisite size
from the grocer at a cost of only ten cents,
Brushed over with staining material cor-
responding with the color of the floor, our
platform looked neatand as though an es-
tablished part of the room.

STORING SUGAR.

Talk of a Raise in the Price of the Re-
fined Article—A Sugar Trust.

New York, July 19th.—A belief that vast
quantities of sager that have been piled up
in the big storage warehouses along the
Brooklyn water-front during the past two
years has been corralled in view of a
squeeze by the managers of the sugar trust,
found many supporters in financial circles.
Though for some time past the piling up
of this commodity was generally known, it
was supposed to be owing to the scarcity of
room in the refining buildings. Havemeyer
& Elder, Havemeyer & Matheson and
Wicher’s Companies, the apparent con-
trolling spirits of the trust, were the most
extensive storers. On the Stock Exchange
the opinion prevails that the trust has been
engineering a corner in sugar, and that ere
long the price of the refined article will be
sent up like a rocket. Wholesale grocery
houses and other consumers in this city
evidently anticipated this movement on
the part of thetrust. For months back
every available inch of store-rooms in big
grocery houses on the West S8ide have been
utilized for storing sugar, and many of the
public warehouses, heretofore at this season
of the vear filled with a winter supply of
canned goods, has been engaged by whole-
salers for sugar storage.

On the other hand the Wall street sugar
brokers hold that the trust has stored
sugar because there was no market for it.
The prices have struck bottom and the re-
finers can realize no profit on their manu-
facture. It has been suggested that possi-
bly sugar has heen accumulated to under-
mine Claus Spreckels. When he got his
Philadelphia beet product refinery in oper-
ation, that it was the intention to swamp
the market with the genuine article ata
low price as sgon as Spreckels turned out
his first cargo.

In answer to this theory a member of
one of the most prominent sugar concerns
on Wall street, but with no affiliation with
the trust, said to-day: ‘‘ Whatever the
object of the storing of this sugar is, it's
almost certain Spreckels bas had a finger
in it. His alleged enmity to the sugar
trust is all moonshine. No one inside sup-
poses for an instant he is going to fight a
corporation of $50,000,000. He is with the
trust hand and glove. He is too smart a
business man to fight it.’

THE KINDERGARTEN,

It is Discussed in Convention-Telegram
from Mrs. Senator Leland Stanford.
NasHVILLE (Tenn.), July 19th.—A notice-
able feature of the present meeting of the
Educational Association is the unusnal in-
terest manifested in the subject of kinder-
garten training.

MIDNIGHT HANGING.

Murderer Bulow Executed Hurriedly and
in Darkness.

LirrLe Faiis (Mion.), July 19th.—Such
vengeance as the law can inflict has fallen
upon albert Bulow, and the murder of
Franklin Eich has been requitted. Pre-
cisely at 12:30 ¢’clock Sheriff Raaicot threw
the lever. There was a plunge; the sudden
chung of the rope as it reached its length;
a slight crack of the gibbet, then a spas-
modic quiver of the struggling form and
Bulow was a corpse.

This was the first execution in the State
under the law passed by the last Legisla-
ture, the provisions ot which are of a doubt-
ful constitutionality. ‘The Act provides
that all executions shall take place between
the hours of midnight and sunrise; that no
person representing a newspaper shall be
present, and that no details of such execu-
tion beyond the statement that such con-
vict was duly executed according to law
shall be published in any newspaper. The
violation of this law is made a misde-
meanor.

Shortly after midnigbt the Sheriff, ac-
companied by his deputy, yisited the con-
demned man’s cell, where he was found
fully dressed in the plain suit which was to
serve for his shroud, and praying fervidly
by the side of Father Donovan, who had
been attending him.

RY CANDLE-LIGHT.

By the dim light of the single candle al-
lowed the prisoner the death-warrant was
read. Bulow's face assumed an ashy hue,
bat he preserved his calmness during the
trying ordeal, standing with bowed head
and his hands clasped before him.

The Sheriff placed himself at the prison-
er’s right arm and the deputy at his left,
and the march to the gallows was begun.
The condemned man stepped lightly from
his cell into the main corridor of the jail,
which was dimly lighted by a single flick-
ering gas jet. His eyes fell upon the
shadows on the wall, and he sank back in
fear and trembling. The muttered prayer
of the priest broke the silence, and, reas-
sured, the condemned man marched on
toward his doom. They crossed the hall
and out into the inclosure.

When the engine of death first met the
prisoner’s eyes he started and trembled
violently, but the Sheriff's clasp on his
arm tightened visibly and steadily. They
ascended the stairs and crossed to the drop.
NEARLY SCARED TO DEATH.

Bulow appeared entirely unconscious of
his surroundings. He stood on the trap as
pale as death itself beneath the single flick-
ering light which lit the scene. He paid
no heed to the rope which dangled by his
side or the serpentine shadows it cast at his
feet. His eyes were fixed upon the dark-
ness bevond the scaffold, where the nine
spectators were huddled together, but he
did not even recognize his bosom friend,
who was among them. A dead calm had
settled upon him, and a spectator whis-
pered, “He is really dead now.” As the
Sheriff quickly adjusted the straps the
man'’s gaze fell upon the coffin, which sat
In one corner awaiting him. He half
smiled at the gleam of the silver handles,
then fixed his eyes upon the crucifix car-
ried by the priest.

