THE MUSICIANS’ COUR (-MARTIAL.

Orange County Election—Accident-
ally Shot by Her Sister—
Santa Rosa Camp.
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WASHINGTON TBERRITORY.

Some of the Leadirlg Features in the Pro-
posed Constitution.

Ovypmia (W, T.), July 224.—In the Con-
vention to-day a telegram was read from
ex-Attorney-General Williams, saying that
Senator Stewart, of Nevada, would like to
deliver an address on irrigation and silver.
By a strict party vote of 25 to 7, an invita-
tion was extended to him, and he will
speak here to-morrow, though he will not
have much of an audience as the Conven-
tion is going to attend the big clam-bake
given by the local Board of Trade.

A petition was presented from the school
teachers asking for an educational test for
voters.

The report of the Committee on County
and Municipal Governments provides that
no new county shall be created with less
than 20,000 inhabitants, nor shall existing
counties be divided so as to ieave less than
4,000 in the old county.

It provides for the establishment of
township governments, and declares that
all municipalities shall be created by gen-
eral laws, except in the case of cities of
more than 25000 inhabitants which can
elect fifteen freeholders to frame their
charter for them. It shall be submitted to
a vote of the people and if ratified become
the law. It creates the new office of County
Clerk and provides that, except Public Ad-
ministrators, Surveyors and Coroners, all
the officers shall be salaried.

Officiuls are only eligible for two succes-
sive terms, and their salaries cannot be in-
creased or term of office extended while
they are in office. The Legislature shall
have no power to impose taxes upon coun-
ties, towns or municipalities for local pur-
poses, a power which is vested absolutely
in the local authorities.

Dyer offered & proposition that any pub
lic official who accepted a railroad pass
should be impeached and become ineligible
to re-election. This was received with
cries of “poor officials,” and much laugh-
ter. An effort was made to get a vote on
the report favoring prohibition, but it was
postponed until Monday. It has appar-
ently no chance of passing in any shape.

It is understood the committee on muni-
cipal indebtedness has agreed to report a
clause forbidding a debt of over 5 per cent.
on the assessed value, except in case of
two-thirds of the voters asking for it, when
itcan be increased to 10 per cent. Itis
thought this will have the effect to greatly
1ncrease the assessment of property in lo-
calities' needing money for public purposes_

IDAHO.

Framing the Constitution te Shut Out all
the Mormons,

Boise Ciry, July 22d.—The Convention
agreed to limit the State indebtedness to
one-half per cent. of the assessed value
of property. Towns and cities are not per-
mitted to incur an indebtedness above the
revenue, but must co-operate with capital
in making improvements.

Some days ago the Committee on Elec-
tions and Suffrage made a majority and
minority report, the former by Republicans
and the latter by Democrats.

The minority would prevent the vote of
Mormons, while it wamld also allow the
Legislature to make other limits and
terms for preventing the vote from per-
sons holding higher allegiance to organiza-
tions which they deem above that of the
State and the United States Governments.
The minority report was framed so as to
cut off legislation and in the eyes of anti-
Mormons leave a loop-hole through which
Mormons may crawl and secure the con-
trol of political power. The proposition to
take these up in Committee of the Whole
caused filibustering which blocked all the
business for some time. The matter was
finally settled by an agreement to consider
these reports Thursday.

Hundreds of Mormons withdrawing last
fall to evade the test oath and vote, makes
the anti-Mormonsanxious to give the Legis-
lature power to make new limits and re-
strictions, so that the Mormon Church now
colonizing a portion of Idaho may mnot
participate in politics. This question has
caused the chief trouble during the Con-
vention. S

of the Orange county election returns was
completed this afternton. The non-par-
tisan ticket is elected, except the Super-
visor in the Fourth District. Armour, the

