THE VERDICT STANDS.

A Siskiyou County Murder Conviction

Sustained by the Supreme Court.

The Supreme Court has caused to be filed
in the office of the Clerk of the Saacrmento
Districtits decision confirming the judgment
of the Superior Court of Siskiyou county
in the case of the People vs. Dunn, con-
victed of murder in the second degree. The
assault occurred in October. 1887, and the
victim, one Pierson died in November fol-
lowing. The prisoner (and respondent)
set up the plea that death was not caused
by the wound inflicted in October; also
that the jury received evidence outside the
Court, and on various other grounds.

After disposing of other issues raised, the
Court says: * Upon the point that Pierson
did not die of the wounds inflicted upon
him in the shooting, we think the evidence
sufficient to support the finding that he
did. Dr. Robertson, who treated de-
ceased, said that it was his opinion that
death was caused by blood-poisoning re-
sulting from the wounds he received in his
arm and hand.”

Bierce’'s Lost Bride.

Neil Hubbs and Eva Adkins, the elop-
ing friend and promised bride of young
Bierce, and who ran away from Chico on
the eve of her proposed marriage with
Bierce, were not married in Sacramento, as
was reported in dispatches. They went to
Stockton, procnred a license and were
driven out to French Camp, where they
were united in marrisge by a Justice of
the Peace. Hubbs is a son of Paul Hubbs,
who lives near French Camp, and the

young couple are supposed to be stopping
at the latter’s place.
