ESTIMATING THE SALMON PaCK.

Prospective Boom in Tayo County—
Heavy Tremblor Around
the Bay—Etc.

A Lively Tremblor Visits Varvious Piaces
Aroand the Bay.

San Fraxcrsco, July 31st.—At about 4:45
o'clock this morning an earthquake shock
was very generally felt in the city. It was
a sort of rolkng shock and of unusnally
long continwance. Door-bells were rung
and bottles thrown off shelves, but no
damage of consequence is reported.

Nara, Urly 3lst.—At 4:48 o'clock this
morning tkere was a sharp shock of earth-
quake from north to south. It was shorter
and heevier than the May shake.

Sasme Cruz, July 31st.—An earthquake
was felt at 4:50 o'clock this morning, last-
ing several seconds. The vibrations were
west to east,

CeeTERvVILLE, July 31st.—Two heavy
shocks of earthquake occarred here this
morning at 4:47 o'clock, of about twenty-
five seconds’ duration. The vibrations
were east and west. No damage has been
reported as yet.

Los Gartos, July 31st.—A severe earth-
quake was felt this morning at 4:50 o’clock.
The wave was east to west. Houses
creaked, glass rattled and many were
awakenecd out of a sound sleep. Consider-
able alarm was felt.

Santa Rosa, July 31st—A sharp earth-
quake was felt here at 5 o’clock this morn-
ing, lasting about five seconds. The vibra-
tions were southeast to north west.

Bexicia, July 31st.—The extremly warm
weather of the past three days was suc-
ceeded by three distinct shocks of earth-
quake at 4:50 this morning. The first shock
was quite strong and lasted several seconds
and was followed by two lighter ones. The
Vibrations seemed to be north and south,

NEwark, July 3lst.—A severe shock
of earthquake was felt here this meorn-
ing at 4:45 o'clock. The vibrations
were from north to south, and duration
about ten seconds.

Concorp, July 31st.—At 4:40 this morn-
ing a sharp shock of earthquake was felt,
succeeded by atremble that lasted fully
two minufes. The direction of the shock
was southeast to northwest; duration thirty
seconds. At about3 A. ». a slicht shock
was felt. In the night also another., The
chickens and birds kept up a perfect pan-
demonium of chatter. It is very suliry, not
a leaf stirring.

GiLroy, July 31st.—A short, sharp shock
of earthquake was felt here this morning
at 5 o'clock.

Lick OgpseevaTory, July 3lst. — Mr,
Keeler, in charge of our earthquake instru-
ment, has just measared the intensity of
the earthquake this morning. As recorded
here it occurred at 4:46:49 a. >r., and lasted
thirty eeconds. Its greatest motion was
from north tosouth. It was.02 of an inch.
The east and west motion was the same.
The vertical motion was very small. The
period of the wave was .3 of asecond. The
intensity was estimated as size,

SKIFPFED TO CANADA,

The Note Teller of the Nevada Bank is a
Defaulter.

SAx Fraxcrsco, July 31st.—William Leith
Ross, formerly vote teller of the Nevada
Bank, last Saturday went to Canada with
about 31,500 in coin belonging to the bank.
He also took with him promissory notes
deposited for collection, the value of which
is §95,537 30. Owing to the promptness of
Captain Lees, to whom the matter was re-
ported yesterday, Ross was arrested last
night at Vietoria, B. C.

The story of Ross’ fall is very similar to
that of thousands of others. He is a young
Scotchman, about 25 years of age, a very
apt business man, and until the discovery
of his flight he has had the most entire and
implicit confidence ot the officers of the
bank. Recently, however, he has been
drinking considerably, and Mr. Bigelow,
the Vice-President and Manager, states
that he intended changing Ross’ position
last Monday and giving him another desk.
Last Friday, however, Ross went to Mr.
Davidson, the Cashier, and obtained from
him a leave of absence, complaining at the
time of ill-health. This action was taken
withont the knowledge of Mr. Bigelow.

On Monday Ross failed to appear at his
desk, and some slight suspicions were
aroused. These were increased when a
few small shortages in his collections were
discovered, and an investigation was hastily
decided on. This revealed that Ross’ detal-
cation amounted to nearly $1,500, and be-
sides this a psckage of bills payable, aggre-
gating over £95 000, was missing.

