MAN MAN LIVE FOREVER.

Experimeuts Made by a Noted Physician
at the National Capital.
WasHINGTON, August 1st.—Dr. William
A. Hammond of this city, is experiment-
ing with the elixir of life recently discov-
ered by Brown-Sequard, of Paris, ‘and thus
far, he says, the results are fully equal to
the promxses given out by the great Paris
pbysician. Hammond was sitting on the
veranda of the fine new hospital he has
just built, outside the city limits, when the
World u)rrespondem called on him to night.
“Jt is true,” said the doctor, ‘‘that when
Dr. Brown- Sequard s discovery was first
reported to the American people I was
rather dubious, and inclined more or less
to think, as others hinted, that either the
report was a French joke or that Dr. Brown-
Sequard ‘was another good man gone
wrong,” The first report did not givea
complete idea of the treatment. It indi-
cated rather that the elixir was a compound
made from various glands from various ani-
mals, and on thatshowing I was willing to
say that the thing was impossible, but when
I obtained further and more accurate de-
tails, I was willing to believe there might
be something in it.

HAMMOND'S EXPERIMENTS,

“] was willing at all events to put it to
the test, and about a week ago I started to
experiment. Brown-Sequard uses only se-
lected portions of a rabbit or guinea pig
simply because, I suppose, these are ani-
mals upon which experiments are usually
made in French laboratories; but I have
adopted a lamb, which, I think, is better.
The lamb, you know, is an animal good to
eat, but we don't eat guinea pigs. The
preparation of the medicine and treatment
of the patient are very sitaple. I take the
selected portion of the lamb freshly killed
and pound it into & pulp ina mortar. With
this I mix a teaspoonful or two of water,
and the result I filter through fine Swiss
filtering paper. The fluid, which issligntly
thicker than water, comes through per-
fectly pure and limpid. The filtering must
be carefully done, for if any shred or part
of the pulp were injected under the pa-
tient's skin it would form abcesses and do
harm. The extract from a single lamb will
be sufficient for a dozens injections. It
does not matter to what part of the body
the application is made, but the most con-
venient place is under the skin of the fore-
arm, where the skin is comparatively slack.
It would hardly be safe to inject the finid
derived from a body twenty-four hours
after the killing of the animal. Thein-
jection of blood and the juice of beef into
wasted patients has been common for many
vears, and it is well known that to inject
the essence of decayed beef would kill.

MUST BE DPONE QUICKLY.

**As soon as the iamb is slaughtered by
the butcher no time is wasted in pnundm«-
and filtering, and within an hour of the
killing of the lamb, the juice is circulating
through the patient’s veins and mingling
with bhis blood. I began experiments first
on myself to assure myself that it was not
dangerous to a patient. Since then I have
applied the elixir to several old gentlemen
without their knowing what it was. One
man, about sixty years, had his arm so
nearly paralyzed with rheumatism that for
nearly a year he could not raise his hand
to his head. Soon after the elixir was in-
jected into his arm he was able to wield it
in any direction and almost as vigorously
as he had ever done.

REQUESTED BY A PATIENT.

“Up to the present my e.\pvrimems have
been made without the patieats’ knowl-
edge, but to-morrow I am going to begin
treating & man in this way at his own re-
quest. Of course it is too early yet to draw
any sweeping conclusions from the result
obtained, but as far as 1 have gone the re-
sults sre certainly remarkable. When I
have continued my experiments longer 1
shall be able to draw conclusions with
more confidence. Brown-Sequard’s calcu-
lation is that an injection once a month
will suffica to keep a man twenty or thirty
years younger than he really is.”

Hesgame here Jast winter and advertised
in the papers for a wife, receiving about
150 answers. He would select his victims
and after securing what money he could
from them under promise of marriage,
would drop them. A widow named Kate
Smith gave him $49, but on his deceiving
her, she had him arrested on a charge of
obtaining money under false pretenses,
and his conviction followed. Nothing can
be ascertained as to his identity. He says
his uncle was a very prominent man in
San Francisco and died on July 18th last.

At the time of his arrest here the local
press wrote his escapades up at length, and
in revenge he will not talk about his good
fortune.

His sentence was two and one-half years
in the penitentiary, but he is now in jail
awaiting the action of the Supreme Court
on his appeal.

ICELAND TO ALASEA.

Transplanting the Entire Population of
Iceland, 75,000 Souls.

WaAsHINGTON, August 1st.—Among per-
sons of a scientific turn of mind, & certain

roject of international importance has
geen discussed. It is nothing more nor
less than the transplanting of the entire
population of Iceland, 75,000 souls, to the
most habitable part of Alaska. Many of
them, it is said, are willing to move to a
more genial climate, or at least to & more
fruitful territory.

Their idea is not to 2o to a region wholly
different, where all the conditions of life
will be reversed. but to a land nearly in the
latitude of Iceland. The proposition is
one of vast importance, as it involves the
removal of an entire people—an old, re-
nowned and cultivated people. It has be-
hind it strong influence in high quarters.

Senator Platt, of Connecticut, it is said,
has agreed to defray the expenses of an
Icelandic Minister in makipg arrangements.
The valuable wooded and fertile region of
the great Yukon river is suggested as the
new habitat of the Icelanders, if the con-
sent of the Parliament of Iceland and of
the Danish Government can be obtained.
