Alfalfa requires irrigation,but most of our
farmeis have springs sufficient to irrigate
a few acres of any of those choice grasses
or clover until they are rooted, when it
willbe almost impossible to killthem out.

UTILIZATION OF FERTILIZING MATERIAL-

There is a large amount of waste mate
rial that can be added to the manure heap
with advantage, and during the warm days
of summer the materials very quickly de-
compose. Weeds can be profitablyraked
up and added to the manure heap, pro-
vided they are not ready to seed, and
even then a well-managed heap will
destroy the seeds. The mo<=t important
requisite with manure is to have it as fine
as possible, and, with this object inview,
the hay left over or tramped should be
cut. The straw used for bedding willbe
more serviceable if cut for that purpose,
and willalso more readily act as an ab-
sorbent in the manure heap. Itmust not
be overlooked that the liquids ire more
valuable than the solid?, and the best mode
of retaining the liquids is to use absorbent
materials. Even dry dirt has be^n found
a valuable substance in the manure heap
when used as an absorbent, and as the 1
liquids serve to hasten decomposition they
largely increase the value of the solid por-
tions.

La Paz (L.C), Meiico.
You may search all the Encyclopedias

of Universal Knowledge and the Gazetteers
of the World

—
even the histories and

geographics
—

without finding anything
about LaPaz, except the bare fact that it
is the capital of Baja California and is
located on the j,ulf side of the peninsula,
near its southern end, facing a bay which
is also called La Paz.

European eyes first looked upon the spot
about 352 years ago, when a ship, under
orders from Hernan Cortez, came sailing
into the bay. Cortez himself came here a
few months afterwards, while exploring
the gulf which for three centuries bore
his name: and, having anchored and
looked about him, being impressed by the
same calm that to-day prevails, he dubbed
both sea and shore LaPaz

—
"The Peace."

One hundred and seventy-five years later j
(in 1710) another famous character visited
the place

—
Alexander Selkirk, then sail-j

ingnußter of the Dover (one of Woodea
Rogers' fleet), who, On his way from the!
Island of Juan Fernandez, was compelled i
to lay here some weeks for repaint to his
ship.

After Cortex, came a host of mission-
aries, and in tne wake of the misioniries j
fallowed a number of Spanish expeditions, i
and the efforts of bot£ toward Christian- 1
ization and colonization were mainly con- 1
fintd to this vicinity—probably on ac- j
count of the gold in the near-by Ceralbo !
bland and the richness of the pearl i
fisheries hereabouts. English expeditions !
also came to various points —

the earlier j
ones for the express purpose of capturing \u25a0

the richly-laden galleons on their voyage ;
from Manila to Mexico,and inmore recent

'

years for geographical aad scientific pur-
poses.

The first mission in either California
—

that of Our Lady of Loreto
—

was founded ]
in 1697, on the gulf side of the peninsula, j
in latitude 29° 30', by Father Jose Marie ;
Salvaticrra. There were several othcis
near the eastern coast, notably those |
known as Dolores del Sur, Santa Rosa dc j
Molige,and Ban Francisco lie Vigge.

By the way, between La Paz and Ban
Jose del Cabo, is the old town of Loreto,
cr what is left of it, which was

TUE ANCIENT CAPITAL

Of the two California*.Upper and Lower,
and the place where the first mission waa
established. The site seems to have been
badly chosen, as from time to time por-
ti >i!- of it were carried away by water, and
now all that remains is the mission church
and its dependant buildings. It is worth
making a detour to visit this old-time
sanctuary, which is still kept in tolerable
repair. It is of solid stone, large and
quaint, with arched roof and dome at one
end. Init arc some remarkable paintings
(remarkably ngly, though Scriptural), and
queer "ornaments" that are not iv the
least ornamental, rusty acd musty with
the mildew of years. The altar and bap-
tismal font, however, are worthy of note,
being of pure alabaster, in exceedingly
grai eful design.

