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HOW PEOPLE SLEEP.

Some Interesting Dream Statistics
Gleaned by a Russian University.
|From the Boston Medical Journal.j

An interesting investigation upon the
above subject has recently been made un-
der the auspices of the University of Dor-
pat, Russia. Some 500 circulars were sent
out with a series of quite definite ques-
tions, which were answered with equal de-
tailby 151 students, 113 other males, 142
females. The results for the two sexes
were so different that they formed a homo-
geneous class interesting as a special study.
The liret problem that was proposed n
the relation between the frequency and
vividness of dreams. Itappears that 02.5
per cent, of those who dream every nij;ht
dream vividly.<30.5 per cent, of these who
dreim frequently, and only 20.8 r^r cent,

of those who dream seldom, thawing that
the nndlMM of dreams incre.i-es very
rapidly with their frequency. Next, how
is the intensity of sleep related to the fre-
quency of dreams? Of the students who
dream nightly G8 per cent, have a light
and only 28 per cent, have a deep sleep;
of those dreaming frequently, 40 per cent.;
of those dreaming seldom, $2.6 per cent.
Similiar percentages for the other milt's
are CS.S, 4.2! and 39.3, au<l for women,
72.46 and 50 per cent. We conclude, then,
that frequent dreams are a concomitant of
lightsleep, though the relation is far from
universal. A.-i refuels sex, women have
73 per cent, of their number dreaming
nightly or frequently, while students have
only 50 per cent, and other males 4S per
cent. Again, 63 per cent, of the women
sleep lightlyand only 42 per ceut. of the
\u25a0todenta DM -14 per cent, of other males.
We oondnde, then, that women have a
very much lighter sleep than men, and that
their dreams are proportionately' wore
frequent.

Auother conclusion, the evidence of
which is too detailed at present, is that as
we grow cluWr our dreams become less fre-
quent, but our sleep becomes li.-hter, age
affecting intensity of tloep more than fre-
quency of dreams.

The author regards the students as in
the period of maximumdreaming (20 to 21
years of age. The deep sleep of childhood
(hostile to frequency of dreams) is then
least counterbalanced by tiie lessening of
dreams due to age.

THE VTVZDNEBB OF DEEAM-s

fcibows a similar relation to age and sex,
the women dream most vividly; the stu-
dents being younger than the other men,
have more vivid dream.". Tiie power of
remembering dreams is also dependent
upon vividness :mJ frequency ofdreaming
it is (oeordisgly greatest in women, ar.d :
greater in students than in more mature
men. The livt-lineps of the emotional
nature, :iprominent feature of women and
youth, seems thus to be marked out as the
causative uir<nt in the production of
dreams. The duration ofsleep should nat-
urally be related to the h:ibit of dreaming,
but in the men no such relation can be
discovered. In the women, however, it
\u25a0ppean that those wl:o dream frequently
sleep nearly an hour longer than those
who seldom dream. This diSerence is
regarded as due to the fact that men are
more under duty to break short their
sleep and thus vitiate the statistics. This
is corroborated by the frequency with
which the men who dream frequently de-
clare themselves tired inthe morning, in-
dicating incomplete Bleep.

The need of i-loep is greater in women
than inmen, the duration of sleep being |
longer and the percentage of tireJ morn-
ingand evening and of not tired being
three to two and two to thrse. respectively
as compared to the men. Students sleep
lon^ir ;u.<l are lees tired than other men.
The time needed to fall asleep is about the
Kmie inall three cases

—
20.8 minutes for

the men, 17.1 minutes for students, and
21 2 minutes for the women. Ineach case,
however, it takes loii.er for those who are
frequent dreamers and liuhtsleepers to fall
asleep than persons of opposite character-
istics. Eighty percent, of students sleep j
uninterruptedly through the night, 70
per cent, ofother m*n,and only 43 percent.
of women. J.:glit sleep and frequent
dreams increase the uninterruptedness of
\u25a0tasp. The power of (ailingasleep at will
is possessed by few. Itis greater inyouth
than in age. Twenty-eight per cent, of
men, 19 per cent, of students, and 20 per
cent, of women sleep in theaUernoon.'indi-
cating a making up of insufficient sleep on
tiiepart of the men.

The effect of dream habits upon mental
work is also evident. Those who dream
seldom, or sleep deeply, are better dis-
posed for work in the forenoon than light
sleepers ar.d frequent dreamers. The fore-
noon seems ingeneral to be the profaned
time of work. The statistics regarding
nervousness confirm the accepted fact
that ihib is greater among students than
ether men at large, itis, too, a concomit-
ant of light sleep and frequent dreams.
