OCEAX TRAFFIC.

l.'nxlish Yp-icls Coming to Kngii^e in the
Wc>»t luiiin Tnule.

New York, Aagust 12'.h.—The arrival
in this port within the last four days of
threa big English steamers has brought out
the information that a fleet of some fifteen
!ur,>e vessels is on its way across the
Atlantic to this port. Their coming is the
remit of a hurried cable dispatch from the
English agents in this city giving accounts
oftho brisk Etate of Ua'de between New
York and West Indian porrs. Within the
last mocth there has been every indication
that freights to West Indian ports were
abcnt to enjoy * baom. Ibis was the case

fora few weeks during the month of May.
But the boom which appears to be near at
hand promises to outdo anything of like
character in the last twenty years.

American shippers who have been kept
well inVormed have been quietly getting in
band all the vessels possiole. but these iv
every instance nave onsisted of schooners
and small sailing vessels. If the matter
cocld have been kept from the BugtUfa
agents long enough to secure half a doz-en
steamship charters there was in prospect a
rich run of business for more than one
American house.

The British vessels, by reason of their
immense carrying capacity, can eech ac-
commodate as much freight as would re-
quire half a dozen or more FChooner3 to
handle. All the available British vessels
in American ports have been ordered to
proceed to Xew York.

The Cliristian Missions In Cliinu are a
Complete Fnilm-i'.

WMOncetOK, August Il'li.—Lieutenant
Wood oi the United States Navy hat-;
much in China and the Ktst, and pablidv
speaks as follows ofthe American niission-
uries in China and Corea: "Itis not ex-
travagant to say that the work of the mis-
sionaries in China and Corea has been ab-
solutely without any resul;. except to hold
them up to the ridicule of the natives. It
has been before stated, aud I concur in the
belief, that there is not a Chinese convert
to Christianity of sound mind to-day with-
in the entire extent of China.

"The converts we hear of in this country
are merely menials employed about quar-
ters of missionaries, who, for a salary of >l
per momh, become converts. But when
they are discharged there is no further evi-
dence of their change of mind. The mis-! sionaries do not mix with the natives to

I any considerable extent, and many of their
meetings are not only conducted in En-
giish, but with the lni-iionariea themselves
as audiences.

"As for a nobleman of Corea or a man-
darin of China ever acknowledging tbe

jChristian faith, such a thing was never
heard of. The missionaries are look;--;
upon about as is the Salvation Army in
America, only to a decree tpn time* as
great. The Chinaman, ibr instance, has a

jrespect forhis language which amounts to
reverence. Evea a stray piece of paper
covered with Chinese characters would be

Ipicked up by t!ic:n and burned.
"Yon will understand with what feel

ings they regard the translation of the
Bible the missionaries have prepared for
them when you know that this is a lingo
which stands in the same relation to tbe

jclasMcal language of the country, which is
jused in court, and is the official language
all over that country, that an obscure
negro dialect of Louisiana bears to classi-

I cil Bogliafa. Only educated Chinese are
i able to use this language,
j "They all have the same respect far it,
jand it is in thai the precepts of Conmcius

; are given to the people. When the mis-
-1 sionaries located in Foo Chow they learned
i the language of that locality, and, of
: course, could use no other, either in speech
I or to write, in making a trnnslat'.on. There
i is a gradual change in the lingoes ofChina,
j which is seen distinctly in a distance o!
' fifty miles, hut tbe tongue of tie man-

darins ia universally ns^d by the educated
and reverenced by everyone."

A traveler just arrived in London irvAi

basalt that w.is at length erected is now in-
closed in a high wall with a padlocked
gate.

The first is that of the Countess Teleki, a
daughter of Lord Langdale, who specially
desired that her grave should be next to
Buckle's, and the next is that of Lady

the monument. On Buckle's tomb, also—on which, however there is no eross—there
is an Arabic inscription suggested by the
famous Emir Abd-el-Kader.
