IT CAUSES HER LOVER TO RECEIVE
A ENIFE WOUND.

The “ Honest Granger” and the L-Street
Siren—Oscar Glover Stabbed by an
Unknown Person.

About half-past eight o'clock last even-
ing & young man wko gave his name as
Oscar Glover, assisted by Gougey Welch
and a man named Williams, appeared at
the office of Dr. Simmons for surgical
treatment. He was bleeding profusely
from a cut in his left side. The blade that
inflicted the wound was of about the
width of a large pocket-knife or narrow
dirk. The cut penetrated the wall of the
abdomen, but it was impossible to deter-
mine whether or not the intestines had
been cut. =

Welch said he and Williams met Glover
on Second street, and learning ot his con-

dition volunteered to assist him to a sur-
geon'’s office.

Captain Karcher was telephoned for
while Glover's wound was being dressed.
and he directed officer Arlington to place
Welch under arrest until the facts of the
affair could be learned.

Glover was visited by a Recorp-Uxsioxn
reporter, but he refused to talk dbout the
affair, beyond stating that he was on
Third street, between K and L, where

he met three men, sirangers to
him. As he passed them one of
the trio quietly poked him in the

ribs, but he continued on his way without
knowing he was injured, and it was not
until he reached 1. strcet that he discov-
ered that he was bleeding profusely, He
said he then walked down L street to Sec-
ond, where he met Welch and Williams.

Neither the police nor the reporters
placed any reliance on this story.” It was
evident that Glover had made up his mind
to conceal the facts connected with the
cutting, and that nothingcould be got from
him that would throw any li.hton the
affair. The general opinion was that there
was a woman in the case,

Just as a wagon arrived to take the
wounded man out to the County Hospital,
Peter Rose, who keeps 2 saloon on L street,
between Third and Fourth, came along
and professed to know something of the
circnmstances under which Glover received
his injury. He said that a woman of the
town, pamed Kitty Bowman, came into
his saloon a little after 8 o’clock, in com-
pany with an elderly, granger-looking sort
of a man, {o get a drink. They helda
brief interview in his back-room and then
came to the bar. The old man demanded
of the fickle Kitty a dollar and a half, that
he had in a moment of weakness and while
under the psychological influence of her
charming (?) presence given to her. She
refused to part with the lucre, and the
granger, losing his temper, snatched her
gonnet from her head and dashed out the

oor,

Glover was in the saloon atihe time, He
had been known as the friend and com?
panion of the weman, and as the granger
disappeared through the door, Glover
started after him. What transpired outside
nobody seemed to know. Glover did not
return to the salcon, but a few minutes af-
terward showed up, as first stated, with a
stab in hisside. The natural presumption
is that he overtook the fleeing countryman
somewhere in the vicinity and that the
latter turned and stabbed him,

Officer Carroll and a brace of newspaper
men set out to find the woman who seemed
to have been the cause of the row. After a
haif-hour’s gearch she was found at Second
and L streets. She seemed to be somewhat
under the influence of liquor, and posi-
tively denied any knowledge of the affair,
and declared she hed not been in Rose’s sa-
loon during the evening. The officer took
her to the City Prison, however, where
Captain Karcher ordered her locked up.
Later she was taken into the office
and plied with questions, but persisted in
her story that she had not been in the sa-
loon, and had had no dealings with the
mysterious countryman. After a while,®
however, sne admitted all that Rose had
told, except the presence of Glover, whom
she declared she had not seen in several
weeks. She said she occupied Room 21 in
the old Grand Hotel building at Front and
K streets—the precise address said to have
been given by Glover to Captain Karcher.

Nothing further could be learned from
her. She either could not or would not
give any deseription of her granger com-
panion, and was again locked up to await
further developments.

Glover was sent to the County Hospital,
and the severity of his wound is not yet
known. He bad @st considerable blood,
but went away smoking a cigarette. He
was some weeks ago employed on the
H-stree! car line, but since then has been a
hanger-on of the dives about L street. He
has a brether in this city, and his parents
live in Placer county.

FAULTY LEGISLATION.

But the Prison Directors Will Get Their
Money Just the Same.

