D. A. Jones and wife, of Pittsburg, seri-
ously hurt and bruised. J. A. McLaugh-
lin, of Pittsburg, fatally injured. Colonel
Rowley of Pittsburg, slightly injured.
Conductor Gray, of Butler, seriously in-
jured internally. Brakeman Karns, of
Batler, back broken.

Mis. Graff, of Pittsburg, injured seri-
ously. Bessie Fullwood, of Pittsburg, cut
in the head. Captain Grace, of Jamestown,
N. Y., painfully injured. About fifteen
others were more or less injured whose
names are unobtainable at this writing.

The accident was caused by the spread-
ing of the rails on asmall bridge. The
rails were on stringers which had been
rotted by time and long service. The en-
gine passed over safely, but the first car
was derailed and plunged down the abyss
some thirty feet below. The rails plowed
through the second car, and the escapes
were miraculous. Ope lady had her dress
cat from her wrists to her shounlder. An-
other lost a small piece of her cheek. A
third bad her chin cut, and many othersin
the second car narrowly escaped.

TERRIBLE GAS EXPLOSION.

The Glass Front of a Crockery Store
Blown Into the Street.

NEw Yorg, August 16th.—At 8 o'clock
this evening an explosion of gas in the
crockery store on the corner of Grand and
Clinton streets drove the contents of the
store throngh the plate-glass windows into
the street and shook the neighborhood.

WEST VIRGINIA ELECTION.

It is Now Claimed That There Was Lit-
tle, if Any, Frand Practiced.

WHEELING, August 16th—A  special
committee of the Legisiature, which has
been in session for four months past exam-
ining the depositions in the Gubernatorial
contest, will to-morrow complete the read-
ing of evidence from all the counties ex-
cept two, Mercer and MeDowell.

The investigation so far has developed
one important fac', and that is, that the
election in this State, all reports to the con-
trary, notwithstanding, was a singularly
fair e. No genuine frauds have been
discovered. Of several hundred votes at-
tacked as being illegal a very small propor-
tion, scarcely one-tenth, have been thrown
out,and these only upon technical grounds.

Judge Fleming, the Demoecratic contest-
ant, did allege in his notice of contest-
ancy fraud or corruption, he only attacked
Goff's majority as being the result of a
large number of technically illegal votes.

The first section of
the train stopped to shif. some carstoa
siding, the caboose and most of the cars
composing the train were left standing on
the main track. The second section ran
into the caboose, wrecking five cars and the
engine. James Mears, a stock desaler of
Stenbenville, was sleeping in the caboose
and was fatally injured. Engineer Steelz,
of Bradford, and fireman John Gardner, of
Columbus, were slightly scalded and
bruised. The company's loss will probably
not exceed $8.000.

SORGHUM.

One Hundred and Fifty Gallons Made
From an Acre of Cane,
[Red Bluff Sentinel.]

E. Tnompson, of this county, whose farm
is about five miles west of town, planted an
acre aud a half to sorghum on red, brushy
hill land. The growth has been good, the
staiks growing nine feet high, large and
well matured. Mr. Thompson planted the
sorghum as an experiment, rather than for
pro and the experiment has proved a
success in every particular. He crushed
the cane from an acre, boiled the jnice. and
obtained about 150 gallons of very thick
syrup, a sample of which can be seen at the
Sentinel office.

Mr. Thompsen grew sorghum in Illinois,
ninety-five miles south of Chiecago, tweive
yvears ago, and is familiar with its growth
and the manufacture of syrup, suger and
“Golden Drip.” He says the sorchum
grown on his place this year is better than
that he raised in Illinois—the sap or juice
being much sweeter, contains more sac-
charine matter than the Eastern product.

He intends to plant ten acres more to
sorghum next year, and will crush and
manufacture the entire crop into syrup,
and if there is not a market for it here he

vill ship it to a San Francisco refinery.
One gallon of sorghum syrap will make
two gallons of “Golden Drip,” which retails
at 95 cents 2 gallon in this market.

Mr. Thompson's neighbors are consider-
oly excited, and several of them will plant
from five to ten acres to sorghum nex
spring. The growth is rapid and the yield
large, and the product can be made quite
profitable.
