Extra Session Not Probable.
DkkrPark (Md.), August 29th.—Con-

gressman McKinley was one of the princi-
pal callers on the President to-day.

McKinley
thinks an extra session inadvisable, and that
Congress could not be wellassembled after
hearing from the four new States before
November Ist, and then there would be
but four workiug weeks, and that if by
the death of Republicans or the election of
new members, a majority be withthe Demo-
crats, the President would, in calling an
extra session, assume the responsibility for
their actions, while this would not be the
case ina regular session.

Itis Claimed That They Have Too Much

Jurisdiction.
Chicago, August 29:h.— In the meeting

of the National Bar Association today,
Mr. Smith, of Pennsylvania, introduced a
resolution to the effect that the Association
favor the establishment of an Intermediate
Supreme Court.

Wilson, of Minnesota, said there was no
necessity for such an Intermediate Court,
and that the evil at present lay in the too
great power possessed by soulless corpora-
tions in appealing cases to the Federal
Courts, the object of which the speaker said,
was to wear out litigants. Oar State
Courts should have more power, and the
Federal Courts be restricted in their juris-
diction.

Hon. Lyman Trumbull, of Illinois, sup-
ported the remarks of Wilson, and nrged
that a return to the law of 17S!>, which re-
stricted the jurisdiction of the Federal
Courts to single States, was warmly dis-
cussed, and finally postponed until the
evening session.

The Lakes ami Streams to be Stocked
With Trout iiml Other J i«li.

Washington, August 2)th.—Colonel Mc-
Donald, I'nited States Fish Commissioner,
who yesterday returned to Washington
from a tour of inspection of the Fish Com-
mission stations on the Wist coast and In
the interior, slates that he made a thorough
inspection of the waters of the Yellowstone
National Park for the purpose of ascertaiu-
ing what varieties of iishes are best suited
to them._ The area in the park entirely without
firh amounts to about 1,000 equare miles
and includes the headwaters of several
small rivers and their tributaries.

Commissioner McDonald intends at an
early day to plant 5,000 Eas'ern brook
tr.)ut in the middle and west forks of Gard-
Dw rivfrabove the cascades. He will at
tiie same time send a party with one ofthe
Commission's cars to collect native black
spotted trout in the Gardner and place
these fish in the east fork of the river

above the falls. This party will also col-
lect some native whitelish of Gardner river
for the purpose of stocKing some of the
small lakes.

This willbe the beginning of a very ex-
tensive tish cultural work which it is the
intention of the Commission to carry on in
connection with the park.

Next spring it is proposed to stock lakes
Shoshoue and Lewis with l.Kikhaven
tr.-uu and salmon and MaUisou river with
>liiii;lii'htrout.

At thismorn-
ing's session of the National fincimpmcut
the election of officers was completed. Dr.
Horace P. Porter, of Kansas, was chosen
Surgeon-General ;W. H.Childers, of Ken-
tucky, Chaplain ;T. J. Levett, ofNew Jer-
sey, junior Vice Commander.

The Encampment refused to recognize
the Sons of Veterans as an auxiliary tothe
Grand Army of the Republic because ot
the disturbing faction in the farmer.

Instead ot giving the two women's
organizations

the Loyal Ladies of the G.

A.R. and the Women's Relief Corps
—

a
iormal indorsement, which would be con-
trary to the rules, itwas recommended that
the Kjc&mpment bid them God-speed in
their work.

Ways and means of forwarding the
Logan monument scheme were talked of
at length.

Toe chief event of the day was the red-
hot time over the resolutions indorsing
Pension Commissioner Tanner.

Perkins of Kansa3 introduced a resolu-
tion heartily thanking the Administration,
President Harrison, for the honor ithas
conferred on the -Grand Army in appoint-
ing Corporal Tanner as Pension Commis-
sioner, heartily indorsing the latter's con-
duct of the Bureau and denouncing the
bitter and malignant criticisms of the pn-ss
v; on his official conduct.

