THE FRICTION AT THE SOUTH.

The conflicts in the South betwgen the
whites and the blacks in certain sections
have led several of our contemporaries
into the expression of fears that there is
about to be inaugurated 2 war of races.
The Alta believes that the negro has been
led by the stories of war in Hayti and the
feats of colored soldiers there, into the de-
lusion that he can here safely rise and
put down the whites. We do not see any
reason for such a conclusion. There may
be a few men in the South who may have
thus played upon the ignorance of certain
of the colored people. But the masses of
that race have neither the desire to rise
in insurrection nor to be at enmity with
The mass of them have
interests, industrial and otherwise, with
the whites that render such a thing as a
race war suicidal.

the white people.

The pocket nerve is
the most sensitive, and the negro of the
South is as fully alive to industrial possi-
bilities that are opening up to him as are
any others. He is not likely to wreck
everything by attempting to inaugurate a
reign of terror, in which he finds himself
opposed by the bayonets of the Govern-
ment that above all things else he pro-
foundly respects and fears. That there is
unrest and more or less ill-feeling among
the blacks at the South is undeniable, and
at the risk of being deemed a political
sensationalist, we venture the assertion
that it can be shown that the whites are
most blameworthy for these undesirable
conditions. They have drawn the color
line in all affairs with a strictness that has
left the colored man outside of rights and
remedies that it his sovereign privilege to
enjoy. The fact that the white man in
the South has constantly engaged in de-
nial of the right of the negro to better his
condition except under the domination of
the white man, goes a long way in ac-
counting for the present difficulties. That
there should be sporadic outbursts here
aad there indicates that at remote points as
well as in centers of population, some un-
usual or more than usually flagrant inva-
sion of the rights of the colored man has
been attempted, or, at least, that he so be-
lieves. Vertainly there is lacking all the
elements of preparation, contemplation and
malice that would mark the opening of a
rebellion or of a race war. If the South-
ern people will cease the iteration of their
fears, and the constant overhauling of
their phrases about black domination, we
believe that there will be manifest but lit-
tle unrest on the part of the blacks. The
South has been shouting “wolf” at every
turn, until, possibly, some blacks have come
to believe that they are bound to make
an effort to terrorize. It would be an
excellent plan for our Southern brethren
to adopt, to leave the negro severely alone
and note the result of such a policy.

THE LABOR PARADE.

The labor parade in San Francisco on
Monday was an orderly and well con-
ducted affair. There was not an intoxi-
cated man in the line, and the working-
men of the wetropolis thus demonstrated
their capacity to control the membership
in the organized bodies, and to direct it in
an orderly manner. The parade was a
protest, or a petition, as it may be taken,
against long hours of labor—that is, a
such division of the
hours of the day as will afford the work-
ing forces of the land opportunity for

demonstration for

reasonable recreation and rest. We appre-
hend that there is really no opposition to
such adjustment wherever it can be ef-
fected by mutual agreement. There is no
antagonism to the use of moral suasion for
the shortening of the hours of labor some-
what, from the maximum that has obtain-
ed for most part in the past. But what
the sentiment and justice of the country
has opposed, and will continue to resist, is
the attempt to coerce men into any policy
in the matter. The strike and the boy-
cott, as means to the end, cannot have
favor, and are the weapons that most gen-
erally turn against those who invoke their
use. The artisans and workers for wages
have the power, as they have themselves
demonstrated, to accomplish
non-coercive and  inoffensive
methods, than by employment of any
others. The sympathy of the American
people is more easily won than it is
driven—indeed, it cannot be driven. The
American worker has come to this con-
clusion, if we read him aright, and is now
moving in his efiort to effect reform in
that way. Thus far he has met with suf-
ficient cncouragement to warrant him in
still continning in the same line.

Meeting of the Board of Trustees—A New
2 Roof Ordered.

The Board of Trustees of the Public Li-
brary met last evening at their office in
the library building. Present: W. C. Fitch,
President; S. H. Gerrish, Secretary, and
L. E. Smith.

The report of the Librarian for the month
of August was read, as follows: Num-
ber of books issued during the month, 2.245.
Classified thus: Fiction, 1,806; history, 171;
literature, 70; fine art, 38; usefal art, 19
science, 29; philology, 3; sociology, 3; re-
ligion, 13; philosophy, 22; general works,
71. Percentage of fiction, 80. Average
number issued per day, 140. Number of
patrons registered, 8,791, Amount of the
fines collected, $8 90.

A communication from the Sireet Com-
missioner was read ordering a new stone
or cement sidewalk in front of the library
building, to be commenced within ten
days. The Board ordered plans and speci-
fications procured for a new concrete side-
walk and brick balkheads, to be submitted
to the Board at a special meeting.

JUSTi(E HENRY ALL RIGHT.

JUDGE ARMSTRONG DECIDES THAT HE
HOLDS OFFICE LEGALLY.

