A Nevada Coun'y Father's Attempt to
Murder His Son.

TURLOCK’S LATEST SENSATIOYN.

A Lady Burned to Death in Sonoma
Ccounty—Fire at St. Helena
—Percy Dougias.

FIRE AT ST, HELENA.

The Town Saved From Destruction by
the Prompt Work of the Firemen.

St. HELENA, September 15th.—Our town
has again been visited by a disastrous con-
flagration, which destroyed $12,000 worth
of property. At4 o’clock this morning a
fire was discovered in ‘the rear of the St.
Helena Daily News office, on Main street.
An alarm was turned in, to which the
fire companies promptly responded, and
did everything in their power to check the
flames, which they succeeded in doing
after three buildings had been totally de-
stroyed and several badly damaged. Two
of the buildings were owned by George H.
Beach and occupied by Misses Barry and
Campbell, milliners: I. H. Herold, watch-
maker and jeweler: W. A. (. Smith, in-
surance and real estate agent; L. Konrad.
photographer, and Otto Behrns, grocer.
The third building was owned by J. P.
Logan and occupied as a newspaper office
by his son, C. M. Logan.

The principal losses sustained are as fol-
lows: George H. Beach, $6.000; J. P.
Logan, $600; C. M. Logan, $1,000; L. Kon-
rad, $1,000; I. H. Heroid, $800; Otto Bebrns,
$1,500; Misses Barry and Campbell, $300;
Mrs. Hughes, $300; Dr. C. E. Davis, $300;
W. A. C. Smith, $300, and other smali
losses to the amount of $500. Partial in-
surance will cover the losses of all but C.
M. Logan’s, who was uninsured.

The origin of the fire is unknown. but it
is supposed to be the work of an in-
cendiary. The firemen are deserving of
great praise for their excellent work, as
the buildings destroyed were in the center
of a long row of wooden buildings.

BURNED TO DEATH.

Disastrous Fire at Pine Flat-Making
Syrup of Grapes.

HearpsBure, September 15th.—A va-
riety store and dwelling house belonging to
and occupied by David Day and wife at
Pine Flat caught on fire last night and was
entirely consumed. Mrs. Day was caught
in the flames and burned to death.

It is thought the fire caught in the dry
grass. The miners of the district are out
fighting it in fall force. Pine Flat is about
twelve miles south of the Geysers.

Capitalists here are interesting themselves
in the formation of a syrup factory for
making grape juice into syrup. If success-
ful it will utilize the surplus grape crep,
besides being a paying investment.

FATAL EXPLOSION.

Three Men Killed and Another Wounded
Unto Death.

Vaxcouver (W. T.), September 15th.—
Yesterday a dreadful accident happened at
the stone quarries just above Vancouver,
Some laborers were engaged in opening
some cans of powder with a chisel, there
being avout twelve of them, when the
powder ignited and a dreadful explosion
occurred, killing one of the men, Patrick
Delaney, instantly. Four more were fear-
fully burned and thrown to a considerable
distance.

The two most seriously injured were
conveyed by boat to Vancouver and carried
to the Sisters’ Hospital, one of them,
Patrick Moran, dying there shortly afier.
The other, James Murphy, is not expected
to live through the night.

PERCY DOUGLAS.

The Wrong Individual’'s Portrait Pub-
lished in the Papers.

HoLLisTER, September 15th.—The pub-
lished career and picture of Percy Doug:
las in yesterday’s Chronicle has created
some very unpleasant comment here. The
description is doubtless true as to Percy
Douglas, the criminal who at one time re-
sided in this county, but the picture pub-
lished and probably which adorns eyery
gallery in the State, is that of a young man,
Percy Douglas, well known 'here for the
past fifteen years as one of our best citizens
and whose character is shove reproach, as
is that of his family.

He has narrowly escaped arrest several
times when the officers were informed of
this mistake. He is on his way to San
Francisco to straighten the matter up.

METHODIST CONFERENCE.

Proceedings of Saturday’s Session at Pa_
cific Grove.

GRANT, SHERMAN AND SHERIDAN,

Their Portraits Will Soon Adorn
the Walls of the Military
Academy—Etc.

KNIGHTS TEMPLAR.

Extensive Preparations for the Grand
Triennial Conclave.

WasHINGTON, September 15th.—Arrange-
ments for the Knights Templar Conclave
are fast approaching completion. The
Puablic Comfort Committees have received
responses to their invitation from every
section of the United States. San Fran-
cisco, Portland, Or., New Mexico, Galves-
ton, Portland, Me , Helens and all the in-
termediate cities have asked for quarters
during their stay here. Each Commandery
will bring its own band, and from the fact
that the men will be uniformly equipped
the spectacle on Pennsylvenia avenue will
be equal to any display ever made on that
great thoroughfare.

Between each division a large red banner
mearkedidn gold letters will be borne for
the information ot the public, giving them
the division then passing.

