the copper ore, ochre as a residuum of cop-
per ore incertain processes. Tbechief cop-
per mines end works are at Spencerilie,
but copper ore is found in other part* to
some extent. Nevada produces also a good
example of sand- stone, excellent slate, fine
grained granites, chalk in great quantities,
asbestos and other minerals.

Turning back to vegetable growth, we
discover hemp in quantity as a Nevada
county product. That itis not more culti-
vated is a surprise, since itgrows so freely
in many sections, but there is believed to
be in Nevada special conditions favorable
to hemp growing.

Many other things command our atten-
tion, but we are unable to proceed at this
time to enumerate them, preferring to
refer hereafter to the horticultural and ag-
ricultural capacities and the other special
claims of a county that itwas thought at
one time was >rood for no other produce
than that of themineral order.

AT THE PARK.
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\u25a0IS THESE A JACK ,THE EIPPEE l"y

We trust that few of our readers have
followed with anything like interested
curiosity the diabolical stories concerning
"Jack, the Ripper" and his Whitechapel
victim*. Those who have, however, can-
not have failedto notice that the discovery
of fragmentary remains of the victims in-
variably discloses the fact that some por-
tion of the body is entirely missing. In
the las-t instance, the entire trunk, with
"the atiua and head, were present, while the
lower limbs were gone. In former case*
some portion of the intestines only were
missing.

Allthi*points to the work of the stu-
dents of some medical college, who have
d!spo=ed of the remains of subjects of the
dissecting table. In the last case reported
by telegraph, the assurance is conveyed
that the mutilation was evidently "done
hr <sottp one famHinr withmrgerr." This
theory liuds much confirmation on the
face of the fac-simile letters, recently pub-
lished in a San Francisco paper, signed by
the pseudo-murderer. The penmanship
and the composition were strangely contra-
dictory ;that is to say, the penmanship
was that of an educated man, and the or-
thography perfect in every respect, while
the nngramraatical character of the com-
j>osition "howed evidence of careful con-
struction. The letters were consciously
ungramuiatica!, or, rather, purposively so,
which proves the writeror writers to be
men of educational attainment.

The Committees on Horrte*, anil Cattle

The stock department will be one of

lively interest throughout the week.
There willbe parades of all stock entered
for premiums at 10 o'clock Tuesday and
Thursday, and on Saturday a parade, in
which prize winners only will participate.

Thoroughbred horses, standard bred
trotters, horses of all work,and short-horn
and Devon cattle, sheep and gnats, will be
judged to-day at 10 o'clock a.m.the horses
in the quarter-stretch in front of the grand
stand, and the cattle in the circular show-
ring built ior that purpose. Never before
has there been such a number of com-
petitors, and on account of such a large
number of so nearly equal merit, the com-
mittees willfind ie no easy matter tosatisfy
tbemselves as to which is the best. For
example, in Class 1., Durham cattle, cows,
three yeara old and over, there are fifty
entries.

"Jack, the Ripper" has not been caught
sooner because there i< no "Jack, the Kip-
per."

they make other disposition of the re-
Bttiot of the dissecting table when the sub-
js t \u25a0 are men or children.

Thi; strangest evidence, however, in sup-
port of the theory we suggest, is to be
found in the fact that the bodies so far
found are generally declared to have been
dead book time when discovered ;and that
the location of the murders was such ;is to
make it i.nthinkable that they could have
been committed in that particular locality
without having been seen by some one
This is accounted for by the theory that
the medical students, who were distrib-
uting these remains of the dissecting table,
merely dropped them in certain localities.
The desire to dispose of the remains of the
dissecting table willnot quite fully ac-
count for this theory,but is fullyaccounted
for by the disposition of the students to
create a sensation and enjoy the confusion
of the police.

A FOREMOST AHTIST.

The time was when photography was
looked upon as meiely a mechanical art.
To-day, such has been the progress made,
and such the skill employed, itis ranked,
in its higher developments, as among the
fine arts. For the photographer who takes
place with the best must now be something
more than the mechanical operator. He
must understand the proportions of the
human figure, the art of posing and drap-
ing, something of perspective, and of light
and shade. Above all, he must understand
the art of retouching, and a branch ot etch-
ing, since it is now essential to eminent
success that he should be able to

"
do over"

the work of the sunlight upon the plate,
and from the model it gives him evolve by
aid of pencil, bru9h and stylus, the finished
picture. Whoever examines the work of
J. R. Hodson, in the Art Gallery at the Pa-
vilion, willat once be impressed with the
truths that we have so briefly referred to.'• Here," one is led to exclaim, "is the
artistic photographer, one inspired by the
cenius of the true art." The exhibit covers
a space on the floor of the gallery thirty by
forty feet, and it goes without saying that
in ailthe realm of black and white there
is nothing ie the Pavilion, nor has there
been, anything more beautiful, or better
calculated to excite the criticism ot art
taste, or challenge the admiration of the
lover of harmony.
Itis impossible in this brief space to in-

