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Pardoned by the Governor,

Governor Waterman has pardoned Peter
J. Harrington, who was convicted in Ala-
meda county in March, 1887, of the crime
of embezzlement and sentenced to the State
Prison for five years. The Governor gives
the following reasons for his action :

*Harrington was Roadmaster of the Liver-
more Road Districtin Alameda county, and
unlawfully appropriated to his own uses
about $400. His bondsmen promptly paid
the county for its loss, believing that Har-
rington was not criminally guilty. He ad-
mitted using the money, bat after it was
repaid he did not seem to comprehend that
be was still guilty in the eyes of the law
and refused to make any defense. His pe-
tition is signed by eleven of the jurors be-
fore whom he was tried, the twelfth hav-
ing left the State ; by all the county officers
and Supervisors and many prominent citi-
zens of Alameda counly. He has already
served the greater part of bis sentence, and
bears an excellent reputation among the
prison officials. For the foregoing reasons
executive clemency is extended to hun.”

Why Potter Palmer Will Not Allow it in
His House,
[From the Chicago Tribune.]

Potter Palmer is one of the few land-
lords of the country who refuses to allow
any one in his service to receive a tip. A
violation results in the dismissal of the re-
cipient.

“Héw came he to make this rule?” I
asked of Mr. Mezserve, a trotting man who
is posted.

“One day,” he said, “Potter Palmer was
speeding his horse on the Lake shore drive
when he became aware that some one was
trying to pass him. Mr. Palmer touched
up his horse with the whip and the same
did the man who was behind. In a meo-
ment more the latter passed Mr. Palmer,
and as he did so Mr. Palmer recognized
him as his head porter. The next day
Mr. Palmer met the man and said to him:

“‘John that is a pretty good horse yon
had on the drive yesterday, You passed
me, and my horse is a good one. Where
did you get your horse ?

“The porter, with a glow of pride, an-
swered that the horse was his own.

“Mr. Palmer made no reply, but began
an investigation. He found that this man
was accumulating wealth on the tips he
received from the guests of the Palmer
House. He found that all his employes
were doing likewise, and he at once issued
the order that any man in his service who
received a tip was to he discharged. You
may fee a waiter in the dining-room if you
want to, but it has to be done under cover.
If the head waiter sees it the underling
goes. This rule applies to the fellows at
the bootblack stand, which stand, like
everything else in that hotel, is run by
Potter Palmer. The money taken in at
that stand is turned into the manager
every night and credited to the bootblack
account. It is the only place I know of
where tipping is forbidden.”

For
the same period 3,867,385,650 cigars were
taxed, an increase of 22,658,990.

Enterprise and capital are about to
change the great Dismal Swamp of North
Carolina into 2 hundred farms. A railroad
has been run across its entire width, an
immense saw-mill has been set to work
and quite a town is springing up. This
wilderness will soon blossom as the rose.

The Kansas man who made a thousand
barrels of vinegar from twenty acres of
watermelons and sold the vinegar for ten
dollars a barrel has founded a new and
valuable industry. He has also shown
that the best way to avoid cramps from
watermelons is to convert the melons into
vinegar.

In comparing the literary merits of
Dickens and Thackeray, an after-dinner
orator in London said : *“It’s the wonder-
ful insight inter 'uman nature that Dick-
ens gets the pull over Thackeray; but on
tother hand, it's the brilliant shafts of
satire, t'gether with a keen sense o’ humor,
that Dickery gets the pull over Thackens.
It’s just like this: Thickery is a humorist
and Dackens is a satirist. But, after all,
it’s ’bsurd to instood any comparison be-
tween Dackery and Thickens.’— Literary
World.

A buttonwood tree, an old landmark of
Castleton, Vt., standing in the midst of the
village, near the old Moulten mansion,
has been cut down. It was planted in
1798 by Hon. Samuel Shaw, a member of
Congress during the war of 1812, and the
grandfather of Josh Billings. The old
town whipping post stood about twelve
feet from this venerable tree up to 1840,
when it was demolished. Many have esti-
mated the age of the tree much greater
than it was, but a memorandum made by
Dr. Shaw of the exact date of the planting
is still extant,

A curious scene was witnessed in Palace
Yard, Westminster, England. A sparrow
was picking up the corn which had fallen
from the horses’ nosebags, when a mouse
appeared and proceeded to dispute with
the sparrow his right to the dainty mor-
sels. A fight ensued, which lasted for
some minutes, and then the sparrow beat a
retreat. The sparrow had evidently been
icjured in the tussel, and for a time he
was unable to fly. At last the sparrow
flew up, and a cabman finished the inci-
dent by killing the mouse with a whip.

A policeman in a certain town in North-
ern New Hampshire, recently attempted
to separate two men who were engaged in
arow, when one of them picked up a club
and struck the officer on the head, laying
his scalp open. The latter pluckily stuck
to his man, and finally landed his assail-
ant in the lock-up. The next morning
the prisoner was arraigned before a Jus-
tice, who fined the policeman $4 and costs
of prosecation. On being remonstrated
with, the Court said that the prisoner had
no money to pay him for his trouble, and
he didn’t propose to work for nothing.—
Concord (N. H.) Monitor.