The black cap was then drawn closely
down and the noose circled about his neck.
The Sherift's hand had scarcely left the
noose to straighten out and adjust the rope
when with a quick movement it touched
the lever. The prisoner’s voice seemed to
be faintly heard ; then, without prayer or
confession, adieu or penitence, the bolts
were shot back and the drop swung away,

THE CRIME EXPIATED.

The body fell into the semi-darkness be-
neath the trap, and swayed to and fro,
casting gruesome shadows at the feet of the
awe-stricken spectators. A convulsive
shudder ran through the frame, and then
it hung with a quivering motion.

The brother of the man whose murder
had just been expiated stepped forward.
with head uncovered, touched the swing-
ing body, muttered an imprecation, and
then stepped to one side.

Coroner Fortier and Dr. Lonsdaie then
stepped forwa:d and made the customary |
pulse examination. Twelve minuteselapsed
and Albert Bulow was pronounced dead.
The body was cut down, placed in the
coffin and carried to the office of the Cor-
oner.

The execution was witnessed but by the
nine men permitted by the law to be pres-
ent and the officials of the jail, no newspa-
per representative being present.

The spectators were completely overcome
by the ghastly scene, and describe it as be-
ing most appalling.

MITCHELL SKIPS.
He Does Not Want to be Arrested
Taken to Mississippi.
New York, July 19th.—The Sporting Ex-
trz this evening prints an item to the effect
that Charlie Mitchell, the English pugilist,
with Mike Donovan, has skipped to Can-
ada, rather than run the risk of arrest in
the city, where he has few friends among
sporting men who would help him at a
pinch. He decided to cross over into her
Majesty's dominions. When Mitchell ar-
rived from the West on Monday he went,
in company with Frank Stevenson, to the
law office of Peter Mitchell and was soon
closeted with a lawyer, and in the conver-
tion that followed Mitchell's fears of arrest
On Tuesday he kept
well under cover, awaiting developments.
The arrival of detective Norris with a re-
quisition from Governor Lowry, of Missis-
sippi, increased Mitchell’s fears, and another
secret visit was paid to his counsel. When
it was learned beyond a donbt that Norris
was bent uPon arresting the trainer of Kil-
rain and that the New York police were
assisting him, Mitchell's fears were undis-
guised. He saw in prospect a long term of
imprisonment in a strange country, and
decided to leave, which he has done.

vided. The right to divert unappropriated
waters of natural streams to beneficial uses
is never denied. Priority of appropriation
shall give better right as between those
using water. All persons or corporations
shall bave the right of way across any
lands in the State for the construction of
ditches, canals or flumes for the purpose of
conveying water for domestic purposes,
irrigation of agricultural lands, mining,
manufacturing purposes and drainage
upon the pavment of a just compensation.
Tke legislative assembly shall provide a
law that a Board of County Commissioners,
in the respective counties, shall have
power, when application is made to them
by either party interested, to establish a
reasonable maximum of rates to be charged
for the use of water, whether farnished by
individuals or corporations.

It is Reported that “ Jack, the Ripper,”™
Has Been Captured.

Loxpox, July 19th.—A military-looking
Englishman, six feet tall, with fair com-
pexion, has been arrested on saspicion of
being the murderer of the women whose
mutilated remains were found in Castle
alley Tuesday night. He confessed to the
police that he murdered the woman with
an ordinary knife. He was searched but
no weapon was found. He said he lived
nowhere, having just returned from abroad.
The prisoner’s demeanor indicates that he
is insane.

LaTrer—The truth of the rumor which
alleged that the Whitechapel murderer has
been arrested and has confessed is now de-
nied at Scotland Yard. The officials declare
that no arrest has been made and there is
no clue to the murder,

Loxpon, July 19th.—The report is reiter-
ated that the Whitechapel prisoner whose
identity is carefully concealed by the police,
has confessed not only to being the mur-
derer of the Castle alley woman, but is
actually the long-sought “ Jack. the Rip-
per,” and that he gave the names of the
victims and the dates upon which he killed
them, with all the ghastly and indecent
details. The police believe him a lunatie,
but say the story is possibly true.

Loxpox, July 19th.—* Jack the Ripper "
attempted to murder another woman near
Castle alley at midmght. They entered a
dark thoroughfare, conversed and quar-
relled, and the man seized the woman,
threw her down, and drew a dagger. The
woman screamed * Ripper,” and a crowd
was attracted. Local vigilants gave no
chance for the “ Ripper’’ to escape. He
showed fight and struggled hard, but was
overcome. In the heat of the fight the
woman escaped.

The Ripper was bleeding from many
wounds inflicted by the crowd, and nar-
rowly escaped lynching. At the police
station he said the woman robbed him. He