votes, Orange 779; Santa Ana’s majority,
954

Profitable Steamer Lines — The Potato
Crop—Suing to Recover FProperty.
Porrraxp, July 22d —TLe Oregor Rail-
road and Navigation steamers’' Sound trade
js buildiog up so rapidly that another
steamer will be put on atan early Jate,
It is thought now that the Al Ki will be
screwed, and run in connection with the
Idaho and Michigan. Neither of these
steamers ever leave Portiand but that one
thousand tons of freight is left on the
docks for want of room. The steamer
Oregon will sail bence io-night with 1,100
tons of freight. Her cargo will consist of
wheat, flour, hides, and general produce.
In a short time this year's crop of Oregon

potatoes will be started towards California
to replace the quantity brought here.

C. A. Gove, administrator for the estate
of James Stephens, began suit to-day
against Henry Jones, who was confidential
agent of the deceased. Gove demands the
restitution of $113000. It is alleged that
Jones collected $17,000 which he converted
to his own use, and according to law the
administration sues for double the
amount. Further, the administration
asks for a judgment of $59,000 against
Jones for appropriating a lot of personal
property to his own use. For further cause
of action Mr. Gove sets up a claim against
Jones for donble the amount he collected
from F. H. Page—$20,000. The sum Mr.
Page paid to Jones was $10.000, due on
property bought from Mr. Stephens, which
the agent alleges deceased made him a
present of.

An Amador Robbery.

Jackson, July 22d.—George Drudul, a
rancher living one mile from here, was
robbed Saturday morning of $2,380 in coin
and a pass-book on the Union Savings
Bank of San Francisco, calling for $4,000.

The victim sold his interest in the ranch
to his brother Jcseph and received the pur-
chase money only four days before. He
kept it in his trunk locked. It is alleged
that while all of the family was absent for
a few minutes the trunk was wrenched
open and the money and bank book
stolen. Joe's trunk was also broken open
and $80 extracted. Another brother’s
trank in which was $2,000 was untouched.
There is no clue to the robbers.

Lord Vacates.

NEvapy, Crry, Jaly 22d.—Atnoon George
Lord will vacate the Sheriff'soffice in favor
of George Dunster, the remittitur from the
Supreme Court having arrived Saturday.
Dunpster has appointed W. Reynolds of
Grass Valley Under Sheriff and L. P.
Schmidt of this city Jailer. Lord will im-
mediately commence proceedings for a sec-
ond recount of the Boston Ravine ballots,
in an endeavor to show that he and not
Danster was legally elected, owing to the
alleged fact that the Board of Election in
that precinct counted a large number of his
votes for Danster.

Lynching in New Mexico.

ALBUQUERQUE, (N. M.), July 22d.—Friday
night two Mexican horse and cattle thieves
passed through here in charge of Deputy
Sheriff McGee and Sam. Dedrick. The
party drove the stolen stock from 8Socorro
county to Gallup, where they were recog-
nized and captured, after a fight in which
the leader of the gang was killed. A re-
port has just been received herethat a party
of raen surrounded the house at Kelly's
Station, off the telegraph line, where the
men were confined, overpowered the guards,
took out the Mexicans and strung them up
toa tree near by. The lynchers are un-
known.

Nevada City Water Works.

Nevapa, July 22d.—Oa the proposition
to issue bonds in the sum of $30,000 to ob-
tain public water works for the city only
325 votes were cast. Three hundred and
seventy-one were in favor of the bonds. If
the present system, owned by Mrs. L. S.
Huntington, of New York, can be obtained
at what the Trustees regard a reasonable
price, they will be purchased. Otherwise
new works will be constructed under con-
tract.

Poisoned His Benefactor.

SAN Ber~sarpIiNO, July 22d.—Antone
Schmidt, a German, who attempted to poi-
son an old Frenchman named Bernard
Cieutat by putting strychnine in his coffee-
pot, had an examination to-day, and was
held to answer in the sum of $20,000. Thae
evidence is complete, and added to that
Schmidt has made a confession. Cieutat
had been a benefactor of Schmidt,

Tuscarora Jake Captured.