Yesterday the matter was reported to
Chief Crowley, who traned it over to ap-
tain Lees. The Captain and Detective John
Cofley found out that Ross, in company
with a man named H. R. P. Hutton, had
purchased a ticket for Victoria, B. C. Chief

Shepherd of that city was immediately
communicated with and last night both

men were sarrested. Hutton,
Englishman, was, however,
couse but $5 was found in his possession,
and the authorities were confident that he
had not been mixed up in thesteal. On
Ross’ person was found $1,575 in cash and
a guantity of notes. The information was
telegraphed to this city, and Captain Lees
replied, telling Chief Shepherd to hold
Ross at all hszards. Inquiry was also
made as to whether he counld be brought
back on extradition papers, or whether it

would be necessary to send witnesses to
Victoria to prosecute him for bringing
stolen property into the Dominion.

Answer was made that either course was
feasible

Captain Lees received a telegram from
the Chief of Police at Victoria this even-
ing, stating that Ross had turned over all
the stolen notes and what coin he had. He
says if given time he will send to Scotland
to his family for sufficient money to make
up the shortage.

INYO'S TR

IASURES.

A Big Syndicate Organized te Uncover
Them—A Beom.

INDEPENDENCE, July 31st.—Articles of in-
corporation were filed to-day in the County
Clerk's office of the Newtown Mining Com-
pany. The capital stock is $10,000,000,
The principal office will be Carson, Nev.,
while the works will be at Cerro
Gordo district, Inyo county. The Death
Valley Mining Company was also incorpo-
rated. The capital stock is $1,000,000. The
principal office is South Riverside, Cal.,
and the works at Cleveland district, Inyo
county.

A syndicate of mining capitalists, among
whom are D. O. Mills, Frank Newlands,
Archie Farrington and others, have pur-
chased the Union group of mines at Cerro
Gordo, and will operate them on a grand
scale.

These mines have heretofore yielded fif-
teen millions. Surveys were made last
week for a branch of the Carson and
Colorado Railroad and tramway, which
will be built to connect the mines with the
main line of the railroad at Keeler. The
extension of the Utah Central from Frisco
to Los Aogeles will open extensive and
rich mining fields in eastern Inyo, which
in a short ime will head the list of pro-
ducers of precious metals.

The Carson and Colorado Railroad, ac-
cording to an interview published in the
Inyo Indez of to-day with Superintendent
Yerrington of that road, will extend
from Keeler and connect with the Uiah
Central. This will give Owen's Valley the
southern outlet so long needed, which will
result in bringiog thousunds ot settlers to
this inviting country.

Daring the past week a number of real
estate dealers from San Francisco and else-
where have been here, aud all agree that a
genuine boom is near at hand. Locations
in the United States Land Office at Inde-
pendence sre more numerous and exten-
sive than ever before, and are steadily in-
creasing.

BARNARD'S COMET.

A Successful Phetograph Taken of it at
Mount Hamilton.

Lick OsservaTory, July 3lst.—The
comet discovered at (Queensland on July
21st was photographed at Mount Hamilton
last night by Mr. Barnard, he using the
new photographic camera bought by Hon.
C. F. Crocker for the eclipse expedition.
An exposure of one hour and thirty min-
utes was given. The comet is about a
sixth in magnitude. The tail is pretty
bright for twenty minutes of an arc on the
negative, and can be traced for 53 minutes
of an arc. The tail is wide and fan-shaped,
with borders concave to itsown axis. From
measurements made on the spot it was
found that the brightest parts of the solar
corona of last January were about four
thousand times brighter than the brightest
part of the comet’s tsil, or the brightest
parts of the fuil moon are over eight mill-
ion times brighter. These figures will give
some idea of the difliculty of making such
pictures. The comet is moving to the north
and east, and will be on August 2d in right
ascension 14 hours 35 minutes, and declina-
tion south 2° 16’. It is easily visible to the

naked eye. Daily motion, 2’ east, and 2°
49’ north.
Blaze at Greenville,

(iREENVILLE, July 31st.—Yesterday after-
noon about 2 o'clock a fire broke out in the
parsonage, and by the time assistance was
given it was a roaring mass of flames, and
the efforts to extinguish the fire were una-

vailable. There being in the town reser-
volr no water, it had to be carried in
buckets. The Methodist Church, standing

within twenty feet of the parsonage, caught
next, and was soon consumed. A breeze
sprang up then and carried the fire to the
southeastern part of the town, and several
dwellings and old barns were destroyed.
The loss is estimated to be between $5,000
and $10,000; insurance, $400. Nearly all
the clothing avd furniture were saved.
The cause of the fire was a defective stove-
pipe.

grown children, who are well known
among them being J. R. Leese, Postmaster
of Monterey, and Mrs. A. E. Abrego, wife
of a leading merchant of Monterey.