Approached from the sea, through a
narrow and somewhat dangerous channel,
La Paz

—springing suddenly into view —
looks so likethe city of a dream that it is
hard to believe oneself awake. Its low
white walls (which closer inspection shows
to be of much-plastered adobe), gleaming
like purest warble in etercal Btmshine,
overshadowed by stately tamarind trees
and groups of towering palms, seem to rise
directly out of the ocean, and remind one
strongly of Oriental cities

—
the cities of

pictures. A few domes and spues add to
the illusion,and the cool, calm water of
the foreground is dotted with myriad- ol
small "white wings" belonging tothe pearl
fishers.

The great gun fired on deck, that shook
the thip like an aspen in the wind, in-
stuntly collected a crowd on the wharf

—
for the arrival ot a vessel in sleepy La Paz
is an event of importance. Boats were put
out at once, the foremost group, each Boat-
ing the Mexican flag, bringing the health
and customs officers, the Cuiuandante and
El Consul Americano. No trouble is ex-
perienced here by foreigners, whether they
be btnt on business or pleasure, so loi/g as
they show themselves nisnnstd to do the
fair thing; for La Paz bears the well-
deserved reputation of containing the mist
accsmmedatlag officials, the most hospita-
ble people and the prettiest ladies in all
Mexico.

It-j population is something over 0,000,
but

— though the capital of an extensive
Territory of a great Republic —iiis liter-
ally isolated from the out.r woiid, having
neither railway, telegraph nor telephone
communications with any other point, and
only to be reached by infrequently passing
vessels. Being the seat of Territorial
government, it hn6 by far the best society
of any city in Lower California, if not in
western Mexico, and numbers among its
citizens many families of wealth and high
position.

As we mouuted the broad steps of the
stone-piled pier, after a short r<;w from
ship to hhore, the cocoa palms were throw-
ing long, fantastic effigies of themselves
upon tfap slow-rippling waters, and the
sun was disappearing behind the moun-
tains, which were fast fading from purple
to shadowy gray.

ing range above range, higher ard higher,
with now and then a folitary peak sharply
outlined against the cloudless skies of
endless summer. From these hills the
most magnificent views may be obtained
of the Californian gulf and its countless
Iislands. The climate is unsurpassed, the
|thermometer uever rising above 90 degrees
aiivfthe nights being always cool.

The
tortuous streets, thongs narrow, are won-

ALFALFA IN THE MOUNTAINS.

Any one douMing the fact that alfalfa
and allkinds of meadow grasses willgrow
on our mountain farms, should visit the
ranch of Frank Femmons, near Crook's
mil!. Mr.Feromons hau been experiment-
ing with alfalfa, white clover, timothy,
blue grass and various other ordi.ird
grasses, and finds that they root rapidly
and grow luxuriantly. Itis a rare treat
to see those familiar grasses growing up
strong and thrifty so hi^h in the mount-
ains, anil is another proof of the product-
iveness of the soil and the adaptability
of the climate of Maripota county. If
more of our mountain ranchers would
plant those varieties of gTasa, they would
6Oon produce all the fine kind? of hay

The 6cale-bugs must go ; are going in
this vicinity as fast as any reasonable fruit-
grower could ask. Let us investigate a
little. Here is a beautiful young acacia
tree. Ten months ago ithad a very few
scales on its trunk and larger branches,
perhaps a dozen. Three months ago the
entire surface of the<e parts was well nigh
completely covered with scales. Let us
examine it this morning ; we find about
two-thirds of the scales destroyed. What
has done it ? Looking carefully we see
many individuals of the two-stabbed lady-
bird (a smallish black lady-bird with a