Yesterday afternoon the State Prison Di-
rectors—every one present—held a confer-
ence in the Governor's cffice regarding
prison matters and the settlement of the
controversy which has arisen over a faulty
appropriation Act, passed by the last Legis-
lature.

At the last session an Act was passed
appropriating $15.000, to be expended on
the San Quentin Prison, in the following
way: Repairing brilding and making im-

rovements, etc, $10000; roofs for cell

uildings, $4,000; buiiding cver lower gate
for guards’ headquarters, $1.000; cement
for general repeirs, $1,000. Footinz up
these amounts makes a total of $16,000,
while the Act says that §15,000 shall be ap-
propriated. The Directors were afraid that
this error might render the whole amount
unavailable, and hence the conference on
the matter. General McComb was present
at the meeting, as was also Controller
Dunn. It was agreed with the Controller
that the $1,000 for cement would be thrown
out of the matter, and itis now conceded
that the money can be drawn according to
law.

CASE OF VICE VERSA.

An Ingrate’s inhumanity to Mann Makes
the Latter Mourn.

J. L. Mann, a Butte county youth, whcee
bump of discretion is oversized by that of
benevolence, told the police yesterday how
he had been done up by one he had be-
friended. He met this individoal at Rose-
ville while coming here, and paid his fare
to the Capital City. Together they were
‘taking in the town” on Tuesday nights
when his new-found friend knocked him
down, choked and robbed him of $102.
This wealth was divided between two
pockets, one containing $32 and the other
$10. With the assistance of officer Camp-
bell, the alieged robber was captured, and
the §10 recovered, but thwe other $02 repre-
sents the extent to which Mann is out and
injured. 3

‘The police are inquiring into the sfair,
and pendiog results no charge has been
made against the arresied party.

NO DANGER SIGNAL.

Thrown From an Express Wagon and
Seriously Injured.

About 10 o’clock last night Frank Car-
penter, the driver of one of the Transfer
Company's express wagons, met with a
serious accident at the corner of Eighteenth
and J streets, It appears that he was driv-

ing through Eighteenth street with a load
of trunks, and ran into the cut made in
laying the new street railway track up J
street. The wagon upset and Carpenter
wasthrown to the ground, the trunks falling
upon him and injuring him very severely.
He was picked up and carried to the resi-
dence of Sheriff McMullen, near by, and
subsequently removed to his home.

It is said that there were no lights out to
indicate danger, and that a few moments
later a hack came near being wrecked at
the same place. It looks like case of gross
negligence on the part of someone.

Lottery Agents.

A few days ago G. L. Rose, a detective in
the employ of the Law and Order League,
went into a Chinese shoe store on Sixth
street which he had reason to believe wasa
lottery agency, and told one of the two
men in charge that he wanted to purchase
a lotteryticket. The Chinaman told him to
take one from & pile of tickets on a table,
which the officer did, and inquired the
price thereof. He was told it wasten cents.
He laid down his dime, and the ticket-
vender wrote some hieroglyphics on the
bit of paper and handed it to the officer.
The persons running the place were then
arrested.

The trial took place yesterday before
Justice Henry and a juory of six men.
Deputy District Attorney J. A. Bruner con-
ducted the prosecution, and Charles T,
Jones defended the prisoners. The prose-
cution introduced the testimony of the
officer who purchased the ticket, and also
of another detective, Edward Conick, who
was with Rose at the time of the purchase.
A young man named Fields testified to hav-
ing purchased aticket at the same place,
and a Chinaman was placed on the stand
who identified the bits of paper as Chinese
lottery thickets, reading therefrom the
name of the firm that cooducted the lot-
tery, and the date of the drawing.

The arresting officer was W. W. Cone, of
the United States Detective Association,
and while be was on the stand Mr. Jones
asked him if he had ever been convicted of
any crime. C(one replied that- he had,
through misrepresentation. Replying to
another question, witness =aid he was a
deputy under a Galt constable.

Jones retorted that the witness had no
right to make an arrest in this township,
and defied Gone to arrest any white man
under simiiar circumstances.

Mr. Bruner briefly but clearly reviewed
the testimony snd the law on the subject,
and argued that a clear case of guilt had
been established, and concluded by ad-
monishing the jury that they had but one
duty to perform under the law, and that
was to return a verdict in accordance with
the faets shown.