General Barnutn of New Yorkoflered a
substitute to the effect that notwithstand-
ing the assault ot au unfriendly press, the
encampment declared its belief in the in-
tegrity of Corporal Tanner and iisapproval
of his ?iiorts to do all for old soldiers and
sailors that tlie laws willallow.

Campbell of Kansas agreed with Barnuni
and said :"For fifteen years we have been
declaring and others have been utterirjg
the sentiment that the country can never
pay the debt due to the old soldiers, but
Corporal Tanner is the first officer that has
made that sentiment a practical reality. I
believe itthe duty of this encampment lo
sustain him in workingout that sentiment.
We should m:tke our indorsements strong
enough. If Tanner is dishonest, or has
done any criminal act, we willnud it out
when the investigating committee now at
work makes its report."

A delegate from Minnesota urged the
encampment to 'stand up to the rack,"
and say that the Grand Army of the He-
public willstand by Tanner until some-
thing wrong is clearly proved against him.

Another delegate said the resolution of
confidence, like the substitute, should pro-
voke no opposition, but when itis made, a
matter ot judgment it becomes a club in
the hands of Tanner's enemies. It is not
his enemies but his friends that are investi-
gating him. We should not try to force
the Administration to suspend this investi-
gation. This encampment knows nothing
of the details of Tanner's work, and can-
not pass judgment upon it. Ifwe pass the
original resolution, and the committee of
investigation should exonerate him, the
opposition press would say the Adminis-
tration did not dare to oppose the G. A. X.,
and wouldhave good reason for it.

A recess was here taken until '\u25a0', p. m.
In the afternoon Barnum's substitute

was redrafted, to read as follows:
"That we thank President Harrison for

the appointment of our comrade, James
Tanner, as Commissioner of Pensions, and
notwithstanding the assault made upon
him, we declare our complete confidence in
his integrity and our approval of his en-
deavors to do all that can be done under
the laws for the veterans of war, and in
connection with him we ask a full investi-
gation of his administration of the affairs
of the Pension Bureau."

This was adopted unanimously under a
mpcaMtoß ofthe rules.

A KAVAL BATTLE.

Mii.wavkek. August :K>:h.—This lms
been the great day of the encampment as
regards crowds. "The day trains brought
in about SO.OOO visitors, mostly from Wis-
consin and Illinois, the great attraction be-
ing the night naval battle. Fully a quarter
of a million people occupied the beach,
and the vest amphitheater on the hillside
of Lake Shore Park was packed with
Grand Army men and their wives, tbese&ta
being reserved for them.

The battle was splendid, being partici-
pated in by about sixty vessels, besides a
stationary mortar fleet, and by about :>,OOO
infantry and artillery men. There were
fired 70,000 rounds of musketry, 3,000
shells, -J .SUO rockets and L'O.UOO pounds of
fireworks were exploded.

The plan of battle was an attack by a
hostile ileet and the landing of a marine
force, and a repulse by v shore battery gup-
ported by infantry.

The line of battle Ileet was led by the
l"nited Siate3 man of-wtsr Michigan, and
the revenue cutters Andy Johnson and
Feseenden, the latter returning the fire.
llis a splendid spectacle which the spec-

tators now s?p. As the vessels pour in t::cir^
port fire the land batteries respond. Guns,
mortars and rocket guns discharge their
Balwilm, an.l as the fleet makes a circuit
the vessels continue pouring in their raking
brim*! idil,and the land batteries aim their
guns at the passing fleet until the burning
vrrctkap1is soen Homing about here and
there. Burning kerosene barrels were
utilized to bring about this delusion.

After \u25a0 brisk totfam lasting about half an
hour. there was a brilliant spectacle ol
: 'ml ami shell and flaming rockets-• la every direction, and water-
wrtehes wore skipping hither and thither
in myriad confusion.

should be held that the Government never
acvt pted t!ic vessel.

A point resembling this was made early
in Secretary Whitney's administration re-
specting one of the ltoach vessels, which
had been accepted by his predecessor, but
Secretary Whitney held that Ihe ves:,el had
not been legally accepted.