An Interesting and Comprehensive De-
cision Determining an Impor-
tant Question.

In the case of the people vs. George Nel-
son, recently convicted in the Superior
Court of robbing Thomas Davis, near the
American river bridge, a motion was made
by the defendant’s attorneys, J. C. Tubbs
and W. A. Andersen, for arrest of judg-
ment on the ground that there had been no
legal holding of the defendant,he having had
his preliminary examination before W. A.
Henry, Township Justice of the Peace. The
points of the motion were fully stated in the
Recorp-UxioN at the time of its hearing.
The question involved is important, inas-
much as its determination affects the valid-
ity of the acts of one of the municipal tri-
bunals. After argument by the defendant’s
counsel, and by District Attorney Bruner
for the people, Judge Armstrong took the
matter under advisement. Yesterday he
rendered the following opinion:

Section 2 of Article VI. of the Constitu-
tion of California provides that ‘‘the Legis-
lature shall determine the number of
Justices ot the Peace to be elected in town-
ships, incorporated cities and towns, or
cities and counties, and shall fix by law
the powers, duties and responsibilities of
Justices of the Peace.”” Pursuant to that
provision of the Constitution, the Legisla-
ture, by an amendment to Section 103 of
the Code of Civil Procedure, provided that
there should be in each township of the
various counties one Justice of the Peace,
to be elected by the gualified electors of the
township; and that in cities baving 10,000
and not more than 20,000 inhabitants there
should be one Justice of the Peace, and in
cities havieg 20,000 and not more than
100,000 inhsabitants two Justices of the
Peace, to be elected in like manner by the
electors of such cities, respectively.

The objection to the validity of the ex-
amination of the defendant in this case was
that Justice Henry, before whom examina-
tion was had, had been appointed by the
Board of Supervisors ss the successor to
Justice Brown, deceased. Brown had been
elected by the people as Township Justice
of the township of Sacramento. It is
claimed that inasmuch as there is no town-
ship organization in the city ot Sacramento,
there could be no Township Justice of the
Peace. The power of the Legislature, how-
ever, to provide for Justices of the Peace
does not depend upon the organization of
township governments. The Legislature
has the power to authorize the eletion or
appointment of Justices of the Peace within
a district of a county called a township,
whether it has any otherinternal organiza-
tion or not. It will be observed that the
Constitution does not make it a condition
precedent that there shall be an organized
townsnip government to this exercise of
the legislative function to create the office
of Justices of the Peace. The Court cannot
affect to be ignorant of the fact that though
this State has been in existence for more
than a quarter of a century, there never has
been any systematic organization of town-
ship governments; yet the power of the
Legislature to appoint Justices of the Peace
or to provide for their election within a
particular district has never been ques-
tioned. It is now too late to question that
power.

I am of the opinion that Justice Henry
is a Justice de jure; but if not, he is a Jus-
tice de facto, and, so far as these proceed-
ings are concerned, his acts are as valid as
if he were a Justice de jure. Our Supreme
Court has broken down the barrier which
seemed to mark the partition between acts
of a‘judicial officer de facto and those of a
ministerial officer. It will be conceded
that in England, from whence we derive
our system of jurisprudence, Judges and
other judicial officers received a commis-
sion for a particular term and for none
other. Therefore it was that in that coun-
try, under those laws, there could be no
such a thing as a Judge de facto, because,
when the time had expired for which he
had his commission to hold a term of
Court, upon the face of his commission he
had no other functions to perform. Bat in
this country, where judicial officers are
elected for prescribed terms of office, the
same as ministerial officers, the reason for
the distinction ceases. The old maxim is
that where the reason ceases, the law also
ceases. In the case of the People against
Wyman (15 Cal., 73), the question arose
whether a County Judge acting de facto
with the Associated Justices who were
elected constituted a Court of Sessions.
That case arose on an appeal from a con-
viction for manslaughter. The Court there
said: “There is nothing in the point that
the Court of Sessions in which th: indict-
ment was found was not legally organized.
The Convention at which the Associate
Justices were elected was presided over by
a person who was then acting as County
Judge, and the fact that it was afterward
determined that another person had been
legally elected to that office did not render
his official acts illegal and invalid.”

Under the then existing statute which
created the Court of Sessions that Court
was constituted of the County Judge and
two Associate Justices. The Associates
were elected by the Justices of the Peace of
the county, and the Convention was as-
sembled by the County Judge. It was
there held that the act of the County Judge
in presiding at the Convention of Justices
was de facto valid.

But the question was more directly pre-
sented in another case, where the convic-
tion was of murder in the first degree, and
the defendant, as in the case at bar, moved
in arrest of judgment. The second point
in that case is the only one that is material
here to be considered. It was *“‘that, ad-
mitting the act in question to be constitu-
tional, so far as the creation of the Fifteenth
Judicial District is concerned, the Governor
had no power, under the Constitution, to
appoint and commission a Judge of the
Court thereby created, as required and di-
rected by the sixth section of said Act.”