Every detail has been made as to care of
and pleasure of the Templars while here
and nearly half a hundred trips to points of
interest have been arranged by the Excur-
gion Committee.

The large steamer Columbia that runs
from Baltimore to Bay Ridge, and capable
of carrying 4,000 people, will be brought
around and used here on the Potomac,
while other crafts will be utilized for other
trips.

On Wednesday afternoon, October 9th,
there will be a grand barbecue at Scheutzen
Park, arrangements having been prepared
for the roasting of several extra large oxen.
The same evening the Knights will be re-
ceived by President Harrizon at the White
House, the feature of this being that the
whole stretch of the grounds of the man-
sion are to be profusely illuminated and
decorated.

The Finance Committee have already
subscribed nearly $35000, a sum larger
than ever before raised for a display of this
kind.

Chief Marshal Parker and his aids have
given especial attention tc the massing of
the great number of Knights in line on the
streets through which they are to pass. It
certainly will take at least three hours to
pass a given point, as many of the Com-
manderies go through evolutions while
parading.

A grand stand will be placed in front of
the Ixecutive Mansion, where President
Harrison, his Cabinet and other dignitaries
will review the procession.

ENGLISH PLANS WON'T DO.
The Cruiser Baltimore Likely to Be a
Total Failure.

WasHINGTON, September 15:h.—There is
every prospect that the new croiser Balti-
more will have some trouble in complying
with the terms of her contract. Under the
provision of the contract the Baltimore is
required to develop good 9000 horse-
power, although her estimated capacity
will, it is expected, be 10,500. At her re-
cent contractor’s trial trip she was weighted
down to her lines with coal, pig lead and
other articles, and with these she per-
formed to the satisfaction of Messrs. Cramp
and Captain W. 8. Schley, who has been
designated to. command her. Since the
official trizl board has taken charge of her
Ion behalf of the Government they have in-

sisted upon the vessel carrying an addi-
tional equivalent of weights, such as would
represent the vessel in actual commission
for sea service, and there is now no doubt
expressed in npaval circles but that the
Baltimore is going too deep in the water.
The plans, which were obtained from the
English, will not admit of this additional
displacement. This is the opinion of those
who have given the matter much thought.

GRANT, SHERMAN AND SHERIDAN,

Their Portraits to be Placed in the
United States Military Academy.

WasnINGTON, September 15th.—The por-
traits of Generals Grant, Sherman and
Sheridan, which were painted by direztion
of Mr. George W. Childs for the United
Stetes Military Academy, will be formally
transferred to that institution on October
3d. General Horace Porter will represent
Mr. Childs upon the occesion, and will de-
liver an appropriate addressia presenting
the portraits.

Colonel John M. Wilson, Superintendent
of the Academy, will receive them. The
corps of cadets will be paraded and take
part in the ceremonies, which will be held
in Grant Hall during the afternoon.

It is expected that the Secretary, Generals
Schofield, Howard, Kelton and others
prominent in military and civil circles will
he present at the presentation ceremonies.
These portraits were to have been presented
last June. but the presentation was post-
poned upon the request of the Board of
Visitors to the Academy. General Lew
Wallace, who was President, was solicited
to make the presentation address, but that
gentleman, on account of pressing engage-
ments, was compelled to decline,

SUNSET COX'S ESTATE.

His Washington City Real Estate Worth
Over a Million Dollars.
WASHINGTON, September 15th —The late
Representative Sunset Cox was a large
owner of real estatein this city. Shortly
before leaving for his Western trip, early
this summer, he had arranged for the erec-
tion of two residences on Twentieth streer,
near O. The new houses are in the rear of
the fine stone residence which he recently
purchased on Dupont circle. He had oc-
cupied this house before his appointment
as Minister to Turkey, and upon leaving
the country be sold iz. Upon his retnrn
and his election to Congwress he decided to
build a house here. The ground fronting
on New Hampshire Avenue and adjoining
his former residence on the south was pur-
chased and he built a handsome house
there, which he occupied last winter. Last
spring be bought back his former residence,
His real estate interests in that one locality
probably amounts to over $1,000,000.

MILITARY PLUMS.

President Harrison Will Have to Ap-
point a Nuamber of Generals.

‘WasHINGTON, September 15th.—During
the present Administration a great change
will take place in the personne! of the
commanding officers of the army, and
upon these changes speculation is rife
among the officials and employes of the
War Department, as well as among those
directly interested and smong those who
may be benefited by them.

President Harrison, ere his term expires,
will have had to appoint nine Brigadier-
Generals, an ususually large nomber for
that period of time. Of these he has al-
ready made one, Brigadier-General J. C.
Felton, Adjutant-General in place of Gen-
eral Drum, retired. The other retirements
among the Brigadiers, with their dates, are
as follows :

February 15, 1890; Quartermaster-General
8. B. Holobird, June 18, 1390: Commissary-
General McFeely, February 1, 18%; Sar-
geon-General J. M. Moore, August 16, 1890
General 8.