dicate in detail allthe excellencies of this
Sacramento artist in photography. We
may say, however, that inthe first place it
is the largest exhibition ever made at any
California or coast exhibit of its order. In
the second place it is the most richly
mounted exhibit ever made on the Pacific,
and thirdly it is the finest, by far, in deli-
cacy of finish, attention to detail, and in
that accuracy of portraiture that is essen-
tial to a good picture. Itis evident toeven
tne most casual observer that not only has
he accomplished the merely mechanical
detail and manipulation with greater skill
than his competitors, but be has retouched
his plates with that taste and artistic per-
ceptiou that liftshis workout of the "com-
mon" of photography and places it justly
among portraiture as recognized by artists.
The proof of a fact « best that is a.-nsible,
that has the testimony of the senses, and
this is had in the case of Mr. Hodson's ex-
hibitin the fact, that he may not forgive us
formaking public, that his fame has gone
beyond local confines and he is now under
engagement to go East to take the portraits
of parties who have the means and tbe will
to command the very best. Itis something
remarkably strong as evidence of superior-
ity that the great East, with its famousartists, should send out to California for a
worker tocome to it. We have no hesi-
tancy whatever in pronouncing Mr.Hod-
sou, judged by this exhibit and these evi-dences, a foremost photographic artist.

SAURAMEBTO'S RESOURCES.
No great effort was made in this county

to prepare a display for the fair, and but a
small sum of money was appropriated for
the purpose. Still, the committee repre-
seuting the Grangers of the county have
done exceedingly well. The Sacramento
exhibit is not incompetition with those of
other countits, still it embraces a great
variety of samples of the county's indus-
tries, but more particularly of" those of
horticulture and agriculture. Sacramento
has inexhaustible quarries of granite, and
many of her people are engaged in various
manufacturing pursuits, none of which are
represented. Had the citizens taken hold
of the matter in the proper spirit, a great
exhibit could have been made. The sam-
ples shown of fruits, vegetables, grains, etc ,
however, are very fine. The exhibit is in
charge of A.A.Koull, who has been as-
sisted in its preparation by the other mem-
bers of the ((range committee. A glance
at the tables show the followingindividual
CDntributions :

Grand Old Nevada.
Nevada, the mother of the mineral coun-

ties, the foremost of all the gold sections of
the world, the historic, inexhaustible Ne-
vada, not making a great display of min-
erals as yet because she has done that be-
fore in a manner to defy rivalry, comes to
the front this year with tne largest fruit,
grain, vine and vegetable exhibit in the
Pavilion, or that has been made by any
county heretofoie; there are and have been
those who have shown more grain, more
grapes, more timber, more stone, but none
in which the ensemble has been fuller, com-
ple'er, better.

Now a word as toNevada aside from her
inexhaustible mineral wealth, her deep
mines, her rich gold quartz, her iron and
her copper, of which all the worldhas been
fully informed for a quarter of a century.

Nevada is a mountain county. She is
the jeweled crown ot the Sierras, the richest
gem that sparkles on the bosom of moun-
tainous California. But she has great
vistas of fertilelands yet open to acutal set-
tlers; she is the home of the pear above all
others; she is preeminently a fruit county.
She has a short winter withoutany arctic
ii?ors and along summer without any
droughts. She is fabulously rich in fine
timber; her water power and canals and
ditches, feeding the soil when needed, is
equaled only by the vast water system of
India. She stores water enough to irrigate
the whole Sacramento valley and still have
surplus enough for home use. She has
power from 200 to 1,800 feet pressure and
more. She is penetrated by a local rail-
way, and through her heart runs the firstof
great overland railroads.

Nevada has no sudden changes of tem-
perature; her climate is saluoriou 1, the
tesinous laden atmosphere speaks of ozone
everywhere withinher boundary;her soil is
deep, fertile, easily turned, and'bears phe-
nomenally.

Nevada has one peculiarity
—

her vegta-
bles and fruits ripen more rapidly than in
any other county. Do any doubt this, let
them examine the enormous melon, squash
and pumpkin growth on the east side of
the great space the count? exhibit tills.
These weighty witnesses were grown be-
tween July <mdSeptember.

Nevada has cities and market towns in
plenty, withstable, self-respecting and pro-
gressive populations. She has admirable
achools, is blessed with churches and phil-
anthropic institutions, has four daily pa-
pers, a reading, intelligent, courageous
people, inured to hard work,yet attached
to all retining influences.

Let us examine the exhibit of this Sierra
Queen— enthroned among the everlasting
hills for twenty miles along their crest, her
head in the rare, tine atmosphere of 8,000
feet elevation, her feet bathed in valley
and grass lands not 1,000 feet above the sta
level. [We had intended and were prepared
to name all the exhibitors from Nevada,
but tbe list is siruplj' enormous, and we be-
lieve it better to speak in the space we
can spare of things and proofs rather
than of persons.]

The exhibition is under the personal
supervision of .1. R. Nickerson. one of the
most experienced and level-headed of men
who have stirred mother earth and made
her yield in abundance. It wilt be seen
that the fruits and grapes which are shown
in such great numbers are from allparts of
the county

—
they are not mere selections,

but representatives of capacity of soil and
climate throughout the whole county from
the foothills to the loftiest flanks of the
mountains. Itwillbe seen that table and
wine grapes are grown at altitudes up to
4,000 feet inNevada with eminent success,
and of such growth Nevada is now ship-
ping eastward daily.