Tuscarora (Nev.), July 23d.—Tuscarora
Jake. the Indian who shot and killed two
members of his tribe in this place early
last April, was captured near the Idaho
line last Friday and brought here yester-
day. He ackanowledges committing the
deed. He was examined to-dsy before a
magistrate and held to appear before the
Grand Jury,

Stabbed to Death.

Sax Pepro, July 22d.—Martin Winters,
mate of the schooner Jessie Minor, which
arrived in port to-day, was stabbed to death
by Lewis Richmond, 2 French half-breed.
The killing was the result of a quarrel over
the favor of a notorious member of the
demijmonde, Pearl Hinton, with whom
the dead man had been living for eighteen
months. The woman Hinton was impli-
cated in a murder a year and a half ago.

The Court-Martial.

SaN Francrsco, July 22d.—The verdict
in the case of the musicians tried by Court-
martial for refusing to psrade on the Fonrth
of July has been forward 1o Colonel Dick-
inson, who is now at Santa Rosa witb his
regimuent. It has not vet been made public.
If the penalty is not vacatel by the Colonel
the musicians wiil appeal to the Governor.

Popular Poundmaster.

Sax Fraxcisco, July 22d.—The Super-
visors to-night removed Jake Lindo, the
Poundmaster, and appointed Jacob Z.
Davis, of the Bociety of Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals, in his stead. Fourteen
thousand citizens asked for the appoint-
ment of Davis.

Another Pitcher for Oakland.

Santa Rosa, July 224.—Ed Callen, the
pitcher of the Santa Rosa club, received a
telegram to-day from Colonel Tom Robin-
son, manager of the Oakland Bassball
Club, requesting him to report at Oakland.
where he will be given a trial.

Coxcorp, July 224d.—The report that
John Swett is down ,with typhoid fever is
false. He is in good health.

Two Superstitious Napoleons.

It is not generally known that both Na-
poleon I. and Napoleon I11. attached the
most superstitious importance to the letter
M. This will be understood when it is re-
membered that Marweaf was the first to
call attention to the genius of young Bona-
parte at the military college, that Marengo
was Napoleon’s first. great victory, that
Molae was the GGeneral whom he superseded
in the command of the French army in
Italy, that Mortier was one of his best
(Generals, that it was Moreau who betrayed
him, and that Murat, the King of Naples,
was the first martyr to his cause. Marie
Louise shared the culminating point of his
fortunes, Moscow was the scene of his
greatest disaster, and it was Metternich
whodefeated him in the field of diplomacy.
No less than six of his field Marshals and
twenty-six of his best Generals had names
beginning with M, and Maret, Duke of
Bassano, was his most trusted confident.
His very first battle was that of Moulnotte,
and hislast that of Mont Saint Jean, subse-
quently and more universally known as
Waterloo. Among his victories were those
of Millesimo,Mondovi, Montmirail, Monter-
ean and Montmartre. His first Chamber-
lain was M. de Montesqieu, his last resi-
dence in France was at Malmaison. He
surrendered himself to Captain Maitland
of her British Majesty’s ship Bellerophon,
and his attendants at St. Helena were
Montholon 2nd Marchand.

The superstition attached by Napo-
leon III. to the letter M may be accounted
for by the fact that his wife was 2 Countess
of Montijo, that his most intimate friend
was the Duke of Morny, and his most
dreaded enemy Manzini. The most glori-
ous feats of arms by the French army dur-
his reign were the capture of the Malakoff
and of the green Mameleh during the
Crimean war. His most famous Field
Marshals were McMahon, Duke of Ma-
genta, and the Duke of Malakoff. The
great victory of Solferino in 1859 took
place on the banks of the Mincio, and the
cities of Mantua and Milan played an im-
portant role during the campaign. The
Mexican war and the execution of Em-
peror Maximilian caused his power to
wane perceptibly. Malmesbury was the
name of his most intimate friend in Eng-
lish political life. Sedan, which witnessed
his fall, is on the banks of the Meuse : the
surrender of Metz rendered his restoration
to power impossible, and Moltke was the
name of the man to whose genius he
chiefly owed his defeat.—N. Y., Times,

IN FOREIGN LANDS.