round crim-on spot on each wingcover);
by watching these a little we see them
work loose the edge of the mature scale
and eat the egg ma** beneath. Here, what
is this homely, bristly, dark-brown thing,
doggish of motion, like some silurian
monster in miniature of bygone ages ? If
we watch it we willsee it gathering up the
young scale-bugs and eating them as a hog
does grains of corn. It is the larva of the
two-stabbed lady-bird. Here on the rough
bark, around this knot, £'.) of them h.ivu
secured themselves by the posterior end,
and have changed topupa, from several of
which the perfect beetles are emerging;
here on the underside of this knot is a
clutter of their dark yellow fggp. Tlse
larva of thistwo-stabbed lady-bird (Walsh)
Chiieorus bivulnrr's, is not so slender inform
as allothers, and is defended in the larva
and pupa state by being covered withmany
black branching hairs or briars, its food
both in larva aud adult state being scale-
bugs and tin.ir esgs.

Now,my
geod friends, how long can the scale-Lugs
on this acacia tree withstand the inroads
on their numbers by these three persistent
and ravenous enemies? Barely not long.
Therefore we nra pleased to be :ible to say
tint the scale-bugs most go; they are fcO-
ing, and going fast. You may ei*k, ifthe
lady-birds aredestroying them »o fast, why
did not they do so before? Simply bcause
soaie uf the best species of these most valu-
able beetle- were not here to destroy them.
Species new to this coast have been im-
ported accidentally from the East, other?
have been brought from Now /^aland,
Australia aad ether foreign countries. In
the past the scale-bogs hare had their
day, the future belongs to the lady-birds.

Iwill
proceed to give you my experience of the
last five year.-.

MfFren.h prooefl I dry as follows I
gather thi' ptuiMt ripe from the trees

—
thuj is, by placing on the ground under-
r..'.Hi th" t'-.' • a canvas of sufficient size to
take in well the spread of the bran bes,
then gently (hake the tree, and fruilthat
it> iii'. falh to the casm. Itis necessary
to go over the trees every two or three
day*, thereby you pet only the ripe fruit.
Immediately they are nhakcn from the
trees the prune 1* are dipped in a solution,
boiling lit,made of twenty gallon water
to one pound American concentrated lye.
Dip it.iffieient to crack the tkin; it may
take fifteen to twenty seconds; then rm-o>
in cold water. If the skin of the prone i
j>ei''.»ofl", it s-hows that the solution is too
strori', or, more likely,you have allowed
thorn to remain too long in the dip.
After rinsing, immediately spread ou
trsys and place in the eun en your
dry ground, which bhouM be perfectly
cK^ti, DO dost, :ind Itithem remain until
fairly dry, bat n t r.ittliaj;dry. Now take
the proj-erly-ilritd piur.es t<> your store-
hoii.ie, anj spread them on the floor, not
over two Teet deep, aud let them (ro liuongfa
the sweating JHfli—l. which requires from
twenty to t wenty-iive iajtf time. As the
prunes go through tliis sweat they should
he tmned with :iIhovtl.tverjf two or three
days to eqftalise the ptognm of t!i.
ing procet-s. Afttr sweating, tha prunes
are ready for market. Ithnn dip thorn in
boilingwater, s:iy one-half minute, pileoir
the floor one foot deep, nud pack the fo!-
--loftiili.'liav.
Ifyour prunes we gathered ripe and

you follow the above meLhoJ of curing,
yuur prunes willbe of » rich, dark color,
and highly flavored. You require uo
evaporator in your climate, other tn-\a tite
mm, to make first-claiw dried French
prunes, apricots, peaclies and plums. My
tray? for drying are made of one by one
half-inch redwood with redwood shakos
inserted, which makee the tray available
on both side*, and are six feet Jong by
three feet widv. There is mflScieni ipaoe
between the trays to admit of piling to-
gether, and Imove my fruit to the dry
ground from the diphv a car ou
railroad track, piled uj» fourteen teajl
high. In reference to experienced hands
Itliinkyou willfind most any intellisreiit
ruan can carry out the above without any
difficulty.