Mr. Jones held that it had not. been
proven that the ticket ({.mrchased by Rose
was a lottery ticket, and scored the detect-
ives severely, charging that;they were in
the Labit of employing boys to visit saloons
in order to convict the keepers thereof of
selling liquor to minors.

The audience withdrew and left the
jurors to their intelligent deliberations. In
a few minutes they arrived at a verdict that
surprised all who heard the evidence—
namely, that the defendants were innocent,

SEEKING LIGHT.

The Tish and Game Commission Going
at its Work Carefully.

At the meeting of the State Board of
Fish and Game Commissioners, he# in
San Francisco, on Tuesday, the following
statement of its purposes, under the recent
Act of the Legislature, was adopted :

The TFish Commissioners of the State of
California are by an Act of the Legislature,
approved March 16, 1889, charged with the
duty of importing into the State various
game birds for propagation. Among these
are wild torkeys, prairie chickens, quails,
pheasants, and other well known game
birds. For the purposes of the law the
sum of $2,000 is appropriated by the Legis-
lature, to be used by the State Board of
Fish Commissioners in defrsying the costs
incidental to said impertation. The birds
when procured will be distributed through-
out the State in such quantities and in such
localities, as from their best information,
mey to the Board seem proper.

Yor the purpose of obtaining this infor-
mation, the proper oflicers of all gun clubs
and other sporting associations, as well as
all individuals feeling an interest in the
objects of this scheme to stock the State
with game birds non-existent here, are re-
spectfully invited to correspond with the
State Board of Fish Commissioners, and
offer such suggestions as they deem best
touching any matters relating to this sub-
ject.
Like suggestions sre also invited from
the press of this and other States, to the
end that this laudable endeaver of the Leg-
islature may be made entirely successful.

An engineer is to be employed to pre-
pare an estimate of the cost of removing
the obstructions at Salmon Falls, on the
American river.

Another effort will be made to prevent
copper mining companies in the vicinity of
Valley Springs, Calaveras county, from run-
ning sulphuric acid into the Mokelumne
river.

HAS BEEN THERE.

Burglar Williams Proves to be an Ol
Conviet,

Ed. Williams, the man who was caught
in P. Xelly's house a few days ago, where
he attempted to steal a watch, is now in the
county jail awaiting trial for burglary. He
was asked yesterdsy if he had not been in
the State Prison, and he replied that ke had
not. He wasshown a photograpk of one
“George” Williams in the police album of
prisoners, and admitted that it was his.

The records in the County Clerk’s oflice
show that on September 1, 1885, this same
George Williams was convicted in Judge
Van Fleet's Court of burglary in ihe sec-
ond degree, and sentenced to the Folsom
Prison for a term of three years. The
ime for which he was convicted was en-
tering & house and stealing a satchel be-
longing to one Miss Johnson. On the 3d
of September he was deposited in the
prison. Hence, ifeconvicted on the present
charge, his term of sentence will be in-
creased by the said prior conviction.

School Law Interpretations.

Atiorney-General Johnson has rendered
the following opinion to Frank Dalton,
President of the Board of Education, of
San Francisco, in answer to inquiries from
that oflicial:

“Replying to yours of the 6th inst., I
have to say that, in my opinion, it is legal
for the Board of Education to rent the
Coggswell bnildfng and establish a High
School therein, said High School having
an induastrial courze of study in addition to
the other regular High Schoel work. For
authority to rent see Subdivision 4 of Sec-
tion 1617, of the Political Code. For au-
thority to authorize extra studies, see Sec-
tion 1665 of the Political Code.

“In answer to your second question,‘Can
the Board of Education grant special cer-
tificates authorizing persons to teach me-
chauvics, sewing, e:c? 1 have to say that
this can be done. (See Sub. 3, Sec. 1791,
Pol. Code.) The State school fund cannot

Makes a Clean Breast of It.

A Recorp-UnioN reporter met J. M.
Thacker, special officer for Well, Fargo &
Co., last night as he was passing through
the city. It conversation with him it was
learned that H. L. Gordon—the man« wko
was recently convicted at Auburn,
Placer county, of complicity in the
Clipper Gap train robbery on the 24th of

last December, and sentenced to ten years
at San Quentin—had since made a full con-
fession of his crime to Mr. Thacker. Gor-
don says that the job was done by himself
and bhis brother George. Their purpose
had been to rob the express-car on the
train of the preceding evening, but they
found that the windows of the car were
protected by iron bars, and they abandoned
the idea.