Demand for Meaiiitrcs Strengthening Our
Steamship Lines.

[From the New York Tribune.]
The Briiish Government has served

American Free Traders an illturn. Their
dogmatic explanation of the decline of the
commercial marine of the United States
has been "the burdens, evils and system-
atized folly of the iariH." Let there be un-
restricted commercial intercourse with all
nations, they have said, and the American
(lag will be immediately restored to all
seas. When reminded that the strongest
Iree-trade country in the world finds it
BtMMIJ to Eubsidiza steamship lines by
mail contracts, they have furnished incom-
plete statu'iies and passionately denied
that this was England's policy. The action
of the ISritish Government in prantiog a
ten-year snbsidy of $300,000 for the estab-
lishment of mail service between Van-
couver and Hongkong is a practical refuta-
tion of these denials. The Canadian
Parliament- has already voted a subsidy for
the same line, which willsoon be in a posi-
tion to compete with the San Francisco
steamers in the transportation of tea and
Chinese wares to the I'nited States market.
Asubsidy voted by the British Commons
for slrengthening the commercial marine
ofn free-trade Empire would seem to fur-
nish an unanswerable precedent for the
adoption of a similar policy in the Doited
States under the high-tariff system. Itcer-
tainly disposes of the stale free-trade argu-
ment that the American Hag can be restored
to the seas by the abolitionof the tariff.

Canadian ambition, however, does not
make the establishment of the Hongkong
line its so'o objective point. Kfforls are to
be put forth at once to divert the Australian
and New Zealand mails fromSan Francisco
to Vancouver, and by competition, aided
by liberal Government support, to crush
out the American lins now operating inthe
south seas. The British Government has
not yet granted a subsidy for this purpose,
but it will inevitably do so before long.
The mails are now carried under the
American flag; but the larger share of the
mail remuneration or subsidy by which the
line is kept afloat comes from the New Z.'a-
lsnd and Australian Governments, which
hare justly complained of so one sided an
arrangement. The Canadian Pacific will
have an excc-Uent chance of obtaining the
mails and trade. With subsidized steamers
plying from Vancuuver to China, Japan,
New Zealand and Australia, and with fast
steamers between Quebec and Halifax and
European ports supported at the expense
of the Governments of the -dominion and
Great Britain, that railway willbecomeone
of the chief military and trade routes of
the free-trade empire. Subsidies willac-
oompliihthis result ;and Americans wiil
then have the privilege of witnessing the
decline of their few remaining Pacific lines
andiot importing their Australian usaits,
tlieir tea, silks and Japanese wares from
Vancouver and Winnipeg.

This subsidy policy, by which England
and Canada are largely profiting, ought to
warn Congress of the necessity for coun-
teracting competition that wili be ruinous
to American commerce. The time is op-
portune for a radical departure in policy at
Washington. The Pan-American Gaogrtm
meeting in October will revive interest in
the development of trade wi;h other coun-
tries on this Continent. A Urge measure
for encouraging the establishment and
strengthening of steamship lines running
from American ports to Brazil, the Argen-
tine Republic, the west coast countms of
South America, Australia and China will
do much to restore the flagto the seas and
to open foreign markets for the export
trade. In this way an auxiliary navy can
be rapidly built.lor ihe mail steamers may
be constructed and armed so as to be em-
ployed by the Government as cruisers arid
transports whenever the occasion arises.
This is one of the conditions under which
the Knglish subsidy has been granted to
the Hongkong and Vanconver Line. It
can properly be made the basis of similar
legislation by the next Congress for the re-
vival of the American commercial marine.
What is needed is a large measure, dealing
not with one or two corporations, but with
all competitors forenlarging trade relations
with foreign cuuiitrics. In this way the
whole questi-.n of restoring American
prestige on the seas willbe liftedout of the
low levels of corporation interests to the
high ground of National policy. The Brit-
ish free-trade subbidy fur vessels that may
be converted into cruisers points out the
way.