It was decided in the first volume of the
California Reports that the Governor hac
no authority to appoint a Judge to an office
created by the Legislature—that is, to make
an appointment for the first term: but
that he could only appoint to fill vacancies
which might occur after the oftice had
been filled by election. That doctrine was
affirmed in several cases, lastly in the
eighth California.

Mr. Anderson—-"Is that the rale now ?”
The Court—"That is the rule now.”

Mr. Anderson—"How was it in the in-
stances where the Governor appointed
Judges of the Superior Court in the lower
counties of this State where new Courts
were created by the Legislature?”

The Court—*"The Governor had no au-
thority to make these appointments. I
decided that principle in the Freeman
case.”

Mr. Anderson—"Then the act of the Gov-
ernor in making those appointments was
void 7"

The Court—*I have no doubt about it.
But the acts of those Judges de facto are
valid, and that principle has been decided.
In the case to which I now refer the Court
said : ‘That the second point cannot be
sustained in this action does not admit of
debate. The person who filled the office of
Judge at the time this was tried was ap-
pointed and commissioned by the Governor
under and in pursuance of the provisions
of the Act in question. He entered, there-
fore, under color of right and title to the
office, and become Judge de tacto if not de
Jure, and his title to the office cannot be
questioned in this collateral mode. (The
People vs. White, 24 Wend. 539; Mclnsiry
vs. Tanuer, 9 Jonn. 133; Hildreth’s heirs
vs. Mcintire's devisee, 1 J. J. Marshall,
206 ) His title can only be questioned in
an action brought directly for that purpose,
as provided in the fifth chapter of the
Practice Act. The acts of de facto cfficers
must be held valid as respecis the public
and the rights of third persons, A cootrary
doctrine, for obvious reasons, would lead to
most pernicious resuits.’”

The case of the People against Carroll
{$ American Reports, 409) is exhaustive in
the cousideration of this question. With-
out reading from this decision, it is suf-
ficient to state that there the aces of a Justice
of the Pesce, whose judgment had been
artacked collaterally—ne having rendered
a judgment of conviction of a defendant
up n a charge of libel and slander—were
questioned upon the ground that the law
under which he had been elected Justice
was unconstitutional. The Court decided
thet the law was unconstitutional, and that
the Legislature had no authority under the
Constitution ¢f Connecticut to enact the
law under which he was acting: but, not-
withstanding that, the Court held that the
acts of the officer, until the law was de-
clared to be unconstitutional, were valid as
i the acts of a de facto officer. Thst case
; covers the guestions which have arisen in

the case now under consideration.
It therefore appears to the Court that the

Sy

}olion ahould be overruled. The Court

1 bolds that the County Government Act au-

thorized the appointment of Justices of the
: Peace in cases of vacancies; that the Legis-
lature provided for a Township Justice, and
that, therefore, Judge Henry is de jure a
Justice of the Peace; bat if not that, his
act as an examining officer is valid de facto.

EXPERT FORGERY.

A Smooth Individual Works Stockton,
and Then Disappears,

The City of Stockton was visited by an
accomplished forger during the latter part
of last week, who succeeded in passing
forged checks on at least eight prominent
business houses of that city, and then de-
parted.

As it is believed that he headed for this
city when leaving Stockton, a description
of his appearance and modus operandi might
be of interest. He is about 5 feet 4 inches
in hight, of medium build, has blonde
hair and mustache, and a pale face. Heis
described as being 2 good dresser and an
excellent conversationalist. To give an
idea of the manner in which he works, the
following is taken from the Stockton Mail's
account of his operations:

‘“At noon on Saturday the sleek operator
went to Logan & Doan’s furniture store, on
Main street, near California, and purchased
from Theodore Franks, the salesman, bed-
room furniture worth $48 25. He gave a
check for $68, which the salesman accepted,
the members of the firm being absent.
The young man received $19 75 change, and
ordered the goods to be delivered this
morning at a certain number on Rose
street. After he had gone Franks stepped
across to John Hermann, at the Chicago
saloon, and the latter cashed the check as
an accommodation. This morning he pre-

Baunk, on which all the checks were drawn,
and found it to be a forgery. He went
back to the furniture store with it, and just
as he arrived saw the driver of the wagon
returning with the furniture, no such num-
ber as had been given existing on Rose
street.”

Other houses were swindled for amounts
varying from $10 to $30, there being no
doubt as to the work being all done by the
same individual. It is thought that he ob-
tained several hundred dollars altogether,
and also several trunkfuls of clothing.

YOLO IS NOT DEAD.

The Woodland “Mail” Puts Life Into the
Drowsy People,

The Woodland Mail of yesterday has an
article which proves that all the people
of our neighboring county are not dead nor
sleeping.