Wheat, barley, oats, rye and corn all
thrive inNevada, and the expert will find
them in tbe exhibit in sack and instalk.
Red clover, timothy, alfalfa, mesquite, rye
and orchard grasses grow everywhere in the
county. Wine of tine quality and mer-
chantable demand is made in Nevada. Uf
woods she shows the oak, maple, cedar,
sugar and yellow pine, tamarack, spruce
and all the members of the pine family.
We are not able at this moment to ascer-
tain the true average of her grain yield, but
it surely is not below twenty bushels to
the acre.

In nut growth she produces walnuts,
English and American, almonds inall va-
riety, hickory, pecan, hazel nuts filberts,
and peanuts. We have remarked upon
the rapidity with which Nevada ripens her
fruits and vegetable?, but we find by exam-
ples shown on these dozen long tables that
whileNevada fruitand vegetable come to
maturity so early, they do not deteriorate
in quality or keeping character, for here we
have apples that have been kept
for an entire year. We invite the
attention of the visitor as he
winds through the maze of exhibits
to examine the sun-dried fruits, which tes-
tify to tbe non humidity of the atmos-
phere and the excellency of the green
fruit, that shrinks less than that of Uiost.
Here we find also splendid examples
of corn from Missouri kernels. It was
raised at an elevation of 1500 feet, and
yielding more to the acre than any valley
record gives. Better corn we are confident
is not found upon the coast, either in the
iize of tbe kernel, fullness of ears or su-
perior meal quality. Broom-corn is shown
also of strong and elastic character.

Tobacco, in the green and cured leaf
from Nevada, is exhibited, and by con-
noisseurs is procouncedjof fine quality.
Hops are grown in Nevada with entire
success. One vine is on exhibition that is
forty six feet in lerjgth. This was grown
upon the place of Mr.I'helan, at San Juan,
It willinterest valley men aud will convey
some idea of the climatic character of the
region, to know that hops are grown in
Nevada at almost any altitude.

It would be of interest to our readers to
learn more of the fine quality of the woods
grown in Nevada, but the exigencies of
space forbid other mention than this, that
as stated, nearly all superior hard and soft
woods are found upon the Nevada slopes.

We have in this review bien drawn from
one to another part of the Nevada exposi-
tion unconsciously, and hence our notes
lack order— for inVance, we find that :n
the proper order we have failed to record
inspeclion of Russian oats shown, one
stand being eight feet in hi|>ht ;of the Sue
showing of potatoes, both upland and bot-
tuii:: of beans prown in Nevada for com-
merce, as well indeed as upon the Sacra-
mento river bottoms ;of the melons inva-
riety, that testify, as the melon always
doe?, to fertile soil ;of the young trees from
the Nevada nurseries, proving that in the
mountain region tbe tenderer youth of the
fruit tree is fostered. We have referred to
the rapidity with which fruits and
vegetables mature in Nevada, and
here on the east wall tables
is tbe proof of it, eight squashes on a single
vine oggregating 505 pounds in weight.
The keeping qualities of Nevada's fruits
have been referred to. but proof cf the
strong assertion made that they surpass
nearly all others in this respect are to be
seen in the exposition. The apples are
especially strong in this respect, keeping
well for a year or more ;besides, they are
found to make a cider that very nearly ap-
proaches the famous Vermont brand.

Th«-»e apples are grown on almost any
kind of soil inNevada, and not infrequently
upon "slickens" land "worked out plats,
in the low places and upon the hills alike,
provided always that the soil selected is
not too wet.

Among other growth and curiosity in
tbe exhibit is a bamboo stalk twenty-three
feet high, grown at a point :t,400 feet above
the eea level; grapes, Tokay and Zinfandel
notably, than which none superior are pro-
duced, yet they grew "upamong the rocks"
as it were, at an altitude of 3,600 feet. Tb«
Bartlett pear in Nevada finds its home, and
all the State concedes that nowhere else
are the conditions so congenial for it. The
examples of enoimooßpear growth are to
be «een on nearly ail the tables.

Olives are grown, and with such success
in Nevada that the people are now prepar-
ing to grow the olive for the market, and
that, too, very extensively. Fig*, black
and the white Adriatic, are exhibited,
grown in the counly, even at 4 000 feet ele-
vaiion: plums and prunes of great beauty,
and a superior piam also tbat is a curiosity,
being the fourth reproduction from the
wildplum, which in its native and unde-
sirable state is shown. Apricots, to our
surprise, we confess, we find succeed ad-
mirably in Nevada.• We are compelled to pass the fine ex-
hibits of peaches; the orarges in the green
that trove the geniality of Nevada's
climate and the adaptibi ity of her soil;
the nines and jellies and preserved goods,'
and give a few momenta ot attention to the
splendid cabinet of gold specimens, fine
golo| quartz, poggate, agates, etc., which is
deserving of long and close examination.-
and as a cabinet collection has few equals
of c irrespondicg ;-ize. There are ontsidw
specimens in hulk also of miliine gold