Princess Louise Asked to Renommce
Her Sovereign Rights.

NEW LORD MAYOR OF DUBLIN.

Expensive Royalty—Labor Congress
in Paris—The Paradox
Badly Deleated.

EXPENSIVE ROYALTY.

English People Are Getting Quite Enough
of Royal Spendthrifts.

Loxpox, July 22d.—Labouchere, in a de-
bate in the House of Commons to-day on
the grant to Princess Louise on the occa-
sion of her marriage to the Earl of Fife,
moved the rejection of the report of the
committee and to substitute therefor the
address to the Queen, reciting, smong other
things, that the sums already voted by
Parliament to the roysl family should be
amply sufficient for all their proper par-
poses and that if farther supplies are needed
they ought to be provided through the re-
trenchment of the expenses of the roval
family and not by fresh demands upon the
taxpayers.

Gladstone, although he censured the
Government for its attitude, voted with the
majority of the House of Commons on the
royal grants. The report of the Committee
on Royal Grants advises that at the proper
time a law be passed providing that fature
Sovereigns shall have no claim to parlia-
mentary provision for their grandchildren.

Tenants’ Defense League.

Loxpox, July 224.—The Parnellite mem-
bers of Parliament met to-day to discuss
the subject of the Tenants’ Defense League.

A resolution was adopted declaring the
object of the new organization to counter-
act in a legal maoner the landlord combi-
nations formed for the purpose of extort-
ing unjust rents and arrears, imposing in-
equitable ferms of purchase, stimulating
evictions, and destroying the security of
tenants in their holdings. Tenants are in-
vited to join the league. The meeting
fixed the proportion of the poor law valua-
tion at the lowest annual donation.

British Navy.

Loxpox, July 22d.—In the Commons this
morning the Parliamentary Secretary of
the Foreign Office stated that no final pro-
gramme for a maritime conference had
been agreed upon with the American Gov-
ernment.

The First Lord of the Admiralty an-
nounced that ihe construction of fifty-two
warships had been, begun during the cur-
rent year. Twenty are being built in the
Government dockyards and thirty-two in
private yards.

The English Throne.

Loxvon, July 22d.—Salisbuary is reported
to have written to the Queen urging her to
exact a promise from Princess Lounise that
upon her marriage she renounce all her
rights to the succession to the throne. In
the event of the two sons of the Prince of
Wales dying without issue, the children of
Princess Louise wi'i be in the direct line to
the succession to the crown.

Rumors of War.

Loxpox, July 22d.—The Russian Gov-
ernment has allocated a large tract of land
to the Mussulman population of Karbadsh.
Such gifts are unusunal, and are usually a
prelade to a conflict with Turkey. The
Governors of Odessa and Kischeneff, in
their recent addresses to the troops, are
said to have hinted that Ruossia was pre-
paring to advance southward.

Labor Congress.

Parrs, July 22d.—The Labor Congress to-
day adopted resolations calling upon the
Governments to oppose monopolies on raw
materials and the necessaries of life, and
urging the working classes to organizs
against trusts. The next cobngress will
meet at Brussels in 1891.

Vignaux Defeated.

Paris, July 22d.—Vignaux, the French
billiard champion, and Eugene Carter
plaved a match game of cushion carroms
here to-night. The game was won by Car-
ter, who scored 100 points against Vig-
naux'’s forty

Will Not Leave Rome,

Loxpox, July 224.—A dispatch to the
Chronicle says Prince Bismarck, through the
German Embsssador at the Vatican, dis-
suaded the Pope from leaving Rome.