The next night everything was to their
liking, and they did the job very neatly.
They bad some iron ladder-rungs made at
a blacksmith shop in this city, which they
took with them to Auburn, and constructed
their rope ladders in a hotel at Auburn.
They had some sharp-pointed steel hooks
made to keep the ladders from sli(rpin ,
and also took from here a sledge an colg-
chisel which they had made at Melville’s
shop on I street, between Fourth and Fifth,

It will be remembered that many persons
scouted the idea of the robbers having
descended from the roof of the car to the
windows of the side-doors, but Gordon says
they did by the aid of the ladders.

They divided the plunder at & point about
a mile and a half from Auburn (some
$5,000) and separated. Gordon says he was
sitting beside the track, this side of New-
castle, that night when the special train went
up with officers True, Burke and Hickey,
whom ke recognized through the lighted
windows. The next night he came to
Sacramento on a freight train, arriving at
ten o’clock, and put up at a lodging house
at Fourth and K streets. He staid three days
and then went to Los Angeles, and after-
ward to Kansas City, Mo, where he was
arrested, His brother’s whereabouts are
vot known. .

Gordon says his chief purpoge in making
the confession is that he desires to remove
the last vestige of suspicion—if any remainsg
— against the honesty and faithfulness
of express messengers David Johnston acd
Emery Carpenter, whom some over-hasty
persons had accused of complicity in the
crime. He says that himself and brother
robbed the Mendocino stage just before the
train robbery, and that ten years of crime
has been enough for him.

POLICE COURT.

Two of Truckee’s Refugees Get a Dose of
Sacramento Justice,

A few trifling cases occupied the time of
the Police Court yesterday for about two
hours.

GIVE THEM A CHANCE.

Don’t Kill the Lady-Bugs by Spraying the
Orange Trees.

N. W. Motherall, State Entomologist,
called at the REecorp-Ux1ox office yester-
day and stated that he wished to meke a
valuable suggestion to the public.

“I notice,” said he, “that residents
throughout different parts of your city are
spraying their orange trees in the endeavor
to get rid of that dreaded pest, the cottony
cushion scale. This isthe very worst thing
they can do at this time. It isa well-
kpoown fact that about a month ago the
Australian lady-bug was introduced into
this city, and from close observation I can
see that they alone are playing sad havce
with the cottony cushion scale. I have ex-
emined orange trees in the yards of several
of your prominent residents, and an ex-
perienced person can very soon see that
the lady-bug has, in many cases, killed the
pests on the trees, and they are still keep-
ing up their beneficial work.

“Again, I have noticed that many are
vet washing their trees, and are thus driv-
ing away and killing the lady-bugs that are
working on the insects with much better
effect than the wash does. With the naked
eye cne can hardly see the pest destroyer,
and pecple generally are not aware of their
presence. From observations, I can see
that the fady-bugz is at work on almnst
every tree infected with the ecale, and it is
to be hoped that the spraying and washing
process®will cease and the Australian lady-

ug be given a chance to do her work.”

MONEY IN IT YET.

Astonishing Result of Working
Grade Gravel in Placer County.
That the gold mines of Ualifornia are not
yvet worked out by any means is evidenced
by the result of the last run of the Hidden
Treasure, a drift mine above Iowa Hill, in
Placer county. The rum also illustrates
the money that can be-made by the work-
ing of low grade ore or gravel by persons
who understand their business. Fifty-two
thousana five hnndred and fifty-one car-
loads of gravel were taken out, averaging
3,000 pounds each. vielding $81,249 45 in
gold. from which a dividend was declared
of $20 340 As the pross yield per carload
was only $1 54, this shows admjrable man-
agement on the part of Harcld Power, t e
Superintendent, especially when it is known
that the mine has 8000 feet of very bad
tunnel to keep up and is one of the hardest
mines to work in the dietrict. Competent
mining experts in Placer county say that
there are over two hundred miles of just
as good mining ground still unworked in
that county.
